
A FINE COURTHOUSE.

The Splendid Structure for
Fresno County.

& Quarter cf a Million Dol'ars to Be Ex-
pended— Surmounted by a Lofty

Pome.

The new courthouse at Fresno willbe
when completed one of the finest civic
buildings in tbe State and worthy of the
prosperous county in which itis located.

Tbe central portion of the building Imme-
diately back of the main portico, compris-
ing the existing courthouse, has been re-
modeled, both internally and externally, so
as to conform with tbe new design and to
properly connect it with the new wlngß on
either side.

Each wing has been placed at a distance
of twenty feet from the present building,-
connected at the front by the main portico
and at the rear by a wide bridge or covered

• corridor, both forconvenience and appear-
*\u25a0 ance: but to avoid the scattered appearance
. that three separate buildings would present

the wings were placed in such a position as. to be connected with each other and with

*

th.c central block by means of the bold front
"portico, and this, with the alterations to

the old building, effected a unison and com-
pleteness which could only be obtained by
this treatment.

The wing on the left side contains the
'hall of record-*, law library and offices of
the County Clerk, etc., and the wing on the'.right by the Board of Supervisors' offices,

: Tax Collector, court and jury rooms, Judges'
chambers, etc.

The work on this fine country building is
progressing very rapidly, the walls now
being up to the second story floor beams,
which show a massive and substantial

• structure. The heavy steel girders and
beams are now being putinplace preparatory
to receiving the terra cotta arch work. Each
of the wings are to be of fireproof construc-
tion throughout, Including the iron roof.

The central tower, or dome, will be of' strong timber and iron framing, covered
with heavy copper. The building will be
an ornament to the city ofFresno, while the
Supervisors and the public generally will
possess an administrative buildingof which

* they may be justly proud. The structure
when completed willrepresent an outlay of
about $250,000 The architect is William

A. T. STEWART'S STORE.

How the Millionaire Merchant Treated
the Women Wbo Worked for Him.

In the course of an interview recently
with a saleswoman now witha Broadway
firm she said:

"1 was one of the first women to be em-
ployed by Stewart, and remained with him
until his death. He was aware that English
saleswomen are required to dress in tight-
fitting black gowns, without jewelry or fur-
belows, but he did not dare to exact that
Americans should wear a livery;neverthe-
less itamounted to that, aud this is bow he
managed it. He kept his eye upon us all
the time. If a girl wore a light-colored
dress be would not appear to take notice
of it, but would wait until such time as
she happened to appear in a black
dress. Then he would hurry to her, ami,
with a pleasant smile would say, 'Why.
Miss , bow well you look in black!
Quite charming, Ideclare! And Itake it
as a compliment to myself, for you know
black is my favorite color, above all. for a
business woman.' You may be sure that
that girl never afterward wore anything
but black Inhis service.

"And as for jewelry. There were of
course no restrictions upon our wearing it,
but he was as clever in letting us know his
idea* upon our wearing it as what was his
•favorite color.' Ifa girl wore a bit of

jewelry, a breastpin or a bracelet, his eyes
would be sure to fasten upon it in the
course of the day, and he would say to her—
always witha smile and pleasantly: T see
you are wearing a pretty brooch, but don't
you think that jewelry is rather matronly
for youth and good looks like yours?'
Mr. Stewart bad also pronounced ideas
about colors and their appropriate-
ness, not only to the complexion, but to the
age of women. If a new girl,not knowing
bis tastes, appeared some warm day ina
pink dress, be would take occasion topass
her counter and mutter to himself out
loud enough for her to hear: 'Pink,
eh! pink! Pink's for youth, little
girls and extreme first youth. No
woman over 16 should wear pink—
the complexion— DinkIbah!" He was a sly
old fox, was Stewart, and in this adroit way
be managed that we should wear a regula-
tion costume of black, with a simple bow of
ribbon at tbe throat for ornament,

"Stewart was tbe first merchant to intro-
duce dressmaking and ready-made clothes
into a dry-goods store in this country. This
occurred many years after tbe advent of
saleswomen. His first modiste was a
Miss Hudnutt whom he sent twice
a year to Paris and London for
fashions. Miss Hudnutt is well known
nowadays as Mme. Connelly. To test their
business capacities, Stewart tried women
in every branch of his business. He was
the first to send them out as drummers— silk
drummers, but they were not a success with
him."

He is a fine-appearing old gentleman, who
stated that he passed a few days in this city
in 1819, and that he enjoyed the honor of
having built the first brick house inSacra-
mento.

Mr. Brockway was much astonished at

the wonderful changes that had taken
place since his first visit and predicted a
grand future for tne Golden State.

Lovell White spoke briefly on behalf of
the fraternity of the State, and expressed
gratification at being able to entertain the
distinguished visitors.

Mr.Wheeler of Seattle responded to the
call for Washington and presented a scheme
for reorganizing tbe American Association.

In bis opinion the banking interests of
the country were not fully represented by
the present body,

Walter J. Th unpson of Tacoma Indorsed
Mr. Wheeler's remarks.

Tbe proposed reorganization did not meet
with general favor.

Several old members pointed with pride
to the work already accomplished,, and
while they welcomed the Washington men
as bankers and brothers .bey should not at-
tempt too much in tbe way of running the
organization.

The first paper presented was one by J.
W. Treadwell, editor of the California
Bankers' Magazine, suggesting remedies for
numerous existing evils in the money situa-
tion.

Mr. Treadwell was allowed to open up by

consent, but there was a disposition to choke
the gentleman off before he had proceeded
far, but be bung on until be finished what
he had tosay.

Then the association retaliated by decid-
ing not to publish the paper in the report of
the proceedings.

Michael D. Harter of Mansfield, Ohio,
was billed to deliver a paper on. "The re-
peal of the 10 per cent Federal tax on State
bank circulation," but he was unavoid-
ably detained. In bis absence G. A. Van'
Allen of Albany, N. .' V., presented the
views of Mr.Harter In a paper of over one
hour's duration.

When .Mr. Van Allen pulled bis paper
and advanced to the front of the platform
there was a general exodus toward the rear

THE OLD AND NEW YACHTS.

Centerboards and Deep Keels
Fairly Compared.

Seme Curious Possibilities ofth. Centerboard
Idea— Anomtlou- acd Fantastic Medals

"Which Worked Well.

"Iwas interested in reading The Call's
article in to-day's issue on the proposed
race between tho Aggie, Jessie and "Cur-
line," said a veteran yachtsman yesterday.
"Ican remember the time when the America
went to England nearly forty years ago and
beat all the English yachts. That's a pretty
long while since, isn't it?"

The old-timer was permitted to continue
his lucubrations, or "lubrications," as Mrs.
Partington would have phrased it. lie was
fullof reminiscences.

•'Look here," lie said, exhibiting a model
of the America side by side with a modern
racing yacht. "In forty years we have had
a whirlwind of new ideas, but nothing that
has lasted. Ihave seen the America, the
Arrow, the Alarm, the Cambria, the
Sappho— all fliers in their day. Isuppose it
is heresy, hut Icannot help thinking the old
America and the Alarm were the fastest
sailing yachts that ever skimmed the seas.
There was a peculiarity about these boats,
lvboth cases the designers boldly departed
from all received notions, and in both cases
succeeded. The America her with short
foremast, her foretopma. t and tremendous
mainmast and mainsail, with her deep
draught aft and light draught forward, was
as much a surprise as the Alarm, the Eng-
-1; .i yacht that never was beaten in a
breeze worth calling a breeze. .The
Alarm's masts bad a greater rake than any
vessel of her class. Her lines were a
secret. The same men that designed her
designed the sloop Arrow, a 100-tonner,
that raced away from everything of her
class. 1have been informed on good evi-
dence that when these vessels were com-
pleted the plans were destroyed, and that
they were even docked In secret from time
to time, so that the idea of the mold could

never be stolen. Itnever was. Yet neither
of these yachts resembled the old America
In any particular, while all three were rare
flyer

"The modern raclngjschooner yacht comes
nearer the America than anything else.
Nature gave us a model In the duck. The
more closely builders follow that the better
they succeed.

"As for the centerboard yacht. It has
paramount advantages in estuarine sailing.
Ittan go up into sub shallow waters as
Tlburon, which a deep keel cannot ap-
proach. ItIs especially a river boat. I'm
for ocean sailing, or even for bay sailing,
under all condition-, Idon't see how you
can getaway from the old style deep keel
and good draught aft." \u25a0 *>V'v

ONLY BLUFFING, PERHAPS.

The Canadian Pacific Itching
for a Rate War.

Trickery Over Differentials Prompted With-
drawal Fr-m the Transcontinental

Association.

Incertain quarters the withdrawal of the
Canadian Pacific Bailway Conlpany from
the Transcontinental Association is con-
sidered only a bluff. -

"We have given the regulation ninety
days' notice of the withdrawal both of our
freight and passenger departments," said M.
M. Stern, the district freight and passenger
agent in this city.

"What willbe the effect?
"The effect willbe that the traveling pub-

lic and shippers willreceive from our with-
drawal the benefit of lower rates than are
current. Itis significant that such will be
the case.

"The Great Northern has given similar
notice, but that Is no concern of ours. We
are in to protect our shippers and to fly on
our wings." :rv-~
Itis obvious that the Great Northern can-

not continue in the fight on equal terms
with its competitors in the north, because
its line from Spokane to the seaboard is not
completed and in operation. Itcanbardiy
become a factor In this controversy until it
is able Independently to move Its freight
to and from this coast.

There is much in this new entanglement
that has not yet come to tbe surface, and
willnot for a while.

The reason given by the Canadian Pacific
for its withdrawal appears to be that Ithas
been compelled to submit to the Southern
Pacific -and generally tricked by It In the
Transcontinental Association.'

Commissions, rebates, special bargains
and all the other persuasive conditions
given by freight traffickers to favored ship-
pers have served to lessen the value of the
differentials allowed itto keep out of open
competition with the other transcontinental
lines. :....'\u25a0: \u25a0=\u25a0:-.

While itbaa kept Its agreements with the
other line*, the suspension of the notice to
put into effect to-morrow \u25a0 the proportional
rates of the Southern Pacific on Import
traffic is accepted as an indication of a de-
sire to go before tho association on Janu-
ary 1 in the most favorable lightpossible
and represent that it was forced to under-
take a defensive move.

The Canadian Pacific maintains a watch-
ful eye on California business, and itcan,
perhaps, afford to assume its present inde-
pendent position, for it Is able to move its
freights by sea between the twocoasts as
wellas the Southern Pacific via New Or-
leans, and thus becomes Its formidable
rival. ..;.../ .V-. .

This movement, which to merchants may
mean future relief from the tribute on for-
eign imports, payable to the '.Southern.
Pacific and other lines of the Transconti-
nental, promises to lead up to a pretty
fight. Itmay result in Import 'goods being
brought :here . via Cape Horn, saving the
exorbitant charges of railway linos.*

The biggest celebration will be held at
Santa Rosa to-day, Saturday and Sunday.
Fifteen parlors of this city and many others
from surrounding counties have united and
willcelebrate at the county Beat of Sonoma
County.

Great preparations have been made for
the event, both in Santa Rosa and this city.
Over 5000 people are expected to attend
from San Francisco. . That number of
tickets have been issued and all have been
disposed of, according to tbe report of the
ticket committee.

The citizens of Santa Rosa have contrib-
uted liberally toward the celebration, and
are prepared to treat their visitors la a royal
fashion. -•._-„

Grand Marshal Edwin L.Foster, presi-
dent of Pacific Parlor, has had charge of all
the arrangements at this end. liehas been
devoting ail bis time toward making a suc-
cess of the celebration, and yesteiday had
all things in shape for the event. Mr.Fos-
ter is one of the brightest members of the
younger bar of San Francisco and is asso-
ciated withFisher Ames. He is one of the
most popular of Native Sons.

The celebrating parlors left this city for
the scene of the festivities at 9 o'clock last
evening on the steamer Tiburon. The de-
parture was made the occasiou of a grand
parade, the followingparlors turning out in
the procession: California No. 1, Pacific
No. 10.

The parade formed on the junction of
Golden Gate avenue and Market streets,
and proceeded down Market to Kearny, to
Bush, to Montgomery, to Markot, to the
ferries.

Native Sons willbe driven about the coun-
try by the citizens of Santa Rosa, when the
celebration willcome to an end.

Santa Rosa, Sept. B.—At 12 o'clock to-
night lw 0 visitingSons of the Golden West
arrived here, representing the parlors of
the order from Sau Francisco.

JUPITER OCCULTED.
A I'll—i.iiiin.iiiWilli Occurred Before

BuarU- *..-!•<\u25a0..

An oceultation of the planet Jupiter by
the moon occurred tbis morning, and
the beautiful astronomical phenomenon
should have been plainly visible to the naked
eye.

The times and phases were computed by
Professor George Davidson for the geo-
graphical position of his observatory on
Clay-street Hill.

Allthe moons of Jupiter were visible and
occulted, of course, a superior opera-glass
showing these satellites before the planet
approached Luna too near.

The oceultation of Jupiter occurred 3
hours and 10 minutes after crossing the
meridian In the early morning, with the
moon three days past in the full, and well
up in the northern sky on account of its
northern declination.

The diameter of the moon was 33 minutes
of arc and that of the planet 46 seconds, or
twice the diameter ofMars occulted on Sat-
urday.

The prediction of the first contact of the
center of the planet with the moon* limb
was for Oh 34 in Ms A. M. Pacific standard
time, or about 12 minutes before sunrise.
The preceding limb touched the moon's
about 80 seconds earlier and the following
limb appeared about as many seconds later.

At the reappearance of Jupiter from be-
hind the moon, the contact of the planet's
center with the limbof tne moon was reck-
oned for 6h 39m 465, with a difference of80
seconds earlier and later of the preceding
and followinglimbs respectively. "

According to the reckoning of the point
of contact tho planet was immersed a little
to the left of the moon's vortex and emerged
a trifle in tbo same direction of the lowest
point. , > -

The moon will be In conjunction on the
16th with the third bright planet, Venus,
now remarkably bright in the early morn-
ing sky and having apparently a diameter
greater than Jupiter.

DAMAGES AWARDED.
Findings In the Portland-California 1.1-

bale for Cullt-lnii.
Judge Morrow yesterday confirmed the

findings of United Slates Commissioner
Hoffman In the cases of the bark Portland
and steamship State of California. These
vessels collided off the heads In 1836.
:The owners of the bark In July of that
year filed a libel on* the steamer, claiming
111,908 damages. In September the owners
of the steamer, filed a libel on the bark,
claiming £8880 damages.

DONE DURING A DELIRIUM

Mrs. F. Grunewald Fatally
Stabs Herself.

While Under Treatment in the German Hos-

pital She Inflicts lrjuries With a Knife
*

That Came Her Death.

Poor Mrs. Fredericka Grunewald I
Sad, indeed, was her death at the Gar-

man Hospital early yesterday morning.
After a peaceful life of sixty years she

died from the result of injuries indicted
while delirious.

Several months ago John J. Grunewald
and his aged wife left their quiet littlehome

in Sutter County and
journeyed to Bartlett
Springs. Itwas thought
that a sojourn at the re-
sort would improve
Mrs. Giunewald's fall-
ing health. She had
not been - there very
long, however, before
she sustained a serious
rupture.

Her husband then
brought her to this city
for treatment. Two
weeks ago last Tuesday

she was taken to the German Hospital suf-
fering terribly from the injury.

Medical attendance failed to alleviate her
agony. While left alone in a ward last
Saturday she opened a pocketknife and
plunged the blade in her abdomen near the
seat of the rupture. Itis supposed that she
was delirious at the time, having become
crazed by the terrible suffering.

now did she procure the knife?
That is a question the attaches could not

satisfactorily explain. It is said, however,
that the attendants were wrong in leaving
the aged patient alone while she was delir-
ious.

Blood poisoning set in and tho patient
sank gradually. She was found dead in
bed at 3 o'clock yesterday morning.

"What was the cause of death?" asked
Deputy McNamara.

The answer that came over the wire was
not a satisfactory one.

The deputy went to the hospital and he
complains of the treatment he received
when be went to investigate the case. He
waa, so he say*, kept waiting an hour be-
fore the attaches would answer any ques-
tions or turn over the body.

Finally the remains were surrendered and
taken to the Morgue. An autopsy showed
that death was caused by traumatic periton-
itis, due to the self-inflicted wound.

During the afternoon an inquest was
held. The Coroners jury found that Mrs.
Grunewald, aged Go, and a native of Ger-
many, inflicted the fatal knife wound with
suicidal intent while delirious. Tbe re-
mains were shipped to the former home
of the deceased at Pleasantville, Sutter

A RIVAL TO COLUMBUS.
Crossing the Atlantic ina Cockle Shell.

* Captain William A. Andrews, the daring
sailor who has twice crossed the Atlantic
in a small boat, and wbo, in attempting to
make a third trans-Atlantic voyage alone in
a little sail-boat, fought a sixly-two days'
battle against adverse winds and stormy
seas, has now undertaken a trip which is
even more foolhardy than his previous ones
and which ranks with the disastrous at-
tempts which have been made to swim
through the whirlpools of Niagara or
plunge over the falls In a barrel.

, On July 20he "started on a voyage from
New York to Palo?, Spain, having an-
nounced his determination to stick to the
water tillhe reaches the starting point of
Columbus. Ifhe is successful Captain An-
drews and his boat will be one of the curi-
osities exhibited at the World's Fair among
the exhibits of the manufacturers of Sapolio,
after whose production his boat has been
named. The Sapolio is a fourteen-foot
boat of Captain Andrews' own construction
made of canvas and half-inch cedar. By
means of three canvas hinges running the
full length of the craft it can be folded
when not in use. The builder and naviga-
tor of this "cockle shell" when hailed in

id can by the captain of an ocean
steamer remarked that he. found the Sapolio
a "scrubber, but very leaky." But evi-
dently the leaks do not alarm the lonely
occupant of the Sapolio, for offers of as-
sistance meet with tho response that he is
all right and making better time than he
had calculated to make. His unvaried diet
isbiscuits and canned goods.

He* is writing an accurato account of the
voyage day by day, and throws over a bottle
daily containing . « record of the day's
events and the location of the boat at the
time .tiie memoranda were written. Ifthe
undertaking is brought to a successful end
there are many who will hold the opinion
that though not as important practically,
the feat of-this* modern adventurer is as
daring as that which has made immortal
the name of the great Spanish-Italian navi-
gator, who spent seventy-one days in mak-
ingnearly the same trip with three of the
finest vessels then procurable and ISO men.
Certainly itIs a daring undertaking, and the
bold captain and Ills boat and log will be
quite an interesting feature of the Sapolio
Company's exhibit in Chicago. When the
question of danger is brought up Captain
Andrews says that \u25a0 "half-the people who
are drowned lose their lives because they
do not :realize \u25a0 that a;boat cannot sink."
Whatever, happens, he \u25a0 argues, his little
boat can only be capsized, and as long as
he can "stay with it"he thinks he willbe
safe.

On arriving at the house, which Is kept
by a Mrs. Oliphant, the detective wa3
obliged to force the door, Mead having in
the meantime securely locked and bolted it
On gaining an entrance he found the man
apparently in the throes of dissolution,
and either unwilling or unable to tell what
be had done.

Looking around the officer espied on a
small table alongside the seemingly dying
man the photograph of a buxom girl,ou top
of which was laid a lady's diamond ring.
A glance at the bureau revealed an undi-
rected letter, which ran as follows:

Give these things to Angelina Greenwood.
Send for her right away. Be sure aud do not
lose a minute; 1 might speak to ber. She lives
at 1004 Natoma street. Tell her 1prefer death
sooner than lose her.

Good-by all. God bless you all, for he wont
me, 1know.

1loved her and would die for her. For God's
sake, don't send for a doctor, Mrs. Oll'hmt. I
don't want this published. Let tbe Morgue
bury me.

From this the detective instantly divined
that tbe man bad used poison, and calling
for such emetics as his experience sug-
gested, be dosed the man liberally with
mustard, cocktails, warm water, salt and
other delightful decoctions, till Mead's
stomach was relieved of the deadly drug as
far as itwas possible to relieve him. He
was then hurried to the City and Couuty
Hospital aud treated on the supposition that
he had taken laudanum, for he persistently
refused to tell the drug he bad u>ed.

A reporter of The Call endeavored to
interview Miss Angelina last night, but her
brother objected, and would afford no light
on. the cause of Mead's rash act further
than that it was the result of jealousy. He
admitted knowing Mead, wbo for a time
lived with the Greenwood family,and said
that as far as he knew Mead was a respect-
able, industrious man.

Ata late hour last night the attaches at the
City and County Hospital believed Mead
would recover, but on account of the un-
certainty as to the means he used to ac-
complish his purpose, they could not give
any positive opinion. The man was per-
fectly conscious, but absolutely refused to
make any statement of the reasons which
prompted him to attempt bis life.
