John Nightingale, Joseph G. Eastland,
Daniel Meyer and Adolpk Sutro sat in the
front row at the meeting of the Non-Par-
tissn convention, at 16 Post street, and
smiled confidently as they glanced around
at the assemblage.

Mr. Sutro especially looked pleasant and
beamed through his spectacles at his asso-
elates.

Mr. Nightingale was placid, but evidently
interested, and seemed thoroughly imbued
with the spirit of what was going on,

Eastland and Britton consulted in whis-
pers, and looked as if they were on the

very best of terms, not only with them-
selves, but with the world in general.

Thomas Magee occupied the chair, with
Secretary Peet at his slde, and on the table
in front of him he had open a gold watch,
which he consulted from time to time.

The cheirman wore a palr of blue spee-
tacles t tect his eyes from the light,
and looked grave and earnest.

He looked as if the very future of the
city depended upon the action of the con-

BALLOTING FOR SUPERVISORS,

The Excellent Cholce Made by the Con-
vention Delegates.

Chairman Thomas Magee called the con-
vention to order shortly after 8 o’clock.

The chairman eappointed E. H. Cole,
Robert Coburn and William F. Gibson dele-
gates as substitutes for three delegates who
were unable to be present.

Joseph Britton then moved that balloting
for nominees for Supervizors be gone into.

As an amendment Henry Toomey was
permitted to introduce the following mo-
tion:

That the selected eandidates for public office
of this convention shall agree not to make proin-
Ises or pledges 1o any per=on, soclety or associa-
tlon of a political, social, business or other char-
acer as may tend to affect the caudidate’s inde
pendence of aciion in any matter legislative or
admipisirative that may come belore them in
thelr public capacity.

The motion was voted down and balloting
was proceeded with,

Chairman Magee informed the conven-
tion that in the Second Ward only two
eandidate®would be considered. Joseph L.
Moody (R.) was unable to serve, as he in-
tended shortly to return to Japan.

Assistant Secretary Phillips having sug-
gested that for the information of the dele-
gates a short synopsis should be given of
each candidate inquired after, Chairman
Charles A. Laton of the nominating com.
mittee stated that Willilam Chamberlin,
nominee for the Eighth Ward, is propri-
etor of the Beresford Hctel, on the corner
of Bush and Stockton streets. He had
heard both him and the other nominee, Mr.
Ransome, the grain-dealer, well known on
the Produce Exchange, very highly
spoken of.

pOn motion William Chamberlin (R.)
was declared the nol;n{{nee }:y acclamation to
stand for the Eighth Ward.

The candidnleg for the Ninth Ward were
considerably discussed. :

E. G. Pierce was pamed as the anti-dive
nominee and highly indorsed.

Delegates Smith, Milliken, Barton, Cum-
mings and others indorsed Francis Korbell
(R.), who was stated to be proprietor of the
sawmill establishment on Bryant and Fifth
streets, As an additional recommendation
he was a representative German citizen.

Chairman Magee desired to emphasize
the record of Nominee Heyer, who had
served on the Board of Supervisors for two
terms with marked ability and faithfulness.
Asa R. Wells also indorsed Heyer.

Balloting for the Ninth Ward resulted in
a cast of seven!v-nine vetes, of which
Francis Korbell (R.) received forty-three,
A. Heyer (R.) twenty-two and E. G. Pierce
fourteen.

Chairman Mages stated that the Reform
Damoeracy desired to have tha selection of
nominees for the Tenth and Eleventh wards
laid over in order to obtain representation
therefrom.

A. J. Donovan made a strong appeal in
the same direction. He said that at the
last election the Reform Democracy had
polled 3 per cent of tle entire ticket and
were entitled to proper representation on
the Non-partisan ticket. If the party he
represented wuas properly treated it pro-
posed to put forth its strength for the Non-
Partisan ticket.

His motion to lay over the nominations
in the Tenth and Eleventh wards, having
been seconded by L. T. Milliken, was car-
ried unanimously.

The nominees for the Twelfth Ward
elicited a large number of personal indorse-
ments.

C. O. Burton Indorsed Rolla V. Watt (K.),
the insurance man of 317 California street.
He was young, active, and possessed great
influence among the young and active
workers,

Joseph Brittan
bing (R.). :

Adoiph Sutro very earnestly eulogized
Helbing. He said when he (Sutro) landed
in San Francisco forty years before, he had
8 letter of introduction to Mr. Helbing,
and found his first home in that gentleman’s
house, - Mr. Helbing had been elected Pres-
ident of the Eureka Benevolent Society no
less than eighteen times, and had dispensed
in charity thousands and tens of thousands
of dollars. He wasx the best man that could
possibly be nominated.

Daniel Meyer indorsed Mr. Helbing.

J. P. Wethered put in a plea for the two
Democratic candidates from the Twelfth—
J. J. O’Brien and P. F. Butler—and was
sustained by the chair.

Chairman Magee stated that he highly in-
dorsed J. J. O’Brien and P. F. Butler. He
thougiht the ecandidates were equally bal-
anced—a con¢lusion he bore out in the bal-
loting by refraining from casting a vote.

Chairman Laton said all the names of
candidates frow the Twellth Ward were
those of first-class men, but personally he
had received the highest indorsements of
Helbing.

Ou calling the roll the result of the vote
for nominees from the Twelfth Ward was
deciared as follows: August Helbmng (R),
64: Rollo V. Watt, 17; total vote cast, 81.

Mr. Eastiand said he had been profoundly
struck with the ramarks wade on the pre-
vious evening by D. I. Mahoney regarding
the importance of guarding against all
chances of trading.

He thought a strong Board of Supervisors
should be nominated before proceeding with
further nominations,

Chairman Thomas Magee madea brief
address on the suggestion of trading made
by Mr. Eastland.

Mr. Magee said he was certain that every
delegate to the convention must now feel
pertectly secure against any such chances
as those suggested.

Every one must feel ccnvineed that there
was no trading, no ring, no slate, nothing
of that kind iu the Non-Partisan convention.
He therefore believed that any adjourn-
ment at this point was unnecessary.

ELLERT NAMED FOR MAYOR.

Eaton Makes a Good Speech in Eulozy
of the Supervisor.

Asa R. Wells, from the committee on
municipal nominations, arose to make a re-
port, but was interrupted by Joseph G.
Eastland with a motion to adjourn,

The latter deemed it best that the con-
vention should not proceed with undue
haste, and gave it as his opinion that time
should be taken for careful consideration.

The chair very promptly ruled that as
the motion met with no second the report
should be made, and Mr. Wells continued.
He was happy, he said, to say to the con-
vention that three good men had been
named for Mayor, any one of whom, if
nominated, would serve the city faithfully
and well

They were George H. Sanderson, A, S.
Hallidie ana L. R. Eilert.

Joseph Britton indorsed the name of Mr.
Hallidie in a few well-chosen remarks.

He gave way to F. W. Eaton, who pleaded
the cause of Ellert.

Mr. Eaton said:

“Mr. Chairman: We have now reached
amost important duty—that of placing upon
our ticket a nominee for the chief executive
office of this municipal government, an
officer who, if he is true to the pledzes that
he will take by indorsing the plaiform of
thisconvention, has in addition thereto by
the power confarred upon him under the
laws absoluts supervision over every sub-
ordinate mucicipal office in the gift of the
peonle of this municipality.

‘‘He can see to it that the duties which
devolve upon them are conscientiously car-
ried out and the laws properly executed.

**To properly and faithfully carry out the
trusts which this convention has by its
platform placed in his hands, and particu-
larly at this time, requires a most intelli-
gent idea of the situation, as wvell as a
tho'r(:ugu knowledge of what is required
of him.

**Experience teaches us all, and Mr. Ellert
is a man who vot only has such experience,
but has by his record in public life shown
that his ideas blend with "those which are
entertained by us all, whose every act has
drawn nim cioser to the people, and who
have on two occasions manifested their un-
qualified appreciation of his good deeds,
and are to-day awaiting with anx-
ious expeectation that this convention—
drawn together for the sole purpose
of giving them relief from che many suffer-
ings they have been forced to endure by
the rotten administration of affairs in this
city, will place his name again before
them, in order that they may have another
opportunity of expressing their absolute
confidence in him as their representative,
whose promises made to them on twosimi-
lar occasions nave not been broken, and
electing him as our next Mayor by the
largest majority ever recorded in this city
and county for that office.

“I have not a word to say detrimental to
the character, qualification or standing of
the other candidntps before vou for this
office, but, as Napoléon said, ‘France needs
soldiers.”

Mr. Ellert, but I feel tiat further comment
is unnecessary.

*“He is the man for the place and if nom-
inated by this couvention he will be elected
by the people.

“He will never give occasion to doubt his
honesty, fidelity or sincerity in carrying out
the wishes of those who have conferred the
honor upon him. :

When Mr. Eaton had finished his address,
which was received with demonstrations of
applause, Chairman Magee called atten-
tion to the fact that as the hour was grow-
ing late he would ask that he should be
excused. > 2

His eyes, he sald, were troubling him to
such an extent that he felt compelled to
seek a needed rest for them, and his pres-
ence all through the evening had been in
direct contradiction to the advice of his
phﬂsicinn.

e asked that Vice-President Laton as-
sume the chair in his stead.

Before going, however, he deegned it his
duty to say that he held Mayor Sanderson
in the highest esteem and would suggest to
the convention that in his opinion no mis-
take would be made should that gentleman
be ehosen to head the ticket.

Secretary Peet asked that the convention
extend to the chairman the courtesy of al-
jowing him to cast his vote before taking
his departure, aud permission being grnnted
unanimously he gave his ballot to Sander-
son.

Laton then took the chair and Michael
Flood pleaded the cause of Mr. Hallidie on
behalf of the Citizans’ League.

Joseph G. Eastland foliowed with a few
words in praise of Mr. Hallidie as a man of
good standing and sterling integrity.

J. H. Simpson eulogized Ellert ‘‘as a man
who needed no words of praise.”

“His record,” sald Mr. Simpson, “is_ &
part of the history cf the city.

“It is unnecessary for me to tell you who
or what he is.

“‘His voice has ever been ralsed against
corruption, and in all his acts he has de-
served the highest encominms.”

Max Goldberg called attention not only
to Ellert’s clean record as a Supervisor but
also (o his eomplete grasp of the situation,
so far as municipal affairs were concernea.

Said €. J. Swift: *“Itis my opinion that
L. R. Ellert is the most popular man in the
city of San Fiancisco to-day.

“Ever since 1 was drawn into this move-
ment I have been asking my Democratic
friends whom they regarded as the most
popular man in the city and in nine cases
out of ten the answer nas been ‘Ellert.”

Ellert led from the very start, so far out-
distancing those who were opposed to him
that on motien of Joseph G. Eastland his
nom ination was declared on a rising vote to
be unanimous.

The result was received with great en-
thusiasm, and for several moments the hall
rang with cheers fcr the successful
aspirant.

Even those who had voted against Ellert
joined in the general acclamation and the
greatest harmony seemed to prevail,

On motion of A. J. Donovan, the nomina-
tion of T. J. L. Smiley for Auditor was
made by acclamation, apd the convention
adjourned till Saturday night.

HE IS A NATIVE SON.
Ellert One of the Soundest Men Who Was
Ever in a Sapervisor’s Chair,

L. R. Ellert, the Non-Partisan nominee
for Mayor, is a native son of California and
was reared in San Francisco.

His education was acquired In our insti-
tutions, and as a business man he has al-
ways stood high in the community.

His official career is without blemish, and
no man s known who has ever held office
in this city and county who has been more
faithful to the trust imposed upon him by
the people.

He has been elected to two terms on the
Board of Supervisors.

He was a eandidate on the Non-Partisan
ticket in 1836, and on the American party
ticket in 1890,

His sterling worth has been recognized by
the people.

They were satisfied with the work done
by him in his first term, and showed their
appreciation by electing hint to the second
by a larger majority than any other man
on the ticket,

His record for the first two years of his
official life, as one of the board, and as
chairman of the Finance Committee during
hfs present term, is well known and has
fully satisfied the public. The people at
large know that he possesses a full knowl-
edge of the duties of the office, as well as
all the qualifications necessary to make a
faithful and honest public officer.

He was the author of the ordinance
which so successfully closed the poolrooms
in this city, and slso of the ordinance regu-
lating and restricting the sale of opium and
cocaine, the indiscriminate sale of which
was ruining men, women and children.

He has persistently opposed the granting
of franchises to railroads and for other pur-
poses requiring the use of public streets,
except where the petitioners have agree to
pay a liberal prorata percentage of the
earnings under such franchises into the city
treasury each year.

He has vigorously opposed the opening of
new streets under the obnoxious street ex.
tension lavs,

He has fought the dive evil, when others
of the Supervisors did not dare lift a finger,
as they were under thie rule of the bosses.

Under his direction as chairman of the
Finance Committee, the deficiency at the
end of the last fiscal year was reduced to
about §50,000, which is the smallest in
many years past, and this in the face of
the fact that in the beginning of his term
there was a large legacy of indebtedness in-
curred by the proceeding board, aggregating
upward of $100,000,

It was due to his efforts that the Indus-
trial School was closed and the taxpayers
relieved of a heavy burden.

The office of Mayor should be filled by a
man who is known 1o be free of all partisan
influeuces. His judgment should be sound
and unprejudiced, and he should earry out
what he thinks is right, no matter what ef-
fect it will have on a certain political party.

All through his official career Mr. Ellert
has stuck to this rule and no fault has ever
been found with his actions except by per-
suns whoee oplnions were of little worth,

Mr. Ellert is a handsome man. He is tall,
manly looking, and of fine physique.

After the adjournment of the convention
Mr. Ellert was seen al his place of business
on Kearny street and expressed the greatest
satisfaction at the result. He was literally
besieged by late visitors to offer their con-
gratulations, and to ail of them he extended
his thanks for the kina words of confidence
and encouragement offered him,

To a CALL 1eporter he spoke quite freely,
and annouvced his intention to wccept
without question,

*It would be strange, indeed,” said he,
“if T did not feel a sense of pride at bein
selected as a candidate by such a body o
men, If you will lovk over the personnel
of the convention you will find that some
of the very best and oldest citizens of the
city were among those who voted for me,
and any young man might have cause to
1eel gratified at such a compligent. Then,

good Mayors are

too, the gentlemen who were opposed to
me were men of the highest eharaecter and
standing, and could have been relied upon
if nominated.

“Of course you know that I have made no
fight for this honor, feeling that to do so
would not be in accord with the spirit of
the movement, My friends did the work
for me entirely without my solicitation and
without consulting me, but feeling, I pre-
sume, that I would accept.

“For these reasons I have not yet
given the matter the careful thought
which will be necessary before be-
ﬁlnning an active campaigo, but

ave no hesitaney in saviug to my many
friends who have so kindly given me their
support in the past that I regard the move-
ment as strong enough to win. The people
of the city have grown tired of the corrup-
tion which has been rife for years in the
muunicipal departments and they are ripe
for & change. Neither of the parties have
given them the expected relief and I look
for a general uprising of the voters.

“While not actively interested until now
I have watched the action of the Non-
Partisan convention very closely, and It i8
my opinion that they will select a ticket
which will be above reproach in every way.
1n this way I do not see how they can lose.”

DEMOCRATS IN REVOLT.

A Very General Protest Against Wednes-
day’s Primarles.

The Democrats are greatly stirred up
over the result of Wednesday’s primarles
and as a result the party is badly divided.
It is openly declared that Sullivan and
Sawyer resorted to the most extreme meas-
ures in primary politics to earry out their
own ends, and they are accused on every
hand of having made liberal use of money.

In the Forty-filth District it is said votes
were bought at the rate of from $1 to $1 50
each, and stuffers were employed by the
score, Cards were given to the voters to
enable them to identify themselves, and
single individuals voted as ofien as eight or
ten times.

Who supplied the money 1s not known,
ner is it asserted who acted as a go-between,
but there is every reason to know that the
sack was on hand and did good service.

Taken all in all, it is safe to say that no
more disreputable primary was ever held in
this ecity, not excepting the one which
elected delegates to the last Stocktou con-
vention.

For this reason the row is being made,
and hundreas of Democrats in consequence
will vote the non-partisan ticket,

Republican Primaries.

The Republican primaries for the electlon
of delegates to the muuicipal convention
will take place Monday, and so far as can
be learned the only strong fight against
Kelly and Crimmins will be made In the
Forty-first District. In that section of the
city George Walker, Irvine Graham and
Leon Denuery will lead the oppositicn, and
they claim to have a thousand friends to do
battle for them. They have pever vet lost
the disirict apnd the chances are they will
not now.

FRON HOVEL TO HOSPITAL.

Sad Fate of an Unfortunate
Erring Wife,

Mrs. Delia Dowling’s Fatal Malady Aggra-
vated by a Series of Beatings In-
flicted by a Brutal Husbazd,

“It is a case for the Coroner to investi-
gate.”

Thus agreed Drs. Blake and Kerr when
a thin-faced, emacialed little woman
breathed her last on a
cot in the City and
County Hospital.

Chronic diarrhea was
the cause of death, and
the victim was Mrs, De-
lia Dowling, aged 47
years and & native of
Ireland.

Doubly  unfortunate
was the poor weman.
Her malady had been
aggravated by the bru-
tality of her husband

Mrs. D. Dowling.
and the excessive use of alcoholic bev-
erages.

For three months she had lived with her

busband, John F. Dowling, ana little
daughter, at 775 Folsom street. Wretched
and filthy was the home of the family, They
occupied three cramped, little rooms, into
whlen pure air and sunshine never pene-
trated.

Last Friday friends removed Mrs. Dowl-
lnf from the hovel to the hospital. Dr.

Jlake found that she was suffering from

iarrhea and a severe beating as well.

ere were black marks on the unfortunate
woman’s body, her limbs and thighs were
bru'l,sed, and her right eye slightly black-
ened.

In a feeble voice she told the physiclag
that ber husband had beaten her and that
she never wanted to return to him. Slowly
she sank untll 1 o’clock Wednesday after-
noon when death mercifully ended further
suffering.

The case was reported to the Coroner
yesterday, and the remains were removed
to the Morgue. Dr. R, E. Williams maade
an autopsy and decided that gastro-enteritis
caused death. ‘The demise being from nat-
ural causes an inquest will not be held. So
tbe chances are that the husband will
escape punishment for the suffering he
caused his poor, erring wife.

Dowling couid not be found at 775 Folsom
street, Inauiry elicited the fact that he de-

arted with his little daughter, Francisca,
ast Monday. He did not say where ha was
going and no one seemed to care,

Neighbors said that D.wling frequently
beat his wife. For a time he worked
steadily along the water front. When he
returned at night he would frequently find
his spouse lying in a drunken stupor. En-
raged at nndlni no dinver prepared he
would beat and kick her unmercifully.

Several weeks ago the neighbors became
alarmed at Mrs. Dowling’s piteous shrieks
and cries for help, A policeman was called
in. He did not arrest the brutal fellow,
but warned him to cease beating the woman.
On one occasion the woman had to gotoa
public hospital to have her bruises treated.

Last Friday when Mrs. Dowling asked to
be sent to the hospital her husband refused
to help her In any way. With an oath he
said he would have nothing more to do
with her. For that reason she called to her
assistance friends wno sent lier to the hose
vital in a wagon.

THE WETHORE WRECKED,

She Was an Unlucky Ship
From the Start.

THE CREW REPORTED SAVED,

Checkered Career of the Pioneer Whaleback
of the Pecific Coast—A Rumor
About Chinese,

A dlspatch received from Ewmpire City
yesterday states that the whaleback steamer
Charles W. Wetmore, well known here, has
been totally wrecked on the north spit of
Coos Bay., The crew were saved.

The Wetmore loft this port for Seattle on
September 1. She had been making pretty
regular trips for tbe past four months, go-
fng out in ballast and returning with coal.
She left Tacoma on Monday last with 2400
tons of coal, consigned to the Southern Pa-
cific Railroad Company, valued at $5200.
She had a crew of twenty-two men, all told.
Tne vessel was valued at $170,000. For the
first two days she had variable winds and
fogs, and was twenty miles from shore on
Wednesday.

On Thursday at 12:30 P. M. she struck the
porth spit off Coos Bay at the top of high
water and immediately commenced taking
water and laboring heavily. At noon yes-
terday it was evident she would be a total
loss. The life-saving crew with three boats
went out and took all hands off and landed
them at Empire City.

The whaleback lies 500 yards to the
northward of Coos Bay bar., Captain J. A.
Q’Brien has not yet made any statement as
to the cause of the wreck,

The Charles W. Wetmore was launched
in June, 1891, at West Superior, Wlis., by
the American Steam Barge Company. Sire
was the first vessel of her class to cross the

They are compelled
to wear (it, presumably as a badge
of the fallen condition of their em-
ployers, and when the Government
chanees hands the wessengers of the two
parties will, metaphorically speaking,
change hats. To the hater of the tall hat
the worst of all this is that he may not even
enjoy the luxury of going about without a
hat. Parliamentary custom has ordained
that the whips of the respective parties
shall be the only people, save the uniformed
servants of the house, who shall appear in
the lobby or anywhere within the precincts
of the house without a hat. Should yon
chance to offend against this rule youn are
soon made aware of your delinquency by
the frowns of the great ones in authority,
who insist on the coversd head with
as much emphasis as the custodian of the
Mohammedan mosque Insists on the re-
moval of the shoes.

The hat, therefore, plays a great part in
parliamentary life, and on that aceount the
headgear of the new members Is very crit-
fcally inspected by their brother legislators
who have had previous experience of parlia-
mentary life. On the whole the budding
statesman seems to have a pretty accurate
nocion of what the necessities of the situa-
tion demand, and the hats are en regle.

She proved less sus-
ceptible to tle action of winds and waves
than a vessel of the ordinary type.

While crossing the Atlantic she experi-
enced strong winds, which sent the waves
over her port quarter, yet she neither
pitched nor rolled heavily—an experience
strongly and strangely contrasting with her
record on this side. Here all sorts of ex-
periments were tried to make a comfortable
ship out of her. Before crossing the At-
lantic she carried ncnn:(g of 70,000 bushels
of wheat to Kiggston, Ont,, which cargo
was discharged into lighters preparatory to
her runnivg the rapids at Montreal. On
reaching Liverrool she took a cargo of
mnchlnerf for New York, and was then
loaded with a full cargo of machinery and
plant for the shipyard at Everptt, Wash, Jt
was in the course of this trip that she
reacled here in November of last year,

OUn December 11 she was towed Into As-
toria, Or., with rudder lost, by the British
steamer Zuwbesi, which subuegluenuv put
in a salvage claim of $250,000. The whale-
back was tled up for several months and
the courts awarded $22,500 salvage. After
this the Wetmore commenced making trips
to this port with coal. The peculiar forma-
tion of her bow caused her to be very un-
comfortable in & bead sea, and several
alterations were made in her. She was also
found to be a regular high-roller, and a
large water-tank was fitted into her amid-
ships to steady her. When she came here
about two months ago she was found to
have been furtber altered by the insertion
of six masts, a step which was taken at the
instance of the insuranca people.

The Wetmore was 265 feet long, 38 feet
beam, 24 feet depth of hold. Her capacity
was 3000 tons, gross tonnage 1399; net regis-
tered tonnage, 1075: draught when fully
loaded, 16 feet 6 inches. She was driven
by a compound condensing engine, the
eylinders being 26 inches and 50 inches in
diameter respectively and the stroke 42
inches. She had two boilers, the steam
pressure being 125 pounds to the square
foeh. Io appearance she much resembled
a huge canoe decked iover, Laving a tower
at the bow and a cabin and smokestack at
the stern.

It is understood that the vessel was partly
insured, and another is now being built at
Evarett, Wash. Whalebacks have been
in use for several years on the upper lakes,
but for ocean navigation, especially on
rocky coasts, their availabity has yet to
be demonstrated.

It was rumored that the Wetmore had no
business so close inshore on the trip down
unless she had contraband Chinese on
board transhipped at the sound. A story
to this efflect was extensively circulated
yesterday, but it has not been confirmed.

* A dispatch received late last night from
Portland says:

The Wetmoere’s cargo was listed heavily
to port. Captain J. A, O’Brien and Second
Mate Johu C. North were on watch at the
time the vessel struck, and the ship was
headed south by standard compass and
south half west by steering compass. She
is now lying parallel with the beach, and
the breakers which roll over the vessel
are slowly pounding her to pieces. There
is scarcely a hope that she will ever be
floated again. When the crew were taken
off she was leaking badly.

FRENCH ART.

It Is Declared to Be Lacking In Origi-
nallty.
Scribner’s Magazine,

Furthermore the qualities and defects of
French painting—the predominance in it of
nalional over individual force and distine-
tien, its turn for style, the kind of ideas
which inspire its substance, its classic spirit
in fine—are explained hardly less by its
historic orizin than by the character of the
French genius itself. French painting
really began in connoissenrship, one may
say. It arose in appreciation, that faculty
in which the rench have always
been and still are unrivaled. Its syn-
theses were based on elements already
in combination. It originated nothing.
It was eclectic at the outset. Compared
with the slow and syave evolution of Italian
art, in whose earliést dawn 1ts borrowed
Byzantine painting served as a stimulus
and suggestion to original views of natural
material rather than as a model Imitation
and modification, the painting that sprang
into existence, Minerva-like, in fall armor,
at Fontainebleau under Francis 1, was of
the essence of artificialty. The court of
France was far more splenaid then, and
equally enlightened with that of Florence.
The monarch felt his title to Mscenas-
ship as justified as that of Medici. He cre-
ated, accordingly, French painting out of
hand. He summoned Leonardo, Andrea del
Sarto, Rossi, Primaticeio, and founded the
famous Fontainebleau school. Of necessity
it was ltalianate. It had no Giotto, Ma-
saccio, Raphael, behina ic. Italian was the
best art going: Krench appreciation was
educated and keen; its choice between evo-
lution and adoption was inevitable. It was
very much in the position in which Amer-
ican appreciation finds itself to-day. Like
our own painters, the French artists of the
Renaissance found themselves, at the very
beginning of French artistic history—so far
as painting is concerned—familiar with
mas terpleces wholly beyoud their power to
create, and produced by a foreign people
who had enjoyed the incomparable advan-
tage of arriving at their artistic apogee
through natural stages of growth, beginning
with Impulse and culminating in expert-
ness.

Some valuable experiments have been
made at one of the most extensive manu-
facturing and engineering plants in Boston
relating to the resistance to the fiow of air
through pipes at a high velocity. These
exporiments show that a single opening of
a given area is vastly more effective to con-
duct steam or air than the same area di-
vided into small separate apertures. It is
eyvident that a long, thin opening will
not carry the same amount of steam that
a wider and shorter opening will when of the
same area—or, if two openings have the
