WITHOUT PROCESS OF LAW.

Power to Raise Assessments
to Be Tested.

City Officials Who Want to Find Oat if Peo-
pi. a Money Can Ec Unlaw-

fully Taken.

The authorities of this municipality are
under the impression that the State board
indoing so did itin violation of the four-
teenth amendment to the constitution of the
United States, and they are going to find
out ifthey are right in the position they

Late on Thursday afternoon Mayor
Sanderson, Supervisor Ellert, chairman of
the Finance Committee of the Board of
Supervisors; Supervisor Burling of the
same committee; John 11. Durst, City and
County Attorney, and Clerk Russell of the
Board of Supervisors met in tbe office of the
Mayor to discuss the matter.

The subject was viewed from many
points, and the law applicable to it con-
sidered.
Itwas the opinion of those present that

an action can be commenced in the Fed-
eral court to restrain the Tax Collector
from collecting the amount of the increase,
on the ground that such collection would
be depriving citizens of property without
due process of law.

The reason for reaching this conclusion
is that the fourteenth amendment declares
that no State shall deprive any person of
property without due process of law, and
that the State board in this instance did not
give to the citizens the notice required to
place them in a position to defend any ac-
tion to take from them property by due pro-
cess of law.

The City and County Attorney was in-
structed to give the matter his close atten-
tion and report at an early date some
feasible plan of action.

He promised to present an opinion to the
Mayor. Ifthe position taken is tenable the
suit will test the power of the State board
to increase assessments. *

Want Them.

But While the Mayor Is Willing to Accept

"Ihe.Call's" Offer, Dr. Keeney

Still Hesitates. V

"We need extra inspectors," said Health
Officer Keeney yesterday. ''There should
be twelve additional men to the six now
employed. The present force is over-
worked. Hundreds of complaints of exist-
ing nuisances are coming in, and the force
of inspectors is Inadequate to pay proper
attention to these complaints."

Ifthey find a complaint is just the occu-
pant is notified to abate the nuisance with-
in twenty-four hours, but the inspector has
no time to see that the requirement is car-
ried out, as he has to investigate new com-
plaints. ':'\u25a0•_

"There should be a second or auxiliary
force of inspectors to see that the parties
have complied with the notice, and If not,
to take measures to abate the nuisance at
the expeuso of the property-owner or holder.
This cannot be effectually done with the
present limited force. .-. .v:? .:v, ».
"Ifthe Finance Committee of the Super-

visors will give me means to employ addi-
tional Inspectors, Iwillput them at work at
once and stir people ud to the necessity of
abating existing nuisances and ".prevent
future infractions of sanitary laws."

This shows that Dr. Keeney is fully alive
to the needs of the hour.

Warning has come from the Atlantic coast
that the deadly scourge of Asiatic cholera

The latest telegraphic news is not reas-
suring. The public safety turns upon one
supreme need, and that is the thorough
cleansing of this city of San Francisco from
all impurities that the cholera may findno
fertile lodgment for the disease germs.

Before the city can be cleaned, and in
order that it be kept clean after the abate-
ment of allnuisances, there must be a vigi-
lant and continuous sanitary inspection.

The force employed by the health au-
thorities isutterly inadequate for this mo-
mentous work.

Dr. Keeney, the Health Officer, has asked
for the appointment of twelve additional
health inspectors and an additional appro-
priation of $5000 to meet the critical emer-
gency.

Those familiar with the highways and
byways of ban Francisco and with the filth
festering in many out-of-the-way places
need not he told that Dr. Keeney has not
asked too much. But what is to be said at
this juncture of his course in hesitating to
accept tenders of voluntary aid in his
work?

The Morning Call has offered to fur-
nish additional aid.
It proposed to pay for the services of a

competent and reputable physician as an
additional inspector, to be subject to the
orders and discipline of the Board of Health
and Dr. Keeney himself. The .expense
would not be light by any means, but The
Call is willingto bear it.

The offer has not yet been accepted.
An "If"stands in the way, though there

ought to be no "its" about it.
"IfIfind it necessary to avail myself

of your laudable proposition Iwillnotify
you."

This is tha only answer Dr. Keeney
makes to the timely proffer of help, and
then he asks the Supervisors for twelve
more inspectors.

Who will say that the necessity Is not
obvious and was not obvious long ago ?.

Dr. Keeney is kind enough to say that tbe
proposition is "laudable."

Mayor Sanderson, who is tho executive
head of the city and is president of
the Board of Health, fullyrealizes tho neces-

His own reply to Tin: Call offer when
first made is inevidence,

in his letter of acknowledgment he
wrote:

"Your very liberal offer willmeet, Ihave
no doubt, with a cheeriul response on their
(the Health board's* part."

Inhis office be spoke About it as follows:
"The offer is too good to refuse. The

presence and co-operation of such a phy-
sician as The Call proposes tolend us will
be invaluable. Iam confident that tho
board willrecognize this fact and do nothing
to hinder The Call's good work. A re-
fusal would be unwise from many points of
view."

Mayor Sanderson's attitude is that of an
enlightened and sagacious officer. He
recognize, the peril, faces it and counts the
aid of allies in the tremendous labor in-
volved in its removal.

aid elsewhere as soon as possible.

He says he needs all the help he can get,
and nobody willdeny the assertion.

Let new Inspectors be appointed at once,
and let the city guard against the incoming
of the scourge;

Electricity in Submarine Mining.

One of -the applications of electricity to
submarine mining." is where stationary tor-
pedoes ormines are exploded by an electric

;current from an observing station on shore, j

relation to the mines has been ascertained*
by means of range-finding instruments in:
two observing stations at a considerable
distance. An electrical apparatus has also
been designed and experimented with for,
enabling a boat, without any person init, to
be sent from a safe distance into an enemy

mine field to explode and thus render harm-
'lesstbe mines laid there. By this appa-
ratus the boat can be steered, the engines
stopped or.,started, and ,the countermines;
dropped when desired and exploded. In
this way a very risky operation can be per-
formed without danger; to life, and the
worst casualty that can happen is the loss
of the boat.

THE FREE LIBRARY.
A New Style of Catalogue Adopted by

the* Trustees.
The trustees of the Free Library, realizing

the great difficulty that exists in properly
cataloguing the books in a large library by,
the methods at present use, decided at
their last meeting to adopt a new invention
called a progressive machine index aud card
catalogue. „ - " ~

There will be ordered for the library

twenty-one of these machines, each carrying
a capacity of 1000 page-

Each machine consists of two hexagonal
drums*, each hexagonal surface of the right
size to contain one page, say ofthe Poabody
Catalogue, cutout and pasted on cardboard.*
These cardboards are placed upon zinc
plates with overlapping strips to hold in
place. These plates are connected withan
endless chain, which revolves either way

over the two drums, thus presenting four
plates of the catalogue to the eye at any

time. That these machines are adjustable
to the enlargement of the library can bo
seen at a glance, as the title of any addi-
tional book can readily be placed upon a
segment of cardboard and inserted, by some
simple readjustment of the plates. , •

Librarian Cheney does not hesitate to
state that there will be a saving of two-
thirds incost and fire-sixths in time by the
use of these machines.

The library and its branches according to
its last annual report of June 30, 16.1, con-
tains 70,4.5 bound volumes, and the neces-
sity of cataloguing became apparent.

Printed, a catalogue of these books would
make three volumes of 1000 pages each, the
size of the Peabody Catalogue.

To prepare aud print|these would cost a
large amount, and would take much time
and labor in the compilation. The |average
annual accessions to the library are about
6000 volumes. '".. ".". ;r~-

The only part of the house that Is not
covered withpaper is the front door.

The door is a most peculiar contrivance,
and for some mysterious cause is made in
two pieces.

V Both parts of the door are fastened on
with hinges made of the soles of old shoes.

There is no lock of any kind on the doors

and it would be a most unnecessary luxury,
as there is nothing about the place worth
stealing.* A peculiar effect is created by a chair
which stands near the front door.

The chair is of the usual size, but itlooks
gigantic, as it is almost as.high as thebouse.
The chair has lost its original bottom, but
a couple of pieces of board about three
inches wide have been utilized for a seat.

THAT MURDERED INFANT.

? An Inquest Held on the Muti-
lated Body.

Death Was Caused by a Gash in the Throat,

but the Police Could Not Trace the
Perpetrators of the Crime.

An inquest was held yesterday on the
mutilated remains of the female infant
found floating in the bay last Wednesday
morning. r *

I That the babe was murdered there could
be no doubt, but the detective could not
make the least progress toward solving the
mystery or tracing. the perpetrators of tho
fiendish crime.
Itwas a legal holiday yesterday, but that

did not interfere with the inquest. The
diminutive remains could not be kept any
longer.vSo a jury was quickly summoned
and the Coroner's inquiry proceeded.

First to be heard as a witness was Dr.R.
E. Williams, who made an autopsy. He
found that the infant's throat had been
cut, severing the right carotid artery and
both jugular veins.

"As the child had breathed," said the
doctor," itis more than probable that death
was caused by the cut on the neck. A dull
instrument had been used to produce the
wound."

"Are you certain that the wound was in-
flicted while there was breath in the body ?"
asked an inquisitive juror.

"Yes, nodoubt ofit." ;
"Iagree with the doctor," said one of the

jurors, who bad examined the body closely,
"Iam of the opinion that the baby's throat
was cut with a blunt knife."

"That willdo," interrupted Dr. Garwood,
sharply, "we don't want your opinion now;
time enough for that after all the evidence
has been presented.

Tbe jnror and Coroner subsided simul-
taneously and the inquest proceeded.

Henry Brady, a boy, living at 120 Alta
place, told how he found the baby Ina sack.
"Iwas on the beach between Mason and

Taylor streets," said Henry, "when a man
called my attention to a sack floating on
the waves. There was a rope attached to
the sack, and when Iwent close to itIsaw
a littlepair of feet sticking out. Finally I
drew the sack ashore and turned itover to
Sergeant Bunner.

That's all the testimony," said the Coro-
ner, "as the Police Department bas not
been able to fathom tbe mystery."

After deliberating a few minute.*, the
jury found that the deceased, an unknown
infant, had been murdered by "a person or
persons unknown to the jury."

The slaughtered baby's body was turned
over to the city undertaker for interment.

Henry Brady received a warrant for Slo,'
the reward tor recovering the body, and
tripped away, the happiest lad who ever
entered Dunbar alley.

There were many reasons why the officers
detailed to investigate the murder could
make no headway. The little body wasnaked, and there was nothing by which the
identity ol the Infant could be established.
A weight ha.l evidently rattached to
the rope, but ithad broken -war, and the
sack withits ghastly contents floated to the
surface. i* V *V .
