An evening newspaper, which has con-
tinued its exiatence the past three years and
a half by robbinz the portion of the publie
whieh is so unfortunate as to have street
work to do, has the following:

The opinions of a newspaper de not concern
thiem [theatrical managers], nor, to a certain ex-
tent, do its morals, but 1ts circulation does,
There are persons in this world defined

moral idiots. They do not know right
from wrong. They view all propositions
from the standpolint of profit orloss. With,
perhaps, a natural inciination to falseahood,
they will tell the rruth when it pays. With
a propensity to cheat, they hold that pro-
pensity subordinate to the one grand pur-
pose of getting hold of a littie money. A
moral idiot might be expected to say that
advertisers were not concerned in the char-
acter of a newspaper so that it could con-
vince them that it had a cosnsiderable circu-
lation. But a greater mistake was never
made. A journal of a high character for
intelligence and morals goes among a cor-
respondingly high class of readers. It be-
comwes a family paper, and is read with
coufidence. An madvertisement in it is
werth more than ten times as much
as the same advertisement would be
in a low sheet which is seen only in low
places. Itis true there is a certain class of
advertising which appeals to the ignorant
and ious. Itis not improbable that this
class of advertisers find profit through this
It is probably this class that the
Stock Report had in mind when it said that
advertisers were not concerped with the
morals of the paper they selected as a me-
dium of communication with the public.
THE CALL is not surprised that the Chron-
icle sheuld quote from the Report with
silent approval. The two papers have many
things in common. The Chroxicle once took
the position in a law case that its editorial
columns were as properly fer sale as its
advertising columns. Itisnotknown thatit
has ever receded from that position eitherin
precept or practice. As for the Report, its
greatest trouble has always been to find
somebody who thought its editorial eolumns
were worth buying. It is the moral idiot of
California journalism. It does not appear
to know right from wrong. At least tbis is
a charitable coneclusion to draw from the
fact that it is always found waist-deep in
mire.
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ARGUMENTS FOR LABOR,

The Eraminer is trying to convince
working people that free trade is what they
waut above all things and that if it can be
obtzined it will greatly benefit them.
Strange infatoation, is it not? Here are
workingmen who believe that Chinese labor
injures them. They are also of the opinion
that non-union labor is injurious. Work-
ingmen realize that with an influx of pauper
labor wages are reduced. How is it then
that it is injurious to laboring men to have
competition at home and not injuriouns to
have competition from abroad? Men come
to the United States to obtain better wages
than they can obtain at home, while the
free-trade Ezaminer tells them if they wish
to belter their condition they must place
themselves on a par with Chinese, with Jap-
anese and with labor in every free-trade
country on the globe.

CANADA’S TRADE,

The returns of the foreign commerce of
the Dominion of Canada for the yesr end-
ing June 30, 1891, are tardy, but still possess
considerable interest as indicating the effect
of the new fiscal policy of this country.

Canada’s foreign trade is conducted
mainly with the United States and Great
Britain: her trade with other countries is
small. In the year under review the total
amount of imports entered for consumption
was £113,345,124, and the total exports to
Great Britain and the United States about
€85,000,000, Great Dritain’s share of the ex-
ports being £53,000,000 and the share of the
United States being £35,000,000, while this
country supplied £53,685,000 of the imports,
Great Britain 844,483,000 and other nations
about $15,000,000. Thus in round figares
Canada gets 46 per cent of ber imports from
this country and less than 40 per cent from
Great Britain, while she sends us 39 per
rent of her exports and 61 per cent to Great
Britain. If the value of a foreign trade
could be estimated by the volume of do-
westic priducts exported—which it cannot
—the British trade would be more valuable
to Canada than the American trade. The
trade both in and out shows an increase
during the decade, the largest increase
being in imports from the Unrited States
The effect of the McKinley tarifl is observa-
ble in a diminution of 50 per cent in the ex-
port of barley from Canada to the United
States, and of over 40 per cent in the export
of eggs.

Of the total importations of $113,000,000
Ontario took $£40,000,000 and Quebec $42,-
000,000, the balance being divided among
the other five provinces. O the exports
Ontario sent out $£23,000,000 and Quebec
35,000,000, the balance being scittered as
before. British Columbia, whose trade one
wounld suppose should be condncted exclus-
ively with American ports, exported $1,100,-
000 worth of produle and imported about
three times as much merchandise, nearly
one-third of both exports and imports being
to and from Great Britain. The British im-
ports in this case probably came from Hong-
Kong.

Our aggregate trade with Canada, adding

imports and exports together, fonts up
about £88,500,000. Comparing this with our
trade with other American countries it is

saen to be the largest we have on this con-
tinent. Exclusive.of coin and bullion our
ions from Mexico are about 822,
and our imports to Mexico abeut
00—total £24,500,000—considerably
an one-half our trade with Canada.
Our trade - -with the states of Central and
South America is smaller relatively than
our trade with Mexico. A comparison of
the fizures shows that while Great Britain
is 2 better market for Canadian farm pred-
uce than the United States Canadians buy

importat
000, D0,

the bolk of the geods they need in this
country. Of Canada’s farm products in
1891 about 66 par cent went to England and

only 20 per cent to the United States; and it
is observable that 60 per cent of the Cana-
dian exports to this country were products
of the mines, the forest and the fisheries,
while nearly 60 per cent of the exports to
Great Britain were products of the farm.
Oune of the articles 1n which Canada is com-
peting actively with the Eastern States for
the Dritish market is cheese, of which the
Canadian export in 1891 showed an increase
of 10 per eent as compared with 1890.

The chief articles which Canada gets
from the United States are breadstufis—
rrobably in transit—coal and coke from
Ohio and Michigan, iron and steel and
manufactures thereof, provisions and meats
from the packing-houses, wood and manu-
factures therecf, animals, miscellaneous
mapufactured goods and minerals. From
Great DBritain Capnada’s chief imports are
manufactures of cotton, wool, flix and
linen, iron and steel and meanufacturas
thereof, silks and miscellaneous manufac-
tures, It is remarked by the Consul-Gen-
eral at Quebee that the importations from
Great Britain include large quantities of
raw material and partially maoufactured
go while the importations from the
United States consist chiefly of high-class
goods: thus, England sends to Canada con-
siderable quantities of scrap iron and com-
mon black sheet iron, while our exports are
chiefly made up of fine tools, high-class
bhardware, locks, saws and the liks, Our
exports of wooden manufactures Include
83,000,000 worth of furnifure. Canada gets
pearly all her machivery, agricultural im-
plements, electrical supplies, printing ma-
chinery and leather goods from this
country.

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SILVER IN COLORADO.

The free-coinage Republicans of Colorado
have resolved in convention that the true
principles of !Re-publicanism can be estab-
lished much sooner by keeping within the
Republican party than by supporting any of
the fiat-money theorists who are in favor of
demonstizing both silver and gold. This
resoiution direcis public attention to the
two financial planks of the People’s party.
After indorsing the Farmers’ Alliance prop-
osition to issue fiat money and loan the
same to farmers at 2 per cent a year, the
People’s party proceeds to demand the free
and unlimited coinage ol silver and gold at
the present legal ratio of 16 to 1. These
two resolutionsconflict with each other. As
the Farmers’ Alliance sub-treasury scheme,
which the People’s party indorse, does not
provide for the issue of currency redeems-
able in coin, it foliows that any currency
that mizht be issued uonder that scheme
would be irredeemable. Paper currency
not redeemable in coin Is fiat money. The
People’s party stands committed therefore
to an issue of fiat money and also to an issue
of metallic money. There would certainly
be no use in coining gold and silver if the
money so issued were not made the basis of
a paper currency or a circulating medium.
The Republicans of Colorado wisely deter-
mined to kean aloof from the labyrinth of
difficulties which must result from two
kinds of money—fiat money and gold and
silver money. These Colorado Republicans
also bear in mind That while there is not
much difference between the platforms of
the Republican and Democratic parties on
free coinage, the Republican platform com-
mends the “wise and patriotic steps already
taken by our Government to secure an in-
tergational conference to adopt such meas-
ures as will insure parity of value between
gold and silver for use as money through-
out the world.” The Democratic platform
is silent on that point. The natural infer-
ence is that the international monetary
conference is not approved. The present
law, which authorizes the purchase of
4 500,000 ounces of silver each month, is de-
nounced as a ‘“‘cowardly makeshift.”” The
Democratic platform may, therefore, ba said
to be negative on three propositions and
affirmative on one, to wit: negative on free
coinage, on monetary conference, on the
purchase of silver builion, and affirmative
on ‘he repeal of the tax on State banks,
The language ot the resclution on the latter
point is: “We recommend that the pro-
hibitory 10 per cent tax on State bank
issues be repealed.” It is well known that
this prohibitory 10 per cent tax is all that
prevents State banks from issuing currency
on their own credit and responsibility. No
wonder the Colorado Republicans think it
safer to stick by the Republican party than
to plunge into the quicksands of fiat money
and State bank issues,

LUILDING UP THE CITY.

The business men of San Francisco can-
not discover any other purpose in the recent
order of Mr. Stubbs raising the freight on
grain from Corinne to this city 50 per
cent than to direct grain shipments east-
ward. Corinne is on the eastern section of
the Central Pacific road, ard consequently
freight going east has bat a little distance
to travel on the Southern Pacific Company’s
leased line. But all the grain that can be
diverted in that direction will be taken from
California business. Concerning the motive
people are ata loss. It would seem to be
to the interest of the Southern Pacific to
move grain as far as possible over its own
road. A contemporary says on this point:
“The only explanation which merchants
can find for this move is that it is
a deal between the Southern Pacific
Compapy and otber lines to force the

movement of grain  eastwara  and
away from tidewater. The effect s to
drive away trade from San Francisco
which has been of considerable value, the
exact amount being difficult to figure ont.”
Whatever may be the purpose of the Stubbs
move, it discioses a pecuiiar condition of
things in this State. The common carrier
sets himself up as aking whose acts mustnot
be looked into. Mr. Stubbs, representing
King Huntington, adds 50 per cent to the
charges the reilroad has been making for a
certain service. No one knows why it is
done. The State Railroad Commission
does not consider it its business to inquire
into the purpose or the effect of the order.
It is like an ediet from a despot who has
seen his edicts so often obeyed that he has
come to think that they always will be.
But neither Stubbs nor his master has a
perpetual lease of the throne they imagine
they occupy. The power that will defhrone
them is twofold in nature—the power of
competition and the power of a creditor to
make a debtor pay his debts or go into in-
solvency.

THE FRESNO MYSTERY.

The interview with Senator Goucher
in respect to his relations with the
jate L. B. McWhirter shows the mon-
strous Injustice of attributing the mur-
der of M:Whirter to political animosi-
ties, Senator Goucher admits him-
self to be one of Mc¢Whirter’s politieal op-
ponents, yet we presume no one of the
bitterest political opponents of Senator
Gouneber will suspect him of even conniv-
ance with such a erime. The names of
other reputable citizens are given who, on
the theory that the political enemies of Me-
Whirter caused his assassination, would be
implicated. A man may be killed for money,
for revenge, for hatred or other kindred
causes and only cne or two men be impli-
cated in the crime; but when it is assumed
that political animosities were the cause,
all the murdered man's active political op-
ponents are indirectly implicated. It is not
necessary to discover tbe motives of the
crime to reject the theory that it was
prompted by political enmity.

In the first place political assassination is
always fatal to the assassins, and in the
second the number who would necessarily
be engaged in such a conspiracy would deter
any sane man from becoming a party to it.
The supposed object of assassination would
not, therefore, be aeccomplished, but dis-
covery would be quite certain. No secret
known to from five to a hundred persons
with various degrees of responsibility can
be preserved. ‘T'he propriety of calling a
roll of McWhirter’s political opponents at
an inquest may be questioned. Most men,
even with the consciousness of innocence to
sustain them, would rather not appear in
the list.

TOO THRANSPARENT.

The turnings ef the railroad organ par ex-
cellence—the Record-Union—are somewhat
interesting if watebed carefully. For a
while after we were told by Mr. Huntington
that in California every person worked for
his own interests the Record-Union labored
very diligently to make the inhabitants of
the interior of the State believe that what
was for the benefit of San Francisco in re-
lation to freight rates was positively injuri-
ous to interior towns. In other words, that
the interior should by all means assist the
Southern Pacific people in their efforts to
keep freights to San Francisco as high as
possible. This was to serve as an excuse
for the subsidiss which had been given to
the Pacific Mail Steamship Company, to the
Northern Pacific Railroad Company and to the
Cansdian Pacific Raliroad Company for put-
ting up freights to unreasonable figures
by the Southern Pacific Railroad Company.
Finding tbat this kind of an argument would
not take with the pablie, it turnsin another
direction. Itnow favors harmonious action,
which is supposed to mean that we cught to
act with Messrs, Huntington, Stanford &
Co. in their efforts to oppress California
still further. What the public now want is
reasonable freight rates, but this isnot what
the Record-Union is struggling for. The
railroad company haviog insulted San
Francisco, and finding that we are in a
way to obtain our rights, now tries to
wheedle us by saying we should act in bar-
mony with our oppressors.

CHINESE DUPES,

From present appearances the Chinese
Six Companies are wmainly responsible for
the attempt about to be made to nullify a
law of the land. It is npotimprobable that
the Six Companies have been advised to
this course by American lawyers, who see
large fees in the proposed legal contest.
The first requirement of the Six Companies
is that the Chinese shall contribute a dollar
each to pay the expenses of fighting the
law. This action on the part of the Six
Companies may serve to intensily the pur-
pose on the part of the people that the
Chinese shall register or go. 1f they do not
register they will have to go. We are not
going to permit foreigners to reside in this
country and to copspire to nullify Amerlican
law. If China does not like the methods
by which the American peopls protect
themselves against immigration, its Gov-
ernment has the right to protest. It may if
it sees proper make the exclusiom act of
1883 a ground for non-intercourse. There
has been no denial that the act of 1850 was
in effect an abrogation, without tl:e cousent
of China, to the clause in the Swift treaty
permitting Chinese at the time in this
country to go and come at will. The rea-
sons for that act are in the minds of the
American people sufficient. 1f China con-
siders them insufficient its redress lies
through the State Department rather than
through an attemnpt to nullify a law of Con-
gress,

Tha gravity of the cholera sitnation in
the harbor of New York continues to aug-
ment. It is both a question of divided
authority and no authorlty. No person in
power has full unguestioned command.
The Governor of New York should reign
over Long Island, but he finds his authority
defied when he purposes to land saloon pas-
sengers on Fire Island for quarantine. The
whole island has been acquired by the State
Board of Health, but proprietorial rights
are not believed in by the neighborhood,
when accompanied by the risks of cholera,
The Loung Islanders are figh!ing on land
that does not belong to them, as if the pas-
sengers were invaders, and not like them-
selves, for the most part, American citizens,
Should there be any cholera among the
patients, the resistants are likely to catch
it and carry it off into the interior of Amer-
ica without any quarantine check. Thus
far for mob common-sense and generosity.
The State militia may be called out to cor-
rect these aberrations bordering upon in-
sanity. Fire Island lies well off the main-
land, and is & most suitable place for quar-
antine. What crazy selfishness it i3 that a
few cottagers, farmers and pleasure-seekers
on Long Island should, by stupid scare,
place in jeopardy the health of a whole com-
munity. ¥

P'resident Harrison has sounded a note of
warning to the steamship companies bring-
ing immigrants to the United States from Ine
fected ports. He tells the companies, through
Secretary Foster, that immigration should
stop and warns them that if they do not
stop the United States may be compelled to
turn back pest-laden vessels, That would
be a drastic but an effectual remedy. The
moment such a proclamation Is issued the
companies would drop immigrant traffic.
The sooner the President issues his procla-
mation to this effect the better. Some of
the companies do not carry steerage passen-
gers on their different steamers, but they do
not scruple to send immigrants across the
Atlantic on slow cargo steamers, about
the detention of which they are indifferent.
Itis greed, pure and simple, that prompts
them to this. DBut no more of it should be
permitted.

‘There is now a refusal on the part of the
railroad and inland navigation companies
to transportimmigrants. This leaves many
fresh arrivals in a very sorry plight, but it
is very much better that the majority shounld
be protected thau that thev should proceed
lo their destination. The various States
require a medical-certificate guarantee of

ood health, and this is out of the question.
S0 the companies prefer not to rua the risks
of a blockade agalnst passengers,

‘The cholera has had the effect of dimin-
ishing the consumption of fruit in tne East,
and prices are disappointingly low. The
beliaf is that fruit at this season, when the
Asiatic pest bids fair to pass the cordon
around the ports, should be eaten only very
spariogly or not at all. This, of course, is
a stupid alimentary error where there are
no cases of the disease in evidence, but the
fear-stricken public act upon the oplinion as
if it were going to save their lives when the
cholera does come. The true advice to
people is to live rationally and naturally,
and, above all, uot to be continually under
excitement as to what is to happen. Even

if attacked by cholera, there are many
chances in favor of recovery, provided the
constitution has not been run down, es-
pecially by dissipation. Meanwhile this
scare must serfously affect the California
fruit shipments to the East and perhaps to
England.

Two of the Railroad Commissioners sat
yesterday and listened to the Southern Pa-
cific’s answer to the Shively complaint,
They smiled at the cogency of the argument
and placed the precious document on file.
Then they adjourned in time to follow up
any other business that interests them.
The trusted Colonel Morgan is still at work
collecting information. He 1{s taking
breezy exercise on locomotives and freight
trains. lle has no salary in sight vet, but
probably the Southern Pacific will not allow
him to perish by the way.

Professor Barnard of the Liek Observa-
tory on Mount Hamilton is reported to have
discovered a fifth satellite of Jupiter. This
news will stir the astronomieal world with
perturbations of envy. Galileo sighted the
other four with his telescope of feeble
power, and ths marvel is that with so many
high-power telescopes at the present day no
one should have taken the bearings of the
trifling lupar body now announced. As-
tronomers have credited Jupiter, from its
enormous mass, with swallowing up in-
numerable comets on their s wing zither to
or away from perihelion. Perhaps some of
its moons may have been picked upin this
way and solidified, but the general notion is
that a good-sized comet is so attenuated
that it could be packed into a snuffbox.
There may be a sixth or seventh moon yet
to discover in the train of Jupiter. It is
only a question of getting a bigger telescope.

How will the new moon be named? The
four that Galileo discovered have classical
names. The fifth might be baptized after
Barnard, or James Lick, or Harrison, Cleve-
land, Edison, Lowell, Lougfellow or any
other American celebrity, It is quite time
a departure was made In the nomenclature
of the stars. A new plant gets the name
of the discoverer or some friend. Why not
a new satellite?

The one mishap to Lieutenant Peary’s
polar expedition is su slight a sorrow, com-
pared with the ordinary chapter of disaster
when such voyages wind up, that the public
will not be greatly disturbed. We know a
little more about Greenland than when Dr,
Nansen skidded and sleighed across the
southern portion. ‘The northern ice fields
of the plateau appear to be similar, Lieu-
tenant Peary brings home many interesting
specimens in natural history, and has a
boundary line almost complete for Green-
land, but afrer all is sald, what is the gain
of these perils to the world? The manners
of the Esquimaux are well known. So are
the habits of walruses and all other Aretic
animals. ‘The north pole is simply a useful
region for the indulgence of curiosity and
the practice of adventure.

PRESS OPINIONS,

Dan Ostrom of Yuba is announced as a
candidate for United States Senator. Dan’l
would make a dead mateh for Mike, as
neither of them can speak or write the Eng-
lish language as well as a Sunday-school
Chinaman. Dan’l and Mike are both anti-
moenopolists; also Mike is dead down on
any monopoly that he cannot blackmail,
and Daun’l is opposed to all monopolies ex-
cept those in which he has an interest—land
monopoly for instance. The Senatorial toga
is indeed besmirched in the mire when the
pames of such scrubs as either De Young
or Ostromn are even mentioned as fit to wear
it.—Galt Gazette.

LONDON"S NEW BRIDGE.

It Is to Take the Place of the Famous
Structure at Vauxhall,
Iron.

London, in addition to that well-nigh con-
summated menument of engineering science
opposite the tower, is to have a new steel
bridge, at an estimated cost of £350,000,
The existing structure which spans the

Thames at Vauxhall, onece so famous for its .

royal {udons. is soon to be a thing of the
ast. It owes its prematuore death—it will

but 77 years old when demolished—to
the unauspicious circumstances under
whlc'!‘:‘:‘t t‘l'x“l crezt:;i;

e loundations were completed for
what was at first intended to he a stone
bridge, the buildersdecided to construct ghe
remsining portion of castiron, thus consti-
tuting Vauxhall the first metropolitan
bridga built of that metal. ‘The masonry
piers were, however, lelt, the eﬂ&l:ul-do-
sign of nine narrow arches being therefore
maintained, 1tis to the attrition engendered

by the swirl of confined and condensed

waters under these nine circumsecribed
vaults that the old bridge owes its doom.
Its foundations are reported on the author-
ity of divers to be, if not exactly tottering,
at least in so bad a condition that the
structure would in a comparatively short
period become absolutely unsafe.

The projected new bridge is, of course, to
be much wider than its predecessor, which
measures only thirty-six feet between par-
apets, compared with the eigbty-five feet of
the broadest bridge in Europe, that elezant
metallic framework which unites the Mid-
dlesex and Surrey shores at Westminster.
