Coating Yron With Copper.

A processs has been iotroduced for pro-
tecting steel and iron by means of a coating
of copper., When the invention was first
made it was applied to the construction of
telegraph wires, but since then further de-
velopments of the process have enabled it
to be employed in the manufacture of com-

ite ship plates, The method employed
s similar to that of the old silver-i lating
process, in which plates of the two metals
were rolled together without auy chemical
or electrolytic means being employed. A
short copper ingot is cast on a core of iron
or steel; the copper is shiorter than the core
and not placed symmetrically, but so dis-

“posed toward one end that the unequal

travel of the coating, when aflerward ex-
tended by rolling, may be compensated for.
Save for the provision of special grooving of
the rollers to prevent the formation of fins
of the softer metal, the subsequent opera-
tions are conducted in the ordinary way.
Advantage is takenlof the retention of heat
by the steel core to diminish the excessive
ductility of the copper by chilling the cover-
ing. When the porosity of the coat of cop-
per and the difficuity of obtaining perfect
adherehce is overcome the process will be-
come a commeicial success.

GIFTED JEAN INGELOW.

A Woman Whose Beautiful Poems Are
Household Treasures.
New York Commercial Advertiser,

Miss Jean Ingelow, whose name s a
household word in Eugland and America,
was born at Boston, Lincolnshire. Her
father, Mr. William Ingelow, married a
Miss Kilgour, a Sceteh lady of gocd family,
and by ber he had six sops and five
daughters.

Miss Ingelow never went to school. Her
edueation was carried on at home by her
mouther and by masters, and being by nature
extremely shy and sensitive, her childhood
may be said to have been prolonged beyond
the age at which the majority of girls con-
gider themselves grown up.

Indeed, writing seems to have been from
a very early age one ot her greatest pleas-
ures. While on a visit to some friends in
Essex she and some of her young compan-
fons wrote a number of short stories and
sent thenf to a publication of the day called
the Youth’s Companion. The young mem-
bers of the family were naturally proud of
their clever sister, and it was by no means
a matter of wonder to them when Mr. Loog-
mans, to whom her poems were submitted
for publication, was qulck to recognize the
talent of the writer. A littlie volume bear-
ing the modest title, “Poems by Jean Inge-
low,” was Lrought out by him, and in the

first year of publication four editions of
1000 cepies each were sold, and the young
author at once stepped into the front rank.

No living writer hasever boen less spoiled
by success than Miss Ingelow. Sheis as
simple and retiring now in her quiet home
in London as she was before her pure and
beautiful thoughts found expression in
equally beantiful form and the much-
coveted name of *poet” was bestowed upon
her by common consent. ‘

Her first volume has been republished so
often that 1t has now reached its twenty-
sixth edition, Miss Ingelow’s poems are too
well known to need comeient or eriticism
here. ¥hey go straight to the hearts of her
readers because they come straight from
the heart of the writer; and even those
drags upon the wheels of genius, the aver-
age man and woman, unrable to grasp the
full meaning of “Drothers” and A Ser-
mon,” can delight in the exﬂuislte and
pathetic beauty of *“The High Tide on the
Coast of Lincolushire,”” while many true
nearts torn asunder by untoward cireums-
stances read their owa story between the
lives of “Divided.”

In consequence of the suzcess of her first
work a London publisher maae an application
for any future work from Miss lnflow'l pen,
and ere long the short tales she had wriiten
under the name of “Orris’” were, collected
and brought out under the-title of “Stories
Told to a Child.”

Rajlway Lines Without Fish Flates.

The recent tests of welding street railway
rails by electricity with a view to dspens-
ing with fish plates have been entirely sue-
cessful., The tests hawe proved that the
necessity of joints to provide for contrac-
tion and expansion is not so imperative as
engineers have supposed ; but thedata upon
which the result is based have not yet
been made publie. It was found possible
to weld electrically two pieces of steel of
25 square inches seetion, and therefore a
solid rail four or five miles long can be pro=
duced if required.
