Altenheim’s (old people’s homes) are
found everywhere In Germany, and they
are the cosiest and most comfortable insti-
tutions possible.

The Fruitvale Home will be open for
everybody without class distinction. It is
to be for the purpose of admitting respect-
able men and women, who, after many
vears of struggle with the world are anxious
to spend their declining days in peace and
comfort, away from the turmoil of every-
day life and free from all care.

The payments to be made are graduated
according to the means of the applicants,
and if a deserving applicant is entirely
without funds, some wealthy citizen will
pay his admission fee or else he will be ad-
mitted free.

quite sufficient to parchase them a member-
ship in the Fruitvalie Home.

Out of this class of people and out of
wealthy men and wowmen, who prefer the
restful companionship of others to living
alone, the inmates of the new home will be
recruited.

The by-laws ot the assoclation state in
reference to admission of inmates that
“Persons of German descent and of both
sexes shall Le admitted to the home and
shall receive good and comfortable lodging,
good board and clothing, in case of sickness
treatment and nursing, and after death a
decent funeral.”

Every applicant whosa admission is ap-
proved of must make a contract signed by
bhim and by the president and secretary of
the society, but the soclety reserves the
right to discharge the inmates within six
months after their admission and the latter
have the right to recede from their contract
within the same perlod of time,

The conditions for admission into the
Lhome are:

The applicant must have lived ten (10) years
in Californta, but the board of directors has the
right to mnake excaptions to this rule,

Women must be over sixty (60), men over
sixty-tive (65) years old. Exceptions (0 this rule
can ouly be made in cases of extreme weakness
of ‘he appiicant, provided Le or she 1s ai least
fifty-five (55) years old.

The applicant must be unable to make a lving.

Must not be affiicied with a dlsease disagiee-
able for the othier lumates,

Must be of good character and have led a
peacefal aund aetive life,

Itis the duty of the agency and admis-
gion committee to ascertain all these points
and gather all the necessary information
and certifieates, e
_Article X of the by-laws says *“no dis-
tinction or preference shall be made of
members or inmates of the home on ac-
count of their political or religious creed.”

Divine service or other relizivus acts shall
not be tclerated in the home exceptincases
of sickness or death, and only at the re-
quest of the inmate,

A RESULT OBTAINED.

The Trials of Those Who Moved the Eg-
tablishment of the Homae.

The Altenheim movement is an offspring
of the German Benevolent Society, and
owes its origin to F. H. Rosenbaum, who,
in 1886, was the president of that society.

It was during that year that the last in-
debtedness incurred by the society in build-
Ing the German Hospital on Noe street was
paid off, and President Rosenbaum received
the congratulations of the members on his
successful administration.

The question “What next?"”” then arose in

The Museum,

his mind, and at a casual meeting with four
other progressive Garman citizens in March,
1887, the advisability of establishing a home
for the aged was first discussed.

The four men who, like Mr, Rosenbaum,
considered the idea a good one were Herr-
man Bendel, Franz Habenicht, Fritz
Enhrenpfort and Adolph Mayriseh,

‘I'ney talked the matter over, and decided
to call a meeting of prominent countrymen
to ascertain what could Le done in the
matter,

This meeting was held on May 6, 1887, in
the old heaaquarters of the German Benevo-
lent Society on California street, near
Kenruy, and the following responded to the
invitation to be present:

Edward Kluse, Herrman Bendel, F.
Hufschmidt, Adolph Mayriseh, F. H. Rosen-
baum, Eugene Roemer, ieo Eloessor. Cee-
sar Bertheaun, L. 8. Roser, R. Jordan, H.
Plageman, John L. Koster, Dr. Wilhelm,
Joseph Straub, Wiiliam Schelz, Max Weiz-
man, L. Schumacher, Dr. M. Regensburger
and E. Rinner.

At that meeting there was considerable
eathusiasm, and it resulted in the appoint-
ment of a commitiee whose duty 1t was to
be to push the matter at once. But the en-
thusiasm dled out, and the committee did
not try to accomplish anything, or was not
able to interest anybody in the scheme.

At any rate, besides some oceasional arti-
cles in the columns of the German Demo-
crat, the Altenheim scheme was not heard
of again until October 6, 1887, when another
mesting was Leld and a preliminary consti-
tution and by-laws were adopted.

“Then for two years the whole matter was
dropped. Itis true there was considerable
talk from time to time, and many wanted to
know what had become of the projeet, but
until December 20, 1889, there was abso-
lutely nothing done,

On that day it was decided that a notice
should appear in all the daily newapapers
of this city that on January 7, 1 which
was the thirty-tifth anniversary of Ger-
man  Beuevolent Society, a corporation

would be formed, whose sole object would
be the founding of an Old People’s Howe,

However, there wera still some delays,
and it was oot until March 31 that the in-
corporation was completed.

‘The Society of the German Oid People’s
Home had 110 charter members, and the
following weye the officers at the time of
incorporation: Fr. H. Rosenbaum, presi-
dent; Isidore Gutte, vice-presidernt; Minna
Muser, vice-president; Eugeme Romer, cor-
responding secretary; Cwsar Bertheau, re-
cording secretary ; Charles Bundsel.u, treas-
urer; directors—tranziska Bundsehu, Dr. I,
Regensburger, Anita Bertheau, Conrad
Herrmang, L. S. Rose."

On June 14, 1890, Adolph Sutro offered a
pleze of land gratis to the society if it would
b‘u.l!d its home on his grounds near the
Ciiff House, and shortly afterward Presi-
dent Rosenbaum reported that he had a re-
markably cisap offer of a suitable lot lo-
cn'tgd in Fruitvale, Alameda County.

These two offers caused muach dissention
among the members, who becams divided
into Sutroites and Fruitvaleites,

On Octover 20 a meeting of the board of
directors decided to accept Sutre’s offer,
which decision was receivea with so great
an opposition that on October 29 a general
meeting revoked the action of the directors
and resolved that the home shall be built
either in Oakland or in Fruitvale.

Four of the directors immediately re-
signed, but on November 25 the Fruitvale
lot was finally purehased and a few days
later a grand vicnic was held on the grounds
where the home is to stand in future, 30 as
to give all the members and intending mem-
bers a chance to view the splendid site
selected,

From that time on the soclety grew rap-
idly and it has now over 600 members, with
the following officers: President, F. H,
Rosenbaum ; vice-president, Joseph Brand-
enstein; second vice- president, Mrs, H.
Hildebrandt; secretary, E. Roemer; re-
cording secretary, L. Schumacher; treas-
urer, L. S. Rose; directors—Mrs. E. Bahls,
Mrs. G. Proil, J. H. Ankele, F. Hufschmidt
and John Schumacher.

Some time ago the architects of this city
were invited to present competitive plans
for a main building and the sveeessful com-
petitor was guaranteed that even if his
plan is not accepted as presented, the build-
ing would be constructed under his super-
vision.

Several handsome designs were pre-
sented, but the ove which was selected as
the winner calls for a building more costly
than is intended and will have to be altered
before it can be finally accepted.

A EEAVY LIST T0 PORT

The Ship McCallum Has a
Very Close Call. -

Her Cargo Shifted and Eight Feet of Water
in the Hold—The Les Eulwarks
Carried Away.

The arrival of the ehip Alexander McCale
Jum in distress at midnight of Monday, as
exclusively reported in yesterday’s CALL,
is connected with an interesting and sensa-
tional story.

When the McCallum docked at Fremont-
street wharf yesterday quite a number of
people went to see hLer, and were well re-
warded for their curiosity.

The ship had a heavy list to port, cansed
by the shifting of her cargo, which will have
to be taken out and reshipped. It consiats
of redwood lumber.

Not only was the cargo shifted, but the
bulwarks on the port side in the wake of
the foremast and mainmast had been car-
ried away for a space of over fifly feet.

The galley had suffered badly. Both the
boats on the after deckhouse were stove in,

The ship left this port on August 12 for
Cork with a cargo of lumber. Thirtesn
days later, in latilude 18 deg. north and
longitude 122 dep. wast, she encountered a
hurricane which carried away the foretop-
mast staysail, foresall and three lower top-
sails and split several other sails.

The decks were deluged with water and
the cloud of spray was so dense that it was
impossible to see any object six feet distant.

hen the gale abated it was found that
the cargo had shifted and that there was
eight feet of water in the hold.

The water was got rid of by the steam
pump, but it was impossibie to reshift the
cargo, and rather than risk the loss of the
vessel, which had a list of over fifteen de-
grees, the captain decided to put back to
this port.

The surveyors were at work on the ship
yesterday, and she will probably go on the
drydock for repairs. She is an old style
wooden ship, and great surprise has been
expressed that she escaped foundering.
