MOYTGOMERY'S GREAT WORK.

Dedication of the New Theological Semi-
nary at San Rafael.

SAN RAFAEL, Sept. 21.—The dedication
exercises of the San Francisco Theological
Seminary were held in the spacious cham-
bers of that institution this morning. Oa
December 2, 1889, Alexander Montgomery,
the weil-known philanthropist, donated to
the San Francisco Theological Seminary, an
incorporated body, £250,000 for the erection
and maintenanceof a theological seminary
in some suitable place in the State of Cal-
ifornia.

It was necessary to raise £50,000 in addi-
tion to this, and Mrs. A. W, Foster agreed to
donate the land for a site, and Rev. Dr.
Crosby of the local Presbyterian church
undertook to raise the sum if the seminary
were located in San Rafael. Tais offer the
trustees of the institution accepted, and on
the 30th day of April, 1891, the corner-stone
of the present structure was laid with im-
posing ceremonies. ‘T'he work on the build-
ings was rapidiy pushed. The butldings
are the finest of their kind on the coast,
constructed chiefly of bluestone taken from
San Rafael qunrries. and fivished in yellow
sandstone. ‘There are two buildings, viz.:
the Scott Library Hall and Montgomery
Hall. There are also several beautiful resi-
dences to be oceupied by the professors and
other instructors. Over the main entrance
of the Scott Library Hall appears a burniag
bush in stone, surrounded by the words,
“Nee Tamen Consnmebatar.”

On the first floor of the Scott Library
Hall on the left are the spaelous class-
rooms and offices of Drs. Alexander and
Landon, connected by folding-doors. On

the right is convocation hall, where the lec-
tu and religious exercises wili be held.

scissors: indifferent peaches sell at 20 to 30
cents each, and they will continue to do so
in spite of our shipmeuts. Why? DBecause
of the middleman,

““Who do you suppose buys our fruit that
is now being shipped to Eugland? Do you
:ur’?.»se the public have a chance toget a
Na 7

“Not they! All the consignments are
bought up by the great middleman. No
matter how cheaply they buy they retail
again to the public at the old rates and we
get no show,

*Now, there is but one way out of this
difficnlty. California must own her own
buildings in each great city., These build-
ings must be solely fruit markets. Our
fruit must be shipped direct to these great
stores aud then promptly laid out to the
millions who will throng to buy at retail
prices,

“You must understand that these people
are not rich enough to reach vs. We must
reach them.

*“*And we are going to do so. Mr. Huonting-
ton is arranging for a special line of 10,000-
ton steamers to run from New Orleans to
European ports with our fruit.

“Just look at our grapes, which are lying
rotting in many vineyards now.

“Allow the vineyardist 820 a ton for his
grapes. Wouldn't he be glad to get it?
Add £20 = ton for shipment and $20 profit
to the co-operative company to cover its out-
lay expenses. That would put our grapes
on the market at three cents a pound.

“Imagine the sales in the great cities of
England alone. Do you suppose Calitornia
has acreage enough to supply the demand
for fruit once this great store system and
direct sales are started? Not if you work
out figures.

“What has made this scheme unfeasible
up to date is the big ecapital required.

“But that difficulty is done away with
now.

“There are millions of dollars lyingidle in
London now available at 1 per cent on any
feasible project.

“And we are going to get some of those
millions.”

Mr. Huntington, on being interviewed at
his residence, was a little embarrassed.

“I didn’t want the matt:r to become pub-
lic yet,”” he remarked. ‘““We are in the
middle of negotiations just now and it
wouid not do for ine to go iuto details until
everything is settled. I am a conservative
man and go about things steadily and
quietly.

“The keynote of the whole question lies
in our direct supply to the masscs and the
avoidance of the middleeman and the com-
mission agent. It would be unwise for me
just now to go into details. Of course [
concur with Mr. Haymond’s views. We
discussed them together. 1 prefer to gen-
eraiize for the present or I shall be com-
plicating arrangements now pending.”

Mr. Huntington then made sowe com-

ANDY CLONIES SCHEME.

Indignant Protests From Mis-
sion Property-Owners.

THESTEAL WILL BE FOUGHT.

An Ezpert to B: Employed to Examine the
Books—Thes Real Estate Union ia Dead
Earnest.

If Andy Clunle and hls fellow-commis-
sioners in the Sixteento-street extension
had been present at the meeting of the Mis-
sion Real Estate Union at Guerrero and
Twentieth streets last night they would
have been willing to discount for cash at
least 50 per cent of the bills recently ren-
dered by them to the Board of Supervisors
for their services in this connection.

While the meeting was not a large one in
point of numbers, it represented some of
those who are most largely interested to
prevent the consummation of what the
union is pleased to call a most fraudulent
scheme.

Vice-President J. V. Taylor presided, E.
J. McNamara acting as secretary.

The first business in order was a report
from the special committee appointed to
wait upon the platform committees of the
Republican and Democratic parties in refer-
ence to the insertion of plnnks denouncing
the proposed scheme. 7The committes re-
ported success beyond their most sanguine
expectations, referring to the platiorms
themselves as proof of their statements.

A upanimous vate oi thanks was given
the committees, which was accepted by the
respeclive chairmen In pointed addresses,
Mr, Smith elaiming to have only done his
dutv in the premises, and indignantly de-
nying the charge that either himself or his
feliow-committeemen had been pald for
their services.

Mr. Van Duzer said that the planks in
both party platforms were leadpipe cinches
on any representative who undertook to
violate them.

The executive committee reported having
met Messrs. Taber and Burling of the
Street Committees of the Board of Super-
visors yesterday in reference to the Clunie
commission, and suggested to them a reduc-
tion of at least 83 per cent In the expense
bill presented by the Commissioners, which
thev considered unjust, arbitrary, unecalled
for and little short of daylight robbing.

Mr. Van Duzer attacked the report of the
commission in detail, showing that it elaimed
to have spent &52,000, when one-fifth of that
sum would have been ample compensation
for the work done.

Continuing, Mr. Van Duzer stated that
when Supervisor Taber called Clunie’s at-
tention to the fact that the commission had
presented a biil for the services of three
commissioners, twelve clerks, an atlorney,
engineer, draughtsman, anditor and three
experts, and wanted to know what this
army of officers had done, Clunie didn't
know,

To each and all the interrogatories of the
Supervisors the memory of Clunie was
equally treacherous.

An attempt was then made to learn who
the men were who had been so handsomely
provided for by Clunie’s commission, and
the first one of the clerks located was Wil-
liam Broderick, the Demoeratic eandidate
for Auditor, of whom it was facetiously re-
marked by one of the committee that the
union need have no fear of his suing for
his divvy until after the election.

Joun P. Hall, another beneficiary to the
tune of $3200, was discovered to have been
employed on the Van Ness Avenue Com-
mission at the same time.

(O-car Painter turned out to be a brother
of the Commissioner. The two Fords are
brothers of the ex-Sc¢hool Director, and
carry on a plumbing business on Ellis
street, near Larkin. Why they should neg-
lect their plumbing business to engage in
clerical work was beyond the ken of the
commitlee.

Aud soit went through the list. Every
man almost whom the committes could
locate had other employment at the same
time,

The greatest difficulty the committee
met, however, was to locate many of the so-
called attaches of the commission, and they
were forced to the painful conclusion that
they existed only on paper.

Among other items was a bill of §1000
from Vircher and Kerr for clerical work.
As these gentlemen were not in the list of
twelve clerks the query arose as to how the
said clerks were employed while Messrs,
Vircher and Kerr were doing their work.

After a long discussion as to the best
method to be adopted to head off the pro-
pesed steal, it was suggested by Mr. Center
that an expert be employed to carefully ex-
am!ne the books and report to the union as
early as practicable just what work had
been actually performed and what would be
a reasonable compensation for the same.
Mr. Center said that while the unton would
pay for any and all work actually done, it
did not propose to be bled by the commis-
sion for the penefit of a lot of loafers, whose
pames did not appear in the Directory,
much less on the tax-roll.

Mr. Smith stated that after a careful ex-
amination of all matters counected with the
Commissioners, he was satisfied that $10,-
000 would be ample pay for the work of the
commission.

Mr. Van Duzer attacked the work of the
commission in the damages awards, show-
ing that in many instances the amcounts al-
lowed exceeded the assessed value of the
property ten times, a notable instance being
two lots” belonging to the George Hearst
estate, which are assessed at $350, and for
portions only eof which the commission
allowed damages to the tune of about $400C.

Mr. Hober called attention to tbe fact
that some of the items contained in the ex-
pense account of the commission were not
properly made, they being personal accounts
of the Commissioners.

The union is thoroughly in earnest in its
determination not to submit to the extor-
tionate demands of the commission, and
having a membership of over 1100 property-
owners, thers is no lack of funds to fight
Clunie’s commission.

THE HEALTH BOARD SIS,

No Present Necessity for
Extra Assistance.

The Action of the Health Officer in Thanking
“The Call” for Its Cffer Indorsed.
Several Appointments,

The Board of Health at its meeting last
night took up the question of the offer of
Tue MorNING CALL to furnish free of
charge, to aid the city in improving its sani-
tary condition, an extra Health Inspector
and an able physician, in view of the possi-
bility of the outbreak of an epidemic.

The correspondence passing between Tur
CALL—in making its offer to pay the ex-
penses of such extra assistants in perserv-
ing the city’s heaith—and the Health De-
partment was read.

The last letter read was the one of Health
Officer Keeney, in which he stated that if he
found it necessary to avail himsell of *‘the
laudable proposition of Tur CALL” he
would notity the proprietors of the paper.
At the same time he thanked them for their
kind offer.

As the epidemic scare had somewhat sub-
sided and there was no immediate neces-
sity of extra help Dr. Regensburger moved
that the action of the Health Officer in
thanking Tre CALL for its offer and agree-
ing to accept exira assistance if it were
necessary, should be indorsed.

The motion was unanimously carried.

A communication was received from the
Board of Trustees of the California Medical
College asking that one medical and one
surgical ward in the City and County Hos-
pital be designated and placed under the
charge of one visiting physician and one
visiting surgeon, to be nominated by the
faculty of said California Medical College.

Dr. D. L. Maclean, president of the col-
lege, addressed the board on behalf of the
petition, saving all that was asked was the
same privilege as that of the visiting phys-
icians and surgeons ot other medlcnlp col-
leges, and to have students of the college
to enjoy the benefits of the institution.

On motion of Dr. Regensburger the whole
question was left over till the next meeting.

A communication was received from Wil-
liam Duggan, stating that while a patient at
the City and County Hospital his valise was
torn o by one of the nurses and $10 warth
of clothing stolen. He was referred to the
police for redress.

A communication from George A. Roche,

asking the board to take some action regard-
ing the bringing of meat into Chinatown be-
fore the animal heat has left the bodies,
was placed on the table.

Dr. Regensburger introduced the follow-
ing resolution:

Resolved, That no person, cOmpany or €orpo-
ration shall be allowed tojremove garbage, ref-
use, animal matter, dirt or other filth, except it
be in vehicles carrying compartments construct-
ed to be air-tight and preventing the escape of
offensive odors, these compartments never to be
left open lu any publie street except for Imme-
dlate use,

The resolution wasadopted and itsauthor
was appointed as a committee of one to
wait npon the Board of Supervisors to see
that an ordinance be drawn up and passed
according o the spirit of the resolution.

Dr. Regensburger read the various ordi-
nances relating to preserving the sanitary
condition of the city, and asked that the
Health Officer be instructed to communi-
eate with the Chief of Polica to see that
they were rigidly enforced.

He also brought up the question of the
Sixth-street dumps, and said that barges
should be supplied to carry the garbage out
into the ocean and dump it some miles be-
low the Golden Gate, If this could not be
done, public erematories should be built
and the garbage burned.

De Long was appointed as a committee to
wait upon the Health and Police Commit-
tee of the Board of Supervisors in regard to
the matter.

Dr. Mays called the attention of the board
to the bad ventillation in the City Receiving
Hospital, and he was appointed as a com-
mittee to confer with the City Hall Com-
missioners. 5

Mayor Sanderson moved that the position
of resident physician of the Almshouse be
declared vacant, and the motion was carried.
The place was held by Dr. R. E. Bunker.

Dr. E. L. Pasmore was nominated for the
place by Dr. Bneknall, and Dr. A. Younger
was nominated by Dr. Mays.

Dr. Pasmore received four votes, and was
elected to the place to take effect on Octo-

r 1.

On motion of Dr. Regensburger, Mrs.
Sarah Hunter was appoiuted as night ma-
tron of the City Receiving Hospital, a place
created at the last :eeting of the Board of
Supervisors.

On the conclusion of the meeting, Quar-
antine Officer Lawler stated that he was not
out of town as had been published when
sickness was reported on the ship Oberon
on daturday.

THE JEWISH NEW YEAR

Waiting for the Appearance
of the First Star.

There was service in all the synagogues
last evening and there was not one but what
was crowded.

1o all the synagogues except the Temple
Emanu-El there will be services appropri-
ate to the occasion to-day and to-morrow.

In the femple Emanu-El service will be
held only to-day and Rev. Dr. Voorsanger,
the rabbi, will officiate.

At the synagogue Ohabai Shalome on
Mason street, near Geary, David Meyerson,
the cantor, will preach the sermon.

iev. Max Rubin, cantor, will cfficiate in
the Sherith Israel synagogue at the corner
of Post and Taylor streets, and on Friday
Rev. Dr. Voorsanger will yreach to the con-
gregation,

Services will be beld in Temple Beth-
Israel on Geary street, near Octavia, day
and evening, ending Saturday night. Rev.
Joseph Rabinowitz, the cantor, and Rev. M.
S. Levy, rabbi, will officiate,

The Shaarey Zedek congregation wall
hold services at their synazogue, corner of
Stockton and California streets, Kev. Simon
Goldstein officiating,

I'he Beth-Menahim Streisand will wor-
ship in their synagogue on Minna street,
near Fifth, Rev. Joseph Willner rabbi.

The Navenh Zedek, one of the oldest and
most orthodox congregations, which bhas
held its prayer-meetings at 14 Golden Gate
avenne during the last eighteen years, has
secured the Tuik-sireet temple, where
services will be conducted in the orthodox,
Oriental style, morning and evening, Rev.

AN INGENIOUS TOY.

A Curious Mechanical Device, and How
It I's Operated.
Philadoiphia Record.

The aceompanying cut represents a very
curious toy which has recently made its
appearance in the windows of some Paris
shups, and the oprinciple of which is eme
ployed by a Market-street merchant in this
city in a window display that attracts the
attention of hundreds of passers-by. In
the device which is here illustrated a circus
elown upon his back turns upon one foot a
ball which he maintains in equilibrium
upon the other. The imitation of the real
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movement is said to be perfeet, but the way
in which it has been accomplished has until
recently been a popular mystery.

On opening the toy the whole mechanism
is exposed, as shown in the cut. The
whirling ball at D has wrapped upon it a
cord which, when released suddenly, gives
the necessary motion to the device. The
ball is mounted upon a horizontal axis earry-
ing an escapement arrange-mentat A which
properly regulates the movement ol the ap-
paratus. Two wheels B and B’ which are
mounted upon an axis parallel to the first
can rub upon that axis, and consequently
move when that turns. United to the
wheels are two eccentrics (C and C'), and
these control two cranks (E and E’) corre-
sponding to the limbs of the clown. When
the eccentrics are at 180 degrees one of the
limbs is elevated while the other is dropped,

At the moment they are both at the same
height the one which is free kicks against
the ball mounted upon the other. Asthe
ball is revolved by the internal machinery
at this particular moment, the iilusion that
{he clown cavses it to revolve is complete,

Whre-Strengthened Glass.
New York Sun.

The manufacture of a new ecompound of
glass and wire, which 1s found to possess a
ramarkable resisting power to sudden
changes in temperature, bids fair to be-
come an important industry, according to
the accounts which have appeared in the
Dresden, Germany, papers. The process of
production consists 1n furnishing giass,

while tn a ‘hot, plastic condition,
with a flexible metallic layer, like
wiré netting, the metal becoining becom-

ing completely imbedded in the glass, and
in this way being effectively protected
from rust. As a proof of the toughness
of such a compound. It isstated that the
glass may be sprinkled witn cold water
while it 18 in a highly heated state without
the surface being materially damaged, and
the article is, therefore, considered to be
particularly adapted for skylights, the pow-
erful resisting qualities of the substance
rendering the use of the ordinary wire pro-
tectors unnecessary. It has also been suc.
cessfully employed for hollow giassware,
and in especial is suitable for making glass
vessels which have to stand a high pressure
and are subject to hard usage; and, as the
glass cannot be broken without elulfng un-
usual noise, and as it is not readily cut with
the diamond, it is claimed that the material
is in a measure burglar proof.

The Lick Statuary for the
City Hall

RAPID PROGRESS MADE.

Figures for the Central Group to Go on the
Eighth-Street Side of the Big
Building.

The bronze statuary for the adornment of
the new City Hall grounds isassuming defi-
nite proportions at the Globe Foundry of
Whyte & De Rome, 126-128 Main street.

A reporter of THE CALL visited the estab-
lishment yesterday and found that the cen-
tral group, representing California, had been
all cast,

The work of cleaning and mounting will
be pushed on vigerously.

Although the figures as yet are ounly in
parts, sufficient could be seen to enable ona
to comprehend their majestie and symmetri-
cal proportions.

The figure of California stands twelve
feet high., She is represented with a spear
in her right hand and a shield in her left.

To her right is the huge figure of a bear,
seven feet in lepgth.

The weight of the statue will be 7000
pounds.

Mr. de Rome is very mueh encouraged

thus far with the result of his undertaking.

The head, neck and shoulders of the
figure of California show the perfection of
the sculptor’s art.

The expression on the face is admirably
defined.

It is full of life and character from an
artistic standpoint.

The casting bas been done most credit-
ably; in fact it is difficult to see how it
could be possible to do it better.

It is not yvet six months since the eontract
was awarded and the progress already
made is most gratifying.

Besides the central group there will be
two lesser groups, each eight feet in height,
representing different stages of California’s
history, and two single figures representing
industry and commerce.

There will be also four panels.

The firm hasovertwo yeara vet to complete
the contract, which will give them ample
time.

To undertake this work the firm had to
put in a large 10-ion erane and build a new
core-oven, the largest in the city, for drying
molds before being cast.

It took fifteen tons of iron to make the
necessary tools for handling the work.

They have an equipment second to none
in the United States.

Mr. Steiner, who i3 doing the casting for
the firm, is thoroughly experienced at the
business.

The last work done by him in the East
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Sections of the Statuary.

was casting the Starr King statue for this
city.

_ The sand used in the casting has to be
imported from Paris, France, as California
sand eracks while drying.

With the Freneh sand the metal parts are
left clean and do not require anv finish.

This French sand is sold in New York at
85 30 a barrel, and the freight to this city is
$14 per barrel, a tremendous clog upon the
wheels of industry.

Both partuers, Louis de Rome and Neil C,
Whyte, are California boys, and served
their apprenticeship in this city.

The former is a practical molder and the
latter a practical machinist,
