FACIE DEATH.
The war of the revolution InSouth Amer-

ica between the natives of the country and
their Spanish makers was one of the most
remorseless and sanguinary on record. All
principles of humanity were set aside by
the ferocious butchers in authority till at
length guerra a la meurte (death and exter-
mination) became the fearful warcry of
each half-frer.zied faction.

At the head of the royalist forces whs

General Morales, as savage and bloodthirsty

a wretch as ever existed, and opposed to
him, as chief of the patriots, was General
Bolivar, the subsequent founder of the five
republics of Venezuela, New Granada, Peru,
Bolivia and Ecuador.

On one occasion, some five-and-twenty
patriots had been taken by the royalists;
among them were three or four officers of
high rank. Morales had their beads cut
off and sent to Bolivar, with an insulting
letter in which he declared that every cap-
tured rebel should be served iv the same
Banner. Ipoo this Bolivargave immediate
orders for the execution of all the royalist
patriots; and in turn for this act of retalia-
tion Morales resolved upon a massacre
which should strike terror to the hearts
of ail.

On one pretense and another the Spanish
authorities had caused the arrest of ail per-
sons suspected of being disaffected toward
the Government, and some 900 in number
were confined In the dungeons of La
Gnavra.

A large body of cavalry and infantry was
drawn up around the fortress where the
Door prisoner* were confined, and soon
these latter— pale, emaciated and almost
nnked— were marching forth in chains and
conducted to a gloomy spot called Macuto.

Tnere chanced tube a British man-of-war
in tin- harbor of La Guayra, and the com-
mander, believing that some of bis own
countrymen might be among the victims,
and that some good to them might be
effected by his presence, resolved upon
accepting the invitation sent him by the
authorities nnd being present at the execu-
tion, lit*accordingly, with some of. his offi-
cers and several of his men, fell into the
mournful procession, and on arriving at the
fatal spot was assigned to a post of honor
near the commander of the bloody work.

The prisoners were brought iva body, and
halted upen a spot which overlooked tho
place of execution. At a signal from the
roinmandmg officer, some fiftyof the victims
were selected and marched forth to the
place of slaughter. On their way they had
to pass within a few paces of the place
where the general and his staff and the
British captain and his officers were sta-
tioned.

toon as they had taken the r station on
the fatal giound, the priests slowly with-
drew, while Hie Infantry marched u;i wittiiu
a few races, leveled th> ir pieces and tired
at the word. Many were killed outright by
thiß discharge; many were mortally wounded
but yet livnt and writhed, and a few were

v injured.
None, however, were permitted to escape

long—for ainidthe pmyeis and groans of
the poor wretches, another line of infantry
took the place of the first, and another
murdi-ruU> volley was pciired into the
breasts of the wounded and dyiug, and
what yet escaped were shot dead with
pistels, or cut to pieces with swords hi the
hands of the officers.

Wliplthe first fiftyef the prisoners had all
been dispatched, the second lot was selected
and marched forward in the manner aire.iiy
described. As tnese passed the general's
stand, tne Britisn captain was i>ain»Mi to ob-
serve son:^ three or four faces which he

:.oi but oeliafe to be feliow-couutry-
men.

"Are not certain of these men English,
senor enmmandante?" he inquired, turniu?
to the Spanish general.
"It Is possible, senor capitan, they had

English birth, but tliey transgressed Span-
ish laws, and must suffer the penalty."

"Would your excellency not permit me to
intercede for them in behalf of the £uijlish
Government?"

"Myorders are very positive, senor capi-
ta::, to put ailthe prisoners under my charge
to death."

The captain, seeing there was no chance
to save the poor fellows, remained silent,
and t!;e ill-fated group moved on to meet
the bloody fate of those who had preceded
them.

At length, as the eighth or ninth division
of victims was filing past, there looked ud
at the British ifli'-ers a pale, white fac?, and
a pair of bine eyes were fixed search ingly
but mournfully upon them.

"F:ire«ei!, gentlemen and fellow-country-
men 1" spoke a firm and steady voice. "And
when you return to our glorious native
isles pray report that Lorenzo Ferguson of
Scotland met his death as became a gentle-
man ami a boldier !"

"Ha!" exclaimed the captain, "there is
no mistake this time— that man is a Briton
and must be saved I Seuor command ante, I
as«k the life of that man iv the name of his
Britannic MajestyI"
"Iregret, senor capitan, that my duty

compels me to deny so natural a demand,"
replied the Spanish general, somewhat
coldly. "Senor Morales has the power of
life and death in his bands."

"Then grant a reprieve till your superior
can be consulted," replied the other."
"Iwould if1 dared, benor Capitan."
Meantime the excitement among the otherBritish officers and men was becoming in-

tense. Anury denunciations of Spanish
officers and Spanish tyranny began to -l>espoken among them, while the priming of
more than one pistol was looked to and
more than one sword was loosened in itsscabbard.

The Spanish eeueral was not a little dis-
composed by tjiesß unpleasant demonstra-
tions of gathering trouble, but lie still re-
mained firm and the procession moved on.The British seamen, who were grouped
apart from the officers, seemed even moreexcited than the latter; p.ud just as the
prisoners, pjor Ferguson among tho num-ber, had reached the horrid scene wheretheir companion lay piled in bloody heaps
the attention of all waa arrested by the
loud yell of an Irishman, ho ran swiftly
down to the fatal ground, shouting at thetop ofhis lungs:

"Hold up, ye cowardly spalpeen 9 1 To the
dun wid ye,now, for a set of murtherin 1

beasts. Would ye shoot a white Christian
eintleman that way,now? if ye does thelikPitllhave to be through Barney O'Reilly's
body."

While all eyes were fixed upon the shout-ingBarney he reached the doomed flte ofpruoners, in front of the muskets of theexecutioners, and throwing his arms aroundthe neck- of poor Ferguson, fairly yelled outintriumph:
"No.v fire away, ye yaller riagurs, an'sure an* us the British lion yell soon hearroariu' around ye, ye murtherin' thieves!"These remarks were spoken in English

and not Spanish, and werenot understood
by the Spanish soldiery, or itis quite possi-
ble Mr. Pat O'Reilly mightnot have lired torepeat them.

"Call back your fellow yonder, senor cap-itmn, or Iwillnot be answerable for the con-
«quences." said the Spanish general to theBritish captain.

Methods of Flreproofiar.
Kew York Sun.

Anjonßthe processes for fireproofing towhich the attention of the directors of the
Berlin Exposition was recently drawn, andfor which awards have been declared are
the following: For light tissues, a couipo-kitiou consisting of sixteen pounds ammo-nium sulphates, five pouuds ammouium car-bonate, four pounds borax, six pounds boricacid, four pounds starch— or one pounfl dex-
trine or one pound gelatine— aud twenty-
five gallons water, mixed together, heated to
86 deg. Fahrenheit, and the ma'erial lin-

preprnated with the mixture, centrlfugited
and dried, and then Ironed as usual. One
quart of this mixture, costing only a few
cents, is sufficient to impregnate fifteen
yards of material. For curtain materials,
theatrical decorations, wood and furniture,
thirty pounds ammonium chloride are mixed
with so much floated chalk as to give the
mass consistsney. and itis then heated to
from 125 dee. to 150 dee. fahrenbeit, and the
material to be treated is given one or two
coats of itby means of a brush. Apound
of this, costing only a mere trifle, is suffi-
cient to cover live square rods.

Extinction Drawn Between Old acd Modern

Architecture

Fault! Vigorously

Criticized.

"Which is the most artistic private resi-
dence inSan Francisco?"

Two more answers have been received,
leaving only five still to come in.

One of the artists, Julius Ludovici, mates
a distinction between what he designates

old and modern architecture and gives his
preference for each of these styles.

The fairest v.ay out of the difficultyi3to
give a vote to both. The old style is the
Cotton residence and the new style the resi-
dence of Albert Gillatin.

The vote, therefore, now stands:
The (.'olton residence \u0084.,... 6
The Towne residence -1
Colonel A. G. Hiiwt-s' residence it
The new Crocker residence 1
TV.h. Crocker's residence... 1
The Flood residence 1
Albert Oaliatlu's resilience 1

The indications are that the Colton resi-
dence willb«» tne favorite.

"Sly choice." he says, "would lie between
the Towne house and tho one built by
Colonel Hawes on the corner of Washing-
ton and Buchanan streets.

"They are very similar in style, but of the
two 1 pmfer the latter ou tlie whole, as It
has the advantage of simpler material and
is better inproportion and color.

"1 also like the Colton house, though

wood is scarcely the material with which
to build \u25a0 house of its style of architecture.

''This question of material seems to be
very much ignored in this community.

"When a house is built of wood let it
assert itself as a wooden house and not
masquerade as a stone ormarble palace.

"The sham is too apparent and looks
cheap, whereas » wooden structure, when
treated artistically, can ba made exceed-
ingly picturesque, as our old New England
and our Southern colonial homes attest.

"ihere is variety to be gained by the
combination of timber and plaster work
like theolu French and English house?, and
some very artiiiic effects can be obtained
by the u*e ol this material, but as yet we
have no good example of the style in San
Fraueiscv, unless it be the home of Dr.
Bruicke.

"The greatest fault Ihave to find with the
recent residences in this city is their utter
lack of simplicity.

"Tl:e Queen Anne and Eastlake use has
run riot and has produced some dire re-
sult*.

"Nearly all the so-called 'artistic' homes
are covered from basement to attic with
meaningless details bought at a millat M
much per foot.

"The flimsy house is built and then the
details are tacked on without the least re-
gard to structural effect; clumsy chimneys
cut the facade from top to bottom; the four
walls are cut up into innumerable windows
of fantastic shapes and the more turrets,
gabies and chimney puts the architect can
crowd on the more 'artistic' is the home
considered.

"in short, every rule cf proportion and
every law of architecture is laid asiie.

"Originality is very well in its way, but
don't iet us have too rnacß i f it
"Iiis fortunate that we have some new

blood and some
'

younger architect? with
sounder ideas among us.

"In consequence, many residences built
oflate years show a decided leaning toward
purer architecture, but as yet they aro far
id the minority.

"This is a pity, for if ever a city had a
picturesque situation and cave architects
good building site.i on which to display
their talents, that city is San Fiancisco."

Julius Ludovici Iidivided In his opinion,
and practically gives two votes, one for the
("iIton residence, viewed from the standard
of old architecture, and the other, Albert
Gallatin's residence, viewed from the
standard of modern architecture.

Tliero is no help for it, therefore, but to
record a vote for each of these two resi-
dence*.

He says: "In my opinion Mrs. Colton's
residence, lately boucht by Mr. Iluntiugton
and situated on Nob Uii', has been formany
years, and still Is, the most beautiful and
artistic residence in San Francisco; but as
it is a reproduction of old architecture, it
ha-, perhaps, not, at this date, the same
artistic value a«, and ought not to be men-
tioned in competition with, the houses
erected from the original designs of our
modern architects.

"Among tie latter, the residence of Albert
Gallatm, corner of Scott and Jackson
streets, in. In my opinion", the most artistic.

'"The Urban mansion, corner of Wash-
ington street and Van Ness avenue, comes
next, and a less pretentious one, Mr. Heeht's
residence, corner of Washington and Octa-
via streets, built in Swiss cottage style, fol-
lows close in its harmonious and artistic
effsct.

'"The Crocker residence*, corner of Wash-
Ineton and Lneuna streets and corner of
California and Jones street?, although very
artistic in detail, fail to be so as a whole.

"Simplicity and harmony, the first rules
of beauty, are to a considerable extent did-
reenrded in modern architecture.

"The principal merit of an architectural
desicn consists of its simple lines, and orna-
mentation must be introduced without dis-
turbing tin-in.

"This has been done In the private resi-
dences first mentioned.

"IfImay do so, and itis not out of place
here, Iwould call your attention and that
of many a house-owner here to an abomina-
tion which tun or fifteen years ago crept
iu;o architecture in this and other citioj,
and which at this timo strikes every edu-
cated eye m a most objectionable feature.

"1refer to the small or large ornament 3
placed entirely out of keeping with tb* de-
signs of the houses on each corner of tho
balustrades over our frontdoors. Except-
ing when as harmoniously introduced as in
the Ilobart mansion abovo mentioned, all
such ornaments ought to bo cut off.
"Iam sure that many will agree with me

In tills opinion after their attention is once
drawn to these eyesores, and if a few will
set the easy example of removing them
others may follow."
