Eastern Settlers in a Sorry
Plight.

UNABLE TO RAISE CROPS.

The Southern Pacifiz Colon’zation Agency
and Its Operations in thke San
Joaquin Valley.

Several hundred deluded pecple, who
were induccd by glib-tongu>d agents of the
Southern Pacific Colonization Agzency to
settleon an alka'i desert in the San Jeaguin
Valley, are making loud complaint.

There is no redress for the victims but to
atay and suffer or else move out and lose the
money and labor invested.

Over a year ago the Svuthern Pacific Colo-
pization Agency, ever on the alert to ad-
vance the interests of mankind, conceived a
scheme to colonize a vcrtion of the San
Joagquin Valley a few miles below Tracy.

As the spot selected was a desert the
company at once realized the necessity of
penpling the spot with tender feet.

Natives knew the futility of trying to re-
claim the land, so colonizing ageuts were
dispatehed to the East,

Miller & Lux were the original owners of
the laud, which was purchased by the
company with a view to working its little
scheme.

In all the tract comvprised ten sections,
through which ran an irrizating aiteb. Buat
even water will not induce vegetation to
grow on sterile land.

About six bushels of barley to the acre
could be raised, but this would not pay
unless the industry were conducted on an
enormous scale,

When the company secured the land it
sent its sgents East to see the farmers of
the Middle and Eastern States.

They had their little speeches well
learned, and suppiemented their remarks
by exhibiting highly colored culs of this
garden spot of California,

The prospective immigrants were led to
believe that everything indigenous to the
soil wonld grow in luxurious profusion in
this favored valley. Fruits and vegerables
of all kinds ccuid be grown in abundance,
Lithograph prints ¢f bunches of grapes
ighing several pounds were shown as
products of this district.

The people were impressed by these
statemeunts and many were induced to leave

their homes and journey to the new EI |

Dorado.

It was represented to them that owing to
the exceeding richuess of the land it was
only necessary to rurchiase small tracts and
let nature take her course in piling up
wealth for the owner.

About seventy families were induced to
seltle in the new colony.

I'he victims were all landed at one time.

They settled on the tract and the com-
pany erected a swall depot in their midst,
}»amtcd it red, and called the place Dos
alos.

That means “two poles.” Not
well timbered section, at all events.

A man by the name of I. N. Hyde was in-
duced to build a large hotel toaccommodate
the rush when the pilgrims got to delving
in the soil and developed its marveious re-
sources.

The land was sold off in small tracts and
the settiers started in to improve their new
posssessions.

Trees and vineyards were planted, but
nothing wou'd grow but the interest on
their debts,

The barren desert refnsed to yieid forth
fruits or anything clse, and it has gradualiy
dawned on the people that they have been
deceived.

Up to within a few months ago Sloan was
a builder aud contractor, but he suddenly
vanished into a very rare quality of air.

He is not known to bave even made his

Just belfore making his farewell bow
Sloan had several enntracts on his hands
which were for buildings in the process of
erection.

He collected what he could in advance,
told fairy tales to those supplying him with
maferial and then levanted.

Mrs. J. E. Lewinisone of the unfortunates
who fell victims of Sloan’s contracts.

He had agreed with her to erect a dwell-
ing on Belcter strect, near Ridley. 1t was
to cost $4000,

Sloan started In to do the work, and as
fast as it progressed he collected hundreds
of doilars on account. When it was rough
plastered then he stopped.

He has not been seen since,

The Siade Lumber Compiny went on his
bonds, so they are in the lurch,

A number of firms who have not received
pay for their materials have fled liens on
the dwelling.

The plasterers, Slater & Lane, are the
last to step into the breach, and their attor-
ey, W. Matthews, will file a lien upon the
house for them to-day.

Besides the Lewin house, Sloan is said to
have left sevaral other contracts in a similar
condition after he had collected all he
could. The supply men, too, in the other
case as In this, he forgot all about, and
they are scratching their heads wondering
where they come in.

He left a number of bondsmen in a very
bad predicament, and it is said thousands
of dellars have been lost through his manip-
ulations.

A TRUST IN BEER.

Bottlers Combine to Save Running Ex-
penses.

All the firms and establishments engaged
in the bottling of Fredericksburg beer in
this city have combined.

They have pooled all their issues and will
be known under the corporate name of the
“Fredericksburg Bottling Company.”

The corporation will have a eapital of
$100,000, all of which has been subseribed.
The object of the syndicate is to “re-
trench.”

It appears there are five different con-
cerns operating in this city as bottlers of
Fredericksburg beer. Over 150 men are
employed amoung them aud each establish-
ment is under the expenses of having inde-
pendent management,

The entire work will hereafter be concen-
trated at one establishmeut and the four
other places will be closed.

George H. Bahrs, the attorney for the
corporation, stated that the object in form-
ing the combination was to reduce ex-
penses,

The bottlers ccmplain that there is but
little profit in bottled beer and unless
united they would have to go out of busi-
ness,

Otto Lang, Gustav Sieboid, Louis G.
Schimidt, D. Tedt and Henry Kracht are
among the incorporators.

Mr. Lang stated that there will be no in-
crease in the price of bottled beer in conse-
quence of the *“*trust.”

ANNOYED, THEN ARRESTED.

Peter Kelly Invokes Police
Aid Without Avail.

Hoodlums Are Allowed to Maliciously Pester
& Morchant and When He Protests He
Is Taken to Prison,

Why a citizen eannot enjoy the protection
of the law when be asks it and is in need
of it, the police authorities of this cily may
find some dificulty in saying. Why do we
have laws If not to provide for the maln-
tenance of the peace and insure safety and
inviolability to our persons and properties?
It is hard to believe that these simple and
evident rights should be deniel any of us,
and yet recent developments would seem to
prove that a man cannot always rely upon
the protection of police officers or the intel-
ligence of police courts,

A case in point is that of Peter R.
Kelly. For years Mr. Kelly has been a
sober, well-condueted merchant doing busi-
ness at his store at 340 Third street. He
has maintained a reputation as a peace-
abie, law-abiding citizen, and his character
is vouched for by Adam Trout aud others
of our wholesale merchants,

For some unknown reason a number of
hoodiums who hang about that part of
the city have seen fit 0 wvs particularly
offensive to Mr. Kelly.

There is no real cause for this, as the
gentieman has never offended them in any
mauner whatever. He has, morever, been
absorbed in business and wished to be un-
molested, With these street gamins it has
beon A case of mischieveus annoyance, that
was often mualicious and at times positively
eriminal,

They would crowd about his doors, and
yell and shout and hoot. They would
salute both him and his wife with the vilest
sort of language, and frequently thireatened
to sack his store and assault him in the
streeta, At times when be was foreed to
be absent from the store, they have entered
and abused his wife and compelled her to
give tifem goods ou credit.

This sort of thicg Mr. Kelly determined to
put a stop to, so he boughta police whistle
and when next moiested ue used it to call
in an cfficer. By the time the voliceman
came saunteriug in the hoodlums had dis-
appeared, and Kelly was told he was a
menace to the peace and worse than his
tormentors.

1o time hLis persecutors became the bane
of his life. Iiis siore wus entered, his
cashbox carried off and his personal safety
jeopardized. On the night of August 29,
upon leaving the shop with a bag containing
€200, which bhe intended taking home, he
was set upon by the gsng. He blew his
wlistle for heip. Ofiicer Royston appeared
on the scene, and instead of acting against
the hoodluws marched Kelly off to jail. A
bail of $20 was puid, aud on the 6th inst, he
eppeared in the Police Court to answer for
Lis erime. But no charges were preferred
as Officer Roysion did vot appear to pro-
secule.

Mr. Kelly now wants to know whether or
not he is to use his whistle, [t i3 a question
with him &s to which he has most to fear
from—the boys or the officers,

Latest Yarn About the Crimes of “Dr.”
Berle-Haven,

1609 Geary street and
her daughter, Mrs. Sadie Moore, are the
authors of the story, and say that within ten
months Beale murdered no less than forty
babies in their house. They say that a year
ago last May Beale rented a room in the
house and agreed to pay §10 a week for
the room and board of each patient, In ten
months fifty patients were accommodeted,
and the forty chlldren born anlive were slain,

Mrs. Montrose and ber daughter aver that
Beale had several methods of commitling
infanticide. Some of the babies were
drowned in the bathroom, some were chlo-
roformed, some choked, and others knocked
on the head. The babies were either thrown
in the bay fromn a ferry-boat or burned at
228 Post street.

Mrs. Montrose adds that Beale threatened
to kill her if she ever exposed him,

Messrs, Zeile, Bosqul, Pillsbury
and Alvora were present on behall of the
Art Association, and Messrs, Mhoon and
Rogers for the university.

The meeting was called se that a decision
could be arrived at between both organiza-
tions as to a proper disposal of the gift.

Mr. Searles first intended to donate the
mansion to the cily and county of San
Fraucisco, but he took counsel before he
did so.

When he was informed how Kelly and
Crimmins were trying to control the ap-
pointments from janitor to act instructor,
ha decided to place the gift out of the reach
of volitical vampires,

The Art Association was next considered,
but while the members appreciated Mr.
Searles’ generosity they could not see their
way clear to pay the taxes and running ex-
penses of the justitution.

The University of California was next
spoken of, and upon a willingness being
exhibited by the regents to accept the
trust, Mr, Piatt advocated that Mr. Searies
make them the beneficiaries,

It was to be done, however, with the con-
currence of the Art Association, for which
purposa the conference was held yesterday.

The representatives of both organizations
have agreed to have action taken in the
matter at once, so that no more delays will
hgfmoer Mr. Searles in the bestowal of his
gift.

Mr. Pistt stated that Mr, Searles was in
Europe, but as soon as the regents of the
university and the members of the Art As-
sociation should agree upon the resuits of
th'el conference he will be communicated
with,

Beyond all doubt he will immediately
transmit the gift deed, and the Hopkins
mansion will then be made a temple de-
voted to art and iiterature,
