A Serious Question Thst Bids Fair to Drive
United States Commissioner Heacock
to Distraction.

Twenty Chinese say she is and twenty
swear slie is not.

The question is the nativity of yellow,
bright-eyed little Mock Sue Ying, a Chinese
maid or matron, as the case may be.

She herself says ’tis matron. and she
claims Foog Jun, a Dupont-street cigar-
maker, for hu:band. :

Fong Jun does not deny the flattering |
gecusation, and he makes one of the twenty
¢éd who say she Is.

There's lots of money behind the case
somewhere, for two high-priced lawyers
nhave been retained to maiutain that she is
and this is the second hearing of the case.

Commissioner Heacock must crack that
bhard, hard nut. He is aiready gray and
patriarchal. That ne is not bald as well
evidences a patience liks Job’s and the wis-
dom of Selemoun.

Little Mock came to America in May 1ast.

In June Commissioner Heacock decided
that she was not a native and nol euntitled
to a residence here.

Attornevs Wilson and Bert apperled the
case to the Federal Circuit Court. With the
appeal they presented four pew affidavits,
from Loi Chue, Gea Yin, Lee liug and Lin
Hong. :

These Celestials swore they knew little
Mock when she was a babe in arms, knew
when she was born; in fact, were present
at the shaving feast.

Baby Mock was shaved when three
months old. Then the feast was held.
Three months later she was shaved again.

1n 1880 she went to China along with the
parent Mocks. There she married Fong.

Ungallantly Fong returned to the United
States a few monthslater without his bride.

And now for the past three or four days
Commissioner Heacock has beeu trying to
find out whether he ought to send littie
Mock back to China or let her stay here.

Mr, Rudael of the Chinese Bureau and
United States District Attorney Shurtliff
have been trving 1o show that little Mock 1s
by nature all that her name implies.

The testimony has been voluminous and
contradictory.

To a man up a tree it looks as though,
first, the petitioner had proved positively
all her claims of nativity, even to the al-
leged shaving feast; and second, that the
Government has proved beyond a shadow
of doubt that all her witnesses are falsifiers
and that she never was born here,

All yesterday the case was being hearq,

Loi Sue for the petitioner swears so
and so.

Then comes Lee Wah for the Government
and swears exactly to the contrary,

1t looks like a “*hoss and hoss.”

But now comes Marshal Long and con-
tradicts the man who contradicts,

That’s a sure “cinch.” The »arshalisa
“white man” in more ways than iu color,
and his testimony is one point for little
Mock,

Comes now little Mock’s husband, and
with hand uplifted to heaven swears he left
this country on such a steamer on such a
date, and re-entered on such asteamer on
such a date,

Comes then Mr. Ruddel, also a *“‘white
wan’ in more ways than one.

“I have looked over the record care.
fully,” he says, *and find no such pame as
Fong Jun on those steamers.”

And there are the records themselves to
prove it.

Commissioner Heacock sighed and grew
visibly older.

However, he had an opinion ready, and
was about to deliver it when Attorney Wil-
son asked for further time to investigate
that record,

Anpd so the case went over till {Monday
morning. §

“I condemn all these Chinese witnesses to
capital servitude for life, eud that both the
Governmert and the petitioner are guilty of
a0 altempt to steal anway my reason.”

THE MAN SHE HAD NURSED,

He Choked and Beat Poor 0ld
Mrs. McDermott,

She Testifiad Against Him in the Police
Cuurt, but Said He Was Not Al*
together Bad.

“T'm 70 years old,” said Mrs. McDermott,
as she stood in the witness-box in Police
Court 1 yesterday morning and teld up her
shaking and withered hand to be sworn.

The poor old woman was an unwiliing
witness against a great brawny teamster
named Joseph Kesler, who was being tried
on a charge of battery for assaulting the
witness, who was his foster-mother.

In a weak, quavering voice, and with
tears sireaming down her wrinkled cheeks,
the old woman told the story ot the assault
made upon her by the man whom she had
nursed when a child, watched through boy-
hood and raised to manbood’s estate.

Kesler was called to t'» stand to testify
in his own behaif.

As he stood beside the Judge, a great,
strong man, there was a murmur of indig-
nation among the spectators at the thought
of his attack upon the weak, old woman,
who had nvrsed him when a baby,

Kesler tried hard to make the court be-
lieve he had choked the old woman by
accident, but Judge Campbell couldn’t see
it that way, and found the brutal teamster
guilty.

When seen by a CALL reportar yesterday
he was deep in a volume of Greek vhiloso-
phy, which he laid aside regretfully ana
proceeded to tell his caller the story of his
life,

His littla church study is up back of the
organ-loft and thither he conducted the re-
porter via the lecture and prayer meeting
roowms,

Onee in his stady Ng Poon Chew was en-
tirely at his ease. ’

He seemed to feel a certain proprietorship
there,

He crossed one leg over the other, rubbed
his hands on Lis knees and announced him-
se!f ready for an interview.

Ie was dresszed in plain black and had a
deeidediy clerical air.

His library was strewn with pamphlets
and papers. He has a collection of fully 5G0
volumes, among them many Greek and Latin
classies. His revolving bookcase was filled
with Chinese Looks.

“I was 15 vears old when [ came to this
ccuntry twelve years ago,” he said.

)"I am from Cintoa province in Southern
China.

*1 was accompanied by relatives, who
suggested that I should attend the Christian
school. We were then in San Jose,

“l had been elucated in China for the
priestheod, but before entering upon my
duties 1 was determined to come to America
and make my fortune, then I could return
and enjey life. They call California *The
Hills of Gold’ in China, and 1 had an idea
thev were really gola-lined.

*“We lived in San Jose and [ attende@ the
chiurch school sole'y to learn the language.

“Whnile there 1 became impressed with

the kindness [ invariably received.
" *[ was struck on the head once by a boy
on the street, and when 1 came back to the
school they bound the eut up and treated
me with the greatest care,

“]1 began to think it was very strange, and
thought there must be somethiug in a re-
ligion that would treat me so aud expect
1o pay.

*So I exawined into the matter and finally
became convinced of the truth of the sys-
tem and aceented it for myself.

**The first intimation my relatives had of
a change in me—apart from the life 1 was
trying to lead —was when littie Ah Sing ran
home from school and told them to look out
for me. I was surely becoming converted,
be siid, because I closed my eyes when the
teacher praved.

“When I admitted my conversion to my
people they were furicus with rage,

*“They begzan a long round of downright
persecution by giving me 100 lashes.

“From that on 1 waz under their ban,

“They employed every ageney to force me
to apostasize for Christianity, but finally
thev tiirew me over altogether.

“My family in China disowned me, and
now my friends are chiefly those bevond
anv tie of kinship.

“Ihave been a student for seven years,
Three of themn were spent in San Anselmo
at the theological seminary, where I gradu-
ated with honors.

*“I will preach in this church for some
time and may ultimateiv return to China.

“There have besn fally 5000 Chinawmen
converted in San Francisco,

My church has a membvership of 100 Chi-
nese and a congregation of over 300,

“] may not have obtained the wealth I
came to Ameriea to find,” said he in conelu-
sion, “but I am convinced I have something
wuch better.”

Ng Poon Chew is a verv bright man. He
speaks a fluent, beautiful English and is
possessed of an casy address and a pleasing
personality,

He is effectively weaned from the idols of
his childhood andis tremendously in earnest
in his work.

LANDED AT HONOLULU, H.1

The Haleyon Discharges Her
Cargo of Cpium.

The Hawaiian Smugglers Are Very Active
and Kindly Favor Th's City With Their
Contraband Comsigonments.

The smuggling craft Haleyon successfully
landed her cargo of opium at Diamond Head,
Honolulu, the day previous to the sailing of
the last steamer from that port,

H. C. Adams, a well-known resident of
the Hawaiian Islands, who was a passenger
on the last Honolulu steamer, is the author-
ity for that statement,

He states that the cargo was an exceed-
ingly valuable one, as Charles Wilson, who
bad a share in it, claimed to have made
£35,000 on the deal.

It appears that the Haleyon was seen
hovering about near Honolulu for twenty-
four hours previous to the landing of her
illicit cargo.

But no effort was made to intercept her,
and it was only after she had cleared away
to repeat her mission that the customs offi-
cers began to raise a quiet little hubbub
among themselves, According to Adams’
statement the Government is subject to the
ring of opium-smugglers.

Tom Whaley is king of the combin ation,
which bas for one of its shareholders
Charles Wilson, a favorite with the Queen.

Wilson is also Marshal, and his influence
Is sufficient to withbold an attempt being
made to intercept smugglers.

Adams states that in selecting a retired
8pot to land the cargoes of opium the smug-
glers only do it to save shocking the moral
sense of the community,

They could just as well land it‘on the
wharves in bright dayliglt for all the risk
they would incur.

Another smuggler was hovering about
when the Alameda left Honolulu.

The islands are convenient for the smug-
gling trade. The opium can be hidden away
secure from confiscation, and then, when
the opportunity offers, it is shipped in small
guantities to Australia and San Francisco.

During the past few months Mr, Adams
states that the oplum ring have become
“bloated”” with their success. He believes
{from the slatements that have been made
that the greater part of the contraband arti-
cle finds its way into this port. He sug-
gests that the United States could effectually
stop the traffic if a few honest special agents
were sent to Honolulu to watch events.

‘“I'ie trouble is, though,” he adds, “they
would have to be remarkably honest to
wnhs't'and the offers from the smuggling
gAng.

DBefore he could explain who he
was a brother officer bhailed into view and
clappved on the handeuffs, He drew his
club and was about to beat Officer Little into
a state of unconscious obedience to his
commands when the captured polleceman
explained who he was., It is needless to
gay that Little was released forthwith and
his captors retired from the scene just the
least bit crestfallen.

CALIFORNIA WINES ON TOP.

Awarded the Highest Pre-
mium at Genoa,

Where the Products of Many Parts of the
World Were Shown—Soanoma County
Gets a Gold Medal,

California wines find favor wherever they
are used, and that is particularly true where
the wine 18 used in foreign fcountries, where
the inhabitants know good wine when tliey
taste it.

“Pure California wine is eqnal to the best
French wine ever put in cask e¢r bottle,” is
the verdiet of the best judges, and Califor-
nians are prcud of it,

The wine interest has drawn to California
a large number of persons from Europe who
ware brought up in the wine districts and
wlho koow all about wine-growing and wine-
muking.

The experience and kpowledge of these
people has been put to practical use with
the -result that year by year there is a
marked improvement in the quality of the
produets of the vineyard.

Not long since a representative of Tur
CaLL visited one of the large vineyards of
the State, and while there met a French-
man who bhad thirty years’ experience
in his own country at wine-making before
coming to Lhis State. Being questioned in
his native tongue as to his observations
during three years in California vineyards
he said:

“You have in this country all that can be
desired to produce the best of wines. You
Liave the best kind of land, elimate that can-
not be surpassed, good products to the acre,
and all the medern improvements iu the
science of making wine, but what your
winemakers need—I mean those who actu-
ally make the wine—is knowledge, and that
takes time.

“You are no doubt aware that in order to
make a geod claret it is necessary to blend
the products of several kinds of grapes,
Now, the winemaker must learn the precise
value of each quality of grape—must know
its strength and all ihat—so that he may make
a perfect blend. But it is nof to be acquired
in oue season, for you have to study a vine
as you would a human being if you wish to
know what it is capable of doing.

*As soon as your winemakers shall have
learned all this they will make much better
wine than they do now. Not that vou have
not good wine at present, far from that, for
some excelient wine is placed on the mar-
ket, but, like everything eise, it can be im-
proved upon, and during mv stay in this
conntry I have already noticed a great deal
of immprovement,”

Ameong those who have come to this coune
try from Europe to work in the vineyards
of this State are a colony of ltalians and
Swiss winemakers, who have lceated at
at Asti, Sonoma County, and they, as the
Frenchman above quoted, have made a
study of what they planted, with a result
that is a credit to them and to the State,

About four months ago the colony for-
warded twenty different varleties of wines
manufactured by them from the products of
thelr mammoth vineyard to the Italo-Amer-
ican Columbus exhibition at Genoa.

The resuit of their enterprise is shown in
the following cablegram from Genoa which
reached them yesterday morning:

The very highest premium (a gold medal) has
bheen awarded to the wines of the Italian-Swiss
Agricultural Colony,

In view of the fact that samples from
wine-growers in the United States, South
American republies and Italy were on exhi-
bition, the success of the Italian-Swiss col-
ony in obtaining the goid medal is all the
more gratifyiog, as it will bave the eftect of
still further booming the California wines
in the markets of the world,

Commission.

Fish Commissioner Ramon E. Wilson re-
signed from the eommission yesterday.

Mr. Wilson stated that Lis reason for re-
signing was because of business matters
which will occopy his entire attention in
future and that it would be impossible for
him to give the office of Fish Commissioner
the attention that it demands.

A close friend of Mr. Wilson Informed a
representative oli'THe CALL that it was the
attacks upon the commission and the many
obstacles the Commissioners had to contend
with in the discharge of their duties that
caused Mr. Wilson to forward his resigna-
tion to Governor Markham,

“*This office of Fish Commissioner,” said
the speaker, “hasalways been a most thank-
less position, and had it not been for the
great interest Mr. Wilson has in the pro-
tection and propagation of game and fish [
am positive he would have resigoed mouths
ago. He is, without any question, the only
Commissioner that has ever been appointed
in this State who took an 1oterest in the
cause and worked hard-and faithfully in
the interests of game and fish,

it a difficult matter to select a man who will
be as competent as Mr. Wiison.”

JANITOR LYMAN IS DEAD.

The Strange 0ld Man Among
the Carpets.

HE WAS OF GOOD BIRTH.

His Daughter Wou'd Not Live With Him Be-
cause He Changed His Religious
Belief.

0O'!d Antone Lyman, the janitor for Buek-
ingham & Co., whose sad story was told in
Tuesday morning’s CALL, died at the City
and County Hospital yesterday afternoon,

From the time he was first found hidden
away in the storercom on his bed of old
carpets the old man hardly uttered a word.

1t was little enough, too, consisting of a
small sum in bank—hardly enough to bury
him—and an interest in two lots upon
which he had made a few payments.

He did not seem to care what became of
his property and told Mr. Buckingham to
do with it as he pleased.

The firm, however, will take in charge
what little there is, and see that Lyman has
proper burial, and if then any is left over
it will go to the proper heirs,

Lymaun’s story, as told, was pariicularly
sad, and since his death it has developed
that not only was he making a hard strug-
gle to get along himself, but was helping a.
poor widow, with a number of children,
mlltln lived in the neighborbivod of Telegraph

It seems that her husband was formerly a
shipmate of the old man’s, and it has been
his care to help her out whenever she was
in a tight place.

He even gave up his room to save the
rent, 8o that he might better take care of
the old lady.

In regard to his daughter, who was men-
tioned as being in & conveut somewhere in
the State, she was found yesterday out at
the Girls’ Directory, where she is one of
the Sisters.

On being informed that her father was
dead, she did not seem to take any interest
in the matter and had nothing to say.

Friends who know something of the fam-
ily history tell a strange story about the old
man in connection with this peculiar state
of affairs.

They go back to his early youth in Portu-
gal, where it is said he was of good family
and educated for the priesthood, but being
of a roving disposition he ran away to sea.

After visiting many parts of the world he
went to Vermont and there was married.

The fruit of the union was the daughter
whom he afterward brought to California,
intending to settle down here and end his
Lfe in quiet ease.

_He had turned Protestant before this
time, but his daughter had been reared in
the Catholic faith, and preferred to go to
l.he‘('!mreh rather than live with her father.

This worked upon the old man, and with
the loss of his little fortune, which had fil-
;ered away through the hands of an agent,
it left him little to care for in this world.

The daughter since joining the sisterhood
has never seen ber father and expressed a
wish never to do so even in death,

Lyman’s real name was Antone Limana,
and so it will go nupon his gravestone.

Buckingham & Co. have purchased a
grave and provided for the funeral, which
will take place at 2 p. M. to-morrow.
