The rumors respecting the Searles man-
sion are now set at rest by the authoritative
statement that Mr. Searles has not given the
building to the Art Association or to the
cily or to the university or to any one else,
but that he has it in contemplation to be-

stow it in some way on some organization.

which will use it for art purpoeses on this
coast. Inquiry has ruled out of the list of
possible beneficiaries both the Art Associa-
tion and the city. The former bas no means
to meet the annual taxes on the builaing,
the latter could not be trusted. No decent
citizen could contemplate without a shudder
the prospect of placing the home of art in
the hands of Buckley and Reiney, or Crim-
mins, Kelly and De Young. The university
remained, and as that institution could own
the building without being liable to pay
taxes on it, &s, moreover, art education is
strictly in the line of its province, it seems
probable, at the present mement, that the
ostentatious building which Mark Hopkins
erected to bear witness to his wealth will
fall into the hands of tne regents of the
university.

The State and the coast are to be congrat-
ulated on the windfall which art is probably
to receive. But it is well that the event
should be contemplated in all its aspects.
An art buiiding will not do much for art
unless there are objects of art under its
roof. Now, a3 a matter of fact, as far as is
known, the building which seems likely to
pass into the pos=ession of the regents wiil
not contain a picture or a statue or even a
piece of faience when they get it. It will be
to art what the cbservatory at Mount Ham-
ilton would be to science if it had no tele-
scope. It would seem that the regents
should bestow some thought on the ques-
tion hew the Searles Art Building could be
made to serve the cause of art by furnishing
students with modeis to copy. It wouid
not be a very expensive undertaking to
it in a modest way. For £100,000 a
very fair beginniug of a collection of modern
pictures and statues could be acquired, A
thousand dollars will buy a fiue picture at
the Paris salon, and every pow and taen,
when a rich man d'es and his gallery is dis-
persed, good canvases may be picked up
cheap. It woun!d seem that a comblpation
of -art-levers might be found with capital
enough to lay the foundation of an art gal-
lery. The announcement that such an or-
ganization was In existence would be appro-
priate in conuection with the cfficial state-
ment that the building had passed into the
hands of the university.

Again, the Searles mansion isa wooden
structure with mueh gingerbread ornamen-
ta and architectural filigree work. It
will require considerable aiteration before
its labyrinthine recesses are provided with
light enough to enable students to work or
visitors to see pictures to advantage, Sky-
lights can of course be cut through the roof
at snitable points and the sun’s rays ad-
mi'ted into the cbscure chambers. Jut
this will cost money, and 1t will be well to
reckon on the outlay. Finally, the edifice,
being of wood, is liable to burn, and such
buildings, when they do burn, are generally
a total loss. Of course the university can
insure its property. Bat if it comes to con-
tain a large collection of pictures and
cbjects of statuary it might be difficult to
replace them for any sum of money if they
were destroyed. Well-chosen paintings
advance in value year by year. Many a
canvas for which the author was glad to

The regents ot the university, in accept-
ing Mr. Searles’ gift, will of ~ourse re-
member that they are actingz not for a day,
If an art-gallery is started
under its roof it will presently become the
fashion for rich men to add a choice work
of art whenever they have idle money to
spare. In this way, in course of time, the
gallery may come to contain a collection of
paintings and statues which it wounld be
d flicult to appraise in mopey. It would be
sad to think of such a gallery being de-
stroyed by fire, We take it for granted,
however, that the property should be ae-
cepted and improved. It is probable that
ways will be found to turn the property to
better use than is at first apparent.

JUST FROM EUROPE,

A Republican of more or less note named
Odell has given the State Democratic Com-
mittee of Minnesola some of the reasons
which influenced him to go from the Re-
publican to the Democratic party. One
reason which may have influenced him, but
which he did not mention, is that among
politicians of this day he stands alone. So
far Mr. Odell is about the only man who
has renouncea Repeblicanism and embraced
Democracy. The opportunity to attraect a
little attention to bimself was apparently
too good to belost. Mr. Oiell is the solitary
horseman who may be seen picking his way
along the uncertzin path that leads to the
Cleveland camp. Mr. Odell also informs
the Democratic committee that he has spent
the last four months in Enrope. As he loft
kis native country & Republiean, and comes
home a Demoecrat, it was presumably the
cendition of the European people that led
to his change of political faith. Without
doubt travel in parts of Europe where the
American tariff has caused the closing up
of factories appeals to the sympathies.
Some of the people thrown out of work
think it hard on them. In factitis bard en
them. But national policies are not de-
termined by their effect upon other peopla.
As the wise head of a family provides for
those immediately dependent upen him be-
fore he goes out into the street looking for
objects of charity, so does the wise states.
man devise measures which will promote
the welfare of his own ecountrymen without
much econsideration of the effect his meas.
ures will have on people living elsewhere,
Before the protective policy put manufac-
turing industries in this country en their
feet our Enropean competitors did not hesi-
tate to throw the produets of their mills into
the United States to crush out our iniant
industries with smail regard to the people
who were thus deprived of a means of earn.
ing a living. The tables are now turned.
The present tariff stands between American
industries and competing industries in the
0ld World. Mr. Odell’s heart may have
been touched by the misery he beheld dur-
ing bis travels in Europe, but his country-
men generally will not see the wisdom of a
poliecy, which, if carried out, will reduce
our people to the condition of those who
have .appealed so strongly to Mr. Odell’s
sympathies.

UNDER WHICH PLATFOEM?

Senator Slherman calls attention to the
fact that Mr. Cleveland in his letter of ac-
ceptance does unot indorse the tariff plank
the Democratie party adopted at Chicago.
Mr. Sherman natyrally concludes that Mr.
Cleveland did not think il wise to indorse a
policy at variance with the founders of the
Democratic party. Meantime Eastern Dem-
ocrats are making platforms for home use.
The Connecticat platform is a bold depart-
ure fromn the national platform. In fact,
the Connecticut platform is more easily
reconciled with the Minneapolis platform
than with the one patched up at Chicago.
The Hartford platform advoecates a series
of moderate reductions of duties, made with
a view to the free importation of such raw
materials as manufacturers consume. In
the matter of the State-bank tax, there Is a
direct conflict. The Chicago platform de-
mwands a repeal of the tax, while the Con-
necticut Democrats *“protest against any
issue of bank bills for eirculation unless
they are as safely secured as are the na-
tional-bank Bills.” Itis not probable that
the Connecticut Demoerats expect to cou-
trol the parly in the event of Mr. Cleve-
land’s election. Their platform is designed
for home consuwmption. It is an expedient
to ward off the effects of a declaration that
a tariff for the protection of American labor
Is unconstitutional. In New England they
much prefsr to confine the discussion of the
tariff question to its practical bearings.
They remember an exhaustive discussion
of the constitutional points iavolved half a
century or wore ago in which New England

was a unit on the side of protection. John
C. Calhoun of South Carolina was the chief
debater on the other side. The power of
the Federal Government to impose doties
with a view to the protection of Ameriean
labor was then admitted by such a Demo-
crat as Jackson, and the Connecticut Dem-
ocrats do not think it safe to swap Jackson
off for Watterson.

A PATIENT PEOPLE.

What a commentary it is upon justice and
right to say that our citizens have had to
ship merchandise from New York by way
of a European vport to escape the oppres-
sions of the managers of the Central and
Southern Pacific railroads. Isit not sur-
prising that the inhabitants of a great
American city have not been able to obtain
simple justice from a company which bas
been built up by the generosity of the pub-
lie, should bave had to send merchaundise
thousands of miles by a roundabout way
in order to escape the exactions of a few
men who have been made rich by their
bounty? This means that by the out-
rageous policy of hiring steamers, saillng
vessels and otker rallroad companies to
combine against us, we have been compelled
m some instances to send merchandise from
New York to Europe—Antwerp—in order to
¢sape these marauders, Below is what an
evening paper—the Bulletin—says relative
to the outrages:

At one polut our merchants have succeeded in
escaping frem tbe Transcontinental marauders.
They had been Impoiting goods from New York
via Antwerp. They found that freight by thls
roundabout route was a great deal less thaon by
rallroad across the continent, though two addi
tional handlings were incurred—that 1s to say,
landing avud reshipping at the European port.
People at the East, or apywhere else, will be
slow to believe that to get awav from an over-
shadowing railroad mounopoly our merchants had
to sbip as It were, around the world. But we
are only statlug the cold facts of the case, They
were hauled up before the Federal courts for
thelr efiort to get away from the rallroad octo-
pus, on the novel ground that they had violated
the coast navigation laws, and that American
goods, comlng as they did from a forelgn port,
were dutlabie. But Judge Ross of (ke Southern
Federal distrlet, before whom the case was tried,
knoeked these legal pretenses Into kindling
woo!, The worla has now to be iuformed that
our merchants may trade with New York and
the East generally by way of Antwerp and pay
no toll 1o thie freebooters of the middle plalns.

IN SOUTH DAKOTA,

The Democrats and the People’s party
are dickering for a fusion in South Dakota.
1t is intimated that the Democrats will
swap off their electoral tickes for the offices
of Treasurer aud Auditor. This would be
somethivg for nothing. The Democrats
have no chance whatever of electing the
Cleveland electoral ticket and may as well
vote for Weaver as for their own candidate,
DBut if the Weayer men hLelp them to two
State offices the Demoerats will consider
this result a elear gain. The People’s
party does not figure to advantage in this
fransaction. The only result of their car-
rying South Dakota would be a failure to
elect a President by the people and the con-
sequent eleetion of President by the House,
where the election of Cieveland is certain.
The probable effect of fusion in South Da-
kota, as in other States, will be to turn
People’s party men of Republican ante-
cedents back to their old party.

FIRST AND LAST,

A contest is going on between the Record-
Union and Sacramento Bee relative to
granting the right of way to street railways
in that eity. The Bee, it appears, is in favor
of granting a franchise to the Folsom Motur
Power Company to construet an electrie
railroad, while the Record-Union asks for a
delay in granting such a franchise, but
favors granting a franchise to another com-
vany at once. THE CALL does not under-
nd the merits of the ecase, but it is quite
safe to say that parties connected with the
Central and Southern Pacific railroad com-
panies will be favored by the Record-Union
first, last and all the time.

QUITE NATURAL.

Our contemporaries of the Evening Post
ought not perhaps to be biamed for doing
the dirty work of the railroad company and
its bosses, for how cculd if otherwise make
aliving? Its managers have never been
abls to do any more than to keeo the breath
of lile in the concern, even with the assist-
ance of the railroad. The Pgst has never
had any influence; hence what it says or
does does not trouble the jublic. We do
not know how many hands the Post has
gone through, all of whom it has probably
bled to the extent of their finances, What,
then, is more natural than for itto work
for the interests which keep it alive?

EONEST OFFICIALS WANTED,

Every taxpayer in San Franeisco, perhaps
with the exception of our railroad man-
agers, wculd Le benefited by electing the
Non-Partisan candidates to office at the ap-
proaching election. Our taxes could be
much redaced, and besides the public would
have some confidence in the selection of
juries and the trial of civil and eriminal
cases in our courts. It is a disgrace for an
intelligent people to say they cannot get rid
of the knaves becauss a single corporation
wants to retain them.

Quite a stir seems to have been made in
London over the election of Alderman
Knill as Lord Mayvor. The Alderman is a
Catholic, and bhas been cbjected to as not
eligible to perform certain funetions. This,
of course, 1s rank intolerance, because such
functions may be performed by deputy.
The satisfactory result is that the Alder-
man is elected. He is one of the best of
men, and has done great service as head of
the plumbers’ convention by securing regis-
traticn of plumbers throughout the country.

Poor Bruggy has another chance for his
life. He was to have been bhanged to-
day and was apparently quite resigned to
his fate, but Judge McKenna has allowed
an avppeal to the Suyreme Court at Wash-
ington, and the day of doom has again van-
ished. On four previous occasions there
bave been revrieves, so that the case has an
historical aspect not a little interesting,

It may be quite true that the experience
of Mr. Stanhope, the Herald correspondent,
in a cholera hospital in Hamburg does not
conclusively prove that the attenuated
virus with which he was inoculated in
Paris is a preventive of the disease. But
the probabilities are that the virus did ex-
ercise a benign prophylactic effect. Mr.
Stanhope went about as a nurse in the hos-
pital and exposed himself to unusual risks
that other nurses and doctors avoid. As it
were, he did his best to catch the disease
and falled. It requires an amszing amount
of moral courage to do this, but he had evi-
dently full confidence in Pasteur and Hoff-
kine and he bravely took the risks. The
scientific and medical world will have to
give attention to this case. A cure for
cholera would be one of the blessed discov-
eries of the age.
