A RACE 1HAT DIES,

Never Again Wili White Men See the
0!d Indian Dances.

SAN Di1EGO, Sept. 30.—The crowd in town
thinned out rapidly this aflernoon. Indeed,
mauny of the visiters from Los Angeles,
San Berpardino and Riverside left yestor-
terday, the California Southern running
out a special train for their accomnmodation.
Trismorning more departed, the train leay-
ing in two sections, the first having tep
coaches and the second six.

One feature which redounds syecially to
the credit of the visitors is that the order
preserved has been phencmenal. Chief
Brenning sald this morning: *‘So far asmy
department goes, no one would have known
that anything unusual was transpiring.
Just think of it, besides the three Indians
arrested on the first day of the eelebration,
the entire force, regular and special, num-
bering twenty-three men, has arrested for
drunkenness and other offenses only two
solitary violators of the law, This is some-
what remarkabla, und certainly proves that
the vast throng within our gates was lLiere
for inuocent pleasure.”

The Indians at the rancheria thismorning
repeated their dances and added some new
ones. Several hundred people were pres-
ent, but in the absence of a great crowd
was improved opportunity to enjoy the
spectacle. Defore the dances commenced
General Mateo Pie, I'edro Pabla and
Vicente, the three Guisenoechiefs, held a
council with the tribe. They then blessed
some mouey, baskets and seeds and wccord-
ing to the general custom made a present of
the articles and money to the other tribes,
At the conclusion of tie tribal dances all
joined In what they called the “jualla juie”
dance. The languages of the two tribes are
so differert that a member of one canrot
converse with the other, and such conver-
sation is usually held in Spauvish, The In-
dians will leave for their homes to-morrow
afternoon.

There is a reasonable doubt whether
these Indlan dances will ever be secn again
in a California city. Aun old citizen, com-
menting on this morning’s games, said: *1
question whether it will ever again be pos-
sible to produce these Indian gamés as now
produced. 1 observe thatas civilization ad-
vances the Indians become more retired.
The young men, and especially those who
had been taught to talk English, were
averse to putting on paint and appearing
before a crowd in those crude games. A
few years more and all that wiil be only
seen in history.”

The Mexican band, which has contributed
s0 much to the pleasure of the celebration,
will leave in the morning for Redondo
Beach and will be cared for by the Santa
Fe Company. The members will give a con-
cert on Sunday, and will leave for Mexico
on Monday morning.

SWIFT VENGEANCE.

One Murderer for Whom the Law Wil

A bhalf dozen kept
the officers under cover, and the rest took
Smith a little to one side and hanged him
to. an oak tree a short distance from
the station within ten minutes from the
time the train balted. Before the smoke of
the express had faded from the southern
horizon the wife-murderer was dead. He
was given time, however, to make a speech
if he had :inythlnx to say, and these were
his last words:

“Gentlemen, I deserve this. I did wrong.”

Before the dying day had darkened into
night the avengers of the awful crime were
back in their homes.

1t was probably Smith’s threatenings
after his arrest that led Mrs. Smith to tell
the story that they had agreed to have him
murder the ehild and then herself and sub-
sequently kill himself, as even when she
was dying the woman showed mortal terror
of the man and sought to shield him.
