THE ALASKAN VOLCANO.

The News of the Fruption Confirmed by Com-
mander Evans.

WAsHINGTON, Oct. 5.—A letter to the
Navy Department from Oonalaska, Septem-
ber 24, from Commander Evans of the
United States steamer Yorktown, states
that a new and very violent volecano is in
eruption on the Alaskan peninsula, about
latitude 56 deg. north, longitude 156 deg. 20
min. west. The nolseof the eruption, which
took place during the last week of August,
was heard ninety miles. The clonds of
ashes and cinders was so dense that at a dis-
tance of 150 miles at sea the steamer St. Paul
was compelled to light lights at 10 o’clock in
the worning. The decks were covered with
ashes to such an extent that many bucket-
fuls were swept up and thrown overboard.

Fresxo, Oct. 5.—A few delegates to the
Young Men’s Institute arrived earller, but
the first to come in any considerable num-
bers arrived on the train last evening. They
were met at the depot by friends and were
shown to their guarters. The greater por-
tion of the delegates, however, came in on
the later trains and were met by delegates
here, and the Park band was on hand and
furnished music and extended to them a
welcome to Fresno.

He pointed to the
host of distinguished explorers who had
carried the Catholie faith in unknown lands
and seas and had given to civilization new
continents and new nations. Catholies had
shown their patrioilsm in the war for Amer-

ican independence and in every subsequent
war Lo preserve the integrily of the repub-
lie. They were among the signers of the
Declaration of Iudependence and amoug the
first to draw sword§ in defense of that im-
mortal bill of rights.

His Grace dwelt upon the necessity of
educating young men for the duties of eiti-
zenship. A part of this preparatioun, he in-
sisted, was a firm reliance in the Christian
faith, which he regarded as the fountain of
Jaw and the moving impuise of all lasting
civilization, He pointea to the reign of
terror during the French revolution as one
of the deplorable results of tryving to elimi-
nate Christianity from civilization and ignor-
ing God and the laws of God in conducting
a Government.

DECLINE IN SILVER.

Leading Financiers Express Their Views
on the Situation.

New YoRk, Oct. 5.—The bankers and
fivanciers of this city are in the rather
peculiar position of being unable to offer a
theory which will account for the present
condition of one of the great markets of the
financial world. They declare it is an
enigma that while the offerings of silyer
buliion have decreased prices have declined.
The offerings to the United States treasury
have steadily grown less and the gprice has
gone down to .8345 ver ounce, instead
of increasing, according to the old law of
economics, that the less the supply the
greater the price.

Sub-Treasurer Roberts said to-day: *“The
course of the bullion market is a mystery to
everybody. Nobody that I have talked
with has a theory satisfactory to himself
accounting for it. It becomes a greater
mystery by the fact that the reports from
the West are that some mives are stopping
work.”

A prowminent bank official said: “The
reagon of this state of things may be the
large influx of silver from Mexico, Two
concerns in New York lately built large
smelters which can produce 5,000,000 ounces
of silver a vear. [ do not belieye that there
is any holding of silver for any purpose.
The amount coming into the country is,
however, enormous.”

Henry Clews said: “I suppose the reason
is that since exports of silver for a long
time past have aggregated a small amount,
the only customer for it is the United States
treasury, and its purchases, together with
what is needed in the arts, absorb the
American product. The price on the
Stock Exehapge should have advanced asthe
visible supply decreased, as indicated by the
quantity registered, but as it does not it is
evident that the visible supply is not alithe
silver in the market, therefore while the
visible decreased the invisible supoly has
increased, and itis from this invisible stock
that the Government is able to purchase.”

An Application for a Writ of
Mandate.

THE GREAT MASS.-MEETING.

Indorsement of the Non-Partisan Ticket Will
Be One of the Features of the Gathering
in Metropclitan Temple.

A petition was filed in the Supreme Court
yesterday Dy the Non-Partisans, repre-
sented by F. W. Eaton, nominee for School
Director on the Non-Partisan ticket.

The petitioner, through bhis attorney,
Charles J. Swift, asks for a writ of mandate
compelling William A. Brown, Registrar of
Voters, and the Etection Commissioners to
grant the Non-Partisans a heading on the
new ballot.

The petition sets forth that between Au-

gust 27 and September 21 a large number of
citizens assembled, adovted a platform of
principles and formed a political party in
accordance with the ballot-reform law.
- Thomas Magee presided over the conven-
tion so formed, and after formally adopting
the name of the *“Citizens’ Nor-Partisan
party” they proceeded to nominate a full
municipal and legislative ticket.

Application was then made for a heading,
which was refused by the officers against
whom the writ is praved.

The Supreme Court granted the writ,
making it returnable next Friday morning,
when arguments will be heard.

DISTRICT PRESIDENTS.

They Are All in Accord With the Non-
Partisan Movement.

The board of Assembly district presidents
held an enthusiastic meeting last night at
1018 Market street, L. E. Phillips presiding.

Euacouraging reports were received from

The committee also adopted a resolution
thanking J. A. Smith for services per-
formed as president, and indorsing all his
acts as president.

the present is mortar-board and gown.

The silk tile and gown might very prop-
erly be termed a happy combination,

There could certainly be no objection to
such a costume on the score of lack of dig-
nity.

Mr, Bonner bhas started an idea which
deserves the thoughtful consideration of the
studentis, i

It has originality to recommend it for one
thing.

The question need not be viewed in too
serious a light.

The vote is simply to test the feeling of
the classes and bring forth a definite ex-
pression of opinion,

If astudent ahould vote for the adoption
of the full costume there is nothing in the
mere fact of so voting to compel him or her
to give it practical effect forthwith.

It is merely the student’s opinion as to
what should constitute a feature of his or
her attendance at the State University.

Nothing more and nothing less.

It would be too much to expect every
student to vote, but as the question has been
propounded solely for the benefit of the
students and the university, all who feel the
slightest interest in the matier should have
no hesitation in voting.

The mortar-board and gown have been
for centuries the regulation costume for
students at Oxford, Cambridge and other
universities in the Old World.

It is not a costume for any student to be
ashamed of and has tradition to back it up.

It has stood the test of centuries and its
appropriateness has never, as far as known,
been called in question in these Old World
universities.

What pessible harm or objection, there-
fore, is there in students in one of the lead-
ing universities in this new world publicly
exnmninf their views as to whether lb«.{
should follow the Old World custom or not

Thers shonld be no misapprehension on
the part of the students as to the object of
the vote asked for in TnE CALL,

It is a fact that there has been a good
deal of talk since the opening of the pres-
ent session about the adoption of the mor-
tar-board and gown.

It is also a fact that the talk has grown in
volume and strength since THE CALL has
taken the matter up.

And the record of the votes cast from
day to day i3 an evidence of the further
fact that there is a larze number of students
of both sexes in favor of adopting the Old
World costume at the State Unliversity,

There should be no delay in sendivg in
votes, 8o as to have the matter set at rest as
speedily as possible.

Herman Metzler, the undertaker at the
funeral of Miss Carroll, said he had been
admitted to 404 Golden Gate avenue by the
g‘er]endant, who assisted him to lay out the

oqay.

Witness had been informed of the death
by a man whom he was unable to identify.

Detective James R. Rogers was the next
witness, considerable interest attaching to
his testimony, from the fact that he was
said to have obtzined a confession from
Iattie Graham by representing that he was
her friend.

Detective Rogers identified the written
contession of the defendant, but emphati-
cally denied that any inducements were
held out.
