
COULD NOT GET TITLE.
Why the Fulton Folks Didn't

Go to Oakland.______
A STAB AT CAKFENTIER.

What James G. Fair Eat to Say of the Ful-
ton Company's Change of

Mind.

The articles of Incorporation of the Ful-
ton Engineering and Shipbuilding Works
were filed to-day with the County Clerk.

The new company willtake over the old
contracts and conduct the general engineer-
ing business carried on fur some years past
by Messrs. Buckley, Siiers & Hayes,

and better known to the public as the Ful-
ton Iron Works.

There is, however, an element, outside the
mere launching of a new corporation on the
business world of San Francisco, connected
with the newly formed company which ox-
cites keen public interest. The new foundry
was to have been built upon the Hays
property on the Oakland water front, but
now that far-grasping octopus, the Southern
Pacific Railroad, has laid claim to the
major portion of the water front across the
bay, threatened and actually commenced
litigation to oust the legal occupants there-
of, the business men connected with the
Fulton Iron Work* considered that the ac-
ceptance of any title to the disputed prop-
erty would involve then) in veryundesirable
risks of lawsuits with the all-powerful rail-
road company.

When, therefore, ex-Senator James G.
Fair, grasping the situation with his usual
acuteness, made an offer of bit water-front
property near Harbor View as the site for
the new iron works, it received immediate
consideration and prompt acceptance, de-
spite the fact that $1000 had been paid to
bind the purchase of the proposed site in
Oakland.

Ex-Senator James G. (lair was seen yes-
terday by a CALL reporter on the subject.

"The accounts already published of my
association with the new incorporation
which has taken over the business of the
Fulton Iron Works." said he, "are practi-
cally correct. My reasons for granting ex-
ceptionally easy terms to the gentlemen
identified with the business In question for
the acquisition of my property at Harbor
View hi various.

"In the first place 1have great faith in
the successful working of the iron industry
in this city, and my confidence has been
shown by the fact that Ihave taken no less
than 1500 $100 shares in the concern in part
payment lor my land. Secondly, Idid cot
like to sen such a prosperous business lost
to San Francisco. The removal of such a
large and successful branch of manufacture
to Oakland or anywhere else would mean
that lots of money would be taken out of
this city, where business is already dull and
overdone, and spent elsewhere Thirdly,I
consider the Harbor View site far more
suitable for the prosperous continuation of
the works than the one selected on the
other side of the bay.

"These reasons, 1 t ike It,are alone suffi-
cient to show you that the proprietors of
the works were, In my opinion, justified in
accepting my offer and reopening their busi-
ness In its now form and on our side of the
bay. No man or business firm wants to
take any chances of a legal fight with the
railroad people about the title to land or
anything else. By deciding to locate at
Harbor Viewthe new company willbe freed
from any such annoyance. My title is be-
yond dispute. For twenty-seven years it was
vested in the North San Francisco Home-
steadand Railroad Association, and Iwas
verycareful before purchasing it to have
the same thoroughly investigated, guaran-
teed and perfected. Itis a good thing for
the city, and for all parties concerned, that
the works remain over here."

James Spier*, a member of the old firm,
and one of the directors of the new com-
pany, was seen, but declined to e.\p;r •

Swindle Housewives.

Back-Number Carp Gathered in tho Stalls

and Pedal. d Oat as Fresh
Goods.

The clever members of that nondescript
fraternity known as the Chinatown va-
grants have adopted a new wrinkle recently
to defraud the thrifty housewife.

Torn and tattered they pally forth every
other day or so with strings of tempting
fish. They visit the homes in the Western
Addition, where they always have a well-
rehearsed tale to tell of how they came by
the specimens of the funny tribe dangling
at the end of the string.

They tell of how they "cautched 'em all
nusclf. Will sell 'em cheap. Way dow n
riggers on 'em, mum, bekase ye know der is
a big fish trust dat Knocks us independent
fellers out"

The tramp peddler Rives a crocodile sigh
as if "times wus hard," and they frequently
induce the thrifty housewife who has an
eye to business to part with 25 cents In ex-
change for the fish. The tramp then Hikes
a bee line for tho Chinese quarter to spend

his coin in the luxuries of Mongolian fire-
water.

Meanwhile the purclmer of the fish
finds up'iiithe arrival of her husband that
her bargain was "no good."

They are usually the poorest specimens of
rarp, and are better adapted to use as fine
combs than for eating. The vagrants buy
them from the Chinese markets on Fish
alley for a mere song.

The fish are usually several days old when
the vagrants start in to riddle them, aud
are about as fit for food as "bob" veal.

The Market Inipector might find that a
visit to the fish stalls in the Chinese quarter
would result in a great benefit to the health
of the city.

LET HIM IN ON THE DEAL.
How i» CivilEngineer Engineered *Land

I'nrchaie.
In1884, C. C. Miller, a civilengineer, was

engaged to construct a canal to take water
from a station in San Bernardino County,
and conduct the sumo to lands below the
pointof diversion for irrigation.

Millersaw an opportunity to make some
money on the side by buying land in the
neighborhood where the canal was to run,
and he and his son-in-law, Richardson, took
steps to secure a portion of the land to be
benefited.

A Mr. Cox was "let in" on the purchase
under certain conditions.

The land before the ditch was dug was
not worth more than about $8 or $10 An
acre, but the irrigating facilities made a dif-
forenco of about $90 per acre.

Cox was to buy the land, pay all the
taxes, and then the three in the deal were
to come in and pay one-third uf the pur-
chase price of (he land and have one- third
of the land each.

On November 22 Millerdemanded an ac-
counting, and a few days later tendered
$1200 ingold, which was refused.

The canal was slow in being built, and
Cox was fearful it would never get to the
land he had purchased, so a second contract
had been drawn up, whereby it was stipu-
lated that ifthe money due was not paid by
November 1, 1889, the first party to it should
be released, from ail obligation to convey
the Jaad.

\u25a0 The Superior Court found a judgment for

the defendant (Cox) on the coi'tracr, but
yesterday the Supreme Court reversed the
decision.

The main question wns whether the late-
ness of the tender invalidated it, and on tliis
point it was held that "time is of tlie essence
of the obligation." Hut the Supreme Court
thought tho intent In tiie matter should be
taken into account as well. Itwas not pre-

tended that the plaintiffs were trifling with
defendant ou his contract.

The cause was remanded to the court
below.

TOOK DECREE AND DUCATS.
Mi*. rarker Avoids the Publicity of »

Contest.
Judge Slack yesterday granted Mrs. Jane

Parker a divorce from Edward 11. Parker,
the. capitalist, on the ground of desertion.

Mrs. Parker possesses separate property

to the value of 550.000, and at one time
obtained an injunction restraining her hus-
band from removing certain valuable secur-
ities from his box in the California Safe
Deposit Company's vaults ponding her ac-
tion for divorce, on the ground of desertion.

Mr. Parker denied having deserted his
wife, maintaining th/tt they had agreed
upon a reparation, and that he divided his
time since his return from the East between
his bachelor apartments on Post street and
his wife's home at Fmltvaw.

Then Mrs. Parker made a deposition
averring thatshe and her husband had lived
together happily between 1857 and 1878, at
which time »he was Informed of certain
doings of her husband, in which one Nellie
Wilder was implicated, and all of which her
husband admitted. They had never since
resumed marital relations.

Since then the husband filed a stipulation
agreeing to give his wife gl<»,000, and. as tho
decree was granted her on the sole issue of
desertion, the presumption is that a com-
promise was entered into out ofcourt.

BEATING OUT THE TRUTH.

One Small Grain Found in
the Bruner Case.

Mr*.Heath Repeats a Statement Made by

Ottinger Which Ho Failed

to Disprove.

There was little to relieve the dull
monotony of repeated testimony in the
Uruner trial yesterday.

The matter was fairly thrashed out in
previous hearings but an occasional grain
of wheat comes to the surface in the light
under the legal flails of Attorneys Foote,
Beatty and Heddy.

One such golden grain was the presence
of Mrs. Heath of 413 Mason street, a re-
markably pretty blonde, who underwent a
long and severe examination and crass-
examin»tion without losing an atom of her
equanimity.'

Iler testimony related to a conversation
between herself, a Mr. Munroe, her sister
and Ottinger in a car on the way down
from Stockton to this city on September 24.

Ottiuger had there stated that hi- evi-
dence would never convict Bruner.

Ottinger had denied making the remark,
so Foote endeavored to show that the wit-
ness had been coached by the defense, but
the little Isdy calmly opened her blue eyes
and defied the big,bold lawyer.

She was corroborated In her testimony by
J. G. Munroe, a companion on the trip in
question.

11. J. Mianahan, chief clerk of the Assem-
bly, testified as to the methods of procedure
as regards bills and rolicall.

HATTIE GRAHAM GOES FREE.
The Cain Submitted Without Argument

on Klthnr Side.
On the resumption of the trial of Ilattie

E. Graham, in Judge Troutt's court yester-
day mill?, it seemed there was a surprise
in store for some of thoM present.

Attorney Ferral for tho defendant said
that as the prosecution had closed their
case on behalf of the people, and had ad-
duced r.o jot of evidence tending' to prove
any guilt on the part of th« defendant, ho
would adopt the course plainly suggested.

In other words, lie was 'ready to submit
the case to the jury as it stood, without
offering any testimony for his client.

His announcement was met by another of
likecharacter from the prosecution.

Assistant District Attorney [Tinkle said
that in view of the court's ruling an alleged
written confession was not admissible, he
was willing that th« case should go to the
jury under instruction? of the court to fiud
a verdict of acquittal.

Both tlie prosecution and the defense
waived argument, and. the court having in-
structed the jury as to the question of law,
the jury retired.

During the absence of the jury the defend-
ant did not appear very anxious, uordldslie
have long to remain in suspense.

In about five minutes the jury returned
and the foreman announced a verdict of
not guilty, whereupon the defendant was
formally discharged.

OUT AT BAY DISTRICT.
Carpenters and Painters Are

Changing Things.

THE JUDGES' NEW STAND.

Twelve Thousand Dollars Ii to Bo Spent la
Making Improvement! at th 9

Racetrack.

Men with hammers, saw*, and paint-pots
are changing things out at the Bay District-
track.
It is only those who season after season

have attended the race meetings at the
track, who have noted the tumbied-
down structures, thedilapidated fences, the
dirt and discomfort in the grand stand and
balconies, and the general air of decay in
all the surroundings, who can realize the
transformation scene which has taken
place there during the past few months.
In June lost the new directorate, composed
of Hurry I,Thornton president, Thomas
11. Williams vice-president and tho follow-
ing directors, P. Quinlan, Charles Wieland,
Adoiph Sprockets, J. Naglej liurke and
W. 11. Brown, determined upon a re-
formation. Being all men of means and
believing that, racing in California could bi
mude as Haltering a succe33 both socially and
financially m|a tne Ka-t if track patrons
were accorded the sanio accommodations,
they nsulved to go down in their pockets
and put the Bay District track and *ur-
roundiims in as perfect a condition Rs time
and money could procure, trusting to the
future for remuneration.

V\hois doing it all?Directors Williams and Quinlan were ap-
pointed to supervise the work. A. G.
Morris was selected as superintendent nnd
the reconstruction at once began, bince that
tune the entire inclu.-ure has be^n sur-
rounded by a new fence. New bulkheads
to restrain the shifting sand have been con-
structed. All of the old stahles have been
repaired and new foundations placed under
all of the main buildings. Inaddition the
rickety, broken down beuchos, those con-
stant menances to life and limb, have been
transformed into comfortable seats and
adorned by a coat of palut. The book-makers, who liitnerto have been compelled
to do business in the open air, have been
handsomely provided for by cutting down
the second grand st.md and putting in a sub-
stantial flooriug, giving them a space 1152fe.'t, inclosed ou three side*, in which to do
business. The roofs have been extended
ilush with tiie balconies, along the eutirelength of the grand stand and clubhouse, a
diManceol 270 feet, Tho roof over the mainbuildinghas also been extended for seventyfeet, 'lhe di-nial, forlorn, untainted bur-
lesque of a Itand, in which tho news pur-
veyors have sat and shivered during thefall meetings, has been torn down and a
new and comfortable stand erected.
Itlooks very neat.
The inadt'ouate accommodations afforded

horsemen at the spring meeting have resulted
in the directorate ordering the building of
100 uew double stalls, fifty above the south-
end stables and the others ou the opposite
bide of the line of the Oary-streei cars.

Allof tho principal buildings have been
treated to a coat of light gray paint with
lead cob red trimmings, and the fences,
stables and outbuildings to a double cuat of
whitewash.

Tne judges' stand, which hitherto has
stood across the track from the grand
stand, has been demolished and its pine*
willbe occupied by a stand for the timers
and biuler. This will be two stories in
height, the lower flour for the timers and
the upper section, which will be of glass
for the busier. The building willbe about
twenty feet in height.
Iti*a pretty structure.
The lower Boor is12xlJ in size and ten feet

in height, and willbe used as a weighing-
room and b* provided wllh all the m<-dern
appliances. Surmounting this aro the
judges' quarters, a glass Inclosure in hexa-
uou shape and tapped by a roof of fancy
shingles.

It is the intention to grade the grounds in-
side the ring to prevent tbe constant cutting
by the rain, and als i construct a Same
abutit 61 0 feet louk from tha south-end sta-
bles to a point Inside the ling lor tho pur-
pose of carrying off tho waste water from
the stables.

Superintendent Morrli has now ten car-
penters and six painters at work, and ex-
pects to have the entire work comaleted by
October 27, the date for the opening of the
fall meeting. The expanse is estimated at
abont 512.000.. 'i,rrle'le improvement of the grounds andoutldinEs i.i by no means all the changes
contemplated by the directors," said Vice-
President Williams to a Call reporter.
"We have fullydetermined to.put the Blood-
horse Association on a par with the East-ern racing associations. Iv the first place
we intend to adopt an entirely new ticket
system, and the tickets have been already
ordered. They will bo of different colors,
and every person Inside (be gate on race
days from the president of the association
to a rubber In a stable will be compelled
to wear his ticket conspicuously displayed
The tickets \\ill<,i»o oval in shi»p.>, and
marked with the d!tte of the racing day for
what they are sold, and as every one must
wear the ticket, it will readily Oh seen that
unless the date on the ticket tallies with therace day we know the person most be an
intruder. Tickets willalso bo of different
colors for tha different race days. We in-
tend to employ private detectives to see that
this rule is strictly enforced. In future ail
of our employes will wear uniforms, each
class of employes having some distinguish-
ing mark, by which we can readily tell
whether the wearer Is In the place and doing
the duty assigned him. We will all em-
ploy a force of boys to wait upon patrons
in the clubhouse, grand stands and balco-
nies whose duties will bo to execute
promptly and politely all orders given them

from curing refreshment* to placing
money with the bookmakers. They willbeput under bond for faithful discharge ofduly, and the association willbe resDonsib'e
for any loss to a patron through carelessnessor dishonesty. . No improper persons will
he admitted to either the clubhouse, grand
stands or balconies, and a lady willbe a3
well guarded there as if attended by an
escort. A force of police willbe employed
to see that this order is not violated in any
particular.

"We have: made arrangements with the
railroad companies by which every person
on the track can secure a seat in a car, and
been route home within ten minutes from
the finish or the last race. Hitherto the
difficulties attending rapid transit to and
from the track have kept many persons
from our meetings. Instead of the old style
of but one opening for entrance and exit,
two willbe provided, and strict rules gov-
erning the same be enforced, thus avoiding
confusion and possible collision. We intend
to ru»>the Bay View Track as the Wash-
ington Pane, Saratoga and other first-class
tracks are run, believing that by this
methodAnly can racing out here be made
both p.'tisaut and profitable.

"Beginning October 29, we will give a
rnce-meeting of thirty-«even days, closin"
December 31. There willbe races on Tues-
day, Thursday, Friday and Saturday of
each week. The purses will be large
enough to attract the Eastern cracks, and 1
have assurances that many of them will be
here. From £500 to $1000 willbe added by
the association to each race, and there will
be a number of extra races in which the
added purses will average from 51500 to12500,

"The object in removing the judges' stand
to the other side of the track was to enable
the judges to see the races as the public
do, and the additional reason that itgives
the judges a better opportunity to see the
horses as they swing into the stretch, as
must of the jockeying and foul riding is
done at this point."

SHE READ HIS LETTERS.

Then She Understood a Lot
of Things.

Her Husband Had a Sweetheart of Whom
She Knew Naught— Now She Wants

a Divorce.

Letters are bad things to keep on hand,
as Signiund Leilikam has learned to bis
sorrow.

Leihkam conducts a restaurant at 109
Grant avenue, and some few weeks ago his
wife made an alarming discovery.

She found a bundle of letters that her
husband had recently received from an old
sweetheart of his, living in far-away Ger-
many.

The epistles were of the most amatory
kind and breathed of undying affection.
Then Mrs. Leihkam had her eyes opened

to the cause of her husband's change of
conduct toward her.

She went to her spouse and upbraided
him for his disloyalty to her.

Leilikam immediately took time by the
forelock and commenced suit against his
wife and the German .Savings bank to have
the sum of $-717 04, which the couple had
on deposit in that institution under their
jointnames, declared his sole property.

That action was filed a few days ago.
Yesterday Mrs. Leilikam filed proceedings
la divorce through her attorneys, Van
Shfiaiek & Bahts.

Mrs. Leihkarn relates at great length her
husband's change of demeanor toward her.

The couple were married in Cheyenne in
ISS2, and up to two years ago were very
loving and affectionate.

In1800 Li'ihkaiu returned from a visit to
Germany. While there, as it has afterward
developed, he foil in love with a former
sweetheart named "Dora." Upon his re-
turn he exhibited a completely changed
disposition. lie refused to eat at the same
table with his wife and according to her
version he "called her names." By the way
of variety ho choked her and committed
other abuses. He resisted all Mrs. Leih-
ham's efforts at conciliation, and it was not
until she discovered the letters that the un-
fortunate wife learned of her husband's
reasons for his change of heart.

She alleges that she advanced her hus-
band $1500 when they were married. She
claims she is in destitute circumstances,
having been unceremoniously tnmst out of
doors and asks the court to "allow her suffi-
cient funds from tho community property,
which is worth considerable, to enable bor
to sustain herself.
