TO MEND A LOOSE LAW.
Proposed Action of State

Sportsmen.

BAD DEER LEGISLATION.

The Period of Prohibition Ends at the Begin-
niog of the Breeding

Season.

Crittenden RobinsoD, president of the Cali-
fornia State Sportsmen's Association, for
some weeks has been examining into the
operation and results of the act of the Legis-
lature prohibiting the killing of deer, an-
telope, elk or doo la the State for a period
of two years.

He has interviewed many sportsmen whohave just returned from their annual vaca-
tion outings from all p»rts of the State, andhuds that the prohibition has been very
beneficial to the propagation of the game
which makes the sport of Kings in the royal
parks of Europe. Deer are reported to be
very abundant, and sporismen in general
are anxiously awaitins for the expiratiou of
the two years, which will take place early
next year.

In examining the law Mr. liobinson has
discovered a serious mistake in the act of
the Legislature which, ifnot remedied, wil
fostroy much of the good that the pro-
hibition has done.

The act whs passed on March 21, 1891,
nnd provides that every person in the State
of California who at any time for the pe-
riod of two years hunts, pursues or kills any
deer, antelope, elk, mountain sheep or doe
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor. The act
also applies to anybody having green hides
or green skins of such animals mentions!.

The act was passed on March 21, 1891,
and provides that the prohibition shall ex-
pire two years from the passage of the act,
or on March 21, 1893.

Now all sportsmen know that from March
to July is the KTeat breeding season fordeer, and this period constitutes the very
lime when they should be most protected.

But the act willallow hunters to killand
destroy deer as they list alter March 21.

The officers of tho State Sportsmen's As-
sociation desire to have this defect in the
act remedied ana have taken steps to have
the prohibition extended to July, 1893, or
four months more than trie ao:_?r.avitie.<».
This will be to protect female deer during
breeding season. Timd struction of female
deer with young willbe as disastrous as the
results of pelagic sealing.

The association mentioned proposes to
remedy the defect in the act by offering an
amendment to the next Legislature to ex-
tend the prohibition from March to July.

Crittenden Robinson, speaking of the
abundance of deer as a result of the act
said :
"Ithink the law has been very generally

obeyed throughout the State, except In the
more remote, and mountainous portions
where the settlers killed deer whenever they
wanted venison. They had no fear of de-
tection ana punishment. This individual
killing was on the whole comparatively
small. The preventing of the sale of deer
meat in the markets, and the making it a
misdemeanor to have possessiou of green
hides and skins, stopped the usual wholesale
destruction ot deer which depleted Califor-
nia forests of this noble animal.

"From a wide and extensive exnnilnn-
tiou Ifind that deer are really very abund-
ant now, ai;d all good recognized sportsmen

ire very glad that the law went into effect.
They will soou have fe-ood UiQ for thoir
i:un?.

Hunters and campers report deer plenti-
ful in many localities!. They have been
seen to venture within a few miles of San
liiifael. This shown how greatly tlie deer,
are propagating. Every year <i protection
brings tlie jiauie line nearer to the city. A
ti'W year's preservation would make tl.is
line sport possible without expensive ex-
cursions into the remote mountains. Iti9
cnlv t!:e aelflsh, who 510 not look to the
future, wlio have objected and growled at
this really very henelicial act."

"flow fast do deer propagate?"' was
asked.

"Deer projapate very fast," was the
answer. A fnllgrown do? rears two fawns
in a year, and as they hr* ed when twoyean
old, itwillbe seeu that a very short tune
willdouble t tie stock.

"What are th»* bf^t localities for deer as
found from your investigation?"

"Tho best sections for doprhunting has
been the Coa^t liange Mountains, Mendo-
cino, Bumboldt, Trinity and Shasta coun-
ties. Ifind that they am especially plenti-
ful aloD* Et-I K'ver, in Afendocino County,
where hundreds are reported to have been
si*en by hunters and campers. It is not
generally known that deer are also plentiful
much nearer than this. At no great dis-
tance from the P.ussinn River there are
places where deer exist in crcat abuudance.
'Ihereaie plenty of deer in the Sierr.is in
certain localities, but not easily hunted.
From the Yosemlte to the Oregon line, ex-
cept in the neighborhood of'the Central
Pacific, fleer are plentiful, but they are
difficult to rind on account of the tall pines
and thick forest growth. The same can be
said ol the great redwood belts. There
nature baa protected the deer.
