The United States surveying steamer
Hassler, Captain IIartier, arrived yesterday
morniug from Alaska, and anchored oft*
Jackson-street wharf. She brings an inter-
esting budget of news.

The Hassler left this port on April It!,
and has been almost exclusively occupied
in cruising between Yak-tat and the one
hundred and forty-first meridian. One of
the principal objects as to determine the
boundary line between Alaska and. British
Columbia, and to obtain data tending .0
establish the altitude and the exact position

of Mount St. Elias. The last-named peak
was in view from the nassler daring nearly
the whole of her stay in the north.

As appears from nn interview with an
officer of tie York-town, already published
In'The Call, nothing is likely to be given
out for publication respecting tlie delicate
matter of th« Alaska-British Columbia
boundary question. In fact, the very first
visitor to the Hassler yesterday was a
messenger bearing a dispatch from Colonel
Mendeuhall, of the Coast and Geodetic Sur-
vey, to treat reporters as Colonel Mendeuhall
himself is in the habit of treating them.

This treatment is in three degrees: To
know-nothing and freeze them out; to rine
in the quarterdeck aud scare them out; to
ring in tne United States Government and
make the unhappy reporter feel that he is not
a citizen, supporting United States officials
out of his own purse, but a genteel pauper
whom United States officials condescend to
tolerate and permit to exist.

Ensign Clark of the Hassler, who re-
ceived The Call reporter, proved to be a
gentleman, but his instructions were evl-

dently to make reporters acquainted with
the fact that the United States Government
is not a thing tolie lightlyapprehended of the
curious. The reporter scented the third
degree even while he was in the gangway,
and recognized that Colonel Mendenhall is
a far greater personage, individually, than
the ic.-pic of California are collectively.

Lieutenants John E. McGrath and J.
Henrr Turner*, who were on the surveying
expedition, had already been sent on shore,
packed on ice, according to Colonel Men-
ti ihail's plan if treatment. In their ab-
sence the only chunks of cold, frozen truth
that could be picked up, second band, were
that the work had been accomplished and
that the line of survey extended over 1500

miles.
Inthis instance, however, the precaution .

taken by the chief of the Coast Survey are
somewhat superfluous, as the facts which it
is proposed to conceal have already been
given to the public through the columns of
The Call.

In an exclusive dispatch from Victoria,
B. C, published in this journal on the 6th
inst., a report of Die results of the exploring
expedition was given. Itwas therein stated
that ithad been ascertained that the height
of Mount St. Ellas is 17,201 feet, and that
the mountain Is at the beginning of the
north and south boundaries of Alaska. It
is not in the exact corner of the Territory,

canoes. They weigh only sixty pounds

apiece and are wonderful illustrations of
the mechanical skill of semi-barbarous
races. The lines of these canoes are as tine
as those of a city-front Whitehall boat, and
though hollowed. out of a single log the
average thickness of the sides is true to a
hundredth of an Inch, while the average
thickness Is not more than three-quatters
of an inch. The work of carving and hol-
lowing out these boats is entirely done by
primitive steel Instruments.

The Hassler is in good, shape, having
been docked just before starting on her
northern trip. Lieutenants McGrath and
Turner willgo direct to Washington.

Feoplo that of late have surged and trod
on each other before the Meussdorffer hat-
store on Montgomery street have been so
to catch a glimpse of the notices that Mr.
Meussdorffer had glue 1 up on his plate-glass
rout to tell why he was about to move out.

Notices on bis window is a pet scheme of
Mr. Mi'us.-idorffer. It catches the eye of
the giddy throng as it goes traoptel by and
brings it right up on its heels to see what
can be the trouble.

This time there is trouble enough. In one
of these notices Mr. Mnessdorffer I Scully
announces that "Might makes right. fini
wins the fight."

Another announces that "Inorder toavoid
shameless imposition." Mr.Meussdorffer is
about to shake the dust of the RoilHouse
property from his feet anil betake himself
and his hats elsewhere.
