
NOEXHIBIT BY CHINA.
Bfioause Yuck Chaw's Mission

Is a Failure.

A CONCESSION IS GRANTED.

White of Chicago, a Southern Pacific Railroad
Kan, Obtains a Privilege— Chinese Are

Bhut Out-Inside History.

Through the courtesy of Ting, secretary

ol the Imperial Chinese Consulate, yester-
day Iinterviewed Yuck Chaw, the repre-

sentative of the Chinese .Six d-mpanies to
the World's Fair, and ngent of the syndi-

cate of Chinese merchants in this country

and lo China formed to make and conduct
the exhibit of the Chinese nation.
"Iam greatly afraid," said Ting, "that

the course now being pursued by the mana-
gers of the Columbian World's Fair will
result in the Chinese making a very inferior
exhibit at the fair or none at all. Inview
of the action taken by your Gjvernuie.nt in
relation to Chinese re-iistration, coupled, as
it is, with a threat of wholesale deportation,
the Chinese G vcruineni lias decided not to
eend an exhibit, as a Government, to the
World's Fair.

"The Six Companies, realizing the disad-
vantage of the Chinese of not having an
exhibit at the fair, corresponded with
the Foreign Office in China, witli the result
of having the Government adhere to th.it
part of its original plan which provided for
all goods intended for exhibition at the
World's Fair being allowed to leave China
free of export duty.

"The next move was to establish a com-
pany of merchants to arrange for an ex-
hibit. Without any aid from the Govern-
ment the compauy realized that the en-
terprise would be a costly one and in
consequeuce ti.e company was formtd of
the wealthiest Chinese firms in Ctiina,
Europe and America. Yuek Chow was
selecled|ns one of Uie two representatives or
agents of the company to make arrange-
ments in this country, bit colleague work-
ingin China.

"Yurk Chow has just returned from a
trip to Chicago and Washington and is very
much disappointed. All the company's
plans are overturned and, as Isaid, the re-
sult niny be no exhibit or, if any, one very
inferior In size aui character lo that in-
tended.

arge as it may Peem." continued
Ting, "the Southern Pacific Kailroad is re-
spon«ibie in a great measure for this state
of affairs."

fuck Chow was then introduced to me.
Ifound him an intelligent Chinese with the
shrewdness ot his race intensified by his
education. He speaks English indifferently,
but thoroughly understands what he is
about. Ting translated the Interview as
follows:

"I,"i'uck Chaw, representative of the
Chinese company organized to make a Chi-
nese exhibit at the World's Fair, applied to
Mr. Davis, director-general of the World's
Fair, for a space in the World's Columb an
Exposition lor a Chinese theater, concert-
room and teahouse, and a place in the main
building for a Chinese exhibit.

"This application was handed to Mr.
Crawford, who Is secretary of the ways
and means committee of me World's Fair,
and to him Istated our plan. It was, in
brief, to have the theater, teahouse and
concert-room in a Chinese garden and to
charge a small admission fee. The best
Chinese actors and musicians were to be
engaged, and the theater and teahouse, as
well as the surrounding garden, were to be
exact fac-similes of the royal teahouse and
garden in China and of the best theater.
We expected to expend several hundred
thousand dollars in seeming the material
for our exhibit, and we thought that a por-
tion of the cost could be tuede out of our

iter.
"The fact that the company has unlimited

capital aud is composed of men absolutely
responsible, guaranteed us the loan of many
valuable articles, relics, etc., that are abso-
lutely beyond the reach of the white people,
as well as the services of the vary best ar-
tists and musicians.
"I received several replies from Mr.

Crawford saying that our application was
still under consideration, Soon after mak-
ing application 1heard from Kwong Fonz
Tal & C.-., a firm doing business at 714
Sacramento street in this city, that t e con-
cession had already been granted to Mr.
White of Chicago, an agent ot the Southern
Pacific Railroad Company. It appears that
Mr. White bad a representative in this city
who is connected with the Southern Pacific
Company, call on Kwong Fung Tai &Co.
and ask them to join with Mr. White in his
projected undertaking, subject to the fol-
lowing conditions :

"The sum of 535,000 to be subscribed by
a number of American business men, the
turn of $30,000 by the Chinese merchants.
Mr. White to transfer to the com any the
concession granted to him by tee ways and
means committee of the World's Columbian
Exposition ami to be considered as having
subscribed the sum of $35,000; thus making
the total capital 6100,00 for the purpose of
apportionment of the prints and losses. It
was further fcg^.-t-a ti at if the venture
should prove successful, the sum of $35,000
In addition to 35 per cent of the gains or
profits should b<» returned to White.

"Should the venture prove unsuccessful
Mr.White was to be returned the 135,000,
minus the amount of his loss, according to
bis share in the undertaking. Should there
be no loas or gain Mr.White was to have
refunded to him the $35,000, which he was
to be considered as having subscribed in
granting the concession.

"Kwong Fong Tai &Co. replied that they
were willing to accede to Mr. White's pro-
posal; but as it was desired that they sould
purchase the goods ana superintend the
enterprise, unless they were allowed 7 per
cent on the purchase and 5 per cent on the
sale of the goods and tickets they wouldnot
enter into the arrangement The railroad
company's representative stated to Kwong
Peng Tai a Co. that Mr. Crawford, the sec-
retary of the ways and means committee, in

hose charge the matter of the awards of
the concessions was placed, was interested
in the undertaking and bad received money
from people to whom application* had been
granted.

"Hearing that Mr. Crawford was person-
ally interested in the scheme and that Mr.
White appeared only as the agent of Mr.
Crawford, who, by his official ronnection
v.itb the World's Columbian Exposition,
was precluded from carrying on such an
undertaking inIns own name, and who bad
decided to award the concession to Mr.
White, contrary to the rules and regula-
tions governing the exposition, Ideter-
mined togo to Washington to lay the de-
tails of this scheme before the Department
of State.

"Secretary of State Foster sent a telegram
to Mr. Davis asking him whether the con-
cession for th* Chinese exhibit had been
granted. Mr. Davis replied by telegram
that toe matter would be considered on the
following Tuesday. After receiving this
answer Iwent to Chicago, accompanied by
the cliief of the commercial department.
Secretary Foster sent this gentleman witn
me, giving me a letter recommending that
space be granted to mo in the World's Col-
umbian Exposition. 1 went to see Mr.
Crawford. lie sent word that be was busy.
Alter Ilad waited fully two hours Mr.
Crawford cave me an interview. lie said
to me: 'Iam too busy to-day, Iwillsee you
to-morrow.' The next day, accompanied
by the chief of the commercial department,
1called on Mr. Davis, tha general manager
of the exposition. Mr. Davis told me that
the concession had not yet been awarded to
anyone. While we were engaged in con-
versation Mr. Crawford came in. He in-
formed Mr. Davis that the concession had
already been granted to Mr. White of
Chicago. Hearing this Mr. Davis referred
to the records to see whose name appeared
first on the Ret and itwas ascertained that
Mr. White's appeared first; but we feel
sure that this arrangement had been made
beforehand, so that White's application
might be ahead of all other applications
that mignt bo sent to the ways and means
committee.

"Mr.Davis *aid that he was very sorry,
but he would call a meeting to see if some
other arrangement could not be made. 1
then bad a private conversation with Mr.
Crawford. 1 told him Mr. White had no
right to have the concession awarded to
him, as he was not a Chinese nor did he
represent a Chinese firm, and that although
our Government had not taken part offici-
ally, vet it had recommended the Chinese
merchants individually to send exhibits so
that our nation might be represented at the
exposition.

"Mr. Crawford said Imight see Mr.
White. Icalled on him as Mr. Crawford
bad requested and Mr. White requested me
to join with him In making the display pro-
posed at the exposition. Wo did not arrive

at any definite conclusion, lie told me hit
agent in San Francisco would inform me of
his conditions. Mr. White also Mated to me
that HipLung &Co., a large Chinese firm
in- Chicago had injured- his -plans. It ap-
pears that HipLung &Co. bad also tent an
application to the ways and means commit-
tee forspace in the exposition. Hip Lang
& Co. at that time had not leceived any

answer from the committee but. so that no
business men ;would aid Mr. White;in;his
plans, they hod published in a newspaper
that they had been awarded tue concession.
Therefore no Americans would help Mr.

White as it was the purpose of the exposi-
tion not to duplicate features of this kind.

Mr. White told me that HipLung's state-
ment was entirely false and tiiat ifhe could
have had the assistance of American busi-
ness men he would have asked Kwont: Fong
Tai &Co. to t»ke shares to the amount of
$10,000 only instead of $3.1.000. He further
stated that he needed Kwong Fung Tai &
Co.'s assistance as he did not understand
how Chinese theaters are menaced.
"Ithen called on Hip Long & Co. They

told me that Mr. While had asked them to
join him in the enterprise, but that they had
refused beause they considered that Mr.
White was looking out for his own interests
only, and it was the purpose of IlipLung &
Co. to have a similar arrangemunt outside
the limits of the lair, so as to compete with
Mr. White.

"At the present time a Chinese doctor
called Chan Jee Wo, in Omaha, has made
an agreement with Mr. White subject to the
followingconditions:

'Mr. White is to receive 35 per cent on
sales, 10 per cent of which waa for himself
and Mr. Crawford, the remainder, 25 per
cent, was to go to the funds of the World's
Fair according to the rules.

"Mr. White is anxious to have the doctor
deposit $5000 in the bank inorder to secure
the carrying on of the business. The doctor,
not having sufficient capital, has givenno-
tice to his countrymen in Omaha and other
places that auy of them may become share-
holders by the payment of $25 per share,
so that even Linn-hymen are taking advan-
tage of the offer and are becoming holders
in his enterprise. Mr. White is still anx-
ious that Kwong Fong Tal &Co. should not
abandon the proposition. As Kwong Pong
Tal ftCo. are leading merchants of this city
Mr. White feels that he would rather enter
into some arrangement with them even if tha
pecuniary advantage was not so large. So he
has telegraphed to his agent here to tell
Kwong Fong Tai~& Co. that if he is not
successful with the Omaha doctor be will
undertake the enterprise with them if they
give him a commission on the sales instead
of carrying out the first proposition.

"] have 6ince learned that the Omaha
doctor has written to San Francisco invit-
ingall Chinese merchants to become share-
holders, and has askf-d Hop Lung & Co. of
732 Sacramento street here. However, the
Chinese merchants of this city willhave
nothing to do with this enterprise, as they
consider the Omaha doctor entirely untrust-
worthy and unfit for the management of
such an undertaking. Mr.White willthus
h>> obliged to have the Omaha doctor 1 as-
sistance, a9no other Chinese will identify
themselves in this plan. Hop Lung & Co.
have refused to take any notice of the
Omaha doctor's request, and Ican say
authoritatively that no firm in China will
sell or lend to Mr. White any of the valu-
fiblo relics or curios they had designed send-
ing to the fair, nor can he secure the ser-
vices of first-class actors, musicians and gar-
deners, or the assistance of the Chinese. We
propose to have itdefinitely understood that
Mr. White's Chinese exhibit will not repre-
sent the Chinese people.

"lam in coriespoudenee with Secretary
Foster about this matter, and understtwid
that he willinvestigate the granting of this
concession."

"Does it not seem strange," said Ling,
as Yuck Chaw stopped speaking, "that
your people willnot do justice to the Chi-
nese even in a matter of this kind? Do you
think in the whole fair there v- ould,have
been an exhibit more interesting than that
proposed by the Chinese? Why, some of
the articles that would have been exhibited
are hundreds— yes, even thousands of years
old, and in more than one instance there
would have been articles sent from China
under a special guard that would not have
left them far an instant, day or night.
Our merchants were prepared to arrange
an exhibit such as the world never saw be-
fore and would have never seen again, and
there would have been shown relics that
travelers in China have tried in vain to get
a glimpse of. Inaddition, there would have
been in attendance a corps of Chinese,
graduate* of your colleges and learned in
Chinese traditions and history, ail speaking
English fluently, to explain to the people
the exhibit in detail. Mr.White cannot
obtain the services of these men at any
price.

"As it i?. the Chinese exhibit, if there is
one, willconsist of only those things that
you can see righthere in Chinatown at any
time, aud not all of ttie curios to be seen
here will be exhibited. The Chinese are
much disappointed, but it is not the fault of
our people if we are not fitlyrepresented by
an exhibit at th» World's Fair."
It is probable, 1 understand, that tbe

California World's Fair Commission may
take up the natter and look into the -caudal
hinted st by rock Chaw. That person says
he is ready With bis proofs when convinced
that it will do any good to go into an in-
vestigation.

The company has already expended con-
siderable money in China In preliminary
arrangement*, aud a delay of a montti or
two now m old, Iwas told, make it impos-
sible for them tjarrange for the exhibit as
orifinaily planned, even if the concession
was grHiited to them.

Yuck Chaw willmake no further attempts
to obtain the concension unless Secretary
of State Foster advisee it,and if the Secre-
tary should commence an iiive<ti;j.Uiou of
the White-Crawford arrangement he will
return at once to Chicago to be present at
the hearing. C. B. Hakton.

HIGH-SCHOOL SCHOLARS.
An Eip<-rt Tell* About ilia Condition of

Their Fj*i.

For nearly a year Dr. Kaspsr Pischl, act-
Ing under authority of the Board of Educa-
t.on, made an ezanttnatieo into the condi-
tion of tbe eyes of the iupils of the high

schools of tl is city. Kecently he filed a
lengthy report with John Bwett, the Super-

intendent of Comnton bcbools. and from
that the followiosr extract* are taken:

"Of greatest Interest In this table are
those columns relating to myopia, sliiibt in-
flammation, and slight complaints as these
effect, are directly traceable to school
work. AUliouch the*e conditions compare
very farorably with those of corresponding
grades iv Eurcpean countries— (.lermany for
mstanee— they are etUl important enough
to demand serious attention.

"InGermany we meet with about 4." per
c-nt myopia scholars. Heie wo have only
7.C9 per cent. As myopia means a weakness
of the eve, at least to a certain extent, the
condition of the eyes of scholars in the San
Francisco high schools is very good.

"Iwill not enter into a more detailed dis-
cussion of this point at present, as Iintend
doing so after making more extensive ex-
aminations.

"The same may be said regarding the
Dower of vision, for 80.76 per cent being
normal on both eyes and 4.32 per cent in
one eye, leaves only about 15 per cent of
pupils withpoor vision.

"Astonishing is the great percentage of
scholars affected with slight inflammation
of the eyes. Even when taking into con-
sideration that the climate of Sin Francisco
renders the mucous membrane very sus-
ceptible to inflammation, there stilt remains
a large number of cases developed by over-
work, whether from school work oroutside
reading.

"Jn the latter case reading in tlio twilight
or at night, poor light might be especially
mentioned. Inseveral cases this irritation
may have been caused through neglect to
procure proper glasses.

"The small number of complaints— 9.93
per cent— leads to the conclusion that those
eye affections arc, as a rule, not very seri-
ous."

HONOLULU HARBOR.
A Channel of Thirty Feet ]n Depth Has

Been Attained.

A work of va=t importance to the
Hawaiian Islands as well as to the com-
merce of this port has been completed during

the past month in the dredging of the harbor
of Honolulu so aa to admit the entrance of
vessels of a draft of thirty feet. A chan-
nel 200 fept wide and thirty feet deep has
been attained, admitting vessels of the
deepest draft into a harbor which for acces-
sibility has no equal among the islands of
the Pacific Ocean.

The harbor of Honolulu Is also well Dro-
lected, and now that the larger vessels of
the Pacific can find easy entrance, itiicer-
tain that the commerce of the islands will
be greaiiy benefited and their political im-
portance vastly iucreased.
Itis also a matter lor congratulation that

this wtfrfc has been accomplished by local
enterprise, Hie Kisdon Iron Works having
done the work.

A great dredger was built but it was not
until the 12 h of lnut June that it was fairly
started. Up to the 27th of August the
work was prosecuted night and day until a
channel twenty-eight feet in depth at low
water was finished.

This depth was subsequently increased
to thirty feet by the removal of slight ob-
structions.

The Hawaiian Ocvernment now proposes
to excavate the inner harbor to the same
depth and to filliithe fltts adj ice-nt to the
shore from the sediment raised by iuh
dredger.

The result of the completion of these
plans willgive Honolulu one of the safest
land-locked harbors iv the world.

Up to dato nbout 3120,000 has been spent
upou ti.e work.

Biennial Report of the Ad-

jutant-General.

THE DEMAND FOR UNIFORMS.

Bate for the Maza Trophy Contest Fixed— The
Winter Coarse of Lectures— Retired

Officers as Marksmen.

Affairs in the National Guard are un-
usually quiet. There is little of interest to
report. Most of the boys are giving vent
to their surplus military enthusiasm by
joining one or others of the various uni-
formed politic.) clubs and turning out on
torchlight parades, Many of the companios
are also making themselves useful by as-
sisting at various fairs and theatrical en-
tertainments. Brigadier-General Dickinson
is away witha party of sportsmen hunting
in the llumbolut Mountains. During his
absence Colonel McDonald of the Second
Infantry is in command of the Second
Brigade.

The preliminary meeting of the members
of the National Guard Officers' Association
at brigade headquarter* on Friday after-
noon next, preparatory to the convention
in November, is expected to draw together
a large number and tc awaken quite an in-
terest in subjects relating to needed legis-
lation.

General orders, So. 18, from Second
Brigade headquarters announce the condi-
tions under which the competition for the
Maze trophy is to be conducted, and fix
the date for the first Monday in December.
The conditions have already been pub-
lished in these column!*. An additional
paragraph to the order conveys the follow-
inginformation:

Itis de-
sirable that a uniform system of keeping
accounts should be adopted, and Major
E;;«ton willmake a recommendation in that
regard as a part of his report.

The biennial report of the Adjutant- Gon-

era! of the State of California for tho two
years ending Juno 30, 189% makes a pam-
phlet of182 pages. The bulk of it consists
of tabulated matter, rosters, orders and re-
potts of subordinate officer?, only ten pages
being devoted to lie report proper of Briga*
dier-General C. C. Alien, th« adjutant-
general. A defect in the preparation of the

'.-document is the failure to insert an
Index to the contents. The report as writ-
ten also betrays a slipshod stylo, many of
its phrases being vague and ambiguous.

The followingIs a synopsis of the adju-
tant-seoerars report: .

The National Guard of California as now
organized consists of forty-six companies of
infantry arid one company of cadets, eleven
artillery companies drilling as infantry,
two batteries ol light artillery and one
troop of cavalry, aggregating 4314 officers
and men. There nru also four companies
in the naval battalion, aggregating 339 men.

General Allen recommends that an addi-
tional company be authorized by legislation
to be raised in Oakland or Alamedn, and to
be attached to the Fifth Infantry. "Oak-
land," ho Bays, "is the third largest city in
th» State, and is entitled to a more reason-
able proportion of companion, only having
two at present."

From the report of the Committee on
Military AffairsinCongress the interesting
fact Is gleaned that during the past twenty-
five- years the National Guard has been
called upon for active service on more than
2CO occasions In thirty States. During this
period one State has called outlier troops
thirty-three time?, another twenty-nine,
another twenty and so on along the line for
various causes ranging from labor riots to
Indian warfare, from guarding property at
large fires to saving life and serious acci-
dents.

here are 498 rifles in the hands of the
National Guard of California reported as
unserviceable. The adjutant-general has
received 400 new arms from Washington,
which are to be issued to thtjseveral com-
mands at once.jOne hundred and fortynow
Colt's revolvers have been received and will
be delivered to general, field and stuff
officers, the light batteries and the signal
corps. Next year all mounted officers will
be supplied with these arms.
In regard to 3.20-inch guns for the two

light batteries the adjutant-general reports
that on February 12 last lie made a requisi-
tion m th« Secretary of War for a sufficient
number. "a bill introduced by General
Cutting, and which, it is expected, will be-
come a law, provides for furnishing the
several States a sufficient number of this
modem ordnance to equip their iigi't bat-
teries, and that we might not be overlooked
when the authorized distribution whs made.
1asked that the application of the State of
California might bo placed on file."

The four Galling guns in San Francisco
he reports, having been repaired, are now
in excellent condition. One of these has
been issued to Brigadier-General Johnson,
Los Angeles, nnd in time one will be or-
dered to Oakland, leaving two in ban Fran-
cisco. The two attached to Light Battery
1.. First Artillery,have been loaned to the
Warden of the Folsom prison for use while
constructing the power-hoiiae and canal.

The percentages of attendance of enlisted
men at rllle practice as well as the percent-
age* of scores were increased ten per cent
in 1601. Tin; amount appropriated for tar-
get practice he thinks la not too much, and
the results secured convinces him that $7000
should be again appropriated for the next
two years.

The cam of ISQI at Santa Cruz and
Santa Monica are commended as improving
Hi" discipline and usefulness of the troops,
and annual encampments are recommended.
A curious statement ofthe adjutant-general
in this connection and in view of the recent
report of Captain Barry,• U. S. A., is that'
"nearly all the companies are now supplied
with tents, and generally with necessary
camp and garrison equipage." lie sug-
gests that an appropriation be made for
such supplies as may lie required "forsick-
ness and casualties which are incipient (sic)
to camp life. These should include tents,
cot* and bedding, stretchers, surgical in-
strument, and medicines."

Upon the subject of the new drill regula-
tions the adjutant-general sayi: "These
regulations are now adopted by the Guard
of this State, and many changes in the
formations of regiments Is ma necessary.
Battailous under command of majors will
be the basis of organization by consolida-
tion of two or more companies, and a change
in the law becomes necessary authorizing
the election and commission of one or two
additional majors to each regiment. 1re-
spcctlully recommend that tlie law be
amended in this respect, at the regulations
of the army of the United States is now the

Refeiring to the system of accountability
for the disbursements of State nionov paid
to the National Guard, he say* no proper
checks have been provided. : "Under the
law as itnow stands the quarterly and an-
nual allowances of the companies are paid

to the commanding officers o! the companies.
The captains are ex-> Jlicio company treas-
urers, and expend the State's money in
paying armory rent, care of arms and
proper incidental expenses of the company.
The latter very indefinite provision can be
variously interpreted according to the ideas
of th« different captain?. It would be ad-
visable, ia case* where all, or a majority,
of the companies of a regiment are located
In the same place, to have the allowances of

said companies pnld to the paymaster of tho
regiment, and by him disbursed for tho

benefit of the companies in payment of their
armory rent", etc., he to give bonds and to
forward to these headquarters quarterly
statements. Iflam not mistaken, a major-
ity of the captains would willingly be .re-
lieved of the vexatious duties and responsi-
bilities of company business."

In regard to the Naval Battalion he says:
"Itis expected the Pen^ncola willbe placed
at the disposal of the battalion. For the

use of the San Diego company efforts are
being me.de to secure the Nipsic. This is a
very important organization, being to the
navy what the National Guard is to the
army, and designed to fit young men for,

service in the modern war vessels and In

sea-coast defenses. Ifmaintained it should
have a certain fixed appropriation by the
State for armory and other expenses, as
well as for uniforms.' Those they now have
wcte purchased through private subscrip-
tions of patriotic citizens of San Diego and
San Francisco."

The report closes with the following four
recommendations: .

COLUMBUS DROWNED OUT.

The Italian Celebration Is
Postponed.

All the Floats Stoi'.el by the Eain-A Heavy

L:ss for the Promoters— Gay

Decorations.

The most bitter disappointment of th6
present year is that which oefoi the Italian
colony in this city when the heavy down-
Dour of rain in the early morning com-
pletely ruined the prospects for Columbus
day.

As soon as the committee in charge had
examined the allegorical floats and realized
that they had been entirely spoiled, they

Quickly reached the conclusion that the
celebration would have to be postponed.
They were confirmed In this decision by
messengers who roported that the grounds
at Woodward's Gardens had been saturated
Ly the rain, and very few people were
likely to risk colds and rheumatism by
standing for hours on the wet grass.

The announcement was soon made
throughout the Italian quarter that the cele-
bration would take place on Sunday next,
ami that the entertainment, preces3ion, etc.,
would be precisely in accordance with the
programme Intended (or yesterday.

The gaily decorated caravel, Santa Maria,
in which Captain BagltettQ whs to repre-
sent Columbus, was transformed by the
niclit's rain into the aspect of an Old Chi-
nese junk with fantastic colored band!
where this paint had washed off, and the
buntins had a bedraggled aspect &iif the
washing of a large boarding-boose bad been
hoof put to dry. Tug float representing
"Agriculture," which had been got up
witu the greatest care by the Italian car-
deners of the city arid county, assisted by
liberal contribution* from Al.ium'ils and
Mario couuties, was entirely ruined, ami,
as the vegetables are periahabln anyhow,
this float will hate to be reconstructed.
The Italian colony received liberal assur-
ances of sympathy from tlicir fellow citi-
zens of all nationality?, and great hopes are
entertained tint their sympathy will find
practical expression in a large attendance
at Woodward's Gardens next Sunday.

The proceeds of the celebration were to
have been devoted to the relief of the poor
of the Italian colony, but the promoters now
find themselves saddled with a debt of $500.
Lunch had been provided for 400 invited
guests, and this willhave to be paid for any-
way, as will a number of incidental ex-
penses that cannot be carried over.

The Latin quarter looked very cay yes-
terday afternoon after tho tun nad come
out. Among the establishments which had
been tastefully and profusely decorated
wore: The new Bttoa Gusto restaurant,
the Toscano Hotel, the Colombo Hotel, the
bar shop at Hroauwny and Montgomery. In
which the American and Italian banners
had been Intertwined;the Sala Dcgli Alpini
and the Agency of the Swiss-Italian colony
on Montgomery street.

Despite the disappointment, tile Italians
accepted the situatiou with native cheerful-
ness and spent the day in a round of frater-
nal and family visits.

They Aro lir.-d of the Itt>pnbl!can Boss

Rule— They Furor Non-l'ar tUans.
J. b. Wilson, on the editorial staff of the

Elevator, a journal devoted to tho interests
of ihe colored man, inan interview with a
Call reporter, declared himself In plain,

bold terms regarding bossism.
"The Majority of the colored men la this

city »re BepablicaßV affirmed Mr. Wilson,
"but locally they will vote the Ncn-Parli-
san ticket.

"Those of ray race who ttinlc for them-
selves are disgusted with the way la which
the local Republicans have always treated
iiif colored votor."

"This administration has been the worst
we have ever had.

"We have been regarded too long as the
chattel vole of the local Reiublioan bosses.

"This year willbring about a revolution.
"Before last election many glittering

promises were made to the colored man.
What was the result? Why, wo didn't even
get itcolored man on the elevator, as is the
usual case. 1doubt if you will fiud oue of
uiy race on the pay-roll of this city.

"The Afro-American Club, with over 200
members, lias gone over to the Non-Partisan
movement.

"Daniel Sauries, one of the wealthiest
colored men in the United States, who lives
In this city, favors the Non-Partisan candi-
dates and platform, as also do a host of
other colored men in well-to-do circum-
stances, but of lesser note.

"Why, when a colored man ventured into
nun, ins' saloon not lonic ago he was

ejected and called names on account of his
color too vile to repeat."

REAL ESTATE OBJECT LESSON.
What a Man Gained by Holdingon to

Property I'arohiited Id 1853.

When the owner of trio .lOvara lot on the
northwest corner of Sutler and Stockton
streets boujjht the :property in 1853 he paid
the sum of $450 for it. At that time the
location was far away from the business
center, and was regarded as extremely un-
desirable on account of its being "so far
out of town."

The owner held on to it, however, more
because he could find no purchaser for it
than for any other especial reason, until he
at last concluded that he would have to re-
tain it.

Ouly three months njro this property was
sold for $110,000, and during that time tho
owner has .received above taxes and ex-
penses a sum exceeding $100,000 Income
from rents. The original owner, therefore,

FIVE POLITICAL VICES.
A Powerful Plea for a Pure

Civic Government,

REV. DR. EASTON'S SERMON.

ItIt the Duty of Every Christian Citizen, He
Says, to Join in the Hoc-Partisan

Movement.

"The Loading Vices of American Poli-
tics," was the subject of Rev. Dr. Easton's
sermon at Calvary Presbyterian Church
last night. The sacred edifice was well
filled with an attentive congregation.

After a few preliminary remark'?. Dr.
Easton said: "While in theory American
politics is the best expression of method to
rule a nation. la prnctica it has become. uu-
fortunately perverted and criminally defiled.
We do not want to create any new ideal sys-
tem, but we desire to see a' prolonged,
prudent and prayerful effort to purify the
old. The conspicuous servant of righteous-
ness is needed for all our inuuieiual offices
and in all our Legislatures, if anywhere on
this earth. We willbe periodically investi-
gating, indicting, convicting, but not im-
prisoning, one class of culprits, while the
ancient work of official sinning will be
carried _on by another clas3. By and by
bod will interfere in vengeance, and our
republic willbo laid away with the great
nations of hie past."

After referring to the fallof the Hebrew
and other ancient nations, he asked:

\u25a0\Y hat, then, are some of the great lending
vices of American politics? Are we will-
ing to have them reformed in God's way?
What is the Christian citizen's duty in the
contests of this new reformation?

"First—The ambition ofour simple Repub-
lican officials to vie with the extravagance
of royalty. The Sixteen Satires of Juvenalmay continue to be considered masterpieces
of that class of writing, and yet each is In
reality almost infinitely less satirical than
the political government of our great cities
to-day. Official extravagance is the cause
of our corruption, and hence official patron-
age has come to be a thing of merchandise
to keep up the pride of our civil soverigns.

'"Every well informed man of the world
clearly knows that the simplicity of It-pub-
lican politics is mythical. We are in theory
Republican, but in fact reg.il in our official
and personal expenditures. It Is demoral-
izing, and this spirit of ambition to rival
old, wornout monarchies willring the death-
knell of the republic. With humiliation I
am compelled to confess that for all (his
public and private extravagance there is no
practical remedy.

".Second— The determination of our offi-
cial incumbents to make all they can out of
their brief chance. This seems to be the
perpetual shame of our entire civilservice."

After dwelling upon this theme at some
length he continued: "Rottenness in our
municipal affair* prevails to the disgust of
every property-holder in this city. This
iniquity iia-t compelled somu of our best
citizens— men who never before tampered
with politics— to protest and demand in-
stant reform by a setting aside of old party
hacks, tricksters and men of tainted record,
and the result is what? Abuse and false-
hood! The evil must be destroyed, eigo we
are to be destroyed, and this is why good
Christian men are entering the lists, de-
termined to secure g< od. clean municipal
government and a pure judiciary. The duty

of every Christian citizen is to joinin this
movement. lie owes it to God, to his con-
science, to coming generation*, to see that
this hydrnheaded monster of official cor-
ruption be slain.

Third—The continuous scheming of pub-
lic officers throughout official terms to get
re-elected is another vice.". He argued that
the vice of our politics wa3 that the greatest
personal ability, pure ,honest discharge of
trusts, could not be used efficiently as a plea
for reelection. Tnere were more success-
fuldevices and the prevailing electioneering
methods were almost.sure to take possession
o( a good officer's wisdom just as soon as
the formalities of his induction Into office
were passed.

"This Incessant,, laborious scheming to
keep in office," he said, "is demoralizing
and ruinous. Men are not elected 10 office
simply to be selected again, but that they
may lalthfully discharge its duties find reap
full reward of honor and moans. Positive
and experienced merit alone should . pre-
vail. Is the inenmb'Mit able and honest?
should be the only question asked. ItIs the
only question which a Christian citizen In
the fear of God lias any righCfo ask. Itis a
disgrace to many who flaunt the Christian
name that they are ready 10 knife a good
man simply because he has not oiled the
machine or trotted around the streets under
the same banner to the lifeand drain.
"Itis a disgrace to our Christian civilizi-

tlon that such unprincipled methods are
pursued; such sliuging of mud, through
press and platform; such atrocious wood
cuts are flaunted to hold up quod men to
scorn, and despicable measures are resorted
to even to defame fair and unblemished
reputations at the dictation of purtbun lead-
ers or abettors.

"Jsut by low and specious cunning, by
alluring premiums for < flictal corruption,
how unfortunately effective is the game of
ousting eoud men and placing in power un-
scrupulous unprincipled, easily handled
creatures, whose cbiel business is to rake in
all the stealings their avarice can clutch ?"'

Invigorous language ho deuouueed the
dens of infamy, dives and other places pro-
tected by "these mercenaiy, Ptll-Clutebing
political vampires," aud continued: "Tho
time lias MOM to cleanse the Augean
stables. Let there be a thorough disinfec-
tion, regeneration and new blood infused,
and the glory of our coui'uon wealth willbe
assured.
"Iplead to-night, in the name of Christ,

whose Gospel 1 am sot to defend— in the
name of the souls of our childron, wl oin we
are commissioned to save; in tho name of
the homes whoso, peace and purity Is the
strength and hope of our city— vote, O
Christian men, to close these dives and pest-
holes that boast of thoir present political
pull, and whose foul presence is more a
menace to our moral health than the Asiatic
pestilence. For this you are responsible,
and for this God willdemand an accounting
at the judgment throne.

"Fourth— Tho impliednecessity ofreward-
ing prominent personal party friends, and
fifthand last, the ceaseless efforts of the
'outs' todethrone the 'ins.' Lies, false wit-
ness, trickery and devices to augment the
registration list nud bribes are current and
Bora effective than eloquence, logic and
brilliant antecedents.-

--"Is is not remarkable and disgustingly
significant that such malodorous, abusive,
libelous things are so rarely exposed except
on the margin of an election, and how de-
plorable tho. number of beautiful reputa-
tions this designing breath of partisan
calumny has slain? This is one of the
crowning vices of our present contest— a
ehiiinc and disgrace to reputable journalism
and an instrument of weak and wicked
men."

In tiis peroration the doctor thundered
out: "Christian citizens, the hour has come
when a iure administration is needed and
a regeneration ».f our whole municipal gov-
ernment and n righteous judiciary. Will
you lihvo the courage of your convictious
and deal a death blow at once and forever
to these* political "buses and legalized forms
of thievery called Mobi' and 'pulls,' that this
fair metropolis of tlio Pacific may b« re-
deemed from Us preying vices now and fore-
ever?

"Oh, Christian citizens, you may boast of
your determination to vote ft straight ticket,
but that youcan only do as a God-fearing
man when all the men are straight who are
on the ticket. Honor your conscience.
Revere your solemn duty to God and your
country, and that duty will be revealed so
clearly that it will be impossible to en-
throne wicked rulers, corrupt legislators and
purchasable bribe-taking officials. Purge
out the old leaven with all its death stench
and filth and usher in the new leaven of
sincere, honest, integrity-loving men in our
city mill .State departments, so shall the
dory of fair Columbia in the twentietn
century eclipse tho fondest dreams of poet
or vision-wrapt seer."

.- and county ofSan Francisco ;to create a
sinking fund for the payment of said
bonds, and providing for the submission
of this act to a voteof the people.

[ApprovtdMarch 17, 1891. J
The People of the State of California, rep-

resented in Senate and Assembly, do
enact as follow3:

. Section 1. For the pnrposo of providing
a fund tor the payment of the indebted-
ness hereby authorized to bo incurred by
the Board of State Harbor Commissioners,
lor the erection aud furnishing of a Rfnerafrailroad, passenger nnd ferry depot nt ornear the foot of Market street, in the city
and county of San Frnnclsco, at a cost uot
to exceed SGOO.COO, which the said Board of
State Harbor Commissioners are hereby
authorized to construct in the manner ana
method authorized by law, and at a cos?
not to exceed said $600,000, the State Treas-
urer shall, immediately liter the Issuance
of the proclamation ol the Governor, here-
inafter provided for, prepare suitable bonds
of the Stata of California: On» thousand

'

bond*, in the denomination of $100 each;
COO bunds, in thedODonilijatipn of caiOeach;

250 bonds, in the denomination of $1000
each. The whole issue of said bonds shall
not exceed the sum of $600,000, which said
bonds shall bear interest at the rate of 4
per centum per annum from their date, and
shall be payable at the officeof t'i«i Stats
Treasurer at the expiration of 19 years
from their date. Said bou<is shall bear dale
the first day cf January, A.D.1893, and shall
be payable on the firstday of January, A.D.
1912. The interest accruing on said bond*
•hail be duo and payable at the office of

and tho first day ofJuly of each year; pro-
vided, that tne first payment of interest 1

this section. Sad Treasurer shall, on
Controller's warrant* duly drawn for
that purpose, employ the moneys in
said sinking fund in the purchase of bonds
of tho United States, which said bonds shall
be kept In a proper receptacle, approprl-.
