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LANDING IN THE WINDOW.

Columbus in All His Glory
at Raphael's.

A Grand Production of Christ. Ar-
rival-Thirty People Take Part in

the Tsb.e*u V.vant,

•'Keep your eye on this window" has
been the notice posted at Raphael's for some
days past. The curtains have been drawn
carefully down and a general atmosphere
of mystery and expectation pervaded the
place. Yesterday afternoon the shades were
run up and the result of the last few days'
personal efforts ofJ. W. Raphael were di.-
played to the throngs on Kearny street.

From the moment the Window was ex-
posed the sidewalk before the building was
blocted with a crowd of wondering gazers.
It certainly is one of the greatest window
displays -seen in San Francisco for some
time.

The landing of Columbus at San Domingo
is represented by an immense tableau
vivu.t. Nearly thirty persons are pictur-
esquely grouped in the big corner window.
The perils ci the discoverer en the deep,
bis successful landing and the subsequent
triumph at court are faithfullyportrayed.

At the extreme left-hand corner nearest
to the Kear nv-. treet entrance is a _r..__p of
large ian palms, beneath which several na-
tive sens of San Domingo are reclining.
They are arrayed in all the extravagant
savagery of the times— moccasins rudely
tanned skins, beads and feathers. They
nodded pleasantly to the crowd and chatted
in English with each other. There isnoth-
ing to fear from them. The most timorous
may approach litem withequanimity.

Between them and the plate-glass front
the mighty deep heaved and swelled. The
waves were done the proper green to a turn,
and streaks of white indicating foam bad
been vigorously added, lending the effect of
stormy weather. Miniature shits rose and
fell with the water. Upon the masthead
and to port and starboard tiny incandescent
lights were burning. Christopher had cvi- i
den tly been cautioned against collision With
the teeming craft of the high sia.

Upon a narrow neck of land, fullbefore
the plate glass, stood the intrepiddiscoverer
and his hardy baud. The crew, from Its
numerous privation?, had dwindled down
to but eight faithful souls. Of course this
is only a representation of the heroic Colum-
bus. The children should not be told other-
wise. But it Is very like him

—
slashed

doublet and hose, mantle and velvet cap,
and flowing white locks. It struck the
crowd as being a remarkably true likeness.
A monk in cossack and cowl, holding a
cress, stands by him. A line of sailors
and adventurers rangeon either side. They
represent the act of taking possession of
the island in the name of the crown of
Castile. Itwas allbeautifully done.

Now would you see the grand triumph
of the voyager? Step along with the throng
before the window in tbe .alley, and there
you ami Alittle oilingof the imagination
and you can believe yourself at the court of
Madrid. Upon a raised dais, seated on a
throne, and under a canopy emblazoned
with the arm. of Arragon an 1 Castile, sit the
imperial pair, Ferdinand and Isabella. They
are richlydressed invelvet and ermine, and
present a very true picture cf the splendor
of those favored sovereigns.

A jester, in cap and bells, lies at their
feet. He winks slyly as you gaze at him.

Two pretty pages stand on either side of
the throne, ready to attend on the royal
pair. Courtiers, knight and ladies aro
grouped about the "hall." In the back
ground are a few Indiaus, just arrived, and
there at Ferdinand's feet lie* a box of treas-
ures from the New World.
Itis the hour of Columbus' triumph!Let

him enjoy it while he may; there are bad
enough days ahead. :

The Mohican left San Francisco May 19
last convoying and towing the United States
steamer N'.psic to the new naval station at
Port Orchard.

Trouble at the Home for the

Adult Blind.

THE ALAMEDACELEBRATION

A Druggist Ties From an Cverdoss cf Kcr-
pliin.

—
A Facchman KilledNear San

Lorenzo—The Catholic Fair.

Superintendent Sanders of the Home for
Adult Blind is in the position of a school-
master whose big boys have risen inrebel-
lion against him. Itis his duty to preserve
order and the unruly element is doiug what
it can to prevent bin.. The charges mada
by F. A. Campbell of the board of directors
are primarily responsible for it. The super-
intendent has maintained discipline for
seven years past, and in an interview witha
Call reporter last evening he stated that
he willcontinue to do it as long as he re-
mains at the head of the institution. He
suspended an inmate named O'Connor the
other day for several acts of insubordination,
one of which was the cry of "Down with
Sanders!" during a speech in the smoking-
room to other inmates a few nights ago.

"Yesterday about sixteen inmates came
into my office," said the Superintendent,
"and It appeared to me that their object
was intimidation. In au irresponsible way
they demanded the suspension of olbers
upon grounds which were not true, saying
that is Isuspend oue for fiery utterances I
should suspend-more, ti- ... .'.-'v.. ._:,- '

"They were in the nature of bulldozing
tactics, not to be tolerated if the order of
the institution is to be preserved. You
must not think there is a mutiny here, bow-
ever, as everything isnow going smoothly."

Another inmate, named 'fucker, has since
then charged that the meat furnished by
the institution is unfit to eat. and stated
that he told F. A.Leach, a director, of this,
aud that the latter ouly said that he was
sorry.

Mr. Leach, when interviewed last even-
ing, gave a different version. lit; asked
Tucker to complain to the board ifthe food
was not good, but the latter went off at a
tangent in a sort of calamity speech in
which he forgot about meat and begau to
declare that he was a free citizen, not born
to be locked behind "clanking cell doors in
an asylum for the blind"or anywhere else.

"There are some malcontents who have
taken advantage of the superintendent's
kindness," said he, "and it is his duty to
promptly meet all insubordination.

"O'Connor is not blind, but was admitted
by the directors because he claimed that he
was becoming so and wanted to learn a
trade while he could see. It was through
their kindness that be was favored, and
now he is causing a lot of trouble in return."

In the water-front suit yesterday the ar-
gument was continued allday upou the mo-
tion to admit as evidence the ordinance of
1853, retraining the water front to Carpen-
tier. The water-front company, by this
means, wants to prove a double title, while
the defendants hold that the second ordi-
nance is superfluous, if title is claimed by
the ordiuauce of 1552. Mr. Cotton, on this
ground, argued thai if the plaintiffs claim
title under a deed they must produce it,
and ifthey fail then it will be in order for
the defendants to move to strike out the
firstordinance, which was to pave the way
to a deed. The argument was continued
till10 o'clock this morning.

Albert Norman, a painter, fell from a
scaffold while working near MillsSeminary
yesterday, landing on his head. He was
taken to his home, on Thirteenth avenue,
where -he wa* lyinglast evening ina very
critical condition.

Frank Santos, a Portuguese resident of
Centerville 60 years old, fell from a wagon
near San Lorenzo yesterday and broke his
ne<k.

Albert N. Perry, a fruit-dealer living at
10C4 Ninth avenue, swallowed sixty grains
of morphine Tuesday night, from which be
died. He was formerly a druggist and had
been in the habit of taking opiates fre-
quently. He bad complained ef pain dur-
ing the day and it is not known whether be
swallowed an overdose of poison to relieve,
tbis or whether be intentionally committed
suicide. The Coroner's inquest did not de-
termine the matter. Ferry was a young
man, unmarried.

The St. Francis deSoales Fair opened last
evening with a flattering attendance. An
address of welcome was delivered by Kov.

Opening
the door of the small cardroom in the rear
of the place Obermeyer was found sitting

SHE IS A HOODOO SHIP.
Some Strange Tales of the

Knight Commander.

WHAT ONE MATE SAID.

He Wonld Not Be Surprised IfShe Should
Founder at Sea and Did Not Want

to Sail in Her.

The report from Liverpool that itIs feared
the bark Knight Commander,, from this
port for Queenstown, has foundered off the
Horn, arouses some- very preploxing and
disagreeable speculations.

The Knight Commander is one of a num-
ber of vessels owned in Liverpool, and all
having the prefixKnight, as Knight Errant.
Knight Templar, Knight Poursurvant, aud
so forth. She is about the oldest of her
class and decidedly behind the age as a
swift and safe carrier. She was rigged as a
bark when she arrived here for the simple
reason that she was dismasted in the voyage
here, and a sufficient number of spars could
not be obtained at Port Stanley when she
put in there to refit. , "

The Knight Commander arrived here on
April 4 and sailed on July 30. She has
therefore been out only about eighty days.
She was not likely to be spoken by any
steamer below Valparaiso. It is therefore
passing strange that rumors should already
be spread that she is lost

In this connection it Is pertinent to re-
call an interview between First Mate Mul-
ler of the Knight Commander and a repre-
sentative of Thk Call, who boarded the
vessel when she docked a week or twoafter
ber arrival.

Muller was evidently uneasy in his mind.
He said the ship carried too small a crew,
and showed the miserable quarters In the
forecastle which it occupied.' Then, taking
the reporter into his cabin, he showed how
the woodwork was rotten, and great rents
in the walls and roof showing the sky. "A
single heavy sea," said he, "would sweep
all this away."

Then he showed a wide, deep hole abaft'
the mainmast, covered with a grating and
communicating directly with the hold. Ifa
big sea should come aboard or the vessel
be pooped there is nothing in God's world
to prevent tier from sinking. Idon't want
to go out in her. Iexpect nothing less than
for her to founder at sea. "\u25a0'..'""•

The reporter did not see Male Muller
again, but the conversation made a lasting
impression on his mind which the rumor
of the present disaster has not tended to
remove.

The Knight Commander has always been
looked upon as a "hoodoo" ship by sailors
from the time she made her first trip from
Calcutta to Liverpool. Her career bas been
a most romantic one. The scenes that have
been enacted on her decks, and the storms
she has been through would furnish material
for a novelist like Captain Marryatt.

She was built of Iron in Dublin in the
year 1864 for H. Ferris of Liverpool, in
which port she was registered. Itwas just
after the war of the rebellion in this country
that she made her first trip in command of
Captain Bell. Times were still lively and
war prices could still be obtained, so there
was a great deal of money to be made by
getting some of the luxuries of the Orient
to Liverpool where they could be sold to
American merchants. '.'

Her first run was to Calcutta for tea, and
as she was built for speed, she made her
run ingood time. She carried sails where-
ever they could be placed. Studding-
sails stuck out over the bulwarks almost as
far a* the length of tho ship, They occa-
sionally .few away in the gales of the Indian
Ocean, but ihey were replaced; anything to
make time.

Dozens of men have met their death by
being washed from her decks. An appren-
tice boy was killed by falling.down her
hatchway Into the hold. There have been
lights with mutineers and among the sail-
ors. Men have fallen from the rigging and
been killed, and in many ways her decks
have been stained witb blood.

Some of her runs have been made in ex-
traordinarily short time and others have,

been almost endless. On her last trip she
was 453 day* getting here from Antwerp,
and arrived here a bark, although she left
Antwerp a ship. She left Antwerp in Feb-
ruary,' 1891, and put into Port Stanley,
Falkland Islands, July 3 of the same year.
She sailed again, but returned on October
iwith a jury-rudder, her own having been
carried away in a storm. When repairs
were ;made she sailed ouce more, but re-
turned December 22 with a mutinous crew.
She got another at Montevideo and arrived
lv Sen Francisco ninety-nine days later.

While at Port Stanley her first mate, Wil-
son, went ashore after some men who re-
fused to work and a fight ensued. He was
taken to jailby a constable, but when being
searched for weapons used his revolver on
the man, wounding him severely. He was
taken to Montevideo, where he nearly died
of his wounds. Wilson had to serve six
months in illfor the offense, and another
mate had to be secured. .

Every Duns, that could befall a ship has
struck the Knight Commander, She has
been becalmed for mouths on the Pacific
and lias had all her masts carried away in
the typhoons of the Indian Ocean. She* has
been in the heat of the tropics. 'where the
pitch melted out of the seams of her deck,
and she has been caught In the ice andsnows of the Antarctic. She has "arrived
weeks before she was expected and has
also turned up mouths after she was given
up. "\u25a0:

Sailors aro afraid of her, and at times it
has been necessary to pay several hundred
dollar:, blood money to get tho very worst
kind ofmen to man the ship.

It Was Iter Fault.
An inquest was held last nightover the

remains of Mrs. Felicia Splez of 10 Sonora
place, who died Tuesday afternoon at the
Receiving Hospital. She was ridingupon a
Presidio and Ferries car Monday afternoon,
and, while fondling her dog, slipped from
her seat and fell to the ground. Her sknll
was fractured and she was taken to the hos-
pital, where she died. The Coroner's jury
found that Mrs. Splez' death was acciden-
tal. They said that it was caused by her
own carelessness and exonerated the grip-
man and conductor of the car of all blame.
