DE YOUNG ON* DE YOUNG.

De Young devotes twelve columns of his
own paper and one column of his little
pvenina leaflet to proving that Califor-
nia ought to send him to the Senate. _ If
it takes so much argument to prove Itthe
job must be tough. Itis, in fact, one of the
toughest jobs of the day, and it is no won-

der it strains the muscles of those who
undertake it.
It is no part ofthe business of The Call

to manage the Chronicle, or to criticize the
plan on which it is run. Cut as one of the

events of the day, the course which that

sheet sees fit to pursue fillsan indifferent

observer with mild amazement. The pur-

pose of its proprietor is to get himself
elected to the Senate. The best way of
carrying out that purpose, in his opinion, is

to browbeat and bully every one who is
opposed to him— that is to say, the respecta-

ble classes— and to call them names. Thus
he calls the Non-Partisans, who certainly

include among them some of our best people,
••office' seeker-" and "soreheads," "the
quintessence, of do-nothingisro," "mallg-
nants," "old knaves and traitors." "ras-

jcals," "broken-down politicians," who are
actuated by "spite and malice." It is by

these arguments that De Young expects to
conciliate the most substantial citizens of
the state which he wants to represent in
the Senate. lie has been in the habit, it
seems, of addressing those around him in
the language which gentlemen would hard-
ly apply toa dog;and the habit is incurable.

The great bulk of the merchants of this
city and State have banded themselves to-
gether In a Traffic Association, with the
laudable purpose of promoting the exten-
sion of trade and of reducing the cost ot
freight transportation. No one, outside of
the railroad employ or hired agents, can be
opposed to such an organization; Itcom-
mends itself to the approval of every one
who possesses a grain of intelligence.

In times gone by ie has bawled against
the railroad vociferously. But vowithas
never spoken of the Traffic Association ex-
cept to sneer at it. It has pooh-poohed its
efforts, and according to its usual ethics it
has imputed base motives to the gentlemen
who were at its head. It lias convinced
every one that itis not on the side of the
people in the traffic controversy, but that,
for reasons best known to Itself, itis on the
side of the railroad monopoly. Many peo-
ple believe that De Young is- in the pay of
Huntington, aud that the latter expects to
recoup himself by services to be hereafter
rendered by the former, if he nets into the
Senate. All this is no secret. Everybody
knows it. Everybody talks of it. And De
Young thinks this is the way to induce a
California Legislature to elect him to the
Senate.

Finally, itis through the aid of tbe bosses,
Kelly and Crimmin?, that be expects to
break his way into the Senate. Now San
Fraucisco bas bad many bosses, who have
not left a sweet savor ln the public nostrils
when they passed away. \u25a0 But as odorous as
any of these are Crimmins and Kelly. It
shocks decent Republicans that the pat-
ron ge of their party should be dispensed
by them. They were revolted at the pack-
ing of tbe primaries. They were dis-
gusted with the impudent fraud by which a
parcel of City Hall underlings assumed to
be a Republican convention. With the
authors of tbese wrongs, which have alien-
ated the great bulk of the Republican voters
from the party ticket, De Young— probably
from natural affinity—has male a close of-
fensive and defensive alliance. They are
bis backers. He takes bis orders from them.
They picked out a legislative ticket to elect
him. It is supposed that he and the rail-
road furnishes them with money to hire
stutters and repeaters. He has cast bis lot
with them and they have folded him in
their embrace. He is emphatically the can-
didate of the b0...* and the railroad. And
be imagines that 4__e people of San Fran-
cisco are so much in love with bosses that
they will delegate to Kellyand Crimmins
the duty of choosing a Uuited States
Senator. . . #

The Call can afford at this crisis to
give him a littleadvice. Itis not by calling
names and telling Ties tbat be willrepair
tbe mistakes he has made. He has got him-
self into a bole, and it is not by vulgar
abuse of bystanders that be can get out.
He Isgoing to get a lesson which will last
him for life. Ifbe had been contented to
remain in obscurity, wbich is iiis natural
sphere, he might never have known how
profoundly people despise him. He has
chosen to thrust himself into a position so
conspicuous that the contempt and loathing
will be manifest. He will know, before
three months elapse, what his feilow-citl-
zens think of him. And the knowledge will
probably do him good.

THE CIT-f ANI> I'.AILKOAD!.

We publish below a communication hav-
ing reference to mm articles which ap-
peared in The Call a few days ago sug-
gesting the construction of railroads at
public expense in the event that this city
and Slate could not rid themselves of
the outrages which we are enduring other-
wise.

AN INTELLIGENT PEOPLE.

We claim tobe one of the most Intelligent

cities in the United States, yet what are we
so far as people abroad look upon v*? la
every other portion of the Union we are re-
garded as a community governed by the

Central and Southern Pacific Riilroad oli-
garchy and by a class of persons who assume
the guise of politicians, the managing power

of which is not much better than that of a

band of thieves. Year after year money is
famished by the agents of the two railroad
organizations to ;men like Crimmins,* Kelly

&Co. for the avowed purpose of securing
;the nomination and election of men to office
'. who it is understood must do the bidding of
• the men who manage the two organizations.
We say this tiling has gone on for years.

Persons' have been selected and sent to the
Legislature, -whero they have plundered the
people. They have refused even to enforce

the payment ;of taxes;by.tho two railroad
companies, and have selected United States
Senators with the.purpose of aiding Stan-
ford- Huntington &Co. to logroll such meas-
ures through Congress as would assist them,

inmore effectually robbing California. Over
and above the use which has been made of

the persons who have been assisted to obtain.
ottice by money furnished by the agents of

the Central and Southern Pacific railroad
companies, these persons when inoffice have
robbed on their .own account to immense
amount?; have debauched our judicial sys-
tem, manipulated graud and petty juries to
such an extent that life and property have
become unsafe. The Call urges that
everywhere in the United States beyond the
borders of California the extraordinary con-
dition of affairs which exists in this city and
State Is perfectly understood, and it is with
wonder not unmingled with pity for a
people any considerable number of whom
do not feel the blood tingle in the veins at
the outrages which are being perpetrated
upon us. Is itnot surprising that a single
person of Intelligence can be found in San
Fraucisco who.is willing to play into the
hands of the railroad plunderers and their
agents who has not shared in the 111-gotten
gains with them?

wants to perpetuate the regime of
corrupt Supervisors, venal Judges and
knavish administrators. Nobody wants
to go on getting robbed. The workingman
objects as hotly as the capitalist to having

Borne politician swoop down on his earnings

and capture a share of them under pretext
of street improvement or increased cost of
administration. Itis hard to conceive any

one so singularly constituted that, when he
is offered a plain alternative between voting

tint he shall continue to be plundered or
voting that the plundering shall cease, he
can hesitate for a moment how he shall cast
his ballot.

Honorable gentlemen like Abner Doblo,
who says he has been a Republican since the
days of James Buchanan, and PhilipLillen-
tha), who says he was born aRepublican, and
who therefore declare their purpose of voting
the Crimmins and Kelly ticket because it is
masquerading as Republican, belong to tho
same class as the old farmers in Tennessee,
who to this day vote for Andrew Jackson
for President, with this difference that
Jackson was honest while Crimmins and
Kellyare not. But what have the Republi-

can bosses or the Democratic bosses
who run their respective parties done
for the workingman? What does lie
owe them? Once in every two
years they call upon him to vote
them Into power, and when he has done so
they tin round upon him and rob him of
bis substance. When be has cast the ballot
they solicit they are done with him. They
pile up fortunes, and go to spend them at
German spas in an atmosphere of cham-
pagne and music and revel, or they build
blocks of houses here, lend money on mort-
gage or swell plethoric bank accounts. In
all this where does the workman's profit
come in?

Workingmen complain that work Is not
steady here; that with all the advan-
tages of an unsurpassed site nnd an
unequaled climate Industry is stazuat.., the
rewards of labor precarious and the growth
of the city slow. But the reason lies on the
surface. Allover the world the city of San
Francisco is notorious as the worsts-gov-
erned city in America. Everybody has
heard of Buckley and of. the Third-street
bosses and the railroad. Everybody is
aware that property here is what property
was in Mexico before the Diaz administra-
tion ; that it is fair cause for successive
dynasties of bandits. The consequence is
that people of substance willnot come here;
that canital avoids a spot where it is liable

.to loot; that enterprise shrinks from offer-
ing the bandits a new objective point to
rail, and consequently industries which
ought to be in full blast are neglected
and the employments for labor are miser-
ably few. Allsorts of explanations have
been offered for the fact, but the truth
simply is that corrupt government, corrupt
judges and corrupt administration and cor-
ruptrailroad management bave led to gen-

eral stagnation.
The party papers urge upon the workmen

the duty of sustaining the national party of
their preference. Itoccurs to the working
class that party fealty is going to come
pretty high if it costs the maintenance of
corruption at the City Hall. They have an
Idea that, when they are asked to vote into
power the nominees of Crimmins and Kelly
or Sullivan ana Dwyer under the pretext of
serving a national party, they are not in it.
Honest Republicans will best serve Repub-
lican principles by voting down the gang
which tramples on those principles while
retaining the party name, and honest Dem-
ocrats will purify their party by teaching

their leaders that a loug career of villainy
cannot he atoned for except by genuine
repentance. -

THE COILS OF TIIK SERPENT.

Four years ago The Call pointed to the
frauds which were committed by Buckley
and bis associates. It noted how they had
made away with large sums of money and
were playing into the hands of Stanford &
Co. At that election Buckley and bis as-
sociates were nearly wrecked. Two years
co,The Call agaiu attacked Buckley and

his associates. Then Buckley gave way and
fled. The employes of the railroad, how-
ever, would uot let him and bit associates
be punished, but the 'combination between
Buckley and the railroad company was

ken. The Call almost unaided, so far
as newspapers wero concerned, destroyed
the influences of Buckley and his gang.
What next? The railroad took up Kelly,
Crimmins & Co., the railroad probably
furnishing most of the money, but De Young
some of it Now tliey are making the last
struggle to hold the Legislature and the two
United States Senators. Should they suc-
ceed the struggle would only be lengthened
out; it would not be won by Stanford and
Huntington, for tbe city and State are too
powerful to admit of purchase and sale by
which an entire community may be cheated
out of its rights. The time willcome when
Stanford, Huntington and others cannot
browbeat and cow an entire city. The time
will come when the men who sell them-
selves expecting San Francisco to vote them
Into office will bo wofullydisappointed, In
all probability we are upon the point of se-
curing a victory over the bosses who have
betrayed us. At any rate the contest cannot
last much longer, and The Cai.i. predicts
that our citizens will ere long lookback
with as much wonder as they do to-day to
Vigilance Committee times when we were
enveloped in the colls of the serpent.

A BOSS-RIDDEN BOARD.

The evil of having candidates for office on
the Election Commission becomes each day
more apparent. The board Is now a part of
the Kelly-Crimmins machine. Itserves as

• a screen for the ;stuffers whom the Third-
street machine gets upon the register.

-
Up

to Thursday Registrar Brown stood in the
way of the machine. The Taw allows the
Registrar to summon persons who have reg-
istered unlawfully or with an appearance
of fraud before the Board of Election Com-
missioners to show; cause why:their name ;

should not be stricken from the register. :If
the person summoned can: account for the
apparent irregularity be appears before the
board and does so; if be has intentionally
registered fraudulently he pays no attention
to the: summons of the Registrar. On
Wednesday there were twenty-eight persons
whom the Registrar had cited to appear.
Two came before the board and tweuty-six
did not._ The law requires the board to
strike from the register the names of all
who fail to appear. But the Commissioners
apparently thought twenty-six voters a
large number to lose. Smiley; suggested
that too many citations had been issued.
Durst intimated that the; Registrar was
presenting lists of the names of persons who
had never.. been served with citations.
After a littleof this kind of talk Candidate
Durst offered a resolution that the duty Is-
suing citations be taken out of the Registrar's
bands, where the law places it,and assumed

by" the Board of Commissioners. Under
this rule. there will bo no more citations
Issued. The board willnot strike offnames
their bosses had been at some pains aud ex-
pense to put on.

WDO IS FOX SALE?

Itmay suit M.H. de Young If he can sell
the Republican party in this city to Stan-
ford, Huntington &Co. for a considerable
sum of money, but willitplease San Fran-
cisco to have him turn us over to the tender
mercies of these men to bo plundered of
other millions? The game now being played
is that which has been gone oyer a good
many times, but the same parties . think
there is enough salable material here to
enable them to play it again and again.

The Call takes it forgranted that there
are not many men who do not know that
San Francisco has been "robbed, both of
money and property, by our railroad man-
agers time after time, and out of millions
upon millions. Are we >so green as to per-
mit De Young to feather his nest at our ex-
pense out of hundred, of thousands of dol-
lars? For we do not doubt that he willsell
himself to the railroads or that the rail-
roads willbuy him. An astonishing people,
are wenot, to permit ourselves \to be sold
out by. such men as De Young, Crimmins
or Kelly? It will scarcely satisfy those
who are acquainted with the antecedents of
any of these |persona to say they will not
sell us to the railroad for money should an

iopportunity offer.

FOOLING 'HIE PEOPLE.

The Chronicle says "do not be fooled."
Of course the paper means that the public
ought not to be fooled except it be by a few
bosses— De Young and the railroad com-
pany. San Francisco has for ten or fifteen
years past been fooled by nearly the same
persons out of millions of dollars. Will the
good citizens of San Francisco permit this
tooling to go on indefinitely for the benefit

"of the railroad company and a few knaves,
who are mostly hired to play into their
hands? ___________________

It is Columbus day and celebrations of j
the discoverer's achievement willtake place

in every city and county of the State. This
rejoicing is a sign of the vitality of
patriotism, which may be described in great

part as pride inone's own achievements and
those of our race. Columbus, alive to-day,
would be mystified by what the northern
part of the hemisphere has become. The
southern hemisphere, where the Spaniard,
the Portuguese and the Italian preponder-
ate, ifEuropeans are weighed with a mixed
native race, might be recognizable, but the
United States has forged ahead out of
touch in material advancement even with
European countries. What, for instance,

would Columbus say to the long-distance
telephone conveying speech and music 900
miies toa listening ear? What would hn
say of our magnificent railroad system?
And so with many other features of our
energetic people in the administration of
their own affairs. Verily Columbus would
say: "The world has not been made in a
day and Ihave only performed my share."

An odd sort ot a telegram comes from
New York. It is to the effect that the re-
sult of tlie election in California may
seriously affect Southern Pacific securities.
Also Itis said

*'
that the election of officials

independent of Southern Pacific influence
will force a complete change in the policy
of that corporation, and also pave the way
for competing railroad enterprises." Yes, •
but all this reform willnot be accomplished

with the consent of the Southern Pacific.
To expect the Southern Pacific to give a
hand in building competitive railroads is
chimerical. Nor will it retire from politics
until driven out of the field. Suppose the
election does seriously affect Southern
Pacific securities, who cares? Better affect
a rotten, thieving monopoly than a whole
State, which the comimny has treated with
gross injustice ever since itgot on its legs.
Tbe notion of expecting commiseration
for the Southern Pacific. Company is sub-
lime. Kelly and Criniinins may smile at
this conceit. They know why they were
employed in the sewerism of boss govern-
ment.

The eclipse of the sun yesterday skipped
California, where the celestial function
might have had an immense gathering of
spectators favored by a clear sky. Owing
to bad weather it also deserted Chicago,
which is now In the throes of a monster
Columbian celebration and perhaps has no
time for anything else. An eclipse of the
sun IB these days is no longer an occurrence'
to be propitiated by drums or exorcisms of
any description. The event has been lodged
down tofractions of seconds in the alma-
nacs, and the phenomena pass from stage
to stage with startling fulfillment of pre-
diction, The astrologers of the old days
were feeble folk compared with the modern
astronomers. To-day the telegraph makes
even an eclipse as much a matter of news
as a police court trial. Formeily weeks and
months pussed before the news crossed an
ocean. Now time on the earth is almost one
for the purposes of communication.

Campaign rumors fill the air, metaphori-

cally, with dust, but it is not as damaging

to healthy lungs as the dust from volcanoes
in Alaska. There Is very little doubt the
rumor is well founded that the Southern
Pacific, becoming alarmed at the natural
revolt now so obvious in political affairs,
has passed the word to follow the dag_er
policy without scruples ifother means tail.
The company does not mean to make ittoo
obvious that it is in straits and is a discred-
ited opponent of the common weal, but If
necessary it willshow all the fangs ithas in
an insatiable mouth. Th* Legislature must
be stuffed, regulated and mastered; the
lower offices and the higher must also be
painted with Southern Pacific color; the
judiciary must be tagged, and it is iart of
the scheme always to have the United States
Senator from California a submissive crea-
ture. One such candidate is In the field,
delusively hopeful. All the pressure, foul
and fair, will not avail on this occasion.
The Southern Pacific will be left, and de-
servedly left, In the ditch.

Gangways from steamers to the shore
should evidently be constructed with some
attention to engineering principles. A very
serious disaster has occurred on a gangway
from the City of Paris, Atlantic liner, at
Birkenhead, on the Mersey.

NOTES FROM NILES.
rrults Which Art* Becoming; of Great

Value to Orchardlsts.
Correspondence of Tint Mobniso Can.

Ithas been said time and again that the
crops of the future, the three great paying
crops of California, willbe almonds, prunes

and apricots. Apricots, because California
only, of all the States, has any large acre-
age suitable to growing apricots to perfec-
tion; Prunes, because almost every acre In
California, suitable to fruit, will grow
prunes, and because the market is practic-

ally,unlimited, as prunes have become in a
sense a necessity upon the tables of the poor

as well as the rich. And almonds, because
no other State in the Union can raise al-
monds successfully and profitably. Inspite

of the fact that the almond is the highest,
priced nut, and a duty of 5 cents is placed
on all imported almonds, it has succeeded
in pleasing the public palate more than any
other and is the favorite nut.
It has been thirty-five years or more

since the first nuts were planted in
this State and it is impossible to tell
just what varieties will be successful in
different sections. This is an almond sec-
tion, for instance, and yet the loss to would-
be growers of almonds has been consider-
able because wrong varieties were planted.
Without doubt the safest variety here is
the true Lnnguedoc, and 60, ns a rule, it
proves throughout the State. Itis a regular
and fullbearer. From Utiorance or care-
lessness sometimes, but rarely for experi-
ment, vast numbers of trees of other soft
shells or the true paper shell have been
planted, only to result in loss, as they are
such irregular bearer* that they fail to be
profitable. Almonds do remarkably well
on the edge of the hills, and here some of
the varieties that are not free bearer* in the
valley fruit well every year. The explana-
tion is easy :the almond is the first fruit to
bloom, in February, an exquisite fragrant,
pale-pink blossom, varying in tint accord-
ing to the variety, and the orchards lying

close to the hills escape the frost, while
those further out in the valley are always
injured more or less ifthere are, as is usual,
sharp March frosts. This same fact Is true
of the Moorpark apricots in this vicinity.

Itis a curious fact that a pliilopena tree
is an nccident, but itid still further true as
a rule that if grafted itwill invariably re-
main to the graft a phiiopena, every nut
being double on the tree. There are sev-
eral of these trees here, ami tiieir owners,
if careful enough to keep them separate

from the others, can got several cents a
pound more than for the best priced nuts at
the confectioners.
ItIs the easiest crop to handle, although

the expense is heavy. The nuts have to be
knocked off from the trees, picked up and
then husked; a rough machine is used, but
is so unsatisfactory that the most of them
must be done by hand. A good worker can
gather and husk 100 pounds a day. A good
yield for a tree is twenty pounds. Trees
should not be planted nearer than twenty-
eight or thirty feet in the orchards, as they

are large-spreading trees by the time they

are 10 years old, and are loos lived if
planted upon the proper stock, which should
be invariably itself. An almond orchard
requires the least care of any tree, except
perhaps the olive and fig. No pruning is
required except to-shape, the tree the first
year or two; no thiuning is required, a
heavy expense in other fruits; the ground
only needs to be plowed and -harrowed.
The red spider is the only pest which at-
tacks the tree, and then does no particular
damage.

As far as is known the first almonds ever
raised in California aud stripped iuto San
Francisco were grown on Daniel Sanborn's
place here in Niles some time in the early

'\u0084o's. Trading-schooners from the embryo
cily found their way to this side of the bay
and bought cargoes of fruit and vegetables
from the Mission and paid as high as 37J_
and 40 ceuts a pound for almonds. The
same orchard ha* still borne regularly and
proli-icMlv until the past three year?, dur-
ing which in company with several other
line orchards the yield has been decreasing
because of the loss of the water of the Ala-
meda Creek. Mrs. L.E. Thane.

The several classes of the Lincoln Night
School last evening gave very Interesting
exercises appropriate to Columbus day.

THE WEDDING RING.
ItFirst Came Into General Ise Early

la the Christian Era.
Magazine of American History.

. The practice of putting on a wedding
ring was introduced about A.I).600. The
ring is emblematical of eternity, constancy
and purity. Wiieatly, in his "Commentary
on the: Book of Common Prayer," says:
"With this signification ithas been used by
Christians in all ages and all rarts of the
church. There can bo little doubt that the
ring was selected rather than anything
"else, because anciently it was a seal by
which orders wore signed and things of
value secured. That it was used among
the old Romans is vouched for by the most
undoubted authorities. TertMllian is per-
haps the most ancient of the Christian
fathers who has discoursed particularly upon
this subject. Bishop Jeremy Taylor, styled
"the. Simkespenre of Theology," preached
a famous sermon (to be found in his works),
entitled "The Wedding King." Originally
the ring was *planed on the first finger of
the bride's right hand, with the words, "In
the name of the Father"; then on the second
with the words, "and of the Sun" ;and next
on the third, with the words,' "of the Holy
Spirit"; but afterward it was transferred
to the left hand to mako a distinction from
the Bishop's, which is worn.on; tlie right
baud. Itwas an old belief that a particular
vein proceeded from the fourth finger of the
lefthand to the heart.

Mary, "Queen of Scots," . was married
with three rings, the middle one a diamond.
President Lincoln inscribed on the inside of
the weddiu_r-ring _he gave 1his wife—which j
was tak^n from her finger as she lay In the
coffin by her son Robert— this sentiment:
