One of the BMost Important Saburbs of
the World’s Metropolis.

Among the most important of London’s
medieval suburbs was Bermondsey, and up
to the spoliation of monastic establishments
its wealthy abbey of the Clunias. This was
granted to Sir Robert Southwell, who soid
bothlands and buildings to Sir Thomas Pope,
founder of Trinity College, Oxford, and
little remains in the now busy center
of the tanning industry to link the present
with those days. Of the few remaining
antiguities in these parts almost, if not
quite the last, are now doomed to destruc-
tion in the seven old gabled tenements, of
which we give an illustratiop, standing in
Bermondsey street. Both King Staphen
and King John had military depots in Ber-
mondsey, and these old houses are believed

to occupy the site of some barracks built by
the latter monareh. They date from 1570,
and are thought to be the last examples
of sixteenth century domestic architecture
standing in South London. For many years
past they have been used assmall sho
though they contained well-proportione
rooms and some good oak plnellng. Charles
Jnight, In his history of London, men-
tioned one or two other very ancient houses
which were doubtless associated with the
monastery which was standing at the be-
ginning of the century, and also atluded to
the tact that round the graveyard of the
parish ehurch was some pieces of the wall
which bounded the monastery gardens.
The parish church at St. Mary Magdalene
possesses one of the most valuable pieces
of old plate in existence In a silver alms-
dish, believed to date from the reign of
Edward 11, and still used occasionally for
the offertory. Io the centeris a very clearly
chased representation of the gate of a
castle or town, before which a knight is
kneeling, in order that a lady may place a
helmet on his head. The long pointed sol-
lerettes on the feet, the form of the helmet,
and the ornamentation ronnd the arms,
justify the belief of its great antiquity. All
the communion plate of the church is par-
ticularly interesting, as it includes some
pieces inherited from the old abbey, upon
