Laying Out the Victims of the Colum-

bus-Day Explosion.

V,ILSO\S FATAL LOSS OF TEMPER.

The Crowd Interfered \u25a0» Bin inHis Discharge of

Fireworks and De Recklessly Set Off the

flortar That Created Such Havoc.

Los Akgeles. Oct. 22,-Another victim

of last night's terrible explosion died this
morning at 10 o'clock-. Gilbert Christian
breathing his last at that hour. The boy

was conscious to the last.- Young Griffith s

leg was amputated this morning. be total

number of deaths la six, including that of

Christian. The child identified last night

as Ogarita Cohn was this morning found to

be Lilian Rapp. Aside from this there is

no change in the death list, except young

Christian as above noted.
No further persons seriously wounded

hate been found, and it is now believed that
all willrecover with the exception of Freda
Rapp, whose condition is serious.

At the police station this morning the evi-
dences of last night's terrible scenes were

almost obliterated, but crowds of curious
citizens still lingered around in front of the
place inquiring of those who came out how
many were dead and how n.any were
dying.

Frequent inquiries were mnde for those
who have not been heard of by the people
since yesterday, and there was much ask-
ing for the names of those hurt. The dead
to the number of six have all been removed
to the morgue, and at 10 o'clock but two

werein the Receiving Hospital, the others
having been removed to the County Hos-
pital. . ,

At the morgue arc the bodies of six ol

the victim. Lying side by side are the
bodies of Frank Ford, Louis Oden, Antonio
Rigbetto, Victor Ciissmo and Gilbert
Christian. The body of little LillieRapp

was put in the vault away from the eyes of
the curious throne, who surged inone door

and out the other to view the remains. So
great was this throug of morbid, curious
humanity that it was found necessary to
call on the Chief of Police to detail two
policemen to keep back the crowd.

At 2 o'clock the inquest commenceJ. but
nothing was done beyond identify the
remains, when it was continued till
Monday.

W. 11. Wilson, the man who was incharge j

of the fireworks, makes the followingstate-
ment: "A 6:30 o'clock last evening Her-
man Cammart, my assistant, and myself
started in to set off the fireworks, and for
over an hour piece after piece was set off
without accident of auy kind whatever.
We were about to set off the large ship
Santa Maria when a noise from tne
boy» attracted my attention and Iwent to

see what was the matter. They were past
the ropes and were stealing rockets. We
determined to end the exhibition as soon as
possible. My assistant and 1 took three
four-iuch mortars and started to get back
from the crowd an.i fire them oil to dismiss
the larjie crowd. My attention was
then called to the fact that a
large fountain had not been set off,
and 1 scut Caminert to fire two of the
bomb-, and Ifired one and turned to fire the
fountain. By this time the crowd had
broken down the rope and was Barging into
the inelosare. Cammert fired off the bombs
at this time and started to run. The next
thing 1knew Cammert was yelling that his
leg had been hurt, and he fell down. Iran
to him and helped to put him in a wagon

and took him to the police station. 1did
not know whether any one else was hurt or
not at the time, as so u.uch noise was being
made."

This niorninjj Wilson visited the grounds
Tvl;pre the accident occurred. The ground

was thoroughly cose r.ver in searching for
pieces of the laortarf, but without success.
Wilson was asked for an explanation as to
bow the accident could have occurred. He
said:

"We had here last night mortars from
which to lire bombs of various siz-s. We
had twelve three-inch, two six-inch, three
four-inch and one teu-inch mortar, besides
leverai auvil*.and a ci&'ar-box nearly fullof
u^wder to use in priming the anvils."

6hip and was covered with blaukets. This
box is miasiog, and my idea is ti at some
"boy got it and poured the powder into one
cr two of the four-inch mortars that were
fired off last, aud that caused the damage.

"Cammert says he thought when he
went to put the bombs in the mortars that
they did not go so far down as usual, but
he touched them off anyway, and Itouched
off (ne, and then 1 heard him yell tnat be
was hurt."

These mortars are mad** of steam-pipe,
and are about two feet in length and a quar-
ter of an inch in thickness. They are
screwed on a solid iron base about two and
a half inches thick.

There were three of these mortars used
and but tyro of them can be accounted for
tc-d,iv. Two bases were r>und on t!:e
ground and the tubes supposed to have been
on them were taken to the police station last
night. They are burst and twisted almost
out of any semblance of a tube.

Anexamination of a bomb of- the kind
used in these tubes shows it to have had
tliree Dances of powder in it—Just enough
to eject the bomb. This powder is on the
lower side of the bomb, and 13 exploded by
a fuse. The powder stolen last night was
fonr pounds, was F. F. rifle powder and
was in quantity sufficient to have butt a
tube thicker than the ones Used last night.
Five bombs were also unaccounted for, be-
sides a number of rocket-?.

The grounds around the place of the ex-
plosion are in no way torn up, showing that
the explosion had an upward tendency.

Wilson is st.i11 in custody and will be
detained until after t!:e inquest. Thera is
much feeling against the man, as it is be-
lieved that he last his temper and recklessly
set off the mortars.

MUBDERBB LANE.
He Faiat*4 in Court When the Jury Dt-

c'.arel H:m Gtiilty.
VaBTSTILUI, Oct. 22.—The jury in the

cr.se of W. it. Lane, charged with the mur-
der of Jes&e Goodwin Foulk, returued a
verdict to-'iay of guilty of murder in the
fir.^t decree, with the penalty fixed at im-
prisonmeat for life. The tragedy occurred
at ft moonlight pieaifl given by the colored
people at bbsiten'i Grove, near this city, on
the night ofMay 17, last.

The trial was attended by many sensa-
tional features, among which was the testi-
mony of defendant's own daughter. May
Lane, in which she charged her father with
assaulting her. The murder was ascribed
to jt-aiousy on the part of the father, who,
accompanied by a young man named Bax-
ter Liahtfoot, followed FouJk and May to
the picnic, and in an endeavor to get her
away fr m her lover, Foulk and a colored
man named Flowers were killed.

Dffendaut fainted in the courtroom on
hearing the verdict, and had to be carried
out. Lane is in feeble health and it is
likely that death will release him from im-
prisonment before many months. The trial
consumed three weekV time, and the ver-
dict meets with general approval.

SACRILEGIOUS THIEVES.

Plundering San Juan Caputraaoof It3Sacred
Vessels.

Sax Diego, Oct. 22.— afternoon the
first announcement was made of the rob-
bery of the ban Juan Capistrano Mission,
which occurred on the night of the 15th or
the morning of the ICth. On Monday last
Father Übach was notified by Marco Forster
of Capistrano that the sacristy of the mis-
sion had been broken into and a drawer
rifled of two very valuable silver pieces.
One was a solid silver crown of the blessed
Yiiginand the other was th» pedestal of
the Remonstrance. This is about the size of

\u25a0 Derby hat crown, and the raised work
upon it thews the sacramental emblems of
grapes and wheat. Father Übach says the
two are worth from $1200 to §1500, and are
among the handsomest relics of the mission
day«.

ornaments with these were not molested.

Father Übecb had lons »co urged that these

and other valuables of that mission be
placed with tie Bishop for safe-keeking,

but the Capistranoans would not listen to
hh advice. Nevertheless, all of these relics
ar« most insecurely kept, as eveu in the
priest's chamber there were solid 6ix-foot
silver candlesticks standing about at Hie

time of the robbery. Father Crogan. the
priest in charge, was sick at Santa Ana.
Forster reports that it is now said that a

small-sized man having the appearance of a

tramp was seen hovering about the church

fast before the robbery was discovered.
The Chief of Police has been notified by

Father Übach, but no flew to the Identity

of the thief has yet been found.

OM Joaqnie was one of theprotestauts. and

he wae attacked by a white nafl named
Thompsen. When Joaqaln f.-uud himself

too closely pressed he turned at bay and
Thompson stubbed him to the beait.
Thompson made his escape aud has not yet

been arrested.

WEAVINGTHE NOOSE.

The State Claims to Have ISure Case
Against George Sontag-

FBEBSO, Oct. 22.—The work of securing a

jury in the cas* of The People against
George C. Son tag. charged jointly with
Evans and Son tag with the robbery of a
train at Rolinda, was continued in Judge
Holmes' court this morning.

The courtroom was packed withInter-
ested spectators, many ladies being among

the number present. Thirteen talesmen
were cicely examined as to their fitness to
serve as jurors in the case. Most of them
had fixed opinions as to the euilt or Inno-
cence of defendant. Talesmen 11. 11. Baron
and W. T. Haltingly were excused for
cause.

Both sides used peremptory challenges.
The defendant challenged A. Lindsey for
cause, but the court denied the challenge.

Mr. Lindsey was subsequently excused by

the defendant. Nine jurors had been
secured up to noon as follows:

At the afternoon session nine talesmen

Ailof them bad opinions as to the guilt or
innocence of defendant.

The trial willbe resume I again Monday
morninc. The defense has ten peremptory
challenges, seven of which have been ex-
hausted, and the prosecution with five has
exhausted four. Eight talesmen have been
excused for cause.

Notwithstanding the monotony of the
proceedings the courtroom wascrowded and
remained so duriuc the entire day. The
pro>eiutiou claims to have a dead cinch on
Sontag, white the defense is equally conti-
dent that nothing can be proved against
him.

They
also get 100 acres each, and will receive the
balance of the money in twenty-five years.

LIKE A ItAT IN A TilAP.

Captain Short Caught and Drowned in the
Hold of a Earge.

Portland, Or., Oct. 22.—The Evening
Telagrani's Astoria special says: The tug
Oklahoma arrived from Portland last night
towing the barge Columbia with 9000 sacks
of wheat for the British ship Westgate,
and while landing the barge struck the
wharf, causing a bad l^ak. Captain Mar-
shall Short of the Oklahoma decided to run
the barue inside the Union Pacific Com-
pany's wharf, after which he and one of
the crew went into the hold of the barge to
stop a leak, and the pumps of the steamer
Syphon were put to work to keep the water
out of the birßf.

About 3 o'clock this morning Mr. Lmins-
berry, the Union Pacili: Company* agent,
who was in the barge's hold, came up on
deck, two of the Oklahoma crew following

him. Not more than five minutes afterward
the barge made a lurch out from the dock,
which tumbled tiers of wheat down, catch-
ing Captain .Short just as be was about half
way through the hatch, killing him. Ills
body wa9 recovered this morning.

August Peterson, a deckhand, is missing
and is undoubtedly drowned, as the falling

wheat crushed the barge, which sank to the
bottom. Very little of the wreck or the
wheat is out of the water at high tide.

A renewed effort willbe made to recover
the body of Peterson as soon as th« tide
poo? out.

The wheat is nearly a total loss and tho
accident willdelay tne Bhir> several days.

Captain Short wns 20 years of age. His
wife and parents reside in Portland.

The horses, vehicles and har-
ness were saved, but the barn contained
about l."»0tons ot hay that had been rained
on the farm connected with the school, and
this was a total loss, as was also a large
quantity of corn. The building included
tho residence of the farmer, and the whole
structure cost about 512.000. Owing to the
State law to the contrary there was no in-
%uranee. The origin of the lire Is unknown.

OIL WORKS ALL ABLAZE.
A Fire That Threatened

Much Damage.

Three Engine* Have to Pump Into One Line
of Hose to Produce an Available

Stream— The Lets.

About 6:30 o'clock last night the residents
in the neighborhood of Main and Folsom
streets were started by a heavy explosion,

followed by two or three lesser ones in
quick succession. The residents ran into
the street and saw the whole of the interior
of the California Oil Work*, a three-story

frame building, on the northwest corner of
the streets named, in flames.

Officer James Aitken, who was patrolling
his beat on Mum street and was just u&ove
the house of Engine Company 9, ran to the
engine-house and cave the alarm and then
hurried to the nearest box. No. 51, at the
corner of Folsom and Beale streets, from
which be sont la an alarm to the depart-
nient.

Engine !•ran to the hydrant at the corner
of Main and FoUom streets, and had a
stream of water playing on the fire before
the belis bad sounded the al.it m, but owing
to the lnllamnuble nature of the contents of
the building ablaze, the efforts of tie mem-
bers of this company were, of but little
avail.

'1he fire fed rapidly on the inflammable
contents of tho building, and itwas not long

before the flames shot up through the rooi
and through the windows.

By the time the district apparatus reached
the scene of the Ore, and they were not long
in getting there, the heat was so intense
thai the roof of the Keystone Boiler Works
in a large frame luildhig on the northeast
corner of Main and Folsoin streets caught
fire, and the roof of tho steel works in a
frau:e building adjoining the oil works on
the west and piles of clear spruce and rod-
wood in Hobbs, Wall A Co.'s lumber yard
to the north of the oil works were in a blnze.

The firemen were prepared to make a vig-
orous fight, but they found the odds against*
them, as the water mains in that vicinity
are small and the pressure so slight that
they could not get more than a forty-font
stream on the fire. Not only was the supply
scant, but the heat-was so great that they
could not get near enough to the burning
buildings to bring the water to bear upon it

Assistant Chief Engineer Sullivan, taking
in the situation at a glance, summoned ad-
ditional aid by a second alarm. In fie
meantime he concentrated the streams from
engines 4, 9 and 12 into a triple nozzle,
which produced a single stream of most ex-
traordinary power. 'Ihat one stream soon
made its power felt; wherever it struck the
fire was quenched, and in less than half an
hour it was under control. In the mean-
while other streams were used to extinguish
the fire on the Keystone Works and wet
down buildings to prevent a spread of the
fire.

Chief Scannell, who came down when he
saw the blaze, which illuminated the eastern
sky, gave the order to "take up" when the
fire was under control and there was only
a mass of burning embers on the site of the
oil works, and then there was an oppor-
tunity to discover what damages had been
done.

The building in winch the fire originated,
together with its contents, was totally de-
stroyed. Itwas occupied by John McKee
and Daniel Cotton, doing business under
the firmname ofMcKeo &Cotton.

The roof and upper part of 218-220 Fol-
som street, '•;occupied by G«orge W., Ed-
mund, Thomas and George W. I'ennington
Jr., conducting business under the firm
name of G. &E. l'ennington &Sous, was
partly destroyed and the steel within the
building more or less damaged by heat and
by water.

The lumber that was on fire was in the
rear of John C. K. Ilobbs' and Joseph G.
Wall's lumber- yard, fronting on Spearstreet, Not. 314-321. and known as the depot
of the Elkltiver mills of Crescent City.
Considerable lumber was damaged.

The roof of the boiler works opposite was
not badly damaged.

What caused the explosions and subse-
quent fire could not be ascertained last night
ifthere had been a high wind it is doubt-ful if the firemen, wilting as they were

would have checked the fire as well as they
did, and allbecause there was but a limited
supply of water.

Every time there has been a large fire in
this district there has been complaint of
the supply of water. Everybody interested
declared that it was a shame, and there the
matter ended.

The owners of the oil works were unable
(ogive figures as to the amount of their
loss, but It is estimated that it willreach
$20,000, with some Insurance.

Tho Pea alofton* estimate their loss at
from $0000 to $7000, with only $3000 in-
surance.

The lots sustained by Ilobbs, Wall &Co.
willreach 84000 or SSOCO.

The aggregate less will foot up from
$30,000 to £30,000.

RAPHAEL'S GRIEVANCE.
The l'oiice Interfer* With Hit Show.

Window Exhibit.
J. W. Raphael, the Kearuy-strret clothier,

Is again in trouble with tlie minions of the
law, owing to his enterprise in making at-
tractive window displays. The performance
behind the big platr-glaxs naturally draws a
crowd, and this led to a falling-out between
Mr. Raphael and the policemen. In speak-
ing of his grievance last night the merchant
said:

"No doubt on passing down Kearuy street
you may nave observed in our show-win-
dow the discovery of America by Columbus
nnd Columbus before King Ferdinand and
Queen Isabella on his return from his voy-
age of discovery. This attracted quite a
crowd, in fact, such a great crowd that we
sent to Chief Crowley and asked him for au
officer to assist our men in keeping the side*
walk clear. Our representative whom we
sent there was grossly insulted by the chief
clerk and naturally we were compelled to
B<-ek aid elsewhere. Now, as taxpayers,
paying taxes on $400,000 and over, we natu-
rally feel that we should receive some cour-
tesy when calling upon the police, or at
least be treated as gentlemen should be
treated.

"We wore compelled to go to Harry
Morse's agency and hire three men, but
they could not keep the street clear, so we
ngain appealed to ChicfjCrowiey.who was ab-
sent from bis office, and hit clerk again
treated <ur representative grossly, so we
deputized our employes to keep tho streets
clear if possible.

"About 3 o'clock in the afternoon Ihap-
pened to bo goiug down the street and I
noticed one of our competitors showing in
an excited manner the crowd in front of
our doors to a police officer; his name Iwill
not mention. After my return from lunch
this officer told metnat we were raising too
big a crowd aud that our neighbor com-
plained that he could not do business. Now
yesterday being a legal holiday, 1 investi-

gated the matter ami found that that house
was closed so how could they complain?
"Itgrieves me greatly after going to con-

siderable exiense. troutle, thought and
study lo get a grand grouping, and trying
my best to please the public through legiti-
mate channels, to have the officers contin-
ually interfering with the progress of our
business. San Francisco has a reputation
which it cannot afford to be proud of, as
itmakes attempts to killoffenterprisarather
thau foster it,nnd its reputation as au en-
terprising city is not above par East, or any
place where thrifty blood flows through
men's veins.

"Last evoning when in my office, an ofTi-
cer rapped and said, 'Unless you imme-
diately pull down your curtains in your
windows 1 willbe compelled to arrest you.'
So Isaid, 'We'll pull them down for one-
half hour until the crowd lessens, and then
we willraise them.' 'Well, If you do that
we will arrest you immediately,' was the
answnr. Iwas compelled after an outlay of
82500 to pull down my curtains last night
in fear of arrest.
"Ihave one case now before the Superior

Court, as Iwa3 arrested last March for ob-
structing the street, so they claim, and after
Judge Love distinctly Instructing the jury
to bring in a verdict of guilty, contrary to
the expressions of the Jurymen after the
trial, Iappealed that case to the Superior
Court, and itis on tho calendar to appear
before .Judge Wall a v in the near future.
IfIlose itin that court Iwillcarry it to the
Supreme Court of the United States, as I
will not be 'downed' by any petty jettlousy
of competitors." _

MR. LEE OF SAN BENITO.

An Outsider Who Wants to
Ec County Clerk.

CANNOT FTEN TOTE HERE.

A Large-Sized Nut for the "Republican"
Party and Its Nominee

to Crack.

The effrontery of some people Is simply
apuallingl

Here is Gaorge W. Lee of San Benito
County, an outsider and interloper, who
wants to be County Clerk.
Itis n sad reflection upon the "Republi-

can" party that they have to fall back upon
a resident of Sau Benito as their nominee
for such on important position. Aud yet
auch is the case.

The fact of the matter is that Mr. Lpp,

who has his domicile in San Benit') County,

ennnot hold office in the city or couutyof

Sum Francisco.
That is a plain issue and there is no way

of getting round it.
Mr. Lee cannot play the doubie-shuffls

act and be a resident both of !San Francisco
and San Uenito counties. He must be
either a resident of the one or of the other.

On August 1he filed an application at the
Land Office in this city to pre-empt the
northwest quarter of section 5, township

17 south, range 11 east, San Beaito County.
Ills application is numbered 12,837.

Previous to this date Mr. Lee had been

for some time residing on the land, and like 1
Jacob of old, dwelt iv a tent.

'
His ranch Is situated on the right hand

side of the road going from Tres Pinos to
New Idrla, a few miles east from the house
of Daniel McDonald, an old settler in the
Vallccitos Valley.

Stick-raising is the principal industry
among the settlers in this valley. Itis a
land admirably suited to that purpose, and
wouldcapture the eye of a California!) even
in tho dry season, but it would disappoint
an Easterner.

No Easterner would believe that the fat
cattle he saw there would grow (at in such
dead-looking hills, whore there is not a spear
of green grass and where the "fileree" and
weed* crackle under foot and the dust rises
everywhere you step.

The only trouble about farming in all that
section is the lack of good water and the re-
moteness of the farmer from the markets.
A railroad would bo the making of the
conutry.

Not long ago a reporter of The Call
visited that section and had the pleasure of
calling upon Mr. Lee at his ranch. The
License Collector pointed to his country

"home withconsiderable pride anil drove the
reporter In Illsbuggy around his domain so
he could take in all its beauties and advan-
tapes.

Mr. Lee'l remarks to the reporter on that
occasion are wotrh reproducing. Here they
are:
"Iam here and Iam satisfied," said ho,

as be surveyed his brown acres. "As you
sen it is as good a quarter-section r.s there
is In this country. Some of it is level laud
and some rolling, 1have at least 100 acres
of tillable grtiutid. There is a spring on it
and 1enn get a good well by diguing 15 to
25 feet. The scii Is from 510 Idfeet deep.
Itwiilgrow anything.

"\\hat will iteott me altogether? About
£3 an acre, 1 should say.

"This is a smaller valley than the l'an-
oche, but it Is siuerior to it in some re-
spects. Our altitude is 2100 feet. The air
is pure nud healthful. 1 don't want any
better place. Ican leave here in the atont-
lng and reach Sau Francisco at night.

"Nil, 1 am not getting this land as a
speculation. Itis for a home place when 1
wish to go rusticating at times. Although
Icannot get a long vacation, Ican fulfillall
the requitenients of the law and get this
land very clieip for a home. Iam not de-
pending entirely upon agricultural pros-
pects as there is a good open range at the
back of my valley laud running up iuto the
hills.

"There is plenty of land to be had here—
any amount of it—and good land too. Those
who have been saying there is not have no
knowledge of the real condition of things.

"A good many people ate locating here,
.Ml they ate getting good land. Ihave
bron all around this county and have
dragged a surveyor's chain and worked in a
practical way. Iknow wha.t Iam taiking
about. It is a fine country. Itwill raise
the best of fruit, and it has no more draw-
backs than many of the highly favored sec-
tions ot the State.

"Mauy people are just poking their noses
into San Bentto County, netting discouraged

nil of a sudden and ii.ru going asvay in dis-
gust. They havo not looked far enough.

"Then too there are those who are payiuz
unscrupulous persons large fees for locat-
ing them. In this way many unsuspecting
pentena have BMG boldly swindled. They
should have sought out reliable and trust-
worthy persons to do their locating for
them.

"Many have gone into business blind-
folded and have regretted it.

"There is money in stock here, and there
are good opportunities to put them on
ranges.

"Iam going to build a pood house on mv
claim—no squatter's cabin. Sau lionito
County is good enough for me."

Out of his own mouth Mr.Lee stands con-
victed of being a homesteader of the purest
and most approved pattern.

The mode of procedure to obtain title to
public lands under the pre-emption, home-
stead and other laws, as contained In a
circular issued from the General Land Office
on February (ilast, is as as follows:

To obtain a homestead the party should
select and personally examine the laud and be

"For Instance, if 1 wanted a Quarter sec-
tion, say in Alameda County, Icould go

there on Monday, put up a tent as a tem-
porary dweiiing-place and file nay applica-
tion the following day.

"But it must be considered my hora« at
the time Rnd 1 must reside on it for five
years continuously. If not Iwould forfeit
my claim to It.
"Iwould, of course, be considered a legal

resident of that county, and could not be a
resiiieut of that county and of San Fran-
cisco also."

The further question was then asked :
"Could such a man hold a civic office in
San Francisco?"

"WIjV,of course, not. How could lie, if
his lf»uai residence is in an outside county?"

"What Is the law la regard to voting ?"
"Aman most have resided ninety days in

the city before he can vole."
This is surely explicit enough.
The rancher of San Benito County catiuot

even record his vote here.
If he claims that he has ra«ided here for

ninety days Rtid )\u25a0* therefore entitled to
vote he must forfeit his title to his ranch,
because it is distinctly laid down that "occa-
sional visits to the land ouce in six months
or ofteiuT is not residence. The homestead
party most actually inhabit the land and
make it the home of himself and family as
well as improve au'l cultivate it."

Thia is a large-sized nut for the "Republi-
can" Party in general and George W. Lee in
particular to crack.

HE LIKES TO SEE FIRES.

A Young Man Who Responds
to Every Alarm.

HOW HE REACHES THE SPOT.

Description of the Quarters in "Which the

Amateur Fireman and His Horse

Liva.

Everybody who has read the famous
"Legend of Sleepy Hollow"recollects the
author's vivid description of the headless
horseman.

How the decapitated Hessian trooper and
his famous steed frightened the inhabitants
of the locality by tearing down the road-
way with a clattering of hoof 3at the mid-
night hour, and furnished the sage house-
wives with material for many a ghostly
tale.

And how happy, rollicking, lirom Bones,
the handsome admirer of the uretty farmer's
daughter, was the cause of their perturba-

tion.
San Francisco has a modern lirom Bones.
He dashes through the streets at all hours

of tiie night in much the same way as his
ghostly ancestors did.

He is no specter, however, but is real
flesh and blood, and has a weil-developed

head firmlyadjusted to his shoulders.
In all other respects he resembles his

ghostly prototype and has caused many a
good citizen to turn over in his bed at an
unseemly hour to wonder "what the trouble
was."

His name is Alexander George. He is a
familiar figure to police officers and mem-
bers of the Fire Department, among whom
tie is generally known by the sobriquet of
tha "fire horseman."

Nobody is so fond of witnessing a fire and
of the consequent excitement and inevitable
dren hing as the average San Franciscan.

With some it amounts to almost a mania
and with young George it is fullydeveloped.

No a'arm of fire is sounded but that he
responds with the promptitude of any mem-
ber in the department.

He rides a small sorrel horse at reckless
si eed through the streets, at the imminent
risk of breaking his neck.

Not infrequently he arrives at the scene
of tha couliagration inadvance of the de-
partment.

Young George is the son of the late Julius
George, a prominent lawyer in this city in
the early days.

Ha U rather prepossessing in appearance
and is 24 years of age.

About three years ago the young man ar-
rived at his majority and inherited consid-
erable property from his fathei's estate.

His father, Julius George, a member cf
the well-known law firm of George &Lock-
burg, intended his si>n to inherit his nourish-
ing law business on his death, and had him
educated for the bar.

Atan early age the lad showed an irre-
sistible inclination to attend fires.

While at school pursuing his studies,
whenever an alarm was sounded, young
George wculd throw his books aside to the
chagrin of his tutor, and gleefully run to
the scene of the conflagration, which he
watched with the greatest Interest.

Every movement of the firemen in fight-
ing the dread element was carefully noted
by him, and he soon became conversant
with the methods employed by them to sub-
due their enemy.

Inthis way the lad became acquainted

withChieflScannell and other subordinate
officers of the department, among whom he
became a great favorite, and who humored
his odd fancy.

When the lad's father died six years ago,
his indulgent mother allowed him to do
BBCfa «8 he pleased.

TUe family resided at 717 Sutter street,
and when young George reached his major-
ity,he changed the family residence into a
miniature engine-house.

His room is en the first floor in the rear of
the house, and contains all modern appli-
ances for telegraphing the alarms.

A regulation gong and tapper such as are
used in engine-houses hang on the wall
above the head of his bed.

They are connected by a special wire
with the local fire telegraph system, and
when the alarm flashes over the wires the
instruments indicate itsimultaneously with
others on the line. On a chair beside the
bed lie his clothes. The pants are neatly
tucked into the waterproof boots in regula-
tion fireman's style, ready to jump into at a
moment's notice.

To the right of the bed, within reach of
his hand, is the handle of an iron lever.

By an intricate system of wires,cord9and
pulleys, the lever controls the gates in front
of the house and the doors of the stable in
whicti the horse Is quartered, and with a
single pull all nre opened or closed at will.

In a small stable back of the house, in the
southern corner of the placp, which was
builtespecially for the purpose, the faithful
little animal lives.

Like its owner's room the placa is a mass
of wire9and pulleys.
Italso contains all modern appliances for

the "quick hitch" used in the engine-houses
for harnessing horses.

The little sorrel stallion stands in its stall
day and night, always ready fora call.

Above the animal's back, suspended from
cords running over pulleys attached to the
ceiling, is a saddle.

When the amateur fireman pulls the lever
which opens the doors and front gates the
saddle drops on the animal's bock and is
securely fastened with a patent catch.

Young George then jumps upon the
horse and clashes up the graveled driveway
to the street with a clatter of hoofs.

Ha dashes along the streets at reckless
speed and turns the corners dangerously
short, but being an easy and graceful rider
has so far managed to escape accident.

Not infrequently he arrives at the scene
of the conflagration in advance of the de-
partment.

Through the influence of his friends he
has been given a regular fire badge and is
never molested by any of the regular fire-
men.

He jumps from the back of his horse,
which has been trained to stand where he
leaves it,and looks over the fire.

At a glance he can tell what steps are
necessary to fight the dread element, and
can estimate a loss with as much exactness
a« Captain White of the fire patrol.

Young George has no fenr oi the clement
he loves.

He boldly assists the linemen in pulling
the hose into the midst of tne flames and
handles the nozzle and plays a stream with
n skill that makes some of the older mem-
bers of the department turn green with
envy.

Ho often proves a valuable assistant to
Chief Scannell and also makes himself use-

fulby rarryiug the tetter's orders to differ-
ent points.

After the fire is subdued he quietly
remounts his horse and returns to his homa
and waits lor anotiier alarm.

XIIIof Spain.

KingAlfonso of Spain 13 now G years old.

He was born a king, having been the post-

humous son of Alfonso XII. His mother is
the daughter of the late Archduke Ferdi-
nand ot Austria and Archduchess Eiiza-
betb, and is also a cousin of the late Crown
Prince Rudolph. Her full name i3Q'leen
Maria Christina Desiree Henrietta Felicite
Renier and *he was born in July, 18f>8.

InNovember. 1879, she became the second
wife of Alfonso Xli, tren King of Spain.

His first wife was Maria de las Mercedes
who died in June. 1878, leaving no children.
King Alfonso XIIdied on November 20,
1885, and left two daughters, namely, tlia
Infanta Maria de las Mercedes. Princess of
the Austria?, born September 11, 1880, wbo
became Queen at her father's death, and
Infanta Maria Theresa, born Novpmber 12,

1882. The son, King Alfonso XIII,was
born nearly five months after his father's
death on May 17, 1886. His mother then
ceased to be Queen of Spain, us the law
gives the preference to the male issue.

King Alfonso XII was proclaimed King
nf Spain in Decembpr, 1874, as his mother.
Queen Isabella 11, had abdicated in his

favor. His widow, the young King's
mother, now Regent of Spain, has charge of
the affairs of the country on behalf other
infant son. She has already won the hearts
of her son's subject?, and fulfilled thus far
the policy she proclaimed to a high officer
of Madrid when, pointing to the cradle
where the infant Kins. only a few nionttis
old, was sleet-Ing, she said: "Mydevotion to
the interests of my child and my ownvirtue
willbe my shield and my guarantee of suc-
cess in this my adopted country, in the six-
teen lone years which separate me from my
boy's majority."

She meets her Ministers in council regu-
larly, and gives much of her study and
energy to her public duties. The young
King has already displayed a love for
soldiers and horses, and seems much grati-
fied by the drill of his troop*, which he
watches daily from his nursery windows.
He is often by his mother's side in state
occasions, and seems to be a livelyand intel-
ligent child.
