AN OPPORTUNITY.
Bow Two GoLd Republican Legislators

Editor Call: The Chronicle seems to

be much exercised over the likelihood of a
Democratic Legislature being elected at tin*
time l»y Republicans refusing to vote the
straight Republican ticket. Now, there is
an opportunity offered for the. Chronicle to
prove its sincerity in its desire for a Repub-

lican Legislature in the Twenty-first Sena-
torial district. This district comprises the
Thirty-seventh and Thirty-eighth Assem-
bly distiict*, extending from O'Farrell
street south to Market and west from Lar-
kin to the ocean.

An Exploded Lamp Causes a

General Alarm.

A COOK SERIOUSLY BURNED.

Judges Lcoking fcr L'ght on the TVa'er-

A general alarm of fire was turned in at

7:30 o'clock last evening for the bursting of
a coal-oil lamp ina room on the fourth lluor
at the Jaunlta Hotel on ban Pablo avenue.
No damage was done the house or furni-
ture except the burning of t bed.
But Fred R. Daniels, a cook, *ho occu-

pied the bed, Wai carried out with his arms
and chest charred and blackened and taken
to the Receiving Hospital.

His burns are very serious and may prove
fatal. Daniels had been reading in bed and
had gone to sleep, leaving the light burn-
ing. He awoke to find the bed'clothing on
fire, and, jumping out. he alarmed others,
who extinguished his burning night cloth-
ing withblankets.

Ho states that be does not know how the
explosion occurred unless in bis sleep, he
put out his arm and accidentally overturned
the lamp.

The three wise judges of Alameda
County, who are referceing the water-front
fight, put on tlteir spectacles and went
a-sailinc over the bay yesterday to read the
rules and regulations regarding the points
raised by the contestants.

AN OAKLAND INVENTION.
Said to Be !\ »».i,. for Electric Car* to

Crati a LSravrbridgn.

A method has at last been discovered, so
says Patrick McKeever of Oakland.whereby
it Is possible for an electric car to cross a
drawbridge and still maintain the current.
The great difficulty has heretofore been
that the wires could not be connected be-
tween the bridge at:d shore in any manner
without leaving the switch open and allow-
ing the current to go to waste while the
bridge was open. Mr. McKeever has sur-
mounted this obstacle by having the. wires
run under water to tho center of the bridge
and from there, to the top and bark to the
end of the bridge, where there is only a
distance of one inch between the wires of
the shore and the wires on tho bridge: this
distance makes bo difference to the trolley,
whose size enables it to pass from one to
the other with, losing tbo current.
By this Invention there is absolutely no

current lost, as the wires are always lined,
making one continuous wire from one side
to the oilier, enough slack wire being left
to allow the bridge to open without break-
ing them. The slack is held taut by weights,
which immediately carry it into the mud
upon the closing of the bridge.
