Some months ago the place was raided
one night by a squad of policemen under
Sergeants Burke and Price-. At the time
mentioned the gang of roughs and heelers
who were given a refuge by Al ilahouey
and hi* father made a vicious attack upon
the police, and it was not until the saloon
and grocery-store was a complete wreck
that they were routed.

Tne police c«me cut of the 'fight "whiter
than mow," for the roughs, said to haye
been led by the young Mahoney, attacked
the officers with sacks of Boar, which broke
and dusted the blue-coated guardians of the
peace from head to foot. •

Al Mahoney makes. no secret of the fact
that he is a Kelly-Criinujins lamb, but, on
tno contrary, seems proud of it. His chances
forelection are so poor that those to whom
he has promised positions as clerk?, etc., at
Sacramento are clamoring for substantial
assistance right now in the way of coin.

SAMUEL HAS A PULL.
HmX Joitlce Cook Order* Him Imprisoned

In the County Jail.
There was a row yesterday between the

.Sheriff, M. A. Dora and Attorney George
J. Collins.

The trouble all grew out of a contempt
ease.
• Some time ago Charles S. Perry sued
Julius Samuel of the Chicago Clock Com-
pany in the Justices' Court and obtained a
Judgment. Justice Cook ordered that a cer-
tain horse and buggy belonging to Samuel
be sold to satisfy Hie judgment. Samuel
refused to obey the court's order to deliver
up the horse and buggy.

Attorney Collins thereupon applied for an
ord«r to show cause why he should not be
punished for contempt. The discussion of
the order was very warm.

41. A. Dorn, the Sheriff's attorney, ap-
peared for Samuel, who is a politician with
ft "null." He swore La would not be

punished, as he had too many political
friends. Ed Williams iuterested himself In
the case.

Attorney Dam contended that the court
had no right to make an order punishing
Samuel for contempt. But Justice Cook
thought otherwise, and ordered that SUBUeJ
be imprisoned by the Sheriff in the County
Jail until he should comply with the order
of the court.

After the order was made, Attorney
Collins stated that the Sheriff was extend-
In? favors to Samuel, aud a wordy w:;r

ensuid.
Notwithstanding the order of the court,

Samuel was not confined in the County Jail
at 6 o'clock LiNt evening.

Attorney Collins said that if the Sheriff
failed to obey the court's order he would
bring the subject before the Grand Jury.

A MIXED-UP MURDER CASE.

Sailor Anderson Was Killed
Instead of Blake.

Charles Calhoun and Nut Eckroeder Was the
Anassin— Wood on the Dead

Maa's Brain.

Charles Calhoun, the sailor who inflicted
the injury that caused the death of A. B.
Anderson, the Swedish 6earuan who died in
the City Rnd County Hospital Thursday
night, was arrested by Officer E^Hn yester-
day and charged with mortar. Calboun
was foiiiid woikn g in the hold of a vessel

at the foot of Ste uart street and was greatly
surprised when Informed that his victim
was dead.

Anderson was one of the crew of the bay
schoouer Express and Calhoun was a sailor
on board the schooner Horace Templeton.

Both vessels lay at the foot of Third street
on September 17, when the Templeton
cleared for a trip toPetaluma. The schooner
fouled the Express while leaving her berth,
and during a quarrel that ensued Calboun
struck Anderson on the head witha piece
of scantling. Anderson was treated at the
Receiving Hospital and upon rallying some-
what was sent to the county institution.
Immediately after the affray Calhoun was
arrested for assault to murder and released
on a bond. in the sum of SIOCO.

When Anderson died Thursday night
there was some confusion at police head-
quarters. Detective .Bam bridge, who re-
ceived the report by telephone, understood
that "Cockuej" Blake, who was recently

knocked down by Charles Schroeder, had
died in the Receiving Hospital. This report
caused Officer Cor.boy to charee Schroeder
with murder. This mistake beiu-; discov-
ere.i yesterday the charge of murder aeainst
Schroeder was dismissed by Judge Joach-
linsen.-

--\u25a0 Blake sat up hi his cot at the Receiving
,Has[.ital and protected that he was very

much alive. lie proved it by Ciiwuming a
bowl of beef tea with consiat-ranie relish.
Although his skull was fractured by strik-
ingagainst the curbstone, lie is now said to
be in a fair way to recovery. The charge

of assault to murder, however, is still pend-
ing against Schroeder.

Dr. Williams made an autopsy upon An-
derson's body and made some peculiar dis-
coveries. A piece of wood an inch longwas
found imbedded in th*» brain over the right
eye. The causa of death was found to be
inflammation of the brain and fracture of the
skull.-

The wood on the brain was not discovered
by the hospital physician*, who ascribed

:the death to "cerebral meningitis."

ELWOOD BRUNER ESCAPES.

The Jury in the Boodle Case
Disagrees.

After Ninety-Six Hours of Deliberation It

Stood Seven for Acquittal and Five

for Conviction.

Elwood Bruner of the boodle Legislature
has escaped.

After deliberating for ninety-six hours
the members of the jury in Ju>lge Wallace's
court were called in, and declared that they

could not agree upon a verdict.
Judge 'Wallace yegterday concluded that

he had given the jury ample time, and at

12 o'clock ordered the bailiff to brlns? the
jury into court.

At 12 o'clock the Jurors filed into their
box. Allof them looked pale and fagged
out, notwithstanding the fact that they had
been quartered and dined at the Baldwin
and were taken to the theater.

The court inquired whether the jury hid
agreed on a verdict.

"We have not," replied Foreman Sutton.
lie also replied that there was no possibil-
ity of the jury ever reaching an agreement

The court replied: "Ithought it proper
that you gentlemen should have a full <>)>-

--portunity to deliberate. You have been
kept out a long time, but the testimony was
very voluminous. Isuppose there is no
other course left but to discharge you from
further consideration of the case, and it is
so ordered."

After being discharged the jury quickly
left the box. borne of those who had stood
by Bruner went up and shook him by the
band.

The foreman presented BailiffPiper with
a handsome set of resolutions for his cour-
teous treatment of them while inconfine-
ment.

But little harmony prevailed among the
jurors, the divergence of opinion being wide
from the very moment they left the box. It
was learned that the jury stood on the last
ballot seven for acquittal and five for con-
viction. Inprevious ballots there was lit-
t!o variance from these figures.

HE IS MIKE'S OWN MAN.
Grant Israel the Associate of

Gamblers.

NEVER KNOWN TO WORK.

A Regular Habitue of Poolrooms and a Man

Who Hai No Visibh Means of
Support.

In tlie Forty-second Assembly District of
this city Kelly and Crimmlns have nomi-

nated for the Assembly a man by the name
of Grant Israel, who wa6 a Kfliy Couuty
Committeemnn, and who has been for
months a hanger-on nt the notorious saloon
at 16 Third street

Israel is a youug man, but his reputation
is not of the best. In fact, he is often in
company with sure-thing Ramblers and
"top and bottom" men. Ills associate*, as
a rule, are men who conduct wheels of for-
tune, sell pools, turn a trick at cards and
conduct other games of that kind in order
to avoid the necessity of honest work.

Israel is best known at the lied Light

saloon at l'O7 Ellis street, where the polling
place was located at the last Republican
primary. The keeper of the saloon in ques-
tion, a man named Brown, kuows Mr.
Israel to the tune of J.r>o, and isnow seeking

to collect the amount due him.
Itseems that at the timed the primary

Israel was a member of the County Com-
mittee, and it was through his influence
that the rolling place was located in
Brown's saloou. Brown fancied the pri-
mary would be a source of revenue to him.
and for that reason was particularly gracious
to Israel and gave him the liberty of his
place. The result of it all was that Israel
wanted all his friends to drink largely and
often, nud when the day was ever the bill
amounted to about £50.

Brown is still trying to collect it.
One of Sir. Israel's most striking char-

acteristics is that while having no private
income, or being possessed of assessable
property, he avoids work and stillmanages
by some means to wear good clothes.

At one time he was appointed to a clerk-
ship in the Health Department of this city
through tie influence of certain political
friends, but the task was too laborious, and
lie Boon gave it tip to his brother, who Is
now in the place. Since that time Israel has
not had any visible meant of support, and
spends most of his time about (liesaloons
in company withnotorious gamblers.

Tne only qualifications possessed by Mr.
Israel are the facts that he is a trusted tool
of Kelly and Crimoiins audit openly for
De Young for United States Senator. lie
was selected simply because it was known
that he could be handled, and that he was a
man who could be trusted to stand by the
bosses. He Is, in fact, one of the most
iamiliar figures about 16 Third street, and
is often seen in consultation withKelly and
dimming in the dingy little room in which
Mike's light it being made.

Then, too, Israel is very fond of the
poolrooms, and when those sinks of vice
were running openly he was seen there
almost constantly. How he lived no one
could tell, but he had money as a rule and
dressed well. It was in that way that he
became known to the gambling fraternity
and struck an acquaintanceship with them
which has ripened into friendship.

There i* hardly a "sure-thing" man In
town with whom he is not intimate, and
they are seen withhim constantly.

In view of the fact that he has no known
employment it might not be difficult to
figure out his occupation.

STUFFERS AND TRAMPS.
A Carious Coincidence Detected by the

Associated Charities.

The Associated Chaiitles met in its regu-
lar weekly meeting yesterday afternoon
and considered the reports of the work of
the past fortnight, no meeting having been
held last Friday owing to the holiday.

Tiie number of 'lescrvinir cases of charity
reported were forty-six, of whom twenty-

five were married couples, thirteen widow?,
one single woman and seven single men.
Eight were referred to the Mayor, fnyr to
the helper!8,nineteen to the San Francisco
Benevolent Society, one to the Plymouth
Circle of King's Daughters, ten to iudividu-
alß and for four work was found.

The woodyard was reported working
(successfully. In all 232 work tickets
b i<! befn issued to applicants, of whom 21G
had put in an appearance and did four hours,
work each, for which they received two
square meals and a place to sleep.
Itwas stated tnet the benefits ifthe wood-

yard were becoming more manifest each
aay. Itnot only weeded out the men will-
ing to work from the genuine tramp, but
men wanting laborers visit the yard almost
daily and engage men who show by the test
that they are worthy of confidence.

For the past fortnight the number of ap-
plicants for helo averaged about thirty a
day, a great many of whom cursed charity
in a!! Its forms when presented with a
ticket for work. Others quietly took the
tickets but did not present them at the
yard, while still others took them, being
glad to get anything to do.

From reports received from outside cities
it appears that the tramp element has been
headed toward San Francisco for four or
five weeks past, but as yet the increase in
applications for charity has net been as
large as in former years at this season ofthe
year.

"The close of the political campaign," re-
marked one of the directors, "will*sh-iw
where these men have found shelter in the
city."

The court allowed Pink!ert ten days
in which to prepare a bill of exceptions, as
he intends to carry the matter to the mi-

preiue Court. His motion to have the de-
fault set aside was made ou the ground that
itiiad been obtained through collusion.

FRUITMEN ARE HOPEFUL.

Views of the State Board of
Horticulture.

Various Phasei of an Important Californian j
Industry Ably Considered at tha

Annual Session.

Tbo annual meeting of the State Horti-
cultural Society was called to order at 1

o'clock yesterday afternoon by Acting Pres-
ident A. L.Bancroft.

The reports of the officers were very en-
couraging. That of the secretary stated that
fourteen new members wero enrolled dur-
ing the year, making the total membership |
of the society ninety. The subjects whi<-u
took up most of the attention of the mem-
bers during the past twelve months were
preptrißg plans for improving the markets
for fruits aud fruit products by the co-
operation of the members of tne society and
preparing a history of the horticulture of
the State.

The treasurer's report showed a small
balance in favor of the society.

The followingnew members were elected
to membership: Wlilliain11. Price and Wil-
lis E. Johnson of the faculty of the ."-tau-
ford University, A. P. StaotOQ and F. B.
Cliapiu of San Francisco.

Howard Overackor of Alameda lamented
the fact that reports of tho Eastern fruit
markets, which practically ruled the mar-
kets here, were late in reaching the growers
in California, and as a consequence
contracts wer« frequently made with
runners at a disadvantage to the
grower*. The directors of the society were
authorized to make arrangements for morft
complete reports of the ruling markets East
as far as the California orchardists were
concerned.

The election of officers resulted as fol-
lows: Professor E. \V. Ililgarl, honorary
president; ii.M. Le Long, president; Leon-
ard Coates. vice-president; A. T. Perkin?,
treasurer; K. J. Wickson, secretary; board
of directors—Fred C. Mill?, N. P. Batcbel-
der, J. L. Mosher, E. W. Maslin and 11.
Overncker Jr.

The new president in his addms of ac-
ceptance enumerated many reforms and
mado a number of suggestions for the ad-
vancement of the horticulture of the State.

Among other things he urged the organi-
zation ola fruitexchange for the marketing

of dried fruits, which ho claimed would
have the effect of systematizing the packing
of fruitand would tend to keep the products
in an excellent condition n. the markets,
also to keep up the standard of California
fruits m the consuming centers of the world,
enhance prices and eucourage the industry
Inmany respects.

An interesting paper, prepared by Felix
Gillet of Nevada City on "Walnut Graft-
ing." was read by the secretary.

J. C.Shinu of NUes read » paper entitled-
"Cross-fertilization of Almond*."

"Cross-fertilization," he said, "had very
little effect in improving the bearing of
trees. Almond trees required a favorable
soil and plenty of moisture at the roots, and
these were the great essentials of success in
almond culture."
