Sir Augustus Harris explained to the
licensing committee in the case of the
Royal Opera-house that lie desired permis-
sion for his audience to smoke, which a
theatrical license would not permit. In
both theaters and music halls liquor is sold
in the lobbies, but not in the auditorium?
The question of smoke is an Interesting one
to the dramatic profession.

Mr. Irving told the licensing committee
that some i f the finest artists would he un-
able to play where smoking was allowed.
He also made the interesting observation
that, while "Henry Vlll"created a thirst
for soda water only, an enormous amount
of brandy and soda was always consumed
by the audience when "The Bells" was on
the boards. This new question of the
thirst- [reducing powers of different styles
of drama was not pursued aa far as a
curious public might wish.

There was ample evidence in the long
series ot hearings on the license applications
that there is a marked decadence just now
in the popular support ofstandard drama in
London, and a corresponding increase in
trie passion for variety or music-bail enter-
tainment. These arehard times iv London,
adds the Philadelphia City Item.

PENNY FOR YOUR THOUGHTS.

The New Pcstal Reply Card
and Its Mission.

Description cf a New Device to Facilitate

Sccial and Business Correspondence.

Directions forIts Use.

Fifty thousand paid reply postal cards
were received from Washington yesterday
and placed on sale at the general and vari-
ous branch postoflices, They are sold at
the rate of two cents each. Inpractice it is
a simple device by which the seuder of a
message provides his correspondent with a
postal card upon which to write his answer.

The new card consists of two parts, one
for the original message, and the other for
the reply. Tho parts are easy separable by

means of n scored line cut about half
through the thickness of the paper. The
Imprints upon the two superscription faces
are on reverse sides of the paper.

Iv the upper light-hand corner of the
original message part Is the denominational
stamp, a vignette of General Giant in citi-
zen's dress, three-quarters fac, looking to

the left, in a horizontally lined oval frame.

This has a fine line around the inner and
outer edge?, a white five-pointed star in a
small black circle being on either side of
the frame, which bears above the legend,
"Message Card," and below the legend,
"One Cent," in white, slightly shaded
capitals.

To the left of the stamp, in prominent
black tetters, with outline shading, the let-
ters being arraugf d in a straight line, are
the words, "Postal Card With Paid Re-
ply," below which, In shaded German' let-
ters, are the words, "United States of
America," and underneath this, in very
squall single line <ai»itnl«, the words, "This
Side is for Address Only." In theso lutler
character?, in the lower left-hand corner of
the card, is this direction: "Detach Ac-
oexed Card for Answer."

Around the whole card is an ornate-linked
border withheavy corner pieces.

The reply half is precisely the same a* the
message part, except thai the upper portion

of the frame around the portrait bears the
words "Reply card," while to the Mtof
the stamp tiie words "Keply rostal card"
in heavy black letters arc substituted for tho
words on t!:e message part. The direction,

too, In the lower left-hand corner is omitted.
The color of the cards is light man ilia. The
ink r.f the Imprint is black. The size is
3%X5% inches.

The object of tho double cards is, as
stated, to enable the original sender ofan
ocen communication to furnish hi* corre-
spondent a paid card for aa answer, the
two parts being connected when mailed by

the sender, but separated and the reply oily
used when returning .the answer.

Ifthe message card is not detached the re-
ply card willbe unmallabie as a postal card.

The cards wlien used must not be trimmed
or otherwise mutilated. If this is done
they will be mailable only as letters; so
also if anything is pasted or attached to
them other than a label or address upon the
superscription face, if that 13 necessary or
desirable.

The sender cf a double card may write or
print his name and address on the super-
scription face of the reply card, or use
therefor a label or address; but the reply
must in no case be used to convey the
original message.

In the sales of double postal cards by
postmasters no discount is allowable.

The department will Issue later on inter-
national reply cards of the same general
character, the price of which will be four
cent?, two cents on each direction being the
prescribed rates on cards.
