THE SPINNEY'S CARGO.

of Recovering Much
of It

The wreck of the Joseph S. Spinney has
been blown up with dynamite, and the
wrecker Whitelaw and ber tender, Cata-
lina, are at work trying to save all that is
possible of her valuable cargo, which was
worth upward of §20(,000. The ecargo con-
sists . of general merchandise, including
twenty-one barrels of whisky, a large
amount of railroad iron and a general stock
of other goods. In the receut sale only the
rigeing and boats were disposed of, these
bringing $410. ‘The cargo still belongs to
the underwriters, who have contracted
with the wreckers on a salvage basis for all
that is recovered.

Whitelaw s not sanguine of the resuits
of the efforts now being made to save the
cargo, owing to the position which the
wreck ocenpies, which is on a rocky shore
about six miles sonth of Fort Ross. The
Spinney now lies about 500 feet off shore in
shallow water and exposed Lo huavy swells
from the ocean. It is only at favorable
stages of the water that the wreckers can
operate at all, the s2a dashing over the
wreck at every swell.
