They have now to meet another such
crisis, The Non-Partisans have under-
taken to deliver the city from similar eom-
binations of all the bad elements. They
are not to be led away by any false light.
The Chronicle and the little tail piece, the
Post, have undertaken to perpetuates the old
rule of rings and boodlers. Let them make
the most of it, Years ago there were news-
papers which assumed the same attitude
toward the People’s party, and they were
afterward struck with death, The death
damp is now seen to be galhering or some
of theso cOLICBL1S. :

THE DUTY OF THE HOUR.

Many of the pulpit discourses to-day, as
anncunced, will be on the duty of citizens
at ibe polls on Tuesday next. The moral
obligation to vote for the best men will be
brought home to the conseciences of many
congregations, The pulpit Is a power in
the city. It takes no cognizance of partisan
polities, but whenever there is a principle
of vital importance at stake its influence is
fzit. Now, the contest in this city 1s mainly
between good and bad systems. It extenas
to the municipal government and to the
men who are to be sent to the Legislature,

The duty of good citizens is to look into the
records, characters and associations of men
who are asking their support at the polls,
Tiere has never been a time when this dis-
crimination was of more importance than
now. Voters are asked to judge between
gzood and bad men and oetween good and
bad measures. They cannot fail to note on
which side all the dangerous elements, the
bosses, boodlers and machine men are ar-
rayed, The side that they have taken can
never be the best side. JI there were no
chances of personal gain, no opportunities
to work for corrupt men and measures, it is
certain that they would not choose that side.
They are not found in support of the Non-
Partisan ticket.

Every boss and boodler has been engaged
in the work of denouncing that ticket.
They have had a corrupt press to help them
on, They have had the machine in full
operation, If they support here and there

an otherwise decent citizen it is only a part
of the poliey to use such men to give the air
of respectability to the ticket. Buckley
was always shrewd enough to add afew
respectable names to his ticket. When a
well-known citizen was named some years
ago for a high office be was asked how it
came about that Buckley was favorable to
Lis nomination. He replied that he was
nominated to save the ticket.

THE KAILROAD GAME.

A Democrat who honestly desires to res-
cue the State from the stagnation into
which exeorbitant charges for tramsporta-
tion bave plunged it is fooled-if he allows
lilmself to vote for the regular Democratic
candidates for the Legislature in this city.

headquarters in both, the corporation al-
ways mnominates the Legisiature and
shapes the laws to suit its purposes. The
only way In whieh it can be headed off, and
self-government by the peeple and for the
people restored, is by breaking up the two
old parties ana fusing the members of both
into a new organization based exclusively
on hostility to fraud, corrnption and COrpor-
ation power. Auy other courss on loeal
issues provokes a smile from the raiiroad
magnates; for whichever party wins, it
makes the railroad’s gain.

THE ELECTION.
Ounly one working day intorvenes before
election. In a few hours it will be decided
whether the city and the State are or are
not going to make the old round of a
thougi:tless election, a corrupt Legislature,
a venal Board ot Supervisors, a suborned
bench, and another term of general demor-
alization. By Tuesday night it will be
determined whether the day of reform has
dawned, or whether we must spend two
more years in an atmosphere of political
debauchery.
To the thoughtful citizen it is sad to ob.
serve the figures of political statisticians.
They are all based on the belief that publie
opinion I8 immutable snd that men go on
from their youth to their grave voting the
same old party ticket, in spite of changed
conditions, altered circumstances and the
inevitable corruption into which parties
sink when they have been long entrusted
with power. Collectors of election returns
make little allowance for the march of edu-
cation or the guickening of the popular con-
science. 1f a distriet gave 500 Republican
majority in 1890 or 1888 it is taken for
granted that it is good for an equal majority
to-day: if a county gave 500 Democratic

much to the Democracy in 1892, Yet such
an assumption is equivalent to an admission
that the American people are unfit for self-
government because they are unable to
change their minds.

In the past it has been precisely that
capacity to change which bas distinguished
Americans from other prople, and demon-
strated their fitness to govern themselves,
The English Tory, who stamped on his flag
the motto, “*The laws of England must not
be changed”; the French rovalist, who
can sae nothing that he would alter in the
policy of the Bourbons; the Spanish hidalgo,
who is ever looking to past history for
guidance—have each and all of them proved
incapable of operating a system of self-
government. They gaze with amazement
at the spectacle of a people conducting their
own effairs, without hereditary leadership
and without friction or discord. They can-
not. account for the difference between
Awericans and themselves, It does not
occur to them that the solution of the mys-
tery is the simple fact that Americans are
always ready to adopt new principles when
they are satisfied that they ara true.

San Franciscans are now called upon to
decide whether they will pursue the Ameri-
can rule or whether they will follow the
lead of the English Tory, the French royal-
ist and the Spanish nidalzo. They have
tried city goveinment by politieal party and
found it a failure; they have seen that it
has led to corruption, fraud, villainy,
robbery, demoralization and disgrace. They
are now coffered an opportunity of trying
city government by the people, carried on
through agents who are the slaves of no
boss, the tocls of no corporation, the
creatures of no “pull.”” It is not asked of
them that in national affairs they should
desert the flag of their party, What is pro-
posed is that in city business and State
business they should give the people a
chance of showing how they can manage
without the leadership of bossas or the ma-
ciinery of packed conventicns, 1f it is
shiown after a fair trial that the people of
San Francisco cannct manage their own
affairs without the guidance of the Buckleys
and the Kellys and the railroad, it wiil go
upon the record that the American race on
this side of the continent has so degenerated
as to be unfit for self-government. That is
an admission which no San Franciscan
should be willing to make until every effort
has been exhausted to prove the contrary

1t will be & bad business if, from neglect
or indifference, the boss tickets should elect
any substantial number of their candi-
dates. Such a result would consolidate boss
rule in the city, and would confirm the
domination of the railzoad so that all hopes
of a competing line or lower rates of trans-
portation would at least be damaged.
Whether such a prospect will loom up before
the public eye on Wednesday morning will
depend on how the ballots are cast on
Tuesday.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS.

There are five constitutional amendments
to be voted uvpon, four of which should be
voted down. The one which has scme merit
is the Assembly amendment No. 7, which
proposes to so change the constitution that
municipal bonds may be issued to cover a
term of forty years in place of twenty, as at
present. If it were a settied thing that
municipalities must issue bonds there wouid
be an advantage in long-term bonds. But
it is a question whether it is well to make
the road todebtitoo inviting, The pay-as-
you-go prinveciple is a good ope. No one
knows what war debts may be saddled
upon the next generation. A Government
free from debt is a power.

Senate ameundment 10 does not need
much consideration. It proposes to increase
legislative sessions from sixty to one hun-
dred days. There is no need for such an
amendmwent. A Legislature which attends
to work can dispese of all the legislative
business that will come befcre it in sixty
days.

Assembly amendment 5 should be de-
feated oo the ground that it embodies three
propositions in one. First, it declares that
no billmaking an appropriation of money,
with certain named exceptions, shall con-
tain more than one appropriation, and that
for a single and certain purpose therein ex-
pressed. Second, when the deficiency bill
is presented to the Governor, he may object
to one or more items while approviug other
portions of the bill. The third proposition
declares that no officer of the State shall
have power to incur any deficiency except
in case of actual necessity, and then only
upon the written authority first obtained of
the Governor, Secretary of State and Attor-
ney-General. This jumble of propositions
should be voted down. While the first two
have merit by themselves, the objections to
the third, authorizing the Board 9:’ Examin-
ers to create a debt, is of sufficient force to
negative the other two. Deficiency bills
are dangerous enough when they have to go
through the Legislature.

Senate amendment 14 authorizes eilies of
3500 inhabitants and over to have a free-
holders’ charter as cities of 10,000 and over
may now have. The principal objection to
this proposition is that it invites zmall
towns to assume a status which greatly in-
creases the ex: ense of government,

Senate amendment 11 proposes to make
the Lieutenant-Governor a kind of travel-
ing institution to visit, examine and report
upen other State institutions, with a salary
of $4000 a year and traveling expenses. It
is only pecessary to remind the voters that
Lieutenant-Governors are not nominated
with a view to their fitness for such duties.
If nc other amendment is voted down, this
should be.

MAKE A CLEAN SWEEP.

It is becoming quite eommon for officials
to claim that they have performed the duties
of their office independent of boss dicta-
tion. Admitting that this may bave been in
one or two instances, these efficient and in-
dependent officlals must expect to suffer for
the compary they keep. The question now
is not whether the bosses have nominated
an occasional geod man, but whether the
boss system shall be continued. If a por-
tion of the boss candidates are elected
this year the bosses will be found in control
of the machines when another municipal
election comes round. Nothing short of a
clean sweep will meet the requirements of
the present municipal situation.

NOT A GOOD SHOWING.

The Democratic national campaign com-
mittee figures out 24+ votes for Cleveland,
but to get them has to include such doubt-
ful States as Connecticut, Wisconsin and
Indiana, New York and New Jersey might
be claimed for Cleveland on the ground that
their last vote was Democratic. But in 1888
Indiana and Wisconsin voted for Harrison,
Connecticut gave Cleveland a small major-

IN THE BALANCE.

The city of San Franelsco is in the balance
between good government, elean and hon-
est from top to bottom, and a government
of bosses and boodlers. Voters have been
taking sides for many days. The support-
ers of the Non-Partisan ticket have de-
clared against every form of municipal cor-
ruption, and they bave been assailed by
about every ward politician who is after
spoils, Where ought good wen ge in such a
crisis? What is the duty that they owse to
the cily which they have chosen for their
home? ‘That is the question that now comes
home to them.

By clerical errors not explained, but pat-
ent, the election in San Francisco is fur-
ther complicated by the aiscovery that
some of the advertised numbers of candi-
dates are incorrect. Names must be printed
in alpbabetical order. In the arrangement
of names as advertised in the newspapers
blundering has occurred in the numbers.
The errors perhaps tell as much against
one party as another. Dbatthe sample ba}-
lot on which trial voting Las proceeded is
correct. The voter therefore may correct
his method down to the stamping of Lis last
cross. It cannot be too strongly emphasized
that at this election every voter must be
careful. A careless act may jeopardize the
whole of his ballot.

The stuffer is becoming valuable carrion
to any one who can load a wheelbarrow
with him and convict him in a court. For
his apprehensicn and conviction the Gov-
ernor offers £100, the Non-Partisans $100
and the Citizens’ Defense Association $100,
s0 that this species of parasite, who ought
to be burned with his blankets, is actually
worth $500 to a citizen who will denounce
him. The stuffer is clever and unscrunu-
lous, but he will have to be very agile to
escapo from these lassos swinging over his
head. Some of the camera detectives ought
to make a haul suflicient to provide a
Thanksgiving turkey and cranberry sauce.

In the Iams case at lomestead the jury
have returned a verdict for defendants, It
is, however, a species of Scotch verdiet.
The jury did not find agsainst Colonels
Streator and Hawkins in full, but they
gave an opinion that they should pay half
the costs in an aggravated assaunlt and bat-
tery case. On this portion of the gualified
verdict the Judge made no ruling. Iams
will no doubt not be slow to follow up this
pronouncement in other forms. The pun-
ishment infiieted upon him has really no
suflicient defense. The error he made
could just as effectively have been punished
in other methods less effensive to the feel-
ings and sviepathies of feilow-mortals, At
the head of military duty there are some
dunderheads not fit to be corporals, and
clothed in brief authority they swagger
about as if they were Von Moltkes in genu-
ine potency.

President Harrison bas issued his proela-
mation for Thanksgiving day. Itis a docu-
ment reverently worded, and there are vari-
ous peints in it which must appeal to the
hearts of ecitizens. Without question at
this moment the United States as a country
is the most prosperous on earth. To its
prosperity and advancement there is mno
finality in view. Our resources are almost
illimitable, and as yopulation increases
those rescurces will be utilized with an
energy no other country could exert. In
Europe, by way of contrast to the prosper-
ity of the United States, there i3 s'agna-
tion in Lusiness and a good deal of distress
and seething discontent, menacing some of
the dvnasiies or other methods of ruling.
Thapks to our situation we have no grand
armies to maintain, and may even be mod-
erate in the maintenanre of a fleet. Our
aebt is really a light trifle convenient for
investment, and we can afford to pav as
much for pensions as a first-class European
power cannot aff rd for armaments. No
country has ever been so prosperous as the
United States to-day. So the whole nation
may eat turkey and not regret the conse-
quences.

San Francisco is making its mark in the
construction of naval vessels. Yesterday
the launch took place of the Olywmpia—the
fourth war vessel for the United States
Goveroment built at the Union Iron Works
Itisa protected cruiser of over 5000 tons
displacement, with some novel features of
design and equipment, and no doubt all the
requirements of speed and engine trial will
be met satisfactorily. A good deal more of
warship-building should come to San Fran-
cisco. The cost is about the same as it is in
the East, and the werk can certainly be ex-
ecuted with equal facility. The time may
come scon when the shipbul!ding wyards
around San Francisco Bay will turn out
vessels for all parts of the world. An im-
manse turn for the better will be given to
the shipbuilding industry when the Nica-
raugua canal is cpen.

Lancashire Is about to enterupon a great
strike in its principal industry, the manu-
facture of cotton fabdbrics. Dull trade, low
prices, over-production and capital in a
distracted state have all contributed to this
stoppege of a gigantic industry empleying
no fewer than 60,000 hands. It is simpiy a
question of reduction of wages and neither
side will give way. llow long the struggle
will jast no one can predict, but when it
does terminate it will be found that a good
deal of the ‘rade of England has fled, per-
haps never to return. The crisis in a free-
irade country is in contrast with the pros-
perity which in every direction the United
States enjoys under protection. Starvaiion
wiill be the lot of many families in Lan-
cashire the moment this strike commenees,
and the paralysis of business will have
many ramifications.

Canada is very much perturbed over the
order of the British suthorties to slaughter
all cattie al the port of landing, Butitis
really an illustration of sauce for the goose
as well as for the gander. For a long time
Canada has evjoyed a privilege in landing
live cattie denied to the United States.
Protests have been made against the dis-
crimination, but unavailingly. Now that
contagious disease has been discovered
among Canadian shipments it would have
been grossly unfair to keep up the discerimi-
nation. A country has the right to protect
itself even against colonies. The rage of
Canada over the Dritish edict is a tritle un-
reasonable.

A distant step toward collectivism or so-
cialism has been taken by the Chamber of
Deputies in France. A bill has been passed
probibiting the employment of women in
factories one month before or after con-
fintement. That no financial loss may ac-
crue to women workers the wages they earn
are to be paid—one-half by thestateand one-
half by the department. This is the start-
ling innovation. The employer is not called
upon in sany shape, except asa taxpayer.
At the cost of the state a2 premium is put
upon motherhooda, and if any conntry needs
such encouragement it is certainly France.
Should the il finally become law it may
have some effect in correcting the tendency
of tue French people to increase so slowi
as te endanger the preservation of the race,

Welghing Anchor, Under Way.
Notes and Queries,

These two expressions are quite distinet,
but have been ana still are sadly conlused.
The following is in Lathaw’'s edition of
Johnson:

“Weigh, 8., in navigation, aet of leaving
the mooringe (with under).”

Criticism of this absurdity is a waste of
words. The “weigh of a ship” is nonsensi-
cal. A substantive weigh could only be ap-
piied to the anchor, as it is this that is
weighed, not the ship: but the “weigh of an
anchor” 18 no more familiar to me than the
“weigh of a ship.”

The way of a ship s iutelligible; it
means volgarly her course or track, techni-
cally her progress. A ship is under way
not merely at the moment when shae leaves
her moorings, but all the time she is salling.
“Under way” 13 probably borrowed from
the Duteh, though cognate expressions exist
in German (unter Weges), Danish (under-
veis), and Swedish (under vagen). Hex.
ham's “Dictionary” of 1658 has “Onder-
wegen, under-way, or upon the way,” and
1 am told by a Dutchman that **Het schip
is under wegen” meaus, “The ship is en
route,” and is the regular phrase.
