Betting Men Put Their Money

on Harrison.

ODDS IITHE GENERAL RESULT.

Republican Leaders Everywhere Are
Confident of Victory.

TBE PRESIDENT HOT AT ALLEXCITED.

Advices Received at the White House Arc
of the Most Cheering Character

Possible.

New York,Nov. 7.—The weather pros-
pects for to-morrow are not alluring. Ac-
cording to the Weather Bureau a heavy
storm is now in progress in the lake region,
and this evening there is falling here a cold,
drizzling rain, which is probably the ad-
vance guard of the same storm. The storm
to-morrow willprobably extend from"Vir-
giula northward over the middle Atlantic
and New England States, and while itmay
clear off before night, the Weather Bureau
says it is not probable. Allover the rest of
the country itwill be cold and clear, ac-
cording to present indications.

Arrangements are all completed for the
election in this city to-morrow. On behalf
of tho Federal authorities a force of super-
visors and Deputy United Stales Marshals
will watch the proceedings at the polls,
kt>ip the peace and watch out for alleged
proposed frauds. There willbo 6000 or 7000
supervisors and deputies. Sheriff G ritinn

is also ready to put a lot of men inevery
election district to watch the Marshals, and
the police have received instructions to
watch them ail. It is therefore lik<-Iy that
the presence of so much fore* willdeter all
lories from any attempted frauds.
Itis the general opinion of the city offi-

cers that all the ante-election stories of ex-
jectea trouble will amount tn us much as
ti.'v l:ave in former years— that is, much
talk and very little trouble.

Judgt* Barrett said to-day that from the
opening to the c' 'Sing of the r-.ilsto-mor-
r w the Judges of the Supreme Court will
attend In turn, two of them at a time, in
their chambers at tho county c mrthouse,
as has been their custom inpreceding years.
This willgreatiy aid people who may De ar-
rested illegally.

Information was received at the Uuited
States Marshal's ( flice to-day that a bi>dy of
300 colonizers, whose destination is Coney
Island, had been shipped from PitUburg
and other parts of Alleghany County.

Chairman Hackett of the Republican
State Committee whs seen by an Associated
Press reporter this afternoon in regard to a
dispatch sent out by Lieutenant-Governor
Sheehan, alleging that the Republican State
Committee bad sent paster ballots to Re-
publicans in the interior of the State,
beaded by William Stein way and Richard
Croker, Democratic electors, and followed
by the names of the Republican elector*.
Hacfcett said that the statement was un-
qualifiedly false; bat added that it was ex-
actly what the Democrats had done. lie
had sample pasler»ballots from the interior
which had been mailed by Democrats to a
Republican. Itwas healed by the names
Of Henry W. Sage and Jesse Seligmnn, Re-
publican electors, and the names of thirty-
four Democratic electors followed. He un-
derstood that the Democrat* had been
spreading these pasters right and left
among Republicans throughout the State.

The Democrats lv New York Liter.illy
Bet to n Standstill.

New Yop.k, Nov. 7.—Samuel Fessenden
of Connecticut, a member of the Republican
National Committee, from that State, bet
the Democrats to a standstill on the result
and on Indiana. ':':':\u25a0/,
Ittook $14,000 todo this, so the extent of

the Democratic support of Cleveland was
not as large as itwas thought to be.

At about 11o'clock the Republicans had
fairly captured the Hoffman House and the
cries of Republicans offering to bet 81000 to
S9OO that Harrison would be elected were
mingled with shouts and cheers for
Harrison.

Michael F. Dwyers, Commissioner, and
Joe Vending created a sensation by refusing
even money bets on the general result, and
offering $900 to $1000 of Harrison money on
that basis.

His money was eagerly taken up insev-
eral quarters, but he kept on offering Itin
almost any amount.

how HE can WIN.

States That Harrison Can Logo and Still
lie Safe.

New Yoek. Nov. 7.—The Mail and Ex-
press says the Republicans expect to carry
268 electoral votes and concede 164 to the
Democrats. This is on the basis of patting
the six votes of West Virginia in the doubt-
ful column; also, the three of Delaware,
and giving Weaver Nevada's three votes.
This gives Harrison 104 plurality in the
Electoral College, and granting him West
Virginia he would have a majority of 110
overall. Itsays the Republicans cannot,
in view of this, figure out defeat for Harri-
son under any combination almost. Giving
Cleveland all the States which it is believed
he willcarry, together with New York, In-
diana and Connecticut, he will still be
ehort of the necessary number to eject.
Harrison might lose Illinois, Wisconsin,
Kansas and Missouri and still win. He
night lose Colorado, Connecticut. Idaho,
Maine, Montana, New Hampshire, North
Dakota, Oregon, It.ode Island, South Da-
kota, Vermont, Washington and Wyoming
and win.

CONFIDENT OP SUCCESS.

, Both Sides Send • Good Cheer From the
Western^ Headquarter!.

Chicago, Nov.7.—The close of the cam-
paign finds both political parties confident
In the Northwest. The Democrats for the
most part feel assured that they will elect
their Governor in Illinois, and there are
many who even expect that the electoral
vote of the State willbe cast for Cleveland.
The Republicans laugh at these pretensions
and the State Committee appears to be quite
confident of a Republican victory all alone
the line in Illinois.

Hon. William J. Campbell of Illinois, a-
member of the Republican National Com-
mittee, said to-night to an Associated Press
correspondent that he believed that Illinois
would give a majority for the Harrison
electors larger than four years ago, and that
Governor Fifer would triumphantly b" re-
elected. Campbell's latest information from
Wisconsin was of an assuring charac-
ter, and lie felt sanguine of a majority
for Harrison and of the election of Spooner
M Governor by a plurality of several
thousand. II« did not regard lowa as any
more in doubt than Ohio or Pennsylvania.

Regarding other Western States, he said:
"1 know that members of the National
Committee feel that the situation has
steadily improved fora fortnight, and the
Republican leaders are sanguine of success
everywhere, except inNevad^. The loss of
n portion of the electors in Minnesota is
possible, but by no imeans probable. My
advices lead me to believe that while the
vote may be close in Indiana, the chances
are decidedly favorable to the Republi-
cans."

On the other hand, from the branch Dem-
ocratic national headquarters here telegrams
were sent to-day to all the loral committees
in the Northwest, assuring them that a care-
ful pollleft no room for Cleveland's success
la Illinois and Wisconsin.

This afternoon Chairman Cable of the
Western headquarters gave to the repre-
sentative of the Associated Press the fol-
lowing statement of the situation Id the
Northwest : "la Illinois the Democratic or-
ganization was nerer in better condition.

From all parts of the State 1have received
letters showing that the Democrats are en-
thusiastic at the prospect. From a careful
examination of the polls received from the
State, Ibelieve that the two parties will
come to Chicago nearly even, ana that the
majority here will be over 4000, which will
give the State to Cleveland and Altgeld by
a handsome plurality.

"1 have just received a dispatch from
Chairman Campau, of the Michigan Demo-
cratic committee, saying that the Democ-
rat will have eight electors-at-lar^e, a
majority of tbe Congressmen and that they
willcai ture the Legislature

"Adispatch just received from the chair-
man of the South Dakota Democratic State
Committee gives me the assurance that the
Weaver electors will havn n i-lurality.
carrying out the policy of the State com.
mitten in Dakota, and supporting tlie
Weaver electors.

"Chairman Wai!, of the Wisconsin State
committee, telephones me that he has no
reason to change the estimate made public
last Saturday that the Democrats willhave
a majority of13,000 ouUide of Milwaukee.

"Inlowa our friends have made a good
fiuht, and predict that they will carry the
.state. 1 feel that the recent Republican
admission that lowa can be fairly counted
as a doubtful State is as much of a victory
as Ican claim for the party in a State

BE 19 TERFKCTLY COOL.

President Darrlion Preparing to Receive
ihe Rutnrna of th« Election.

Washington, Nov. 7.—The usual ar-
rangements hare been made for supplying
early information of election results to-
morrow to the President. After the busi-
ness of the day is over and the actual re-
turns begin to come In, the President vrlll
have the company of Secretary John W.
Foster and Attorney-General Miller, and
possibly ofone or two personal friends, and
together they will read returns until it is
time to retire or until some tangible result
is in sight.

People who saw the Presideut to-day say
that if lie feels any anxiety he does not
show it. lie is cool and collected and be-
trays no sign of worry.

Attorney-General Milleris confident that
no trouble whatever willarise at the polls
because of Federal officers' performance of
legitimate public duty. He authorized the
statement that the United Slates Deputy
Marshals willnot want to force themselves
behind the guard-rails at election booths In
New York or elsewhere, and will only go
b?yond the limit prescribed by State law in
order to make arrests or to preserve the
peace.

WELL SATISFIED.

Th« rresidsnt's Advices Are of the Most
Eiicouraglnr Cliar»ol«r.

Washington, Nov. 7.—News received at
the White House to-day has been encour-
aging in the biehett degree.

InNew York the President has been as-
sured of a plurality of not less that 15,000.
Connecticut also, according to the Presi-
dent's advices, will give a Republican
majority, and the chairman of the Indiana
State Committee telegraphs that the final
roundup shows that the bedrock plurality
for the Harrison Electors will not be less
than 3500, with a probability of it going far
beyond that ggure. The President seemed
very well satisfied with the outlook this
afternoon.

DEBATABLE UUOI'ND.

Loaders of Both Side* Sure of Victory In
Connecticut.

New ELATES, Conn.. Nov. 7— The chair-
men of both State committees w»re inter-
viewed to-night, and Chairman Beaton of
the Republican committee said he expected
that his party would secure a safe plurality
for both the electoral and State tickets.
He looked for the election of a Legislature
Republican in both branches. Three out of
four Republican candidates for Congress
would be electad, and he would not be at
all rarorieed if the party made a clean
swepp, insuring a fullRepublican represen-
tation ivIn th houses at Washington.

Chairman Davis of the Democratic com-
mittee said be was absolutely certain that
th» Democratic electoral ticket in ti.^
would have a plurality of not less than MOO.
He sadthe election of Governor would be
thrown into th« Legislature, which was in
doubt as t-> the political complexion on joint
ballot, and noone could for tell the result.
The Democrats were sure of three Congress-
men out of four.

IN THK BALANCE.

TCnnamaker Han No Feu for the Safety
of Ind:m*.

iNruANAPOU*, Nov. 7.— There is practi-
cally no change in the situation in Indiana.
The result is etiil involved in doubt, and
both sides are Maiming the triumph of their
electoral ticket and their candidates for
State officers by good round pluralities.

The People's party chairman places the
Populist vote in the State at 49.500. The
Popullstß claim fifteen members of the
Legislature, and «ay that they willbold the
balance of power In that body and dictate
the lelection of a succeisor to Senator
Turpie.

The Prohibitionists claim a vote of IS.OOC
in the State, which is probably 8000 in ex-
cess of what they will receive. The Pro-
hibition and People's party vote are quanti-
ties that give to the situation an element of
great uncertainty. The comparison of the
vote to-morrow willbe based on the vote of

1890, when the Democratic State ticket was
elected hy 19,000 plurality. There are MM
precincts in the State, and to overcome the
plurality of two years ago the Republicans
willhave to gain an average of nearly seven
votes to each pteclnct.

Columbus, Ohio, Nov. 7,—Postmaster-
General Waoamaker passed through here
tbia morning on his way from Indiana to
Washington. To an Associated Pre*s re-
porter he said the latest information from
Indiana indicated it would give a laree
maj rity for Harrison. New York he con-
sidered In more favorable condition than
four years ago, and believed it safe for
Harrison,

CLAIMING KANSAS.

Both Sl<!#»« l.ipr.-,« Confldeor* In the
Itemilt of th« Mtrneele.

Topkka, Kans., Nov. 7.—The situation
in Kansas, so far as it has undergone any
change since Saturday night, has changed
slightly more in favor of tbe fusionists to-
day, the Democratic candidate for Congress
In the Fifth District withdrawing in favor
of the Populist candidate. The fusion is
now ace' mplislied in all the districts, ex-
cepting the Sixth.

The chairman of the Republican StateCommittee elalmi everything. He says the
Republicans will, without doubt, have a
majority of from10,000 to 20,000 on the Slate
and national tickets, and will elect every
Congressional candidate.

The People's party men and the fusion-
ists art- even more confident than the Be.publicans, the chairman of tiie Populist
State Central Committee claiming the elec-
tion of Lewelling, candidate for Governor,
by a majority of at least 12,000, and he says
Weaver will run ahead of the State ticket
by at least 10.000 votes. Fusion between
the Populists and the Democrats has been
arranged in nearly every legislative and
senatorial district of the State, and the indi-
cations nre that the Legislature will be
anti-Republican, although the Republicans
claim tuey wilt have a majority Hnd will
elect Senator Perkins to the United StatesSenate. Tho fusionUts. on the other hand,
claim that they will even have a larger
majority than in the last Legislature, when
they elected Peffer to succeed Ingalls.

In the Congressional campaign the Re-publicans have made a partlculaily strongfight for Jerry Simpson's scalp, and thePopulists have made an extraordinary de-fense to save it. the result being awaited
with much anxiety.

IN TUB SOUTH.
A Break or* Than Likely to Occur inWest Virginia.

Charleston, W. Va, Nov. 7.—ThatWest Virginia is an extremely doubtful
Slate is acknowledged by the conservative
element of all parties.

If yon use Tin: Call's slip method of
voting, be careful that the lines of the slip
meet exactly the proper Hues on the ballot.

Or mark your sample ballot at home, fold
it along the black ruled lines, so that it can
be readily refolded, and lay the marked
squares of the sample ballot alongside the
corresponding squares of the same column
of the special ballot.

Result of the Great Strike in Sew
Orleans.

ALL ISrORTAXT INDUSTRIES AFFECTED.

Xc Streetcars tanning and tilthInconvenience Miv

tamed by the Citizens
—

The Governor
Attempts Arbitration.

Special to Thi Moknino Call. .
New Orleans, Nov. 7.—The effects of

the strike were more apparent this morn-
ing. There was only a few drays on the
streets, and small spring wagons for gen-
eral use. The city is remarkably quiet and
very little business Is being dote. At 7
o'clock a. m. the printers struck and the
ontlook for morning papers is not very
bright, though they will try to gel out edi-
tions to-morrow. The Daily States, being a
non-union trice, is not affected, and will
publish as usual.. The decision of the printers to join the
strike braced up the other wavering organ-
izations, and the result is all the unions
which signed the call for a general strike
are now out except the cotton laborers.
These have been allowed to remain at work,
notwithstanding they are an important fac-
tor in the situation, in order not to arouse
the opposition ot the powerful Cotton Ex-
change. Itis understood, however, the men
are ready to quit whenever the word Is
given.

Not a streetcar is running, no work is
being done, and the only sicu of activity is
in the wholesale grocery district, against

which the strike ts chiefly directed. The
uew n.t'ii tlmre are willing to remain at
work tillviolence becomes so general as to
make itunsafe. The grocers 9ay ifneces-
sary they will close for thirty to ninety
days.

The Mayor this afternoon Issued a procla-

mation warning all citizens of his Intention
to enforce the law, and declaring any
breaches of the peace would be followed by
arrest and Imprisonment.

Governor Foster has the militia In readi-
ness for immediate action, but the belief is
well grounded that no steps .will be taken
until Wednesday, as any serious trouble be-
fore would not only complicate the election
here, but in other sections. The idleness of
such a large body of negroes and the des-
peration ensuing upon the loss of th«ir earn-
ings is feared, and the Democracy willhave
a hard time to maintain Its supremacy in
consequence, as the crowds of strikers and
the absence of streetcars will serve to
keep many of the better element away from
the polls.

In the meantime the Governor is using
every tneaus to bring about an amicable
termination, having procured concessions
from the merchant!!. The Governor referred
the matter to the unions, and tney took
the matter under consideration and prom-
ised to Kive an answer by noon to-day. Up
to -night, however, nothing has been
beard from them. The merchants carried
on business to-day as well as they could,
and are determined to stand arm.

They have received promises of support
from other organization*, and Itis said the
executive committee received a letter from
ex-Governor Warmouth, the Republican
leader in this State and a large sugar
planter, saying the planters desired the
merchants to stand firm, as a victory for
the unions would mean the organization of
the negroes throughout the State.

The strike fails to affect the newspapers
to the extent expected, and the only paper
which so far failed to appear is the Item,
the iracial organ of the strikers, although
that is expected to appear to-morrow.
During the* morning a proclamation was
issued by the Mayor, calling upon all per-
sons to preserve the peace and warning the
people that any disorder would be repressed
by the sternest measure^.

The most serious feature of the situation
is tho suspension of the two electric sys-
tems—gas and electricity— and some alarm
was felt when the officers of the two elec-
tric lightcompanies called upon the Mayor
and said they thought that they could fur-
nish lightifgranted protection for the men
to take the places of the strikers. This was
readily promised. \u25a0

Doting the afternoon the President of
the .Sugar and Klco Exchange asked the
Mayor that protection bo furnished those
interests. Nearly forty thousand barrels of
sugar,molas<!es and other products lay on the
levee at the mercy of public tumult.and if the
Mayor could licit furnish th« force required
the exchange, he Raid, would tender men to
be sworn Inus special officers, ihe Mayor
agreed to commission all such men. The
Hoard of Trade also urged the Mayor to do
his utmost to bring about a resumption of
the streetcar travel, continue the supply of
gas, electricity and water and other actual
necessities.

Inreply the Mayor announced that hispowers were restricted to the preservation
of the peace; that he could not force the
men to work, but he could and wonld
maintain order. A strong influence was
brought to bear on the electric-light men, us
their being out was such a serious matter,
and they were liaally induced to return to
work. The gasmen are still out, however,
as are the telephone linemen; but the ex-
change operators are still in, as are the
Western Union operators, although strenu-
ous efforts were made to bring them out.

The Charity Hospital appealed to the
directors cf the gas company for light to-
day and offered to furnish the labor re-
quired to operate a portion of the plant
sufficient to furnisn th« hospital, but the
directors refused, fearing for the safety of
the plant if the strikers were opposed. The
union freight-handlers quit at noon, but
the unemployed in the cotton presses and
yards aw still at work.

The leaders claim that the men simply
worked the day out and willstrike as soonas positive orders are given. The Cotton
Exchange is not yet Involved, but If the
cotton trade is effected as proposed the cot-
ton men will join in the strong measures
which the employers propose to Inaugurate
on Wednesday.

FLAMES IN A FOUNDRY.
Destructive Fire at the Atlas

Iron Works.

FIREMEN'S CLOSE SHAVE.

Ih« Machinc-Sliop and Numerom Valuable
Patterns Destroyed

-
The Causa

Enveloped in Mystery.

A destructive tire occcurred at the
Fotrero at au early hour yesterday morning.

About 4 o'clock the watchman of the
Atlaa Iron Works discovered tliat the pat-
tern-shop was on tire. An alarm was im-
mediately turned in from box 9 of the South
San Francisco Fire Department, and a few
moments afterward an alarm was also
turned in to the Fire Department of ban
Francisco.

The engines that responded to the alarms
were No. 11 from bouth San Francisco, No.

16 from the Potrero and No. 6 from San
Francisco. Old "Paddy," the champion

mule of the Potrero hose reel, made the
fastest time on record to the ore.

The flames had obtained considerable
headway before a stream could be turned
on, owing to the inflammable nature of the
material they were able to feed unon.

John Dougherty, district engineer, and
Engineer McEittrick of South San Fran-

Cisco took charge of the fire and soon had
several streams of watar playing upon toe
burning mass.

before the flamea could be extinguished
the tTound floor of the long machine build-
ing, 75x100 feet, with two galleries, and the
pattern-shop were utterly destroyed. Id
the latter a large number of valuable pat-
terns were consumed.

The rapidity with which the fire spread
Is believed to be due to the fact that a great
many paper patterns were in the stiop,
together with wooden patterns and a quan-
tity of machine oiland coal oil.

The axle works were ina separate build-
Ing, and escaped witb a slight scorching.
The office, also in a separate building, was
sliflhtly damaged by water. The large
loundry in the rear was uninjured.

An exciting incident took place during
the progress of the tire. Engineer Dougherty
had ordered the hosemen of engine 16
out of tho machine-shop just as the rooff«*U in, thereby preventing a serious loss of
life. The men had a narrow escape.

A large crowd had gathered to watch thefire, but Sergeant Bennett aud Officer Itior-
dan ol the Potrero police preserved order.

The loss will reaoh between §60.000 and$70,000. The insurance was J40.000, and
the insurance companies have gtveu up any

hope of salvage, as tlie machinery, cores,
etc., have beeu destroyed by the action of
the heat

Inaddition to the plant of the company
there was a iarge quantity of unfinishedstock, valued at about $15,000, ia the

machine-shops/ some of which may be
saved. There was also a large stock ofgoods in the nxle company's factory, valued
at about $10,000, whish with the expensiveplant of the company was saved.

The cause of the fire is enveloped in mys-
tery, but itis believed to have arisen fromspontaneous combustion.

The Atlas Works had only been built
three years ago. having been removed atthat time from Mission street to the To-
trero. Inconnection with the Pacific Axle
Company, both being owned by the samecorporation, they did probably the largest
business of any machine company In banFrancisco. The company had a capital
stock of $1,000,000. P. Noble is president.
J. J. McCrossen secretary, and the Ameri-can Hank and Trust Company treasurer.

As soon as the wreckage cau be removed
the company willcommence to rebuild theworks.
