THIS WAY LIES DANGER.

The Staffers Will Use the
11 Machine \u25a0 Judges.

Any Attempt to Tamper With the Judic'ary
or the Elflc ive Franchise Is Fraught

With Peril.

Extraordinary care ts to be taken of
stuffers to-day by the Third-street bosses.

Kellyaid Crimmlns found their army of
stuffers had weakened from fear; but as
legal proceedings and not a hempen rope
were chiefly talked of as means of prevent-

ing stuffing, the firm proceeded to deal out
comfort.

The Third -'street bosses reminded the
trembling henchmen that all they had to
fear was the law and that the judiciary of
this city was a part of "the machine."

In consequence of this convenient fact
stuffers wcro informed that a certain
Superior Court Judge and a certain Police
Court Judge had received orders to hold
themselves inreadiness all election day.

These lights of the Judiciary and cog-
wheels of "the machine" will remain all
to-day at an appointed place, aud near them
willbe bonds all ready made out, so that
as the stuffers are brought in under arrest
they may be promptly balled out.

Special counsel have been engaged to
look after all "iambs" who, through stuff-
ing, repeating, shoulder-hitting, obstruct-
ing or any other outrageous prosecution of
the business of a "lamb" shall fall into
"trouble."

But the&e same "lambs" bad better be-
ware.

Although ropes are not known to have
been specially prepared for election day,
there Is a certain limit of ruffianism be-
yond which patience becomes exhausted.

The mass of citizen* are thoroughly
aroused to the evils of the "machine" sys-
tem of politics and one of its most detested
features Is this stuffing.

Would-be stuffers bad better yet reflect
before running the gauntlet of publicopin-
ion, even although they may believe they

have "machine Judges" on the beech.
Moreover let tbeae "machine Judges"

once be recognized as such by the bulk of
the awakened people and conjecture fails as
to the probable result
It should be enough to point out the

danger lying in the path of any who con-
template thwarting the sovereign willof the
people.

FEUEKAL (IIIKKKS AT IlitPOLLS.
Their Right* and Duties rialnly Defined

Irum Washington.

Chief Supervisor Holland and United
States Marshal Long yesterday received
from Attorney-General Miller Important
Instructions in regard to the rights and
duties of supervisors of elections and
special deputy marshals at the election
to-day.

The circular recites the Attorney-Gen-
eral's authority and also the instructions
issued by c. M.Dennison, chief supervisor
of elections for the northern district of
New York, under date of October 18 of thisyear.

The latter, which »re Indorsed by theAttorney-General, decld rthat special deputy
marshals

|
have a right to be inside thepolhuc-place on election day outside of theguard-rail.

To this the Attorney. General adds in-

structions to the supervisors to be present
and remain on election ilav near the ballot-
boxes Inorder to perform their duties prop-
erly.

Supervisors are also reminded that they
and deputy marshals sr>> authorized to cr-rest, "with or without process, any person
who attempts or offers to commit any of
the acts or offenses prohibits! in section2022, or who commits any offense against
the laws of the United States."

Any attempt to Interfeie with the super-
visors or deputy marshals in the nroper
discharge of their duties is a violation of
the law, and subjects the wrongdoer to asevere penalty.

Officers of election are th»n generally in-
structed to t#go forward quietly, but reso-
lutely, in the discharge of their dutie.% with-
out fear or favor, but with the lir:,; deter-
mination, so far as in them lies under the
law, to see that there U an honest, free and
fair election, and a fair return and canvass
of the votes.

"So discharging their duties, it is certain
that they willnot be resisted by any good
citizen ;and itis not believed that, without
the support of good cttiz»ns, such resistance
willbe made by any one."

FROM THE WORLD'S FAIR
Latest Official Tidings of Its

Progress.

CALIFORNIA AT CHICAGO.

Secretary Thomas H. Thompson Says Oar
Building Is Nearly Beady— No Extor-

tionate Hotel Bates Expected.

Secretary Tboma* 11. Thompson of the
World's Fair Commission returned from
Chicago by way of M.Louis on Sunday.

Mr. Thompson left for Chicago October
13, pnd was there during the inaugura-
tion exercises on Columbua day. Ha had a
seat on the platform during the exercises,
and Director (iu'ncral Davis informed him
that from careful estimates there were at
least 175,000 people in the main Manufac-
turers' buildinc to witness tiie opening.

He says the main buildings are now
rapidly approaching completion, and ho
acknowledges that words are Inadequate to
give a good idea cf the immense aggregation
simply of the exhibition buildings, to say
nothing of the elaborate plan of beautifying
the grounds. The exhibition In its com-
pleted coudition must be seen to form the
remotest idea of its grandeur.

The California buiidiug is second only as

a State building, that of Illinois of course
surpassing it. Its location is one of the
most advantageous, being sightly and easily
accessible. In artistic effect it Is unsur-
passed on the ground. The size Is 435x144
feet. There is ample room for separate
county exhibits, but the classified State
exhibit willof course be given tlio most ad-
vantageous space. Hearing that bunting
would be at a premium at Chicago during
the Columbus day opening, Mr. Thompson
went prepared with the Californian prod-
uct, and had eight fine Mags living,one- from
each tower, on that day. The building Is
lust receiving its finishing touches and will
ie completed in about 6ix weeks.
California ought to put forth her greatest

effort fora horticultural exhibit. To this
Slate and Florida was given the court of the
main Horticultural building. 2SSx77 feet, for
citrus exhibit*. Florida declines to u«r> tins
space and California may have itall. and the
design is to place a miniature orange-grove
on this spare.

The buildings willbe lightod both by gas
and incandescent globes, Mr. Thompson
having contracted for 710 incandescent* for
the California building, to which willprob-
ably be added eight arc-lights.

Mr. Thompson assures us that Chicago is
on her cocxi reputation, and -the best hotel
and restaurant men have leagued together
to hold to ttiH usual rates for rooms and
table fare. Chicago was compelled to en-
tertain probably 50 >,000 strangers on Colum-
bus day, and he heard no complaints of ex-
orbitant rates. Of course people will be
crowded, and must expect to pay current
rates even if they are crowded. Ho lays

that he stopped while there at the Palmer
House, and though he was compelled to
make room for two or three extra beds in
his room on Columbus day, still the usual
rates were adhered to.

Only one thing seems to perplex Chicago
at present, and that is the water supply.
The city is renovating and enlarging its
lake supply, and for the time filtering will
have to be resorted to to secure good clear
water. A limited supply of good water will
be furnished from Waukesha, vVis.,andthe
company in charge willenlarce their supply
probably before the opening of the fair In
May.
