MOONSHINERS IN JAIL.
The aiar«liata Round t'p tii* Mountains

of Northern G«-orsi».
Atlanta ConUltnt'.on.

A dozen United States prisoners from the
mountain precincts of Georgia were re-
cently trauslerrrd from the Atlanta to the
County Jail of Hall County at Gainesville.

This move was rendered necessary on ac-
count of the crowded condition of the jail.
There is on overflow of prisoners just at this
time at the Atlanta Jail, and for two weeks
the revenue quarter of the prison has been
crowded with moonshiners like a cattle car
with cattle. The capacity of the jailhas been
overtaxed, and the wooden portion of the
prison devoted exclusively to mountain-dew
maker* has been overrun. The inundation
has crowded the old reck jail. The mount-
ain prisoners have twen accommodated In
tho three or four vacant menu adj'>iniug
and upstairs above the jail

-
ffi?e. But tlif-re

Is a limit to the capacity of the Atlanta jail
even, and that limit lias been reached. To
give the other prisoners in the jailbreathing
space a drzen prisoners were taken to
Gainesville Saturday.

One hundred and twenty-five revenue
prisoners are still confined in the jail. This
unusually largu number of prisoner! is due
to the time of year. This is the "moon-
shine" (season, the time when they pour in
from the mountain districts in prolific num-
bers.

A month ego there were only twenty pris-
oners in the revenue quarter of the jail,but
the prophecy of what followed was correctly
made by a stalwart moonshiner named Jus-
tice, who said:

MJes* you wait till about the middle of
October and you'll see th» boy* come in in
whole rejirr.pnts. Yer see, it's this way:
The boys ha' been a-makin' of th»r crops
all the summert an' now lbs work's done,
tbe corn is ripening on the stalk, the boys
ha' nothiu' to do, spesSiul, an' they're oc-
kypyin' ther elves makln' wlii~kv."

This prophecy c^me true. O.io day last
week eighteen moonshiners were brought
in, another day there came fourteen, and
still another day furnished twelve. It be-
can to look as if the whole of North
Gforgla was going to empty its population
into the jail. The jailyard is a living mass
of moonshiners nowadays. They crowd
into the yard from the dark quarters where
they are confined to get a breath of fresh
air and a glimpse of sunlight.

One stalwart mountaineer has a fiddle,
Hnd he tuak^s breakdown music for the boys.
When they hear the strains of "Ulack-eyed
Susan" and come other jolly air a sadly
reminiscent look comes into their eye«, and
they Cannot resist the temptation to dance.
Unconsciously their feet begin to shuffle,
and before they are aware of it three or four
scores of them an- dancing.

No more United States prisoners will bo• admitted until some of the present Inmates
are tried and disposed of. Two weeks ago
a iarore number of them, embracing nearly
every inmate of the jail, sent a petition
to President Harrison, asking that be par-
don them, so they could get out in time to
vote.

Hear the Polls.

SUFFERS WERE LARGELY COWED.

The Press, Voicing Respectability,
Deterred Them.

Phases and Humors or the Thy Australian
Ballot System With Which Citizens

Straggled All Yesterday.

Widely different aspects distinguished tho
various polling-places of the city ye&terday.

Inall there was considerable doubt regard-
ing the workingof the new Australian bal-
lot system, and the doubt acted in different
ways.
Inthe more high-class residence portions

.the vote was unusually enrly :md steady-
The tboughiul knew the value of a vote, and
also that the best chance to have itrecorded
was to appear at the polls early.

Itwas different in some of the "tougher"
portions of town. The apprehension regard-
ing the new ballots seemed to have had much
the same effect as the expectation of a diffi-
cult class subject upon a schoolboy.

They lingered, and loitered around tho
booths, appealing to every one for help and
BUK2» stions. These follows were often
picked up by Samaritan members of the
Third-street gang and "induced" to throw a
ballot lor their masters.

Yet another contingent was conspic-
uously absent from the immediate vicinity
of the poll-.

These wrre the stuflers proper.
Although many arrests were made and

Others may fallow, still the bulk of the
paid- for army which Kelly.Crininiins &Co.
li.iT' been so steadily drilling for so long
proved faithless.

Tiie (allsecret camera brigade was
around and these abject rounders knew it.

They hung around the saloons and be-
wailed the difficulties in their path. The
palmy days of stuffing are believed to have
disappeared with the new method of voting,
which pi ices too many obstacles in the wa y
of fraud to make itprofit able.

On the surface all was eood-humorod
content, but the surf ice ouco scrate bed an
uglier humor in many cases appeared.

Citizens were in earnest and the sturflig
done was effected with the greatest caution
accordingly.

Wltoasses Much Trouble.

AtPrecinct 1 »1 District 28 there was a
continued wrangle and fuss allday. The

;Seamen's Union took a hand In the pie and
made it unpleasant for those who they
thoucht were not in favor of their ideas.
Atabout half-past 4 somebody tore down
the registration books and things looked
very warm for a while. The man who really
did it was concealed by his friends while
those who saw him did not know him, so
could not be sure of the person. The police
had alt they could do to preserve order, and
had there not been plenty on hand there
would have been a fight.

InPrecinct 6 of District 28 Patrick Ennis
was arrested for perjury. He swore he
could neither read nor write, nnd asked to
be allowed to have \u25a0 friend help him on his
ticket. It was granted, but before ho had
finished the clerks looked over the list and
found that he had signed hi& name and the
affidavit when lie registered. He was taken
to jail, but tl**"man who so kindly assisted
him got away as fast as he could.

There was a miracle wrought when the
toughs who surrounded tin bonttr cf'trnr
Thirteenth Precinct In the Twenty-eighth
Districtdispersed without c. no-. Ailday
long the toughs and rough", the sleepers in
the cheap lodging dens, the loafers and
buffers ami duffers from the dives and gin-
shops of the slums were there in force,
ready to drink, to swear and swagger, to
shed profanity from their own lips and
blood from the hearts of others; ready to
vote and repeat for the bosses «ho were
their employers and tho iittle bosses who
were the paymasters for tho big bosses;
ready to batter reputable citizens, to smash
the ballot-boxes and to wreck the booth
upon Instruction.

What fronts they
displayed! Noses knocked awry; mouths
distorted by wounds of long ago; eyes

Did you want to recruit a mafia, a rob-
bers' roost, ft pirate ship? Your recruits
are la that crowd. Did you want one man
to rob a henroost, another to accomplish a
burglary, another to commit murder, an-
other to commit arson, one to cut a throat
or one to Seattle a ship? They urn all in
that crowd, and ihev are there forming that
crowd the paid staffers, repeaters and vio-
lators of ballot-boxes under orders of the
bosses.

In that saloon questions of duties done
and duties yet devolving upon the gang
were constantly discussed.

"Did you vote the whole ticket. Dickey?"
"Devil a whole ticket! Iwont waste

time that way. Ihaven't voted the whole
ticket yet, and Idon't mean to."

"That's me. Bless their whole ticket! I
voted for the Supervisors and that ought
to be enough."

Another pair of confidential friends met
for the first time during the day and called
for refreshments.

"Say, you son of a gun, you didn't show
up this morning."

"Yes, I(lid, too Iwas in line when you
voted the second time, and my second rote
went in ten minutes after yours. Ididn't
want to speak to you. but 1 thought you
wcro onto me all the lime."

"Si; 1 didn't see you. Did you fill your
list «o far?"

"Yes, all hut one Icouldn't find in the
precinct. Ihaven't been challenged once."

Atthe southwest corner of Howard and
Third streets a wagon with three kegs of
beer flopped; a faucet was brought out of
the saloon and a keg was tapped on the
pavement.

In front of the booth a couple of new-
comers are greeted by friends. One of the
immigrants examines a bit of paper and
mutters \u25a0 name, saying that he must go In
and vote. As he turns away someone calls:

"Here! Stop! bay, stop him, he hasn't
got his number!"

But he was Inside where he gave his
name— or his alias— but had neglected to get
his register number. However, the obliging
clerks find' the name, and then he is asked
where he lives. lie answers bravely with a
number on Mission street. The register
gives the residence of the man he is trying
to Impersonate as Minna street, and when
that is discovered he is (old todepart, which
he does, glad to escape arrest.

Several other* under similar circum-
stances persist and some get to vote and
many of them get into jail immediately
afterward.

One man was detected after he had voted
a second time In the same precinct and be-, fore lie was outside. He was arrested, aud
as the officers boosted him into the patrol
wagon two ladies stopped to ask what was

, the man's offense. Being told that he had
voted twice one of the ladies fervently said :

"Poor fellow! And now they willlock
him up! 1 do hope that ha voted both

I times for Cleveland!"
Two of the rounders met in the afternoon

near the entrance to the booth. One, a
local, said to the immigrant:

"Say, what are you cuttin' the price for?"
"1;iintl Any man a? sea Iam is a liar!"
"Isay you voted for four bits."

Both went down, and the, immigrant was

on top. They were pulled up by the pane,

Had any nirmber of tho gang got. Into «

fight with an outsider there would have beet

bloodshed beyond übt, but for the day

they did not allow lights among themselves
to becom*! serious. . •

Inside of tiie booth the scene was one of
Incipient riot all day. Scarcely a vote was
deposited that the voter was not challenged
and closely qin?»tiune,l about and his right
to vote disputed and fought over. The ma-
jorityof voters had to swear their ballots in.

Ouly to the nerve and courage ana watch-
fulness of the United States cfficial* is due
the fact that the ballot-box of the precinct
is not empty of legal ballots and stoned
with ballots deposited by con-resident re-
penters.

Babel, Bedlam, pandemonium were quiet,
orderly Sunday-schools compared with this
booth. Every official shouted at the top of
his voice and shouted all tho time, and no
one was ever silent, except to take in more
wind, and all gesticulated and climbed upon
chairs and threatened each other and the
spectators and the voters without Intermis-
sion, except for rest.

However, thorn was a long rest at one
time. The ballot-box was full about 3
o'clock, and no more ballots could b*»
rammed, jammed, shoved, pushed or stuffed
into it, and so no more were received.
About 4 o'clock it was decided to BOS <*
candle-box, ana the show was reopened and
the performance went on. The last ballot
went into the box at 5:20 o'clock, and the
thirsty crowd resorted to the saloons that
were then all wide open.

STAFFERS WKKIS SCARED.

Tbe Twenly-NlniliDistrict Crowd Ap-
pnreutlr Cowed.

In the Twenty-ninth Assembly District
nil was comparatively quiet in the tarller
hours.

The stuffers were scared and few at-
tempted to vote. At the corner of Fourth
and Mission streets several men were run
up In charge of heelers', but their courage
failed when the door was reached and no
amount of Inducement would encourage
them to go inside i'tid attempt to ca*l a
ballot. The deputy United Mates MhislibU
and the bigGorman policemen were on the
alert aud a >tu(Ter would havo to be pretty
sharp to pass tnero.

Tho heelers took the stutters to the win-
dows of the booths iv some cases and en-
deavored to explain how easy it would be
to run the gauntlet, but it was no co;the
stuffer would not attempt it, and the look
of disgust and despair showed how hopeless
the battle was for the Kelly and Oiimiuins
crowd. -V»":

But two arrests had been made up to that
Dour, and one was a drunken man whom

Officer Young locked up fordisturbing the
peace and quiet of the election officer* in
the Second Precinct. Itm known that the
district is fullof staffers, but they made no
attempt to vote. Crisssalni was "thrown
down" la bis own district, which active
workers consider has gone Democratic,
with O'Donnell loading for Mayor.

Fifteenth Pr«cinct— This was supposed to
be tilled with Kelly and <riinmii;s stuffer*.
but they had not put in an appearance up
to11 o'clock.

AtPrecinct 13 of the Twenty-ninth Dis-
trict a touuli individual nttenn ted to voto
the name of one of the Moot influential cit-
izen.*, who had already voted iv the pre-
cinct and who was known Inall tho election
officers. Hi* description did not tally in
thu le st. but he was very bold about itand
tried to convince the offi »rs that somebody
had voted his name. However, the facts
were against him, and the officers were
called to arrest him, but before they could;
do so be juii.ppd cut of tt:8~ window and
escaped. It la likely that he will be ar-
rested later, as he is known and officers are
on bis trail.

SLOWLY A>n QUIETLY.

In the ThlrtlflthItataMf DUtrlct Tlitra
Wan We Bask.

Balloting In the Thirtieth Assembly Dis-
trict proceeded slowly and quietly all day.

Two "stiillcrs" mwdetbeir appearance at
the Second Precinct, 104 Fifth street, and
attempted to vote. They gave the names of
August Bracket and Henry Oppenheimer.
But they managed to escape without being

arrested.
The Non-Partisan and Democratic officers

watched closely for the "stnfffr^" of the
Third-street bosses, Kelly and Crtsssshis,
and it was expected that the "stuffers"
would make a grand rush before the polls
dosoi, boning in too midst of the con-
fusion to make their votes "stick."

In the Tenth Precinct fivo votes were
challenged, and Officer C J. O'Connell ar-
restrd Stuflor J. P. flavin on a warrant, J.
Benjamin being a witness to the illegal
vote.

He stated
that he hail been three months coaching up
tho Republican ticket, and at the last
moment was Instructed to opts the Demo-
cratic.

The voting at the Polrero was carried on
in a quiet and orderly way yesterday, the
only urb.iiiCc being caused by a man
named Gearing, a hanger-on at Kellyand
Crimmlns' saloon.
Itappears that Precinct 14 of the Thirty-

second Assembly Distri was short of an
election clerk, and Gearing, though he lives
on Sixth and Brannan streets, was sworn in
to fillthe vacancy.

All went weil until Thalloncer P. Norton
pointed out the Democratic clerks to Demo-
crats who wished to vote, but were uuablo
to read or write and wished a clerk to assist
them in making out their ballots.

When Gearing heard this he jumped up,
exclaiming th ithv was there to protect Re-
publican interests nnd that the action of
Challenger Norton was illegal and th.it he
hart no right InSide the booth. Norton an-
snernd In very uncomplimentary language,
ai tl words led to blows, ami but for the in-
terference of Inspector lla wes a serious
fracas would have tin the result.

AH this time the voting had been stopped,
which caused a delay of fully twenty
ininuteg. At length it was decided that
Nr.rton had the richt to Eive Instructions of
the afor«'SHld nature, and polling was re-
sumed without finti<r trouble.

There were some challenges made. Tho
average time required for each voter was
nine, minutes.

Tho Non-Partisan ticket will b« well
represented from all account?. O'Donuell
was not heard of In this district. The new
ballot system worked well, without much
loss of time. Some dissatisfaction was
found in the Seventh and Fifth precincts.

In the Fifth nnd S. venlh precincts there
was some complaint about allowing too
much time to some of the voters. The Kelly
and Crininiins faction in the local fight could
not draw much strength from this district.
ii Precinct 7 trouble was expected be-
fore the closing of the polls, for the voting
there seemed to be slower than necessary.
Some of the voters complained of the delay,
but nothing serious occurred.

DOWN IN OCEAN VIEW.

The Thirty-Sixth Assembly District Has
ft Good lime.

Down in the Twelfth Precinct of the
Thirty-sixth Assembly District, which em-
braces a vast territory, bounded by Castro,

Onondagn, Sen Jose road and the wide
Pacific, t':e voting was active and at times
exciting.

'1be precinct include; a largo number of
our Italian fellow-citizen?, whose concep-
tion of the prevailing language Is generally
rather slow. These natives are, therefore,
so to speak, at the mercy of th«» inspector,
who translates mi his sympathies run and
as his on predilections may dictate.

Out of 2GB roistered votes in the precinct
no less than 230 Individuals voted, leaving
just twenty-nine pirscus who failed to vote.

The precinct M overwhelmingly Demo-
crnltc, owing to the porsittosl tffortsof In-
spector A. T. Mordauut, who was every-
where and at nil times.

Inspector Mordaont admitted, uncon-

result whs due largely to his own effort?._ Inspector Mordaunt also jingled, stig-
"gesllvely," a large pocketful of silver as a
prime factor of his bucceseful campaign.

Down in Precinct 12 it tfou a long time
to vote, the average being 13% minutes for
each one.

This was considerably longer than the
U"iial time allowed, but that niaiio no
especial difference to the gnng nml every
man was allowed just as long a time as
wanted.

Some of them. in fact many of the voters
took forty-live minutes to vote and never a
protest was tutored.

The two United States Inspectors had a
real good time. Neither was efficient or
understood ihe duties which he was sup-
posed to oversee.

When one of them wanted to start out to
get a Chronicle the other was willingand
vice versa.

.Tor hours both were absent, and the the
gang had Ihlojn their own way. It was
only when th" time for closing approached
th t tin- two United States Marshals woke
up t ) the occasion.

.Both displayed remarkable energy at this
time and a real disposition to assert their
authority.

They were thirsty.
The gang who acted as the depository and

recorders of the votes m the Twelfth Pre-
cinct were remarkable for many things, un-
doubtedly, pmticularly so for their hand-
writing, which was original instyle, if not
on the latest Improved system.

There Was no disturbance during the day,
and not a vote was challenged.

Julius Petit, a conductor of the electric
road, was the last man to vote in Precinct
12 of the Thirty-sixth Assembly District,
and he cast his vote at exactly 5:10 r. m.

A howl of delight aroso from the throats
o! the gang, including tho old red-nosed
man who had the oflicinl ballots in charge,
«n<l the crowd then went to supper.

Officer E. W. E ken of the police was
present at tbe rolls during the day. His
discretion and judgment averted many a
broil.

A VOTER'S DILEMMA.

I'race Generally Helens In the Thlrty-
Scrntith District.

Inthe Fourth Precinct of the Thirty-sev-
enth Assembly District theie was some con-
fusion at the opining of the polls, but order
was soon restored and voting went along
smoothly.

An amusing incident of tho early hour
was when a voter asked for the first dupli-
cate ballot after a struggle with the first
ballot which lasted I. teen minutes.

Atthe booth In the Sixth Precinct before

office to provide other boxes.

Voters began to form in line early in this

district.

as if running on greased wheel?.
A feature In the district vote was the

general tendency to vote early but not
often, ram of the electors contenting them-
selves withcasting tneir legal Quota 01 bal-
lots.
In many precincts over 100 ballots were

cast before 10 o'clock. There was but one
challenge In the Thirteenth Precinct, on the
ground of non-residence. The district,
which is a Republican one, voted the na-
tional ticket straight, but for municipal
officers voted strongly for the Non-Par-
tisans.

The election lit this district was very

THE TIME WAS SHORT.

Little Tronhlo Was Experienced in the
Forty-Sacund District. • . ji--.'•'."'.

A good-natured tolerance was the happy
characteristic of lie voters in the Porty-
second Assembly District.

The voting in all the precincts In this dis-
trict, with the exception of two, proceeded
quietly and regularly. An average of about
twenty votes an hour was cast in the dilfer-
ent polling-places.

Atnearly every election booth a string of
voters was patiently waiiinsr. Each elector
was (i-;id!urfil,and smilingly inquired
from his neighbor. "When will our turn
chin??" and was good-hamoredly answered,
"We'll get there nil right."

In the First Precinct six arrests were
made for false registration, one in the Sec-
ond Precinct, two in the Fourth and several'
unmaintalned challenges in others.

The Australian calot s-emed generally
mastered, but the folding caYa a little
trouble.

There was much apprehension expressed
in certain precincts that the whole vote
would not be polled on account of the short-
ness of the time, but fen, if any, were
finallyleft out in the cold.

THEY FEAI.-EO THE CAMERA.

Staffer! Deterred In the Forty-Third
Assembly District.

This district is bouuded by the southerly
line of Broadway on the north, the northerly
line of Market street forming the southerly
boundary, and extending from the easterly

j line of Mason street on the west, to tho
westerly lii»« of Kearny street on the east,

between the two main thoroughfares first
mentioned. Chinatown and the Latin
Quarter form a little more than half the
area of the Forty- District, and ft is
subdivided luto sixteen pruciucts. iv all
these precincts good order reigned this
morning.

There were no arrests made by the police
or the United States Marshals, although In
tho northern part of the city some chaliens-ing was indulged in. Voting proceeded
quietly all day without any rushes or
crowding at SP. M. With the exception of
two booths no voters were shut out.

There was a complete absence of stuffers
and heat*.

The police generally reported a scare of
the detective earners, «nd a consequent
absence of the siuffcr brigade. The ballot-
ing occupied from four minutes to half an
hour, averaging in the various booths men-
tioned about fifteen minutes to each voter.

The general belief was thnt the polls were
too well guarded for stuffers, who had con-
lined their work chiefly to the more outlying
districts.

One arrest, that of Daniel Goodman, was
raa'le in the Third Precinct. He was ac-
cused of perjury, but was bailed out by hid
employer.

LOTS OF TROUBLE.

StuftVrs on Guifd at the Forty-Fourth
Assembly District.

The illiteracy dodge and other pet
schemes of the Kelly-Crimmins gnng were
attempted In the Forty-fourth Assembly
District. -

Long challenge lists had been prepared
and were very necessary. A felon was ar-
rested for trying to vote and a man was ar-
rested for battery.

For about an hour, between 3:30 and 1:30
o'clock yesterday afternoon, there was
lively times at the pollingbooth, Precinct 1,
Forty-fourth District, opposite 629 Vallejo
street. The trouble begun by a drunken
man wanting to e«t in to vote. He was
asked by Officer J. P. McCarthy Ifhis name
was on tho register, and in reuly became
very abusive. McCarthy arrested him, and
while he was absent from tbe booth for a
few moments calling ud tbe patrol wagon,
a cang of toughs who surrounded the booth
forced their way in. They attempted to
throw out two Xon-Parlis:in voters aud a
scone of the greatest confusion ensued.
Blows were struck, and when McCarthy re-
turned lie fouud two men clinched on the
floor. Two of tlie gang were arrested fur
battery and violation of the election law.

A few minutes afterward a short, squat
Mexican stepped forward to vote. liepave
his name au«i the Democratic challenger at
onco challenged his vote as the description
of the man on the register give his size ns
over six lent. The Democratic challenger
demanded his arrest on a charge of perjury,
which the heelers strongly opposed, and to
put an end to tho dispute the Democrat
hustled him out of the booth and took him
to the City Prison himself, followed lor
a short distance by a howlingmob.

No sooner was the excitement ovpr than a
fight began on the sidewalk. Pete Fleming,
a fireman, and some others tooK a hand in
and itlooked for a few minutes r.s if there
wouldbe serious trouble. Officer McCarthy
placed four of the ringleaders under arrest
at,d quietness again reigned.

The windows of the polling booth were
kept open, stud a constant dm was kept up
by tho gang in shouting at the voters.
There was also a crowd in front of the
polling booth, and voters had considerable
difficulty In forcing their way through. A
large majority of the voters looked as tough
as they make them, and it was evident that
litany of the stuffers were in the precinct.

Dr. Meyers devoted particular attention
to this polling booth and remained inside
almost the whole afternoon. Just before
the close of tho rolla friend asked him how
thtnes were looking and he smiled blandly
while he remarked, "Iguess it's allright."
M*> was congratulated on having the ablest
heoler to assist him in all the army of "Re-
public.in" heelers. 6>?^- - :

A Non-Partisan voter complained bit-
terly to a reporter of The Call of the
way things'wero being run. "Iam a vet-
eran of the army," ho said, "and like to see
good order always, but more particularly
on an occasion liko tins. But things are
run insldn there [pointing to the booth] to
suit the heelers. It is simply disgraceful.
The stamps are practically useless, and I
might just as well have used a stick to mark
my ballot, a* the only impression left by
the stamp was a blotch. Thoro was not
the slightest appearance of a cross. What
makes mo mad is that that mar Invalidate
my vote, and Iwanted so much to see pure
government here. Another gentleman, a
No:i-Partlsan, who was marking his ballot
alongside of me, threw tho stamp down in
distrust and left tne booth without com-
pleting it. And then the infernal noise
made by these hoodlums outside so con-
fused ice that 1 scarcely know who Iwas
voting (or."

Besides the arrests previously referred to
two wero made earlier In the day at this
booth for illegal registration.

DKINK SEEMED CHEAT.

Merrily Voted the Kealdsnti of th* Forty-
Fifth nutrict.

In the Forty-fifth District, which Includes
what la Known as the Barbary Coast, once
one of the toughest sections of tho city,

little serious trouble was reported.
Some of the voters manifested an un-

quenchable thirst, aud there- were plenty
of saloon side-doors where their sufferings
could be relieved by the application of
steam-beer.

Down on the water front at the polling-
place of tho Tent'i Precinct "Hoodlum
Harry" and one or two of Kelly-Crimmins'
heelers tried to get in some fine work, but
were promptly suppressed.

Atthe polling-place of the Fifteenth Pre-
cinct, Vallejo and Sansoiue streets, Jack
Daly and one or tworounders who were filled

with liquor attempted a disturbance, but
were driven off. Here Hugh Clyne's vote
was challenged, because bis address on the
register is 1000 .Montgomery avenue, whilene belongs to 1000 Montgomery street.He swore his vote in.
In inn Twelfth Precinct, corner of San-

be remembered in regard to the polling of
votes iv the year of grace 1892.

VERY QUIET WORK.
Nothing Said About an African Mission-

any £ninrprlto.

New YorKSun.
Once in a while some interesting project

is carried out in Africa of which nothing is
heard until it Is far advanced. A year and a
half ago a number of ladies and gentlemen
in Scotland determined to found a new
Love-dale in East Africa. Lovedale is one
of the most famous of the missionary estab-
lishments and its work has been carried on
for nearly fifty years in South Africa,
where many hundreds of the native havo
been instructed in various trades. The new
Lovedate was to be started somewhere
north ofMount Kilima-Njnro on the Mas-
sai plain, under the equator. Twelve ladies
and gentlemen guaranteed the sum of £50,-
COO and Dr. Jau.es Stewart, formerly of
Lovedale, was engaged to go at once to
BritUb East Africa and establish the
mission, which was to bo "religious, educa-
tional, medical and industrial to its ob-
jects." Not a word of the project was
breathed to the newspapers.

Year nco last August Dr. Stewart reachedZanzibar, and collected a caravan of 273men. with which he crossed la Mombasafor the inland journey. After a careful in-spection of tfco country north of the big
snow mountain. Dr. Stewart selected the
district of Kibwezi at the best place for a
central station. It is about eighteen days'
journey from the coast, has plenty of water
and timber, the people are friendly, and it
is on the regular caravan route to Uganda.
Dr. Stewart found that the soil was «..od, if
not especially rich. The top of Kilima-
njaro was visible* far south on clear morn-ings. The chief K^londu was Informed of
the object of the white ru?n in settling his
country. lie at once said that he and
bis people would give the mission every
facility. Ho prcb.ilily thought that tho
presence of so many white men would he a
sort of safeguard against the Massai
who now and then visit this region
on raiding expeditions. Dr. Stewart
bought 500 acres of land, and at
once commenced the erection of six
large houses of bungalow type to serve as
workshop, store, dispensary and dwelling-

houses 1. A church was also erected and nu-
merous smaller buildings. About two miles
of roads and paths were made in and around
the station. Oxen were trained as beasts
of burden, small garden \u25a0 were laid out, and
within four months English potatoes, peas,
bpets. tomatoes and a considerable variety
of other European vegetables were raised.

Dr. Stewart is of the opinion that this
district \% generally very healthy, and that
European women can enjoy fair health at
the btation, which, although under the
equator, is 9000 feet above the level of the
sea. At present the white worker?, six in
number, are learning the language, putting
ud new buildings, and preparing the mis-
sion for its future work. Itis not known
why the projectors of this enterprise were
so very quiet about it, but the first news
that has reached the public concerning it is
contained In Dr. Stewart's report showing
the success of the preliminary wort.

PHONOGRAPH CYLINDERS.
i'rocru of Making the Wax Blank* for

Public Exhibitions.
Cincinnati Commercial.

Itmay have occurred to some who, by in-
serting the end pieces of two little rubber
tubes in their ears, heard reproductions of
BtBJEi songs by prima donnas, stirring
marches and thriliing martial music by
famous orchestras or bands to reflect that
the littlemachine in the corner of the station
waiting-room, which ground out this sur-
prising result, was getting something tor
nothing, or that somebody who owned It,
and "who toiled not, neither spun," was
reaping a harvest innickels. *

Itmay be interesting to know how the
phonographic "blank?," as the little wax
cylinders used upon the Edison phonograph
for recording and reproducing speech are
technically known, are charged with these
choice selections of classic music for the
public who havo nickels to drop in the slot.

The process is first to place the sineers or
instruments as closely to tho large speaking
horn of the phonograph as possible in tho
room from which all other sound is care-
fully excluded. If there is more than one
sinner or instrument they are grouped in a
semicircle. Four or rive, sometimes as
many as seven, phonographs are arranged
also ina semicircle.

Trie sounds are recorded on all simul-
taneously, but not with equal perfection,
some of the cylinders being better than
others. By this process, if a larga number
of cylinders are needed to supply all the
phonographs controlled by the company,
the music is simply repeated as many times
as is necessary.

After testing the cylinders are then ready
to bo placed upon th« phonographs at the
railway station*, seaside resorts and other
public places where the curious audience of
one drops a nicKel In the slot and then smiles
to himself and wondeis why every ousels*
doesn't smile in enjoyment of the fea^t of
song.

A much more rapid process is used by Mr.
F.di-on lo I)is work". Whit is called a
"master recurd" is rnside upon a single
cylinder, which is u«ed similarly to the mat-
rix in the stereotyping process tot repro-
diu'.ng or Multiplying Hie cylinders asinituy
limes us niav bo dcsirt-d.

To Ebonlzs a Table.

Apply while warm and then give the
table throe coats of acetate of iron, made by
dissolving ten parts r.f iron filings in sev-
en tv-tive parts of vinegar.
