That's the way 1loot at it," he said.

"And Is th« Nun-Partisan ticket The
Call ticket?" Iinquired, innocently.
, The gentleman cast a most deprecatory
glance Mone who should be so iguorant as
that Bat he was good-natured and ac-
commodating, and without showing more
than the average arrog.mco of man toward
woman he went on to explain to me at some
length that the Non-Partisan movement
owed moat of its success and even the
greater part of its verj existence to The
Call and Bulletin.

"Or course." he said, "ifthe honest citi-
zens of San Francisco had not rallied to the
support of The Call the Non-Partisan
movement would nul have lived lons.

1was conscious of feeling a little oat of

place at the polling booths, but the men
treated mo civilly,ifnot politely,

One. who had not seen me before, halted
right in the middle of a great bigoath when
be found me beside birr, and was about to
apologize when something occurred to pre-
vent it.

The som-thing was a rH-faced man who
had just aiigMed from a buggy decorated
wiib white canvas and black and red and
blue letters which said that "a vole for
Johnny Martin is a vote for Miko de
Young."

Whil« Iwas wondering who "Johnny
Martin" could be anyway, the rvd-fac.nl
nixn grabbed the man wiio had begun toswear and led him away to one side where
they carried on a secret conversation for a
few minutes and then both rode away.

While 1stood near this booth no less than
ten buggies drove up for a few minutes and
then dashed away again.

What their occupants wanted Icould
only wonder, til! a man tnld me that they
were men who were "working" f<« the
various candidates.

1went over the larger portion of the city
yesterday before 5 o'clock, aud found every-
thing very quie', with one or two unim-
portant exceptions. 1 heard Mr. Kllerl's
name on every biulv's lips and did not hear
the name of Mr.Kaston even in the districts
whero. Messrs. Kellv and I'riiiiinln. have
the largest crowds of "boys."

What dirty, razeed, lazy looking "boys"
they were, to be sure, and how few of them
could read and write!

A MILITARY HERMIT..
The Lonely Life Led by M.-jor-Geueral

Alfred l'lea«»nton.

fXevr York Man and Express.
Major-General Alfred Pleasanton, U. S.

A., lives the lifeof a hermit in the Greason
House in Washington. Ho was bora In
Washington, June 7.1824. and was gradu-
ated from West Point in 1814 in the same
class with General Grant. Ho entered the
army after the usual leave of absence on
November 1843, received a commission as
second lieutenant in the Second Dragoons,
with which ho was ever after identified.
His record shows several promotions for
"gallant and meritorious conduct," begin-
ning at Palo Alto and ending with the last
conflict with Price in Missouri. Hisrecord
during the civil warvu uniformlybrilliant,
and he was commissioned as mnjjr-geueriil
(or important achievements, and with ti:e
applause of the wholo nation. Yet he was
retired with his old regular army rank-
major of cavalry.

General Pieasanton Is said to have never
sworn profanely in his life, but Inhis early
service ho always used the name of his com-
manding general as an oath— so his "Great
Scott 1" of Mexican war days has become a
national exclamation. A few years later he
bpgan to swear by historic name?, and his
"Great Caesar's ghost!" has likewise taken
the public fancy. A few years ago his
brother started the laughable "blue-glass
cure" craze, and the general was terribly
annoyed by Its attribution to him, "Great
Seoul sir," he would exclaim, "no, sir, Iam
not the man. Xo, sir. That is my brother,
a militia major-general, wo lives in Phila-
delphia. Great CfO3ar s ghost! man, what
do you take me for? Who do you tuink I
am? Great Caesar's ghost! no, sir."

He was never married, and, though uni-
formly courteous to ladies, expressed a de-
cided preference for the society of men. His
only companion for se?ernl years wa*Mr.
Groasnn, or, nt ho called himself. "Ould
(.reason," the Irishman who kept tho hotel.
Since that person's death the general has
steadily grown more reserved. He treats
old comrades with politeness but does not
return their calls or answer their letter?.
Some years ago h« gave up smoking. lie
i.ever used liquor to any great extent; hn
cannot rido horseback now, and his sole
pleasure is in reading.
