that the Democrats in power are not so
firrca for free trade as when they are in
opposition. Every Democratic Congress.
man wants the products of his distriet pro-
tected, and as all districts have one or more
products, there Is a promising field for com-
binations.

THE PARTY IN FOWER.

It does seem to be a tidal wave. Cleve-
land is elected by such a vote thas there can
be no question but he is the choice of the
majority of the people. The House of Rep-
resentatives is Democratic by at least fifty
majority, and perhaps mcre. In the pres.
ent Senate there are forty-seven Republi-
cans and thirty-nine Democrats, Five Re-
publican Senators, to wit: Iiiscock of New
Yeork, Hawley of Conneeticut, Rockbridee
of Michigan, Davis of Minnesota and Fel-
ton of California, will now be succeeded
by Democrats, reducing the Republican
strength in the Senate to forty-two and
raising the Democratic strength two forty-
four, and two Republicap Senators, to wit:
Paddock of Nebraska and Stewart of Ne-
vada, will probably be succeeded by Popu-
lists, thus further reducing the Republican
strength to forty, and inereasing the Popu-
lists’ strength to four. Thus, it is safe to
say that the Democrats will be abie to carry
auy strictly party measure through the Sen-
ate, For the first time in many yearsall
the three legislative brances of the General
Government will belong to the Democratie
party, and that party will bave the undi-
vided respounsibility for the conduct of pub-
lic affairs.

The Democracy have not controlled both
houses of Congress and the President like-
wise gince 1857-1859, when Buchauan was
President and James L. Orr Speaker of the
House. Thus a period of thirty-five years
has elapsed since they enjoyed the power
and incurred the responsibility they -now
do. During these thirty-five years their
policy has necessarily been negative, It
must now become positive, and will eall
for a much higher order of ability than they
needed to display when they were unable
to carry party measures or to direct the
poliey of the nation. The party must now
realize that it Is accountable for its acts and
that it must stand or fall on their merits.

MUNICIPAL NON-PARTISANISM.

1t is probable that other American cities
will follow the lead of San Francisco in
shaking off the bonds of party in the ad-
ninistration of municipal affairs. A great
outery has been made against what is
fermed excessive taxation for national pur-
poses, but comparatively little has been
gald about the growing burdens of munici-
pal government. Democratic New York
leads in the mad race of municipal extrava-
gance, The estimate of the cost of the
government of New York for the ensuing
vear is §53,771,005. There is a considerable
increase over this expenditure of last year.
The Police Departnient makes away with
§5,234,886. The School Department re-
quires $£4,448,355. The schools are not so
generously provided for as the schools of
this city, the Balaries of teachers in New
York being much below our standard.
The sum of §1,305,177 is set apart for charit-
able institutiona. The population of New
York is about five times as great as that of
San Francisco. The general condition of
the city is not better than in this city, aud
vet its pro rata expenditure is much greater,
In Brookiyn the New York story is re-
peated, increased estimates everywhere, So
grievous is the burden imposed that a lead-
ing journal remarks: “It is time for the
people of Brookiyn to free themselves from
the clutches of the gang of politicians who
are responsible for piling these heavy and
peedless burdens upon them year after
vear."” Very likely before the next Presi-
dential election comes round a non-partisan
movement will take the rich municipal pick-
ings from both of the national parties.

TAMMANY ON 10P.

For a secona time Tammany Ha!l has
elected a President of the United States.
North of the Harlem River New York gives
a Republican maiority ranging about
60,600. When the Democratic majority in
the cities of New York and Brooklyn ex-
ceeds this figure the Democrats have the
State. The thiity-six electoral votes of this
State elect a President. In 1838 the major-
ity In the cities was kept below the aver-
age Republican majorities of the interior
counties. This year Tammany put forth
all its strength and rolled up majorities in
the two cities which the northern counties
could not overecome. The sting of this de-
feat is less keen than it would Lave been
had the Western States remained true to
the Republican party. While we regret the
fact that the dregs of the population of a
great city should determine a Presidential
election, the fact that better elements of
the people in other parts of the country
have moved politically with the dregs of
the cities restrains any expression of im-
patience that might otherwise have been
heard. Thoughtful Republicans will not
be at loss to find the cause. They wiil per-
ceive that the people have not pronounced
80 much upun the cpen issues the party has
advocated as agazinst the domination of the
party by transportation corvorations. DBut
whatever the cause the cousequence will
Le the same. Tammany Hall is the ruling
power in the United States. Insignificant
in itseif, it Dbecomes formidable when
linked with the 159 electoral votes of the
Solid South. Cleveland must have made
peace with the Tammany tizer. What
the terms are will be known after the in-
auguration. * Bourke Cockran and other
Tammany chiefs have become convinced
that Cleveland may be a popular man on
elect'on day as well as on otber days in the
year. But no one supposes that Cleveland’s
popularity would have been demonstrated in
Tammany’s strongliold had not the candi-
date got down to Tammany’s level.

SILVER.

Silver dropped half a centan ounce the
day after the election on the strength of a
report that the free coinage party had
carried Nevada. Nothing else was to be
expected. Under the Harriscn policy the
local product was removed from the market
to the Government vaults. Dut under
Cleveland the Government will notl con-
tinue &s a purchaser. The gold men and
the free silver men are agreed that the Re-
publican policy is unwise. What policy
will be adopted no one knows, but it is
certain that the Republican policy will not
be continued. Unless there shall be some
agreement by the international couference
there is danger of a still greater fall for
silver.

“A VERY BAD LAW.»

The CLronicle pronounces the present
election act & very bad law. Itattributes
to this law the fact that about 8000 names
on the regisier were not voted. Still the
vote in the city was larger than ever before.
The natural conciusion is therefore that
the greater part of the names in the regis.
ter that did not vote were the names of
stuffers. To men who want to vote only
once and are willing that every other
gualifisd voter should exercise a like privi-
lege, the fact that 5000 stuffers, more or less,
were prevented from voting will be com-
vensation for the extra ten or fifteen min-
utes it may have taken them to vote.

The counting of ballots In the election
precinets of San Franciseo is not quite so
slow as in former years. Recording clerks
take numbers as their guide instead of
namwes. But with all the advantages of eali-
ing out numbers iustead of surnames with
two Christan prefixes, or at least initials,
the time occupled in disposing of a ballot is
from three to five minutes, That is the
municipal ticket of San Francisco. But as
200 or 250 voters in a precinct get through
their duty of stamping between sunrise and
5 P. M. 1t is not unfair to infer that the
officiais in a large number of precincts can
get through the labor of counting within
twice or thrice the time occupicd in voting,
Some of the clerks are slow and positively
stupid. They have certainly not the light-
ning celerity that insurance or railroad
clerks have in dealing with figures. But
the subdivision of the city into small pre-
cincts is assuredly advantageous,

Under the system of counting the vetes in
a precinet there are unmistakable opportun-
ities for frand by collusion. One man
calls off the ballot. In a large number of
cases no one is on guard to follow him.
Unless some one has an eye on the ticket
to gee that justice is done the vote may be
given to anybody, or at least to this or that
person without challenge., Even the clerks

who record the ballot may, by collusion,
falsify the voter’s intention. They call out
“One!” “Four!” or *“‘tally,” according to
the progress of the candidate, buv who is
standing by to verify? An agreement be-
tween the clerks in the telegraphic manner
of signals and secrecly; might lead to_an
election being carried by positive beating,
They could go on recording votes for per-
sons agreed upon irrespective of the actual
commands of the voter. But with all de-
fects allowed the Australian system is un-
doubtedly the nearest approach to honesty
that popular suffrage has ever tried. Therc-
fore let good people be patient.

The recent raiiroad accident in England
is a sad corrective of official statistics. For
1801 it appears from the statistics of rail-
road travel that onlv five persons out of
845,000,000 lost their lives from causes be-
yvond their own control. But it is fair to
England to say that there have been some
haif-years actually without a single passen-
ger in this predicament of bLeing to some
extent responsible for his or her owndeath,
‘I'he other day in England an accident oc-
curred which caused the death of thirteen
passengers and wounded many more. The
company responsible will have to pay im-
mense sums to pay off its reckoning, but the
best thing that could be done in the interest
ol the traveling world is to pay the switch-
ers and signalmen well. Why sbould a man
by overtoil be permitted through exhaustion
of nature to go to sleep at lnspust?, DBut
that is what is done under English railroad
corporation rules. When the rich find out
their danger a remedy wmay be found.

CAMPAIGN FUN.

Witty Retorts Made by Speakers When
Subjected to Interruptions,

It must have been rather disconcerting to
the declamatory syeaker who, despising all
technicalities, tried to storm his hearers by
sheer force of eloquence, but who, on utter-
ing the words *In the book of Nature it is
written,” was Interrupted by a quiet-
looking gentleman with a mild request
that he would “name the page.”
Sometimes, however, the interrapter
receiues a ‘‘retort courteous” he hardly
bargained for, and a capital story illus-
trative of this is told of Lordji*almerston.
His Lordship, who was an inveterate joker,
possessed a readiness of repartee and a
quaint sense of humor that often stood him
in good stead. Once, when canvassiog
Hampshire in econjunction with Sir George
Stauuton, he held & meeting at a hotel
which was but dimly lighted at each end
by two small windows. During the noble
lord's speech he was frequently interrupted
by crles of *No, nol!” proceeding from a
little fat man in one of the windows, who
was butler to an old admiral In the neigh-
berhicod.

There were loud calls to bring him for-
ward, but Lord Palmerston promptly said:
*“Pray, don’t interfere with the gentieman.
Let him remain in the window. Providence
has denied him any inteliectual light; it
would be hard, indeed, to deprive him of
the light of heaven.” Again, while election-
eering at Taunton, he was greatiy troubled
by a butcher who wanted him to support a
certamm radical policy. At the end of one
of his lordship’s speeches the butcher
called out: *“Lord Palmerston, will
you give me a plain answer to a
plain question?” After a slight pause
Lord Palmerston replied, *I will.” The
buteher then asked, “Will you or will
you not support this measure ?”"—a Radieal
bill. Lord Palmerston hesitated, and then,
with a twinkle in his eye, replied: *1 will
" Then he stopped. Immediately the
Radicais cheered tremendously. “Not—""
continued his lordship. [Loud Conservative
cheers.] When these ceased Lord Palmerston
finished Lis sentence—*'tell you.” Then he
immediateiy retired,

Fox was seldowm, if ever, ata loss fora
retort, and a story is told how, when can-
vassing Westminster, he applied te a shop-
keeper for his vote and interest. The man
produced a halter, with which he sald he
was ready to oblige him. **ilhank yon,” re-
Lrhed Fox, “for your kind offer, but I shouid

@ sorry to deprive you of so valuable a
family piece.”

AMERICAN THEATERS.

The Opinlons of One of the Greatest
Living Actresses.
Mme. Modjeska in November Forum,

One of the strongest proofs of the rela-
tively small importance of the theaters in
the United States is the lack of buildings
built solely for the drama. In Europe,
theaters bear the character of publie build-
ings and are situated in a square with
plenty of space around them. Here nearly
all of them are crowded between the shops
in business streets. They present exter-
nally very slight indication of their excep-
tional character, except by means of a sign-
board and a frame with photographs of
actors and actresses exposed in the open
lobby. In some large cities the manager of
to-day attempts by adorning the front en-
trauce of his bullding to give it something
of an artistiec air: but in the majority ot
towns the lack of respect for the appear-
ance of the theater is appalling. Very
often one bas to pass through a d store
to the stage, and both of those establish-
ments are frequently under the same man-
agement.

The arrangements behind the scenes are
still worse, and though I have learned not
to expect too much, 1 cannot be reconciled
to the appearance of the stage eutrances
and to the condition of the dressing-rooms.
There is an unpardonable negligence in this
regard on the partof the iocal managers,
who seem to consider nothing but the box.
office. The actor durlug the intervals of
his work has not even the chance of resting
or breathing in his dingy dressing-room,
which is without air, or rather is filled with
bad air, and In its equipment is both shabby
and unclean. These inconveniences and
drawbacks, however, are trifles in compari-
son with the greater evils which affect the
character of dramatic art in this country,
the main one of which is a complete lack of
stock companies.

ROAD IMPROVEMENT.

Work Which a Natlonal Organization
FProposes to Do.
New York Sun.

The national eorganization just formed in
Chicago under the title of the “Country
Road Improvement League” has a gigantic
programme, covering the half miilion miles
of eountry roads which need to be improved.
We cannot say that it concerns the farming
pecple any more than the restof the people,
for the success of the league would cheapen
the price of products while benefiting the
producer. The agricaltural associations of
this couniry &re not better represented in
the membership of the league than the com-
mercial institutions. The New York
Chamber of Commerce and the Board
of ‘'Irade as well as the Farmers’
Alliances and the Patrons of Indus-
try sent delegates to the Chicago Road
lmprovement convention. Some of the
agricultural delegates were desirous that
ihe Federal Government should undertake
the maintenance of the country’s high-
ways, but it was found that the policy did
not meet the approval of the delegates of
commercial bodies, and hence the constitu-
tion adopted by the league is free from the
crude theories entertained by some of the
members of the convention.

The wheelmen of the country as well as
the farmers and traders are interested in
road improvement and were represented in
the Chlicago convention. Long-distance
bicycling, of which we have recently had
some notable examples, would become far
more popular than it is if we had extensive
stretches of first-rate highway over
counsry.
