The Big Parade of the
Democrats.

TORCHES AND BOMBS.

Cleveland’s Victory Is Duly
Celebrated.

A GRAND TRIUMPHAL MARCH.

A Very Creditable and Attractive
Procession in This City Last
Night.

The Democrsts had possession of the
town last nigtt.

T'he great parade was a grand success.

Not satisfied with the 10,000 men that
were turned out by this city, Alameda sent
over her contingent under the commaad of
William English, who rode at the head of
the procession and scknowledged every
cheer for Cleveland by doffing Lis white
hat.

Close belind FEnglish rode Dick Ham-
mond, who wants to be Secretary of the In-
tegjor.

Tm’-, however, is merely Incidental, for
the two gentlemen named were lost in the
great demonstration over Democratic suc-
¢ess,

Beyoud & doubt it was the greatest parade
of the kind ever witnessed on thls coast,
agd when it was done it left the average
citizen to wonder if thera were any Repub-
llcans left In the town,

Miles of torches snd dozens of loud-
sounding bands filled the air with light
and music.

*Dixie,”” “The Star-spangled Banner,”
and “When the Robbins Nest Again” were
miogled with **Annle Rooney,” “The Harp
Tbat Once Wore Overalls’” and other patri-
otlc alrs.

Behind the musicians who made up the
braying bands there were thousands of
marching men.

There were men in red caps, men in blue
caps, men in white bats, and men with oo
hats at all.

Some carried torches and some bore trans-
parencies alofl to indicate thelr joy over the
resulit.

But above and beyond all this the Demo-
eratic rooster was most prominent.

Thousands of them waved aloft or clung
to lape! or haterown of the howling, hoot-
ing, perspiring, jostling, crowdaing mob that
wormed Its way tbrough the crowded
streets,

And there wae a crowd on the sidswalks
that surpassed all expectation.

To place it at 50,000 would be a conserva-
tive estimate, and to write it down that
fuily one-half of that number were women
would be to draw it ruild.

Tuey blocked the sidewalk for a mlle
along Kearny street, and Market street was
packed from DBattery street to Van Ness
avenue.

The doorways and windows were alive
with people, and the crowd flowed out into
the s'rect and surged to and fro like a liy-
ing sea.

Every angle and projectlon was taken
possession of and 100,000 necks twisted and
eraped to see the marching men and flaunt-
ing bauners

After however, it was a good-"Gtured
erowd, and no one #¢¢fic’ to pe the least
bit nist Gut by the unusual erush.

i ‘hey took it il as & metter of course,
and even the Republicane jcined in the
general hilarity.

As usual the small boy was out in force.
He edged his way through the throng and
mrde night hideous with the blast of his
big tin horn. He took possession of every
telegraph pole and lamp post and howled
bhimself hoarse in his joy over the spectacie
presenled to him by Max Popper's fol.
lowers.

At the corner of Post and Kearny streets
one excited female attracted the attention
of the crowd and zained the cheers of the
throng Iin ths street by appearing in an
ppper window in scanty attire and with a
bundle of Roman eandles, which she pro-
eceeded to turn loose—that is the Roman
candles and not the attire.

She waved her arms frantically and sent
a shower of red, white, blue and yellow
lights hissing cut into the empty air. Then
she waved an adieu to the crowd and dis-
appeared from view.

One enterprising genius who realized the
monetary value of patriotiem and who had
evidently been there before had taken his
stand at the junclion of Geary and Kearny
streets with en express-wagon load of
Democratic roosters and tin horns.

dash to knock out Sullivan and Dwyer,

4 Young Democrat in Line,

shouted their best and burned bushels of
red fire in order to square themselves.

In front of their headquarters they had
construected a fragile-looking platform, and
from it kept a stream of rocke!s blazing
away into the night, just to show that Dan
Regan and Jimmy Long were on deck.

The picture of Cleveland which they
had flung to the breeze weeks ago seemed
to smile as it looked down upon the crowd,
and formed a striking contrast to the stern
and hard-setfeatures of the Vice-Preside;t.
elect.

Directly opposite and spanning Market
street a mam::olh banner, bearing the por-
traits of Harrison aud Reia, swung sullenly
in the wind, and one could almost imagine
«hat the unusually placid face of the Presi-
dent bore traces of a sort of tired feeling as
it gazed upon the marching hosts of De-
mocracy.

As they passed beneath it Tom Clunis
and Bill English removed their hats po-
litely, and were clhieered by the crowd in the
street. Williams' whiskers [fairly curled
with delighit as he bowed his thanks, and
dashed the rowels Into his £2 an hour steed,

Some little confusion was caused at the
crossing of Pine and Kearny streets by a
collision with a detachmentof the Salvation
Army under the command of a stalwart
sergeant in & poke bonnet. The army with
its banners disputed the right of way, and a
bewhiskered soldier strove to drown the
leading band withthe strains of a mildewed
guitar. The leader of the band blew him-.
self rea in the face and worked the buttons
of his tawdry uniform, but he knocked the
guitar out in the first round and the Salva-
tionists made a detonr and disappeared in
the direction of the ferry.

Io front of the Baldwin a score or more
of small boys had mounted the lamp-posts,
and in spite of the protests of the million-
aire proprietor, who threatened them with
all sorts of violenc2 they maintaioed
their perch, and created a din that was sim-
ply hideous. When Dr. O’Donnell passed
in his carriage one of the youngsters grew
80 excited that he fell with a whack and
was carried away to be patehed up.

Taken all in ali, the parade was one to be
remembered. It was the first outburst of
the enthusiasm of victory, and it was cer-
tainly a credit to the men who had it in
charge.

From first to last — that is, from the
mounted police at the head down to the
burst O’Donnell boom that brought up
the rear—it voiced the gladness of the
Democrscy, and turned the night into a
bowling carnlval of juy.

A Notsy Load.

Even Geperal Walsh on his rawboned
horse looked about two inches taller as he
rode at the head of the first division, and
Max Popper tugged at his mustache with
unusual vigor as he glared up at the de-
serted rooms of the Republican State Central
Committee,

Max realized that he had made the best
fighit ever waged for his party In the State,
and he was proud of it, as well he might be.

At last the blaze of the red fire and the
sputter of the skyrockets died out, the
marching eolimns broke ranks and the
tired Democrats faded out of sight, and Bill
English went down to the Grand Hotel to
tell Billy Foote what a great man he was
and what a splendid Kederal official he
would make. g

‘Foote nodded his acquiescence and they
went out to see the town.

Such was the end of the big blowont that
ratified the election of Grover and his run-
ning mate.

The grand marshal, General P. F, Walsh,
had his headquarters in the rooms of the
Democratic State Central Committee, Grand
Hotel, where the aids were assigned thelr
different positions in the procession.

Here also gathered long before 8 o’clock
the members of the State Central Commit-
tee and the executive of the County Com-
mittes. Handshakings and congratulations
were in order, and It was a study to watch
the beaming faces as greetings were ex-
changed.

Max Popper, chairman of the State Cen-

tral Committee, stood in the hall, with a
Fﬁoul smile illuminating hls manly coun-

tenance and a magaificent bouquet of La
Fronce roses in his left hand.

It was a merry and enthusiastic crowd,
composed of the foremost men in the ranks
of the Democracy of this city and county.

Meantime Grand Marshal Walsh and his
chief of staff, Colonel W, F, Sullivan, had

been quietly completieg their arrangements,
and bad selected the following special aids:
Sylvain Godchaux, W. J. Kelly, A. T.
Spotte, S. H. Taylor, Artemus Webster, S.
PYarker, J. F. Kennedy, Colonel H. S, Shaw,
Charles Kremer, Henry Megge, J. L. Me-
Donald, R. T. Acres, T. J. O'Brien, J. J.
Flynn, J. J. Chappell, John R. Klein, G.
Caglieri, E. L. Wagner, Theodore Metzler,
Harry Wise and others. William Kreling
was chief aid.

A few minutes before 8 o’clock the aids
took up their positions on the corner of
Market, Sutter and Sansome streets.

By this time an immense crowd ot people
had congregated on Market street from
Montgomery to Battery, most of them wear-
ing the Cleveland rooster on their head
gear.

The varlous clubs also began to assemble
at their respective rendezvous. ‘Trbe clubs
composing the first division assembled on
the north side of Market, tho right resting
on Battery. The second division on the
south side of Market street, the head of the
division resting on Second street. The
third division on Battery street, the right
resting on Market, extending north of Bat-
tery. The fourth division on Firm
street, the right restmg on Market
extending south to Howard and west on
Howard. The fifth division on Sansome
street, the right resting on Market, extend-
fog north on Sansome. The sixth division
on Second street, the right resting on Mar-
ket, extending south to Mission and west
on Misslon. The seventh division on New
Montgomery street, the right resting on
Market, extending south to Mission and
west on the north side of Mission.

During the assembling of the divisions
the enthusiasm of the immense crowd was
kept up tc the highest pitch. As each club
made its appearance, preeeded by its drum
corps or band, cheer upon cheer rent the
air. What with the wild cheering, the
blare of trumpets, the beat of hundreds of
drums acd the unearthly screech from
thousands of fog horps and tin whistles the
din was simply deafening. Men shouted
till they were hoarse and yelled for Cleve-
land and Stevenson.

Colonel Sullivan, the chief of staff, kept
his aids galloping tg and from the different
divisions, and his orders were carried out
with military precision.

By half-past 8 o’clock the report was re-
ceived that the divistous were all in readi-
pess for the start,

The Oakland and Alameda contingents
bad not yet, however, made their appear-
ance, but in a few minutes the glare of
torches rounding the corner atthe foot of
Market street presaged their arrival.

They were accompanied by a large crowd
of friends, and as they came within shout-
ng distance of the waiting thousands they
were greeted with rousing cheers. They
halted on the corner of Market, Sutter and
Sansome streets, and here the enthusiasm
was intense. “Hurrah for Oakland and
Alameda!” was shouted from thousands of
throats, and many excited San Francisco
Democrats rushied among the visiting clubs
and warmly shook hands with the members
and some of them daunced for joy.

After this bubbling effervescence of en-
thusiasm had somewhat subsided prepara-
tions were promplly made for starting the
procession on its triumphal march.

The signal to start was the firing of three
bombs, and immediately thereafter a squad
of mounted police under the command of
Sergeant Sharp cleared a way for the pro-
cessionists,

The start was made at seven minutes to 9
o'clock.

It was a pretty sight to wate: .ne differ-
ent divisions with ““ei, torches swinging
into line. "I'le scene was enough to inspire
#riuusiasm in the heart of the most phleg-
matic of mortals.

The yelling and cheering seemed to be
coutagious and sad-faced men were forced
to come out of their gloom and yell with the
rest.

A =quad of police on foot, under the com-
mand of Sergeant Harter, led the proces-
sion, followed by the Park band of fifteen
pieces, under the leadership of J. Bree.

Then in gallant array rode the grand
marshal with his large corps of aids, ali of
whom wore a Cieveland rooster on his hat
and seemed to take a pardonable pride in
the importance of their position.

The bomb and redfire wagon, which
should have teken up its position in front
of the Park band, got tang'ed up in the
midst of the vaquercs from Butchertown,
who followed the grand marshal and Lis
aids. They kept it there as the glare from
the red light lent additional picturesqueness
to thelr striking appearance.

““Here come the boys from aeross the
bay,” was thecry as the fine band of the
Fifth Infantry Regiment came into view,

fon. Wiiliam D. English, commander of
the Alameda County clubs, rode at the head
of the division with his chief aid, M. J.
Laymance.

A trausparency preceding the Athens
Driil Corps bore the mottn, *“Alameda
Democracy Solid for Cleveland.” The
drill corps looked well in their natty white
uniforms, with bleck lezgings. They turned
out about eighty strong.

Major Mcllwraith and his Temescal
rangers rode behind the Fifth Regiment
fiela band. They wore red sashies across
their manly bosoms and white bands on
their hats, while each horse’s head was dec-
orated with plumes of pampas grass.

“We're from Oakland and don’t you for-
get it,” shouted the contingent from West
Oakland, as they swung along to the musle
of “Ta-ra-ra-boom-de.ay,” dressed in their
peat uniforme of white. They were over
one hundred strong.

They were foliowed by the old Hancock
Fire Brigade of Oakland in full uniform
and each man also wearing a Cleveland
apron. The officers wore helmets while the
men had donned white caps. Captain Ryan
had good reason to fee! proud of his com-
mand. They were headed by the Oakland

drum corps.

The Oakland Cadet Corps followed and
the members of the Cleveland and Steven-
son Club eoncluded the visiting divisions.

The Forty-fifth Assembly District of San
Francisco, John F. Gately marshal, wasthe
next In line. They had as mottoes
“Good-by, Baby McKee,” and *“Our
Friend, J. J. McDade, for Sheriff.” Each
man wore & gray plug hat, and some of
them found amusement in trying to burn up
their hats with the torches in front of them.
“Hurrah for Cleveland I” they yelled; “it’s
only a hat.”

The Americus Club, precaded by a drum
corps, made a fine show with their torches
and flags.

One of the most enthusiastic portions of
the procession was that of the “‘Boys of the
Ackerson Club,” who marched gayly along
behind the Awmericus Club, cheering lustily
all the time.

Then came a lull In the glare of the
torches as the delegations from the Demo-
cratic societies, In carrluges, fell into line
oo the corner of Market and New Mont-
gomery streets, followed by others on foot.
Chairman Watkins of the executive com-
mittee carried an immense red foghorn,
about twice his own length. It was fortu-
nate for the crowd that he did not attempt
to blow into It.

The band of the Third Regiment headed
the Hickory Club’s lambeaux anddrill corps
in their uniform of blue with white facings
and roosters in their caps. They were
under the command of Captain Carran.
They had as & motto, “Our Congressman,
James P. Maguire.”

The Iroquols Ctub turned out in large
numbers. The cadets bad a number of
transparencles, among them *“Down with
McKiunley,” “Equal rights to all, special
privilieges to none,” “We're for Cleveland to
& man.”

The Greystone Club had as prominent
mottoes: “A public office is & publie trust”;
“Has McKinley's tariff increased your
wages?” They waved a full-sized, brightly
plumaged rooster on their heads as & dis-
tingnishing mark.

The Young Mon’s Democratic League
followed with brooms and flags.

This division was under the direction of
Marshal Fred Raabe.

Oue of the best features of the parade was
the large and enthusiastic Maguipe division.
It was welcomed with tremendous cheering
by the crowds, and from the time the first
red-shirted Maguire fireman made his ap-
pearance until the resplendent Cleveland
Guards had marked the close of the division

there was no end of applause and shouts of
Maguire.

Il any man had come ont to see the pro-
cession wilth any idea that Maguire was not
overwhelmingiy popular he must have
changzed his opinion in a very short time.

“Maguire! Maguire! Maguire!” The air
was full of it.

First rode Assistant Marshal C, F. Burg-
man, gergeous in parade splendor. He
looked every inch a leader.

His horse pranced proudly encugh to the
martial music of the cornet band that fol-
lowed.

The musicians were alive to the impor-
tance of their duties and played with an
unction that was something Irresistible.

Behind them followed the fire wagon
decked in flags and red, white and biue
streamers. It tossed uncomfortably from
side to side of the rough street and filled
the gasping crowd with wounder and admwira-
tion.

“Stand Dback!” shouted the mounted
police.

The throng shrank back from the restless
horses of the police and then broke into
wild yells of delight.

It was the Maguire Fire Brigade, over a
hundred strong. They wore red shirts and
black tile hats and stevped along as
proud and self-satisfied g you please.
Each had hold of a rope, which
was  attached to the fire engine,
at least seventy-five yards behind them,

They pulled and tugged away cheerfully
and noddea to friends in the crowd. When
the engine appeared there was still more
cheering.

It was covered with flowers and flags, and
perched high and dry on the top sat a big
gray eagle,

The Independent Maguire Club followed
It consisted of at least 150 men.

“What’'s the matter with Maguire?”
shouted the crowd.

“He’s ail right!” came the thundering
reply.

Two bundred men, fully equipped with
horns and badges and campaign parapher-
nalia, followed close after.

They blew mighty blasts on their horns
and shouted on every occasion,

Then came gayvly decorated wazons full of
men and women who waved handkerchie {s
and flags as they jostled by.

The Neptuue Club came next. rejolcing
in innumerable banners and flags, and
shouted and cheered as they marched
along.

The Colored Central Derocratic Club

The Mounted Police,

was next In line, with nearly 100 men.
They wore black stiff hats with little paper
roosters stuck on them.

As they passed by they were cheered to
the ecio. A drum corps of a dozen pleces
broke into “Marching Through Georgia,”
coming alorg on their heels,

Tle rilayers were dressed In dark blue
fZai8, trimmed with white braid, and wore
jaunty blue caps.

They were followed by the Cleveland and
Stevenson Club No. 1, bearing bauners with
the pictures of both ecandidates, The
Thirty-pinth Assembly District Club came
close after them fully 200 strong. They
marched four abreast, and made a fine
showing as they swung along.

The California band, with a large num-
ber of pleces, directly preceded the Mo-
hawk Club. Ah, how the children started
In amazement! lere were to all intents
and purposes a tribe of ignorant, untutored
savages. There was war paint and feathers
and leather chapps with fringed leggins,
and brawny arms and stern faces.

They sat straight and easy on their hoerses
and looked about In evident amazement at
the consternation they were creating.

They had Lannpers, from which ugly war-
riors looked down fierce and forbidding.
The children marveled at it and began to
smile in contented reassurance when they
saw Mr. Cleveland’s face close up to the
Indiav. It must be right after all.

But quick, there is no tlme to loss over
Indians and such things. While they were
wondering at the curlous savages the Italian
and Swiss clubs bad almost passed.

They were dressed appropriately and In
keeping with their nationality. The Forty-
fourth Assembly District clubs followed
one after another. There must be plenty
of Democrats out in the Forty-fourt},

Then came the Unlon Veteran x,eazne
with 200 men In line. They wers marching
three abreast in royal style.

The throngs broke into wild cheers of de-
light as they pressed forward and eaw a
gallant company swinging straight along
toward them,

There was no straggler out of step o
break 1n on the beauty and symmetry of
the advancing column. Six men in a line
and over forty such lines, and right in the
center was the flag of the Cleveland Com-
mercial League. 1t was one of the prettiest
sights of the evening.

The Thurman Clab, in white and blue
uniforms, in their rear, was scarcely less
gorgecus.

Their suits were clean and fresh looking,
and they must have numbered 100 men.

An Impressionist Sketoh,

A maroon banner floated before the Man-
hattan Club, which was out with 75 men.

Next eame the Cleveland Guards and the
Maguire division was past.

There were plenty of banners and trans-
parencies all along the columns of the Ma-
guire division. The Union Veterans had a
big white box which they carried high before
them.

On It was printed in big black letters:

We were soldliers in 62,
Weare Democrats in 99,
‘We are patriots ever,

In advance of the third division came
the second division of democratie So-
cleties of California. Ed Graney, acting
marshal of the division, rode Immediately
after. Then came the Laguna Club with
banners that read: “For Revenue Oanly.”

They were out in full force, Three hun-
dred men were In line, As they passed
they jingled cow-bells and blew on their
long tin borns. The Anchor Club followed
in a decorated wagon.

“No Homestead for Us!” was the motto
of the Homestead Club next in line,

The Forty-second Assembly District Club
followed. Then there came the Hearst
Democratic Club, wearing white duck hats.

Ladies aud children looked down from
every accessible poiot, fluttered handker-
chiefs and applauded. Over all was the din

Long before Miss Florence, the handseme
beiress, was born, Racilio Argires appeared
on the scene. He came out from his native
country (Greece) in a private yaeht around
Cape Horn for a visit to San Francisco.
He was & wealthy and intelligent young
Greek, bring!ng the best of credentials, and
scon became Intimate with the Mason fam-
ily, to whom he was introduced.

Argires Intended to remain in San Fran-
cisco but a short time, but the Masons made
life so enjoyable that his visit lengthened
into mouths. Finally hetook his leave, and
though he never came back the young Greek
kept up a_steady correspondence with the
tuter of Florence.

Several years after Argires had left a lady
and gentleman presented themselves at the
bome of the Masons.

The gentleman was the brother of Racillo
Argires, and the lady was his wife. They
brought letters of introduction from Raeilio
to the Masons, who had in the meantime
dropped down in the world. Mrs. Mason
was dead, and Mr. Mason was struggling to
retrieve his fallen fortunes, but he extended
a hearty welcome to the relatives of his
former friend.

Shortly after taking up their abode with
the Masons the Argires were taken sick.
The man died, and during the interval that
preceded the death of Mrs. Argires Florenee
Mason was ‘the gentlest of nurses, doing
everything in her power to alleviate the
sufferings of the invalid, but she, too, passed

away.

This lady left a will contalning several
bequests and leaving the remainder of her
estate to Miss Mason, but the filling of the
bequests exhausted the estate and the young
lady realized nothing.
