BLOWN SKY HIGH.

Michael Sullivan’s Great
Flight.

A BIG TIORNING EXPLOSION.

It Shatters Windows and ®Wrecks
Houses, but it Does Not Kill the
Man Who Caused it,

———

Michael Sullivan dropped some sparks
from his pipe yesterday morning, and sud-
denly sailed into the sky.

The reason for the quick aerial flight was
that the sparks fellinto a quantity of giant
powder.

The occurrence did not greatly astonish
Sullivan, and although houses in the neigh-
borhood were wrecked, and window glass
was shattered for blocks around, he escaped
without injury.

But it was an awful explosion,

It shook the whole city.

It occurred on a hillside near the Pest-
house, where a party of men were grading.
About one thousand pounds of black giant
powder went upin an instant, making a
terrific report which reverberated in a series
of sounds like the caunouading of a be-
sieged city.

There were few people asleep at the time
who were not awakened by the noise, and
there were ncne who did not wonder at
the cause.

For some time the contractors, Warren
& O’Malley, have been opening and grad-
ing Colusa street to connect with Kentucky,
To do the work they empluyed a large num.

simply of a kitehen, an eating-room
sleeping compartment for the sien.

caped a fracture, but that his head was ter-
ribly lacerated. It was alsodiscovered that
his right shoulder was badly hurt. His
wounds were d and he was put to bed
in a cot in one af the wards.

After the explosion, when Sullivan picked
himself up so far away from the powder-
box, he found that a piece of wood had cut
his leg. He did not feel the wound at the
time, and ouly learned of its existence when
he perceived that the legs of his trousers
were saturated with blood. They were al-
most sonked before he knew he had been
hurt. On learning this fact, he went to the
City and County Hospital and had the cutin
his leg attended to, after which he returned
to the scene of the explosion and began to
talk of his wonderful voyage through the
air and his miraculous escape.

Another bulldinf Jdamaged was the Pest-
house, which is located about 300 yards
from the scene of the explosion. None of
the inmates were injured, so the superin-
tendent said, but the building was badly
sprung, every window pane was broken,
and avery door in the establishment was
blown from its hinges. Considerable havoe
was played in the drugstore, the medicines
being so mixed and mingled that it would
take an expert pharmacist to re-sort them.
Many of the bottles of powerful drugs were
broken by the concussion, and their strong
odors pervaded the building. The tannery
of Filer & Lawrence, off Colusa street,
had all the windows blown in.

A request was made of the Election Com-
missioners by the Board of Health for the
use of eight of theelection booths for the
use of the patients at the Pesthouse. It was
explained that the explosion had rendered
the hospitai unsafe. The request was

romptly granted, and the Registrar was
nstructed to have the houses sent there as
soon as possible.

The little cottage of James Reynolds,

opposite the Pesthouse, was so badly sprung

ber of men who lived in a camp near by,
The building in which they lived was for-
merly the shed of a milkman, and before
that the headquarters of an cld boneyard.

In the building the men ate and slept,
working on the grading during the day.
There was always a large amount of pow-
der kept on hand, which when the day’s
work was begun was taken out in a large
box and placed on the hillside about fifty
Jards [rom the camp.

The powder man of the eamp was Michael
Suilivan, whose duty it was when blasting
was going on to go to the powder-box and
get a stick of giant powder for the men to
blast with.

Sullivan had been in the employ of the
firm for some time. His familiarity with
powder and cartridges and dynamite and
nitro-glycerine had grown so great that he
had come to regard them as not being dan-
gerous at all, One of his feats was to take
a piece of dynamite In his hand and light it
with a mateb in the presence of a terrified
throng, knowing well that concussion was
necessary for an explosion.

“Dynamite and me,” became one of his
favorite expressions,

Sullivan’s friendship for these high explo-
sives became s0 great that he would treat
them with the greatest familiarity. When
near & keg of powder he would smoke a
pipe, and a stick of giant powder he would
handle as if it were an ordinary piece of
candle.

Yesterday moruing, when the blasting
began on Colusa street, the dynamite which
Sullivan w«8 wont to be so friendly with
got on the warpath.

There was a spiriied contest between Sul-
livan and the dynamite, and it must be said
that Sullivan came out first best in the en-
counter.

In the morning the box of giant powder,
which required from five to six men to
carry, was brought out on the hiliside, and
él;e men began to make preparations for a

ast.

Sullivan was asked to get a stick of the
powder. He started toward the box, smok-
ing a pipe, which he held clinclied between
his teeth, undinﬁ the blue curls in vigor-
ous puffs into the morniog air. The time
was 6:55 o’clock.

When the box was reached Sullivan ap-
p:u;?g to be too lazy to stoop and open
the lid.

What he did was what the ordinary indo-
lent man who has just eaten breakfast
would do under d«fferent circumstances.

But what was dynawite and giant pewder
to Sullivan ?

He just kicked the lid off the top of the
box and stooped down lo take a stick of
glant powder with his pipe in his mouth at
the time,

Some of the sparks fell on the powder.
Sullivan and the powder might have always
been friendly, but fire and powder are as
far away from friendship as the center is
from the circumference of the heavens,

The natural antagonism of the two ele-
ments was instantaneously developed.

The result was the big explosion.

Sullivan felt for the first time the inherent
power of his friend. The force of the pow-
der went In omne dlrection demolishing
buildings and Sullivan went in the other.

The force of the expiosion threw him fifty

feet in the air. He landed down an em-
bankment about seventy-five feet away from
the pewder-box.

Sulllvan still held his pipe between Lis

hed teoth and when he descended

from above he quietly picked himself up
and asked:

*“Is there a man about here can give me a
light for me pipe.”

No such miraculous escape is recorded in
the annals of accidents.

ALTERED RETURNS.

A Hundred Votes Stolen
Democrats.

Twenty-three precincts were counted by
the Board of Election Commigsioners yes-
terday, and when they adjourned last night
five Assembly districts were completed with
the exception of six precincts. These pre-
cincts are the Thirteenth and Seventeenth
of the Twenty-ninth District, Thirteenth
of the Thirty-first, Fifth and Eighth of the
Thirty-second and Thirteenth of the Thirty-
third, and in all of them some irregulagities
occur in the returns which the election
officers will be called upon to explain to-
morrow morning.

The precinct officers of the Thirteenth of
the Twenty-ninth District appeared yester-
day to tell what had become of the tally-
sheet of their precinet. They located itin
the bundle of general ballots. It was sealed
up with them, and as the Commissioners
hiad no right to open the envelope in which
it was, they decided to take the count from
the inspector’s duplicate sheet, and he was
ordered to be on hand with it on Monday
morning.

The tally-sheet of the Eighth Precinct of
the Thirty-second Distriet looked as if it
had been tampered with. An examination
of the sheet showed that Buckley, the
Democratic candidate for the Assembly,
had originally received 110 votes, and that
Hoe, the Kepublican ecandidate, had 67,
Some person had erased 100 of 'Bnetley's
tallies, and added them to Hoey’s, by
scratehing out a 1 In the 110, and placing a
1 before the figures 67, making the sheet
read for Buckley’s total 10 and Hoey’s 167.

Attorney Clunie said he was prepared to
prove by the officers of the precinct that
these changes had been made after the sheet
left the booth. The returns had been
trusted to a messenger-boy to take from the
booth to the Registrar’s office, and the alter-
ations, if any were made, were done while
the package was between the booth and its
destination.

Commissioner Smiley said that the pre-
cinct officers were guilty of a grave offense
if they had intrusted the returns to a mes-
senger and they should be prosecuted.

After considerable discusslon it was de-
cided to cite the precinet officers to appear
to-morrow and explain how the erasures
and changes were made.

The attorneys for the board, Messrs.
Dorn, Welsh and Haggerty, presented their
bills for their services. Dorn’s amounted
to Welsh’s to §2000 and Haggerty’s
to $1500. Thev were ordered paid. Com-
missioner O’Brien was absent when this
took place, and as soon as he returned anad
heard of the transaction he gave notice that
on Monday he would offer a resolution for
the board to reconsider the matter. He
seemed to be of the opinion that the bills
were too high.

Five = Cent Barber = Shops
Did Not Pay,

A BIG SYNDICATE BROKEN.

Alack and Alas for ﬂle Fond Hopes
of the Tamale-lan and the
Scavenger.

”——-——

The great B5-cent shaving syndicate is
broken.

For this reason barbers are happier to-
day in San Francisco than the most expect-
ant politicians of the winning side.

It was Count Paulo Benetti, alias To-
masio Rubini, who caused consternation in
tonsorial circles only a few months ago.

He did it by establishiog a barber-shop on
Sacramento street, near Montgomery, and
hanging out a sign to the effect: “Shaving,
5 cents. Haircutting, 15 cents,”

He employed three artists to toy with
customers at these hair-splitting rates, and
was doing business like a clearing-house
when it occurred to the Count, as he was
called, that he might become a monopolist
in a corporation entitled ““The-San Fran-
cisco Five-cent Shaving Company.”

For a few scrapes he enlisted the services
of an eminent Police Court practitioner,
known as Counselor Worth, who drew up
articles of incorporation, which, however,
were never filed in the office of the County
Clerk. But stock was issued and sold, the
alleged capital stock being placed at the
modest sum of $10,000, the par value being
$10 per share,

Contemporaneously with the organizatjon
of the corporation branch shaving mills
were established in the various streets and
byways of the city, with the luring red sign
of cut prices displayed to entice the tramp
and thrifty citizen alike.

The tamale monopolists took blocks of
the stock on the representation that it
would yield greater returns on the capital
invested than the substitution of seagulls
for chicken in their husky articles of com-
merce,

Oihers, mainly of the Latin quarter, also
succumbed to the blandishments of the
Count and placed their ducats on the hazard
of the shave,

Among the speculators were many con-
fiding but withal strong members of the
local Scavengers’ Unlon. 7Those honest
and odorous sons of toll delve hard for the
argentiferous metal which they eollect, and
are consequently caretul in their invest-
ments. When they place a stake it is con-
sidered a straight tip by others who know
of their judgment and general astuteness.

Their coufidence in the scheme of the
noble financier gave courage to many a
picturecque Neapolitan fisherman who goes
into the deep waters of the Pacific after
elusive piseatorial specimens aud also in
search of the truculent and silent crab.
They took stock, and in turn the “Society
for Peddling and Otherwise Disposing of
Italian Art Relics” fell into the maelstrom.

The Count was so highly elated at his suc-
cess that he called & meeting between he
and himself, and aftera heated and pro-
tracted debate he was chosen president,
vice-president, secretary, treasarer and
board of directors. He also constituted all
the various committees and reported to
himsell.

He had promised the stockholders a alvi-
dend at the expiration of the first three
months after the corporation was formed.

‘I'he returns showed the financier that the
treasurer had collected" $7930 on account of
the sale of stock. That was all right. He
bad that in the treasurer’s own strong box.

The executive committee raported that
iwenty one 5-cent shops had been estab-
lished, but the earnings had not been suffi-
cient to enabie the individual managers to
pay their help even the modest sum of £10
a week, and further that the landlords who
owned the premises of twenty of the twety-
one places were clamoring for rent.

There was no money coming in to the
syndicate, or corporation, save that which
the Couct was collecting as treasurer. He
saw an approaching elimax and that an
sccounting would be demanded of him by
the irate stocknolders, or at jeast stock-
holders who would be irate as sooun as they
were apprised of the condition of affairs,

To solve the whole business Rabini re-
solved to save himself at all bazards. * It
was the work of a moment, and the grand
hirsute enterprise of this coastwise town
was to be left in jeopardy.

Rubini saw disastrous financial biliows
ahead of him. La Mafia was on all sides
and there seemed no possibility of escape
from its vengeance; yet he fooled it.

He gave a grana banquel to the prineipal
stockholders on Wedoesday cvening last at
& Montgomery - street Italian restaurant.
There he explained in the duleet tones of
his race the brilliant prospects in store for
the society.

They ate and drank and drank again, and
cheers were given for the Magnate Benetti,
alias Rubini, who sliowed as on a map how
easy it was to make money.

‘The night foilowing there was to be a dis-
tribution of the net earnings atan office des-
ignated as hclng on Washington street, in
the Montgomery block.

The Count was not present, nor could he
be found.

It was thereupon resolved by those pres-
ent to ostracize the Count and also to dis-
incorporate ““The San Francisco Five-cent
Shaving Society.”

There was no trouble about the motion
going through, and now the only trouble
was to find the able operator who had skip-
ped with the original funds.

G. Pardini, a Broadway barber, had a
rough experience.

“The custom that the prices naturally
brought,” he remarked, “was undesirable,
We had to em:ploy everything from a scoop
shovel to an odorless excavator to geta

atron in trim to be operated upon. Then
t was a good deal like shaving the bar-
nacles off the bottom of a scow schooner
that had not been on the ways for two
years. I tell you five cents for a shave will
not go here, but that la-de-da fellow'was a
good one. We may get him yet,”

The Count is deseribed as being just six
feet tall, well proportion wearing a
dark heavy mustache and having a thick
curly head of hair. He is a man whom the
ladies appear to worship, and it is hinted
that he has disappeared with one of San
Francisco’s fairest daughters.

As a barber he did not appear to rank
very high, but as a bold Lothario and acute
financier he wiil live in the minds of the
colony and in the memory of union barbers
for a decade or more,

LESS COSTLY JUSTICE.

An Important Move on the Part of
: Some Lawyers.

It is proposed to do away with the officlal
stenographer, which entails a cost of $10 a
day upon litizants, and leave it optional with
the contendiog parties to engage their own
shorthand writers.

In the next place the attorneys who are
favorfog the plan claim that the jaries in
civil cases should not receive a cent for
their services and that witnesses should be
compelled to attend upon civil cases with-

Due Regard for the Rights of Others
Narks True Politeness.

Manper and manners are not precisely
synonymous. One may possess ceremonious
maaoners and in conjunction with these have
& manner which antagonizes the very peopla
whom the elaborate manuers are intended
to please. A boorish persen may, by dint of
careful imitation, acquire a veneer of cour-
tesy, geod so far as it goes, but when all is
said only veneer, not the solid, polis h-bear-
ing wood. A person iznorant of social
usages and unskilled in the conventionali-
ties of the period may be distinguished by
a manner essentially chaming. Manner is
what we are, so to speak, in the grain. It
is individuality. It is the ocutshining of the
soul.

Manners are acquired by association, by
contaet, by slow degrees, through several
generations, and by laborious effort, line
upon line, precept upon precept, in each
generation. We observe a similarity
ju the meanner and in the man-
ners of certain familles. Some-
times servants take on a likeness of
manner to those with whom they live, as
children do, personality being always e
force and carrying with it impressiveness
of some sort. Both children and servants
need molding, training in manuers, while
manner comes to them, as it were, without
their knowledge.

Occasionally one meets a gently bred
elderly person who has not adepted cere
tain  forms and modes which are
at present in vogue, and who innocently
fails to meet the requirements of good
form—a thing to be regretted, because
the greater should everywhere Include the
less, ana a well-ored mannershould presup-
pose perfect manners. Atall times the re-
quirements of politeness are foundea upon
good sense, upon kindness of heart, upon
due regard for the rights of others.

The rude, the brusque, the abrapt,
trample on the sensibilities of their friends,
as well as invade propriety, sometimes de-
fending themselves as natural, and de-
claring that they abbor affectation and
adore sincerity. They appear not to recog-
nize the fallacy in this. A natural
maoner should, of 2all manners in
the world, be sincere, Sincerity does not
imply brutality. Affectation is less hein-
ous and offensive than crueity, and cruelty
exists wherever one person needlessly
wounds another.

Gentle manners do mueh to oil the machin-
ery of life at home and in the community,
It costs little effort to say "I thank you” and
*If you please,” to acknowledge every kind-
nessas afavor worth appreciation ; but, were
it otherwise, effort in this direction would be
well repaid. Especially in our intercourse
with children or with the aged, with those
who are in any way at a disadvantage as
compared with qurselves, should we be
careful to exercise a cordial politeness, 1f
this be the manner of our outlook in the
world, it will influence our manners to all
whom we meet,
