It does in reality seem to be a duty for the
Non-Partisans to perpetuate their existence.
What should be the scope of their future
operations, and what particular aim they
snhould seek at the next election, it is at this
moment impossible to foresee. That must
depend on the course of events and the
shape which politieal issues may assume.
But judging from the past, it is hardly likely
that both of the existing parsies will eschew
their vicious proclivities so completely that
the people can afford to dispense with a
party exclusively charged with the duty of
antagonizing corruption and boss rule.

The Non-Partisaus were organized for the
purpose of overthrowing the ring which
had obtained control of the Republican
party in this city. That purpose is accom-
plished. If the parly which owes its ad-
vent to power to Non-Partisan effort should
adwinister the affairs of the city and State
with fidelity and honesty the Non-Partisans
may enjoy a peried of rest from theirlabors.
Dut if maladministration should begin to
crop out in city affairs. or the corruptions of
1591 should be revived in the Legislature of
1883, the reople will exppect the Non-Parti-
sap leaders to gird vp their loins for a new
struggle against a new antagonist, And it
will be well when that emergency happens
that they should have their machinery such
ns it is in working order. They have won
a considerable share of public confidence:
they would probably find their streng:h
grea'er in a second campaign than it was in
the first. If people bad usderstood on the
morning of Novewber 8 how much they had
necomplished their vote would have been
larger than it was,

There is no better Lasis fora politieal
party—whether on a small or on a large
field—than opposition to corruption and
boss rule. That always commands the ap-
proval of the masses, simply because it is
almost always founded on good grounds,
[t 1s likewise always safe to oppose the cor-
raiing of voters in a party pen for the pur-
rose of carrying measures which are in no
wise conpecied with the principles of the
varty. Bad men are elected and enab'ed to
carry corrupt schemes by dwelling upon the
fidelity of the men to doctrines which are
a8 far apart from the schemes as the poles.
It is the business of a non-partisan organi-
zalicn to guide them in this diserimination.
It will aiways require the earnest efforts of
our best citizens to secure continuous good
governwent in this city, and whenever
such effcrts are relaxed bosses and schemers
wiiu speedily assume power to rule and
ruin,

The advocates of the machines in poli-
tics have been furnished with an argument
against the Australian ballot law by the
late election in Massachusetts. The facts of
the case are these: The Republican candi-
date for Lieutenant-Governor was Roger

Woleott. The Prohibition eandidate for
Governor was Walcott Hamlin. The
large opumber of votes  cast for

Waleott Hamlin leads the Republicans
to suppose that in marking tue ballots
voters became confused by the similarity of
names. It is supposed that several thous-
and Republicans failed to perceive any dif-
ference between a surname and a baplismal
name and between a Waleott and a Wol-
cott. This confusion led them to vote for
two candidates for Governcr, the result be-
ing that their votes were thrown out, in
effect they voled for none. The advocates
of the machines in politics pretend to think
that the possibility of such error renders
the new ballot law unpracticable. Under
the old law each ticket woula have been
separate and there would -have been no
chance of voting for a candidate onsanother
ticket without doing so intentionally,
Rather than preserve a sysiem that re-
quires voters to indicate their choice among
candidates the machine politicians would
restore the old system under which the
voler voted for a lot of men the machines

had nominnted. The prineipal objections
to the Australian system is that it takes
from the bosses the power they have exer-
cised to force voters to choose between two
ecandidates, both of whom the bosses had
nominated.

RESTRICTING IMMIGRATION.

The opinion is gaining ground among

thoughtful men that some more efficient law
than has yet been adopted must be devised
to restrict immigration. The subject was
discussed recently at & meeting held by the
Patria Club, New York, the speakers in-
cluding men from both the national parties
and all sections of the country. There was
no polities in the diseussion in a party sense
of the word, but a good deal of the higher
range of polities, 7There seemed to be a gen-
eral admission that whatever laws were en-
acted must apply indiscriminately to all
races and nationalities. It was held that
the comities of nations would not permit us
to bar out imwmigrants from one nation
while admitting corresponding classes from
othier nations. There seems to be a little
shortness of vision in this conclusion. The
right to exelude an y people from residence
in any part of the globe is cerived from the
ownership of limited loealities by people
represented by Governments, The people
in cne country by a wise and farsighted
policy make their country an especially de-
sirable place of residence., The right of
cmigration to that desirable conntry then
depends upon the recognitien of the exclu-
sive right of a people to conditions they
have largely created. The United States at
the present time is the land most favored by
emigrants, People come here from thickly
gettied countries and from thinly settled
conntries. They eome from the North and
the Scutl, the East and the West. They
come in such numbers that they thieaten to
subvert the cenditions which in the main
attract them,

It is apprehended that so many may come
that the condition of the worker will be
about as bad here as in the countries from
which emigrants chiefly come. The humani-
tarians used to say that we had no right to
check this tide of immigration. They are
now inclined to admit that we may check it
but urge thatin so doing measures must
apply as well to nations which send us few
immigrants as to nations that could over-
ron us with their surplus people without
feeling the loss. Tbe New York Timessays
concerning restriction that “we ecannot in
the face of existing treaties diseriminate
against immigration frem any particular
pation or race.” That journal adds: “To
this 1ule we have already made cne signal
and cisgraceful exceytion by exeluding the
Chinese in direct violation of our national
faith,”” The Times seems under the impres-
sion that a treaty between nations is a per-
manent law, On the contrary their tem-
porary existence is universally provided for
in a clause wlhich authorizes either party to
terminate the sgreencent by giving due no-
tice. Changing conditions require a change
of politics. There was a time when the
United States wanted all the immigrants
that conld be Induced to come. Now the
conditions which have made our own people
the most prosperous on the globe are threat-
ened by the influx of immigrants from the
four quarters of the earth. Perhaps the
soundest international law is that nations,
as well as individuals, may care for their
own with due regard to the real rights of
other people.

SEEKING FOR LIGHT.

A correspondent sends Tre CALL & num-
ber of queries, some of which are based on
a recent article in this journal, to the effect
that if Europe should do 20 per cent of our
manufacturing, 20 per cent of American
Inborers would be thrown out of employ-
ment, The first guery is:

Could Europe furnish 20 per cent of our con-
sumption of a:ticles, of iron, for example, wih-
out our furnishiing Europe sometliug in return?

No. The United States would pay feor
what goods it bought of Europe. But it
might pay in gold, in marketable bonds or

other kind of property that was aceeptable,

The contention of protective tariff advo-
cates is that we should pay largely in geld.
That certainly is the expectation of Euro-
pean countries. They are not seeking an ex-
change of commodities but a larger cash
market for their produets. Of course the
product of gold affords employvment, but
there is a very general assent on the part of
both European and American statesmen
that an exchange of commedities for cash
is desirable. The sccond query is:

In the event of increased importations from
Europe and a dimipisbed American product e
suliing from a reduction of duties, and a counse-
quent decline In priee of manufactured woolens
80 Imported, would not the American consumer
be able to purchase the necessary woolens for
iess mouvey than be does now ?

The removal of duoties would cheapen
goods in this country that wera not subject
to a foreign combine. Woolen goods of the
bigher grades would undoubtedly be
cheaper. The old question would then
arise, are low wages and cheap goods better
for the wage-earner? They are better for
men who bhave fixed incomes, but are they
better for men who have to work for what
they can get? Let us suppose that nnder
our protective system a man can earn £800 a
yvear. Under free trade his earnings wounld
be reduced 20 per cent. Now, what propor-
tion ot his $800 would be expended in articles
the price of which would be cheapened by a
reduction of duties? He certainly would
have to save £160 by the cheapening of
prices to be as well off after 3160 was taken
from his earnings as before. Now, what
man who earns no more than $800 a year
spends enoughon imported goods to com.
pensate him for the $160 he has lost in
wages ?

The third query is answered in the above.
1f a man could have cheap things and high
wages he would have more money to spend
on luxuries, but eheap thingsinvolves corre-
sponding cheapness in labor. Things are
cheap because [«bor is cheap.

The fourth query is:

Is It desirable that those portions of the United
Stat-s where labor is lowest shouid be permitted
to send tbeir products Ireely into those portions
where thie wages are bighes. ?

All things considered it is. A nation par-
takes somewbhat of the nature of a family.
The laws governing its relations with
foreign countries are uniform in ali parts of
the country. The citizen of one State has a
right to go Into another State and become a
citizen thereof. Ihe New Englaod man
may come out West and the Western man
go to New England. There can be no
barriers to commuuieation within the
Union, except those which a community
may create by making itself an undesirable
place of residence. These privileges, which
are granted by the constitution, tend to es-
tablish an equality of conditions in the
United States that cannot be established
between the United States and another
country.

ABOUT WILD GEESE.

Colusa County in California is famous
for its wheat fields. The harvest is abupd-
apt and the farmer’s labor is generously re-
warded by nature in a genial elime. Many
other counties are not less favorably cir-
cumstanced. But there appears to be one
drawback. A plague of wild geese settles
ou the land when what we call winter sets
in.  Ducks and quail are not serious Qis-
turbers of a farmer’'s tranquillity., They
may even be made profitable adjuncts of
his business. But geese are heavy and
hearty eonsumers of grasses and the tender
shoots of growing grain, and a farmer who
beholds clouds of wild geese settling on his
land, a thousand to the aere, is serlously
agitated Low to get rid of them., There is
nothing for it but rifle practice. A few
good Winchesters will thin the swarm set-
tled upon tha acres and alarm the survivors,
but then they only take a short flight to
some other cultivator’s land and begin anew
their cackle as they gobble grass, The
number of geese that invade the wheat
fields are well nigh incredible. A Colusa
County girl is credited with having killed
0855 geese last year. With sixteen shots
from her Winchester she laid low sixty-
seven birds. With 5,000,000 birds spread
over D000 acres the feat is not surprising,
The fact that there is a small bounty on
zoose heads indicates how serious the
nuisance is beeoming. The farmer requires
the aid of the taxpayer to protect himself,

There is one remedy for this goose Inva-
sion. A new industry should be started,
The wild goose should be eanned and ex-
ported. Cooked into a galantine, or elmply
boiled or roasted, it would find a market in
the East and in Europe. The Australians
are returning their pest, the rabbit, to
Europe in eooked form. Callfornians can
Just as wedd export this gzood focd supply,

which we cannct consume loealiy. A
farmer can lease his acres to sportsmen, the
sportsman ecan sell his daily bag to the
canner and the canner will have no trouble
in finding a market, Only in this fashion
can the depredations of the wild goose be
put down. In this way the farmer will
have his profit both in winter and summer,
and many of the California farmers need
double profits, Game canning is an enter-
prise on which eapitalists may venture with
confidence, We have numerous kinds of
canning in fish and meat. Why not in wild
game, especially on this coast, where the
population is sparse and the territory vast?
THE CANADIAN PROBLEM.

A correspondent of the New York Sun is
furnishing that journal with a serles of let-
ters on the future relations of Canada and the
United States. He shows that but two lines
of policy are open—unrestricted reciprocity
and complete political union. The latter he
considers ivevitable since the former is
impracticable. Since 1816 Canada has been
working for free access to the American
market. By the aid of the Southern States
which feared the effeci of a political union
with Canada a treaty was formed and
adopted which realized all the Canadians
desired. In eleven years the exportation of
Canadian products to the United States was
tripled. The strain in the reiations between
Canada and the Home Government was
removed, The Home Governmeunt had
secured for Canada all that could be asked,
and, consequently, the colonies had noeanse
of grievance. It is not possible that the
Democratic party will make the mistake of
granting the Canadians unrestricted reci-
procity. The Harrison adwministration indi-
cated an American policy that will not be
widely departed from. Any treaty of
reciprecity with Canada must open Ler
market to American manufactured goods in
exchange for the American market for
Canadian nataral predects. Canada can-
not enter into such a reciprocity treaty with
the United States while it holas its present
palitical relations with Great Britain, The
Canadians, therefore, mnay peg away on their
own account or present themselves for ad-
mission to the American Union. Asa con-
dition of the latter they must bring with
them the free assent of the mother country.
The United States can wait. While the
ground that Canada is pot worth a war
with Great Dritain will not be taken, the
American people may rest upon the sound
principle that wars for the acquisition of
territory are unwise,

BREAKING FAITH.

The correspondence between the British
Foreign Office and the Chinese Government
gives publicity to a charge by the latter
Government that the American Govern-
ment had broken faith with the Chinese
Government. The DBritish, it appears,
claiwed under the *‘most favored nation™
clause in the treaty that their rights in the
coasling trade of China are the same as
those expressly conceded to America by
the treaty of 1880, The Chinese reply that
as the treaty of 1850 had Leen broken by
postile legislation on the part of the United
States it is no longer binding upen China,
The English vielded the point, reverting to
their rights urder a formar treaty. It will
Le noted that in this correspondence the
Chine#se recognize the act of legisiation on
the part of the United States as suflicient to
abrogate a treaty, but comsider the act
itself a breach of faith. To¢ reach this
conclusion the Chinese will have to ignore
many decisions justifying a nation under
certain conditions in abrogating a treaty by
law, The usual cystom is to give notice
through the State or Foreign Department
that after a certain time an existing treaty
will be considered at an end. This, it is
contended, weuld not be a breach of faith,
pbut action on the part of the entire Govern-
ment is, The faet in this case is that the
systematic perjury by which Chincse evaded
the provisions of the law of Congress, en-
acted in entire accord with the treaty, com-
pelled the Unpited States to summary pro-
ceedings to accomplish the object of the
ty.

THE HUMORS OF VOTERS.

The voter who under the former election
law crossed cut the name of every candidate
on the ticket and then put the ticket in the
ballet-bex has found some imitators under
the new law. In this eity, with 60,000
volers, between 7000 and 10,000 failed to vote
for Presidential electors., In the State at
large a similar indifference prevailed in re-
spectto Congressmen. I'here seems to have
been a large numberof voters in this city who
did not care who was elected President, but
were interested in local candidates. Per-
haps the voter who was shouting the loudest
in cam:paign weetlings was only interested
in the election of some one, two or three
candidates whom he supposed he knew
something about. it is not surprising that
there was considerable indifference shown
in respect to Congressional candidates. In
this district, for example, we praetically bad
to choose between a candidate whom the
Southern Pacific Company hiad nominated
and one who believes in raising all the rev-
enue the Government needs from a tax on
land. A thoughtful man might pause and
remain paused when called upon to make
such a choice.

'he drafts upon the city treasury to re-
pair the damage Inflicted by the recent
storm will be considerable. A very large
number of sewers have caved in and at ail
such places the pavements are broken up.
In nine cases out of ten the damage results
from bad engineering, bad contractor’s
work, and in general the usual gamut of
muupicipal swindling. In Califoraia street
alone there are about a dozen very bad
sewer breaks, It is a rieh man’s street
with many elegant houses all the way cut
to Laurel il Cemetery, but these vile
dilapidations in the sewerage system show
that the street is positively unhealthy for
family residence, All may be fair to the
eéye in the bouse, but cesspoois and sewer
gases beneath the foundations are skeletons
in the closet that appear at times when the
doctor or undertaker is summoned. In
other parts of the city the sewers have also
gene to wreck, No wonder. There is no
cAre exercised to make them scund and dur-
able and sufficient in volume, The connec-
tions are bungled and scamped. The arch-
ing is without mortar. ‘Thelevels are not
aabered to. Down comes a plash of rain
and then the sewer breaks up. Who is to
blame for this chaos? The Supervisors and
Street Superintendent or the people who
elect them? It is plain enough that the
people have to pay the piper and they will
know something about the cost of this
storm.

It is clear that something will have to be
done to provide a drainage way through the
Presidio Reservation for numbers of streets
lying higher than portions of that extensive
tract. 1t is only a matter of arrangement,
and need not endanger the value of the reser-
vation for defeusive purposes. In fact, a
negleet of precautions weakens the road-
ways for the affairs of war. Some serious
washou!s have occurred along the Presidio
roads, because there is no continuity of
drainage through the rese:vation. Graded
streets which abut upon the line of the
Government property have had deep ruts
eroded across or alongside them, and tie
trapsferred eand and gravel have been de-
posited across the main Presidio road west
of Pacific street. A tolerably wide chanuel
lias also been plowed through the reserva-
tion northward of thisroad. Itis only neces-
sary to bave sn understanding about these
contiguous jurisdictions to make the drain-
age of the Western Addition excellent, 1f
the work is houvestly done no city compares
with San Franeiseo in the ense with which
all its drainage can be earried out,

The proposal to suspend sleerage immi-
gration from Europe next year on account
of the Columbian exhibition at Chicago
may not be a wise proposal, but it will have
its ghare in keeping out cholera. We are
almost certain 1o have cholera next year in
soms form along numbers of routes. Can-
ada will gaia by the suspension of immigra-
tion to the United Ntates, and when the im-
migrant lands in Canada it Is difficult to
keep him out of the United States, But the
restriction is at least in the rigzht direction.
The country does not stand in need of an
increased labor force. We can well dis-
pense with the outflow of population from
Europe, at least for a time.

Could Napoleon
wake up to-dl; how mortified be would be
to find where France and-Germany stand
relatively! Germaay, from Jena to lepsls
was a mere province of France—humbl
and taxed for the benefit of France. Now,
Germany, since Sedan, has had the upper
hand, and owns & couple of provinces of
France. Germany is the strongest power in
Europe, and will not easily be caughtin a
trap by diplomatists or armies.

The German military scandal is a sensa-
tion of the first magnitude, for if strong
and masterly, Germany was supposed to be
so in military affairs. But here are revela-
tions made ina Germau court on the au-
thority of persoral repeorts from Prussian
coloneis that the Lowe weapon for the
army I1s a failure in a iarge percentage of
trials, that the mechanism is bad and the
dangers imminent. Such a report brings
into discredit the whole army system, of
which the Emperor stands as head. Other
countries wili prick up their ears at these
revelations. The exposure discounts consid-
erably the proposed additions to the German
army now likely to be carried by Chancellor
Caprivi. Itistrue that other countries have
experienced these betrayals in contracts
and tests. It is suspected that the
secret of the smokeless powder of France
was conveved to Italy in a mysterious way,
and that both Germany and England soon
found it out. Every country has smoke-
less powder. The liberal use of money and
espionage will accomplish all. In the mat-
ter o! big guns England has also suffered.
The 110-ton guns so often vaunted are
almost worthless, Artillerists are afraid
to fire them, DBut somehow Armstrong’s
firm has always managed to get contrac!s
for them. For the present it may be noted
that tue Panama secandal in Paris bas an
offset in the military affairs of Germany,

Once more the value of bulkheads in the
construction of steam vessels has been
demonstrated. Too often bulkheads have
broken down under the stress of storm, and
what apreared to be good vessels have gone
to the bottom. DBut the shipbuilder has ad-
vanced in his skill, and there are numbers
of vessels now afloat with really reliable
bulkheads, so that if even three compart-
ments were stove in the ship would float.
The remarkable feat performed by the
City of Paris, now an Awmerican steamer,
can cever be forgotten. Throughan explo-
sion in one engine-room the steamer be-
came belpless. She lay in Lhe sea wallow-
ing from side to side, with three compart-
ments full and the engines helpless, But
the bulkheads held firmly, and with assist-
ance the steamer got to port safely, and
actually when pumped out resumed her
voyage with one set of engines working and
one propeller revolving. la the case of the
Spree, which broke down a thousand miles
from Queenstown, the vessel was under the
disadvantage of not having twin propellers.
But her bulkhead plates held securely, and
although the water poured into the dam-
aged compartments she floated guite safely.
The passengers were of course in great
alarm, as they always are when anything
goes wrong with their hopes of a speedy
voyage, but the officers kept their heads
and safely navigated their vessel. The
bulkhead is now becoming a reality. Even
a vessel cat in two shoald not go down,

NOTES FROM NILES.

Damage Done by the Storm—Railroad
Traffic Delayed.
Correspondence of TRE MorxiNg CaLL
The present unprecedented storm is of
course the main theme of conversation in
all quarters, and it is by far the heaviest
ever exverienced so early in the season.
The wind, whieh blew a gale further out in
the valley, did no damage in or near Niles,
except to prostrate a few telephone poles
which had been set too shallow. Near Cen-
tervilie fences and trees were broken and
blown down in the gale on Saturday. At
Irvington the roof of the large iron ware-
house belonging to Lowry, Stellar & Vol-
mer was blown off and onto a lot of freight
cars stauding near, blocking the trains for

some time,

The trains from Niles, connecting with
Livermore, have been delayed so that they
have not been on time for over a week.

No mention has been made in any papers
of 2 disastrous elvudburst which occurred
last Tuesday, the 30ih of November, on the
southern siopes of Mount Hamiiton. From
reiiable information it is said to have ex-
tended more than twenty miies, aithough
the main force was direetly on the slopes
of Mouut Hamilton, and the water found
no other means of escape except through
the tributaries of our Alameaa creek,
swelling it so that by Wednesday evening
it had reached the highest point kuown for
thirty vears, sweeping awav bridges and
small buildings and doing a vast amount of
damage. Just above Sunol, where the
banks are low, the water swept out toward
the town, carrying away half a mile of the
track. The new railrcad bridge just north
of Sunol about a mile was also carried
away,

The scene at the Forks, the head-waters
of the creek, is said to have been grand
beyond deseription. It isone of the wildest
and most beautiful sections of country in
this part of the State, and the mighty flood
but added to its grandeur. A portion of the
cloudburst fell into and over on our side of
Mission Yark, pouring in streams down the
mountain, wasbing away fenees and fruit-
trees and caving in a portion of Charles
Melvor’s wine-celiar.

The Remillard brickyards, between Plaas-
anien and Liverwore in the Livermore Val-
ley, were completely submerged. The dam-
age is estimated at £100,000, Thetrack here
was also shifted,

The creck ran over its banks in Niles,
flooding the lowest parts of town and com-
pletely cutting off and surrounding a dozen
or more houses for several hours.

Our three bridges stood the flood splen-
didly. Great trees came down and swung
under petfectly clear. Atthe pienle grounds
all the bathhouses, saloon, tables, benches
and dancing platform are gone,

The Indians living over on the “jsland”
were compelled to abandon their house, as
Lhe water came up over the floors,

The stream came up into James Shinn’s
orchards on the north bank of the creek,
filled in over the roadway several feet and
iito G. E. Chittenden’s place, covered more
than haif the California Nursery Compa-
ny’s grounds—700 acres—and coutinued one
unbroken sheet of water for four miles, or
nearly to Alvarado, the water covering in
many places a mile in width., There wili
be little damage, however, as the water will
pot remain.

The narrow-gauge track had over a mile
of track carried away near Hall’s station, in
line with the creek, and it was carried half
a mile out in a field. It tock a large force
of. men all day Thursday to replace it. The
height of the water at 7 o'clock was more
than ever known since the flood of 1862
The wash or overflow upon the flooded
lands is as beneficial as tons of manure.
There have been a great many laughabie
incidents and narrow escapes, but forta-
nately no serions accidents,
