The New Con;lmander on
the Pacific.

COMMODORE J. S. SKERRETT.

An Officer With an Enviable Record.
Proposed Improvements at the
Navy Yard.

Correspondence of TEE MORNING CALL

VALLEJO, Dec. 4.—Many expressions of
gratification have been uttered by the of-
ficers at Mare Island and on beard the ships
in port during the past week over the an-
nouncement of the assignment of Commo-
dore Joseph S. Skerrett, U. S. N,, as com-
mander-in-chief of the Pacific squadron,
with the rank of acting rear-admiral, vice
Rear-Admiral George Brown, U. S. N,, de-
tached.

Admiral Skerrett has been in almost con-
tinual active service since a midshipman on
the old razee Independence, attached to
the Mediterranean squadron in 1848-52, up
to his recent detachment as commandant of
the Washington Navy-yard, and his pres.
ent orders to go into effect January 1, 1853,
During the long period of forty-five years,
whether on ship or on shore, in times of
peace, during the civil strife, in our own,
also in a foreign ecquntry, the career of this
meritoricus officer has been an excellent
and honorable one.

Under present existing circumstances it
is extremely fortunate that the department
in its wisdom assigned Admiral Skerrett
to the command of the Pacific squadron, as
the kingdom of Hawaii is embraced within
its limits, with whose people and customs Le
is perfectly familiar,

As soon as the Mohican Is repaired and
properly fitted us a flagship Adwiral Skerrett

o

will leave for the Sandwich Islands, whers
he is held in the highest esteem for the ac-
tion taken by him wkhken in command of the
United States sloop-of-war Portsmouth in
assisting to suppress the riots that occurred
over the election of the late David Kilakaua
on February 12, 1874, as King of thesdiawaiian
Islands. 1o conjunction with Commander
Belknap of the United States steamer Tus-
carora he seut a delachmeunt of marines and
sailors on shore, who by their prompt ap-
pearance restored order, prevented the
shedding of blood and destruction of prop-
erty. The captains superintended the land-
ing of the troops in person and visited vari-
ous parts of the town up to miduight, and
everything being quiet returned to their
respective ships. They were continually on
the watch for danger and to quell disorder.

From the King, Queen, nobles and legisia-
tive bodies down to the humblest subject
the people publicly announced themselves
as being under deep and lasting gratitude
to Captain Skerrett and Lis nssociates for the
prompt manner in which they rendered
material aid in suppressing the riot and by
the careful and considerate manner in which
they discharged the peculiar duties they
were called upon to settie. The thanks of
the Navy Departmeut were also tendered
them,

Upon the arrival of the Mohican at Hono-
lnlu Admiral Skerrett will at the hands of
Queen Kapiolani, who by the way is a very
estimable ladv, and Ler people be received
with a royal and bhospitable welcome.
Should an international question arise, they
know full well where t look for friendly
advice, While in ccmmand of the flagship
Kichmond he visited Apia, Samoa, and was
instrumental in settling difficulties between
the islanders and the United States Consul,
and also examined the site of the new
coaling station at Pago-Pago. Here also
the admiral will be accorded a kind and
hearty reception.

In 1874, by order of the Navy Depart-
ment, Admiral Skerrett sailed in the Ports-
mouth for Alaska with a party of [eelanders
on board to ascertaln the feasibility of
establishing an Icelandie eclony in that
tertitery. While there he made many warm
friends and also an excellent survey of
Paimyra, Washington and Christmas
islands, in the North Pacific Ocean. What-
ever romance may attach to the early navi-
gators, thev were in truth bold adven-
turers, pushing their frail barks into
the stormy seas and in wany cases leaving
scarce & clew to the points they visited, but
not so with Commander Skerrett, though
he had the credit of being one of the most
darieg and best navigaters of sailing ships.
His careful surveys of seas znd ports made
clear toc our merchant vessels the pathway
across the ocean and totrade and commerce.

For a commander of a squadron “Jack,”
as well as a foreign nation, admires a
“fighter.” This quality, too, is embodied
in the character of Admiral Skerrett as
altested during the civil war, of which he
was an active participant. Thus it will
be seen by the long service and ripe experi-
ence in the combination of diplomacy, delv-
ing into unexplored recesses of nature and
bringing forth fresh discoveries of light to
civilization ; in the arts of warfare, whether
by force ¢f moral suasion or by shot from
the cannon’s mouth, the new commander-
in-chief of the I'acific squadron will be
found equal to any emergency that may
arise, DBeipg 8o familiar with the coast and
our peojle by his many years of service
here he will be welcome to the Pacific
shores., This will undoubtedly be the last
sea duty Admiral Skerrett will be called
upon to perform, as by due process of law
he will be retired from active service Janu-
ary 18, 1805, e will leave Washington for
here about the 15th of the mounth, and boist
his flag on the Mohican, which is now the
flagship of Admiral Brown, baving been
transferred from the Thetis oo Wednesday
of last week.

Tne DBoston is still at Honolulu, but
owlng to her limited eabin capacity the flag
will probably pot be transferred from the
Mouican_to  her. Rear-Admiral  George
Brown, U. S. N., will leave for the East
the middie of the present month to have, it
is said, command of the Norfolk yard. If
such proves to be the case it will be about
the first time that & former commandant of
a yard, except when acting, has been re-
assigned to the same station. This cer-
tainly speaks well tor his former manage-
ment of that yard. It would not, however,
be a surprise to Admiral Browu’s many
friends if he did not reach the Washington
yard, althouzh it seems probable that Cap-
tain W. P. Sampson, U, S. N., formerly
commander of the cruiser San 'Frlneuco.
may, il he has not already been detailed to
the yard from which Admiral Skerrett has
been so recently detached. Eusign George
P, Blow, U. 8. N., will leave for Washington
in & week or two, He will be on duty cou-
nected with the World’s Fair.

Paymaster Henry T. Skelding, U. S. N.,
reported for duty on Wednesday last as
?aymuter of theNyard. vice Paymaster J,
. Stunton, U. S. N., whio has been detailed
to the coast-defense ship Monterey., Pay-
master Skelding was accompanied from the
East by his wifeand by his clerk, Mr. Roche.
Pay Clerk W. R. Bollard, who has been
efficient in the discharge of his duties at the
yard, will accompany his.chief, Paymaster
Stanton, to the Monterey, Paymaster
Skelding is a fine-looking gentleman and has
been in the pay corps since 1862, at which
time he entered as an acting assistant pay-
master, belng at once ordered to duty in the
Mississippi River squadron under Rear-
Admiral Porter. He was in the Moose
Lake expedition down the Coldwater and
Sunflower rivers to get in the rearof Vicks-
burg and Haines Bluff, but was lto'pped at
Fort Pemberton and could get no farther,
He took an active partin the siege of Vicks-
burg and was attached to (he first expedi-
tion to Red River.
