THE .NATURE OF TRUSTS.
The decision of the Supreme Court of the

United States in the Chicago water trust
case uiiiy«erve to correct erroneous impres-
Bii Da which have been entertained by poli-
ticians of a too practical turn of mind. The
impress! v we refer to is that there is uo
inherent difference between the title to

Ity Led IB trust and that held in fee
Bimpie, subject, as all property is, to certain
common law principles. Iv the Chicago
case itappears that the IllinoisCentral Ilai!-
--read Company claimed two miles of the
water front on tlie strength of a grant of

!wuy. It filled in submerged land
ni.d claimed ownership of it. Itis said to
differ from the Oakland water-front case ia
the nature of the grant uuder whieJi the
claim in each case is made. In the Chi^a^o
case it was right of way; in the Oakland
c<ise the State gave Oakland a title in trust,
tiie property to be liel-1 [or the use of the
people. The decision of the Snpreme Court
coven both cases by the declaration that
tiie State cannot abdicate its trust over prop-
erty in which the people are interested, in-
stancing navigable waters and the soil
under th^m. This principle covers all differ-
ences of title. Whether or not the Illinois
CeMral held by a- strong a title as the South-
ern Pacific holds la O.ikiand, the title of the
latter, having bern obtained through a deed
of trust, cannot be auy better than the prin-
ciple of law laid down permits it to be. Tue
n;b lance of the decision ib that law-making
bodies, whether State Legislatures or City
Councils, cannot give a title to property the
State bolds in trust for the whole people.
Neither the Legislature of California nor
tiie Legislature of Illinois lias ever been in
R position to give nn absolute title to the
water-front lands in dispute in the two
fclatee. This decision willserve as a check
upon venality. Mercenary legislators have
cot as much to sell a* they thought they had.
Schemed cannot buy so much as they
thought they could. The people have more
rights than they were sure that they had.
A few squatters cannot get together and
Bell for a song the magnificent inheritance
cf a coming people. Ivrespect to the Oak-
land water front the pitiful consideration
given would naturally raise the question if
a town council posses-ed the right which
the Oakland town council endeavored to ex-
ercise. Could liaif a dozen men seize upon
and sell a water front indispensable to the
future growth of thetewn? The Supreme

Court seems to say they couli not. If [he.
cases are not parallel, both are subject to
the principle of trie law laid down.

THE LOCATION OF THE ARMY.
Oar Democratic contemporary endeavors

to damage the Secretary of War by assert-
In? that in his forthcoming report lie will
advocate the withdrawal of the troops from
the frontier stations and their concentra-
tion in the vicinity of large cities. Our con-
temporary's recollection of history is de-
fective. Every Secretary for years has
recommended the very change which the
Examiner denounces as a novelty. in 1885
Mr. Cleveland's Secretary of War, Mr.
Eudicott, said in his report:

The lieutenant-general commends to caieful
consideration the policy ofconcentrating troops
find putting large garilsGns In the vicinity of
larpe cities as a means of economy, the present

railroad facilities being ample to transport
them to the frontier speedily when needed.
Itis a mere question of business. The

points at which Indian outbreaks are likt-iy
to occur are withiu easy reach of the mili-
tary centers; in a lew hours v sufll ient
force could be concentrated at any of them
which would be ample for the restoration
cf order. That being the case itis clearly
the business of a sensible Secretary to mass
the troops where they will cost least to sup-
port, where their health can be assured nni
they can be kept in the highest state of
efficiency. It needs no argument to show
that these conditions can be. better fulfilled
fit such cities as ban Francisco, Chicago,
Leavenwortb, Philadelphia, Pittsburg and
Kielimond, Va., than at frontier outposts,

where transportation doubles the cost ol

supplies and ramshackle barracks invite
disease.

The Indian question is passing ont of the
domain of ariual politics. Among the
various Indian tribes the Irreroncilables are
dying out and the others are being assimi-
lated- The Cuerokee nation has attained a

high dpgree of civilization, end has net an
example which the tribes of tlie northern
prairies are sure to follow. It is hardly
likely that tlie army will be called upon to
operate BKainst Indiaas, except inrare cases
of sporadic outbreak.

DIVIDE AND CONQUER.
Thero appears to be a difference of

opinion among San Francisco merchants as
to the policy the Traffic Association should
pursue. The <fficers of the association,
[Deluding Manager Leeds, think that the
Southern Pacific Company can be regu-
lated by the law-making power, while other
merchants think that the Southern Pacific
should be coaxed into better terms ifpos-
Bible, but should not be antagonized iv any
event. The moral sentimentisis say:

We believe that no Improvement for the mer-
cantile interests ot the city of San Francisco so
far as railroad rates are concerned can be accom-
plished for many vents turouch legislation, as
even If the Legislature should submit an amend-
neat to the constitution to the people this would
necessarily tie up me question formany year*,

and as the Tronic Association was tunned to im-
prove tlte business interests ofbau Frauclsco at
as early a tin c as possible we believe that an
effort should lie made in this direction at once
and that rates bliuuld be asked for which will
make San I'iuiiei-co such a distributing point
as j-he is cuntled to be by her geographical posi-

tlou.
Tho deft hand of the Southern Pacific presi-

dent may be detected in the suggestion that
raies be nsked for which wii!make San Fran-
ci-co a distributing center. The. proposition
is to aek for the city discriminating rates,

which willenable San Francisco merchants
to sell goods to the merchants of interior
cities now on a level with San Francisco in
iespect torailroad facilities for the importa-
tion ofgoods. Should the TraQic Association
take the position the "Merchant" suggests
the whole interior would be in arms against
the city. The motive of the Southern Pacific
in throw this firebrand at the present
time is apparent.

The Legislature is soon to meet, and
there is a proposition to come before it
respecting the reputation of railroad charges,
which will need the support of both San
Francisco and interior members. If the
litter rat) bo made to think that San Fran-
cisco is working to establish discriminating
rates they will naturally decline to be a
party to the transaction. Tin*re is one
way, and only one. (or San Francisco to
again become a great distributing point,
ilie merchants of the city must get goods at
lower cost than the merchants of interior
cities can get them at. This can be done by
water routes. If the railroad companies
were disposed they cannot transport coods
at rates that would pay steamers or sailine
vessels. If \v« can get goods in this city at
lower cost than such goods can be delivered
at interior points, interior merchants will
find it to their interest to buy here inprefer-
ence to buying in Eastern cities and ship-
ping by rait. Interior merchants willhave
no cause of complaint at this kind of com-
petition. Our right to take advantage of
our geographical position willnot be ques-
tioned. When we get goods here at the
lowest possible cost we niu>t devise mean*
of distribution. That really is the part of
the problem our merchants should take in
hand. The problem so far as getting goods
from the East and Europe is concerned is
about us good as solved.

THE POSTOFFICE.

The revelations contained in the message
on the subject of the postal business will
surprise the public. It seems that the

postal receipt? from all sources during the
year ending June 30, 1892, exceeded those
of the previous year by nearly £5.000,000.
No such progress in the exchange of intel-
ligence wa6 ever before ricotded in a single
twelvemonth. The deficiency which has
raaged during the last ten years of from
14.000,000 to e5.000,000 a year will be re-
duced t> H,7Pyt42t fa ta+ year t-u lieuJune
\u25a0V), 1893, and will be coaverted into a surplus
la the following year. That has not
occurred ttaee I*B2, when the rate of single
postages was reduced frorr. 3 to 2 cents.

The polity i f UM I'nted Mates s nee the
beginning of the Government !:as b»en to
spend more M t lie post-office than ityielded.
Whenever the revenues have approximated
to the expenditures the rates on postage
have been reduced. This policy has been
based upon the belief that the Government
could afford tospend a few millions every
year in disseminating intelligence am /tie the
people and that it wasitsauty to do so.
There seems to be no prospect that ( i:-
gress willnow depart from its immemorial
tradition, and, therefore, instead ofaccumu-
lating a surplus ou: of the postal revenue It
will be safe to ok forward in 1894 or 1895
to a reduction of postage to 1 cent for the
half ounce.

The increase in the postal revenue, which
was oniy $30,000,000 ten years ago. to double
that amount, or something like $70,000,000,
to-day, willalso have the effect of strength-
ening tl.e movement for a postal telegraph.
This movement has b>en so thoroughly dis-
missed during the past ten years that the
public require no further education on the
subject. There is nothing left of the argu-
ments whlcn were advanced before the
postal committees when Cr-.t laid before
Congress. They have answered themselves.
If it be the business of government to
transmit the letters of the people, it is
equally its business to transmit the tele-
graphic communications which in our day
have taken the place of letter-. On what
condition* the Postoffice Department should
enter into the telegraphic business, whether
itshould buy out the existing lines, and, if
?o, at what price, or whether it should build
its own lines, are matters of detail to be ad-
justed by a committee of fair-minded Con-
uressinen.

THE HAWAIIAN CABLE.

In the message of President Harris n
there is urgent recommendation of the lay-
ingof a telegraph cable between this coun-
try and Hawaii. It is rec miuiended both
for national and commercial uses. The
survey* are all fcufficient to warrant the
canying out of the enterprise without fur-
ther delay. \\> have a coaling station in
the Sandwich Islands, and unquestionably
it \> greatly needed as a naval t>a»o. With
a submarine cable to the i&lands the posi-
tion of the United States in the Pacific
Ocean would be greatly strengthened.
Probably the reason why a cable has Dot
beeni-tid heretofore is the simple one that
c uimorcial men distrust the enterprise as
a profitable speculation, but national ad-
vnntages are paramount enoueh to render
Government aid expedient.

One advantage which a cable to the
islands would insure to us would be a little
more information daily on the meteorology
of the Pacific Ocean area. The weather
prophet in San Francisco has slender ma-
terials available for his calculations. lie
knows the weather of the coast as far north
MBritish Columbia and as far south as the
Mexican border, but he does not even know
the condition of the biroraetcr at tho FaraJ-
lones. The weather of the whole vast Pa-
cific Is a blank. Were there a few more
islands in the Pacific, especially to the
northward, this defect in our meteorologL-al
calculation* could bo remedied. A cable to
the Sandwich Islands would assist some-
what in" dissolving our uncertainty. la
about 40 per cent of cases tin* predictions
ruin our Atlantic seaboard to Kurono'aro

realized. Euro to is also in the position of
not haviDg sufficient outlying islands to
_'ive warn. of barometrical disturbances,
but cables laid toNewfoundland are fouud
to be of some service.

THE PACIFIC MAIL COMPANY.
The course of the Pacific MailCompany

has been such that it is without euppoit in
the State In winch it claims a home, ithas
dragged a foreign company into court with
the purpose of excludiug that company
from itshaie in American trade which the
Pacific Mail has male the subject of bar-
gain and sale, and in this case sympathy is
with the foreign company. For some years,
as has often been 6:«t'd, the Pacific Mail
has accepted a monthly sum of money to
permit the Southern Pacific Company to fix
its freight and passenger rates. The tesult
of that arrangement hag beeo the main-
tenance of such rates of passage and freight
as the Southern Pacific chose to pstni>)i«h.
The Pacific Mail agreed not to compete.
San Fran-isco was by this agreement made
to dop*nd entirely upon the Southern
Pacific Company for transportation to and
from Atlantic cities. The San Francisco
merchant wa* at the «nd of a rout« which
was supplied nt all points from Eastern
merchant*. Tue effect has been seen
in our loss of territory. The ban
Francisco merchant bad to pay rail-

road rates across the continent and
again from San Francisco to his customers.
The advantage of a situation on the sea was
thus lost to San Francisco. The Panama
ltailroad Company now proposes to open that
route to other shippers than the Pacific Mall
Company. It proposes also to put rites
down to the cost of service wilb reasonable
profit. Itgoes further and proposes to put
on a line of steamers between San Francisco
aud Panama, connecting by means of the
Panama Railroad with ports of the Gulf of
Mexico aud Atlantic ports. The Pacific
Mail Company, having made the people of
this city the victim of its short-slzhted
policy, Is now trying to create a prej :>\\cr.
against its new competitor on the ground of
uatioual feeling. Americans, it says, ought

to stand by American lines of travel. It
asks nil American court to shut out the
Panama liaiiroad Company somewhat on
the ground that foieigu ships are excluded
from the domestic carrying trade. 13at the
appeals of the Pacific Mail Company to pat-
riotism willnot have mucljeffect. '1he navi-
gation laws will be complied witli by the
Panama Railroad Company, and its vessels
will receive the same support the Pacific
Mail Company's vessels would have received
ifithad been true to the State.

SMUGGLING CHINESE.
The revelations made by the late master

of the smuggling yacht Halcyon all id
strong proof that the Chinese are a peculiar
people aud require to b« dealt with In a
peculiar way. The entrance to this country

belM barred by act of Congress they make
use of Canada as a stepping-stone. SaittC-
giing Chinese across the border is (juite ns
profitable as the smuggling ot ouiirn. Out
of one chtjo of both commodities the owners
Of the Halcyon are reported to have earned
$50,000. This is running t*ie blockade wtth
a vengeance. No fewer than 180 of the
Celestials were landed in Monterey Bay in
one night, a.d ahc>sSo cases of opium es-
caped the payment of duty. The California
coast is so poorly patrolled by Government
revenue vessels that this feat is possible of
repetition almost any week. Another smug-
gling effort is now in progress from British
territory. The United States must take
some means to keep better posted with in-
formation from Vancouver aud the British
Columbia coast. With correct details as to
the departure of smuggling craft there would
be a better chance of capturing them. The
Chinese, ouoe lainled, are almost safe froiu
aiiMt,fin t!icy can uo more t>e distincuished
from one another than so many sheep. But
when the certificate and photograph plan is
enforced smusghue willnot be easy. Tne
law is justifiable on this ground.

There are good signs that the fresh ven-
ture of ttie Panama Railway in ocean com-
petition will soon be an assured reality.
The railway really holds the 'field or bal-
ance in its own hands. It might be well
lor commerce if there were half a dozen
railroads across the isthmus, but one will
suffice, provided itdeals fairlyand equally
with all customers. It wa* the fatal mis-
take of the railroad in the past to allow
Itself to be controlled by one Interest and
to keep allother* at defiance. Much rail-
roading may be done on the Isthmus route,
but canal traffic may be set aside as dead.
The French have had enough of it to last
lor a school learned in the history of repub-
lics, and no other country Is likely under
the ni<st favorable interpretation of the
Monroe doctrine to follow Hilt. As matters
now loom into light, there will be a steam-
ship line on the Atlantic side aid another
on the Pacific. Itwould be better for trade
that nil stenru?hip venture?, both on the
Atlantic and Pacific, should be afforded
iqua! facilities of transit ;cross the Isthmus.
And better also for the railroad in the end.

The clipper ship round the Horn is not
yet a becalmed vpssel. For a pood deal of
trade which will beat waiting our mer-
chants understand that a voyage is no det-
riment to success in business. The clippers
are securing cargo inNew York at almost as
fast loading as the days permit. This is
just as it s-hould be. San Francisco is a dis-
tinctive distributing po'nt, with natural ad-
vantages that should not be- set aside in
favor of any system of railroads intent
upon averages of traffic across deserts at
the expense if prosperous regions. The
railroads, through their relations of debt,
evading obligation* with the Government,
may keep up this jueglery for a time, but In
the end the people must perceive what the
game Is. Itis uot to the advantage of the
people that there should be merely railroads
employed in transportation. Itis to the ad-
vantage of the people that all the facilities
the ocean affords for trade should be utilized
for trade. Competition is the very soul of
<<jiiity in trade when conducted honestly.
Monopoly Is death.

Tney me not cowboys, but
they can reef a sail and haul upon a brace
H well as most men who go to sea. So the
Japs are in the ascendant as an interna-
tional power.
