Sacramento and iianford in
Tulare County, where sbe worked for a Mr.
Fanner, who is supposed to be a relative.
Mr. Grant, tor whom she worked, says she
was an exceptionally good servant.

GUARD ALEXANDER.

Convict flarshaH's Slayer likely
to Be Held for Trial.

Contradictory Evidence by Warden
Hale and the Guards—Alex-

ander Testifies.

Special to Thk Morsino Call.

Sax Rafaki,. Def. B.—On the resumption
of the preliminary examination in the case
of Qaasd Alexander, the alleged slayer of
Convict Marshall at Su Quentin, Captain
Edgar, captain of the guard, was called to
the stmiil.

He testified that he held a conversation
with Warden Halo for a period of twenty

minutes the night prior to the shooting in
relation to some of the prisoners ccntem-
plating making a break. He also stated
that ho was down to the prison on the morn-
ing of the shooting at an early hour, though

it is generally customary with him uot to
arrive there until 7 A.M.

Warden Haie was tiien put on the Bten4,
and stated that at the present time there art

1200 irisoners on an average, confined
within the walls, 420 of whom are employed
in the jnta mills.

The shorthand reporter then informed
the court that his 6erv>ces were required in
the Superior Court, and tlmre being no
other to take his place, the court adjournpj
until7:30 P. M.

When the court reconvened standing r<--om
in the spacious apartment was at a
premium. The fits* witness placed on the
stand was Guard Waters, who testified at
the la«t hearing that t.e was specially de-
tailed by Captaiu Berlim to watch cell 47.
lie was la a fever of excitement, and seemed
undetermined as to what to say. The pros
ecution then asked him in relation to his
last statement whether Captain Berllm
gave, him any orders other than to watch
ceil 47. and he admitted that bis statement
at the last examination was wrong; that he
did intend to say that he was detailed for
that particular purpose.

Warden Hale was recalled, and stated
that the night prior to the shooting he held
a consultation with Captain El^ar in re-
gard to some break supposed by him to be
in contemplation on the part of some of the
prisoners but he was nnable to ?tat« any
particular one. He also confirmed his
previous statement that he remained at the
prison until one hour before the shooting
took ;lace. The rest of his testimony cor-
roborated somewhat the testimony of
Captain Edgar and Berlim at the last hear-
ing.

The last witness who took the stand was
Guard Alexander, the alleged slayer of
Marshall. Ho stated he was placed on the
night watch at 12 o'clock to relieve Waters,
who was stationed in room 9, and remained
there until the shooting took place. As to
Captain Berlla or Edgar civics him orders
to watch cell 47, he did not seem to have even
a faint recollection, though ho stated that lie
had his eyes on cell 47 ever since he went
on watch fiat night. He could only see the
form of the men under the rays of the elec-
tric light though he could plainly see the
rneu when they would peep out the door.
The reason why he did not command the
men to halt was because the window was
closed down and be could not get up In
time, when Walters, the guard who was
standing beside him, testified that the win-
dow was up two feel from the bottom. The
witness frequently contradicted himself.

The rase was then closed, when counsel
asked the court to put the case over so as to
give r.hn time to prepare argument. The
Prosecuting Attorney replied that he
wished to dispose of tne case now and that
ho thought there was sufficleut testimony
to bind the defendant over.

The case was then put over intilSatur-
day at 3p. m. for argument. Little doubt
is entertained t^bat the defendant will be
bound over for the action of the Superior
Court.

Hollenbeck Indicted.

day found two Indictments against Hollen-
beck, the Insolvent banker, for embezzie-
ment. Jiolienbeck is confined at his home
by Illness, but will give bonds for his ap-
pearance.

WHERE IS L. E. POST?
He Has Been Jiissing for the Past Six

Weeks.
Tacoma, Dee. B.—The continued absence

of L.E. Post of this city, who went Ea^t
six weeks ago, is causing great anxiety to
his friends and family.

Nothiuc has been beard from him since
November 15. when he wired he would
start home from Kew York that night. His
wife fears that two recent severe disap-
pointments have unsettled bis reason or
caused him to commit suicide.

Just before leaviDg Post was notified
that in January he would be ret red from
the presidency of the Tacoina Building and
Savings Association Bank and Tacotua
Theater Company, both tf which were con-
trolled l»y George Vanderbilt, who is rupre-
sented here by his eouxin, Philip Cwsar.

Anotl^rdisappointment was his failure
to obtain the management of the new Seat-
tle theater which he planned to j»et until
November lf>, when Csesar wired him that
the theater was given to John W. 11anna.
Post went East partly to see Al Ilavman,

and wanted to Income manager of his
theatrical interest in the entire Northwest.
Eastern filends have searched in vain for
him in New York and Philadelphia.

NO EXTRA SESSION.

Cleveland Said to Have Settled the
Problem of Tariff Revision.

Nkw Yoi:k, Dec. B —A special to the
Press from Washington says: The first
definite authority for the statement that no
extra session of the next Congress willle
called before September or October was
obtained to-day by the Press correspondent

from a leading Democratic member of the
House. This statement was confirmed by
Senators Mills and Gorman. The Demo*
cratic leaders in both branches of Congress
have been in doubt as to their policy be-
cause of the 6ttenco ol Cleveland. The
oracle has at last spoken.

After reading the reports as to th« condi-
tion of the Treasury the President-elect has
decided that the question of the construc-
tion or a new tariff bill can be best referred
to a committee jointly composed of mem-
bers of the Senate and House who willbe
members »«f the next Congress. This joint
committee will be appointed under au-
thority of a special resolution and willbegin
its work of framing new tariff schedules
soon after the end of this Congress. The
members of the joint committee from the
House have not beeu selected. The Sena-
torial members have already been decided
upon with tl-e approval of Cleveland They
are: Carlisle, Mills, Vest, Gorman and Mc-
Pherson.

PROFESSOR NEWBERRY DEAD.
He Was One of the Host Eminent of

American Geologists.
Ni:\v;llavkn. (. oar;., Dee. B.—Profeßs r

Johu S nritf Newberry, one of the most
eminent geologists tn the United S'at'S.Ji*
deal.

Professor Newberry was a native of Con-
necticut, where he was born seventy years
ago. He was educated for a physician, and
when be began the practice of medicine
settled In Cleveland, Ohio. He always
had a taste for geology, and in
1855 tie was appointed assistant sur-
geon and geologist to an exploring
party sent out by the Government to ex-
amine the country between San Francisco
and the Columbia River. Later he was en-
cased in an exploration of the Colorado
River, ascending that stream from Its
mouth 500 miles to the great canyon, and
he then spent nearly a year exploring the
canyon. He was a member of the Sanitary
Commission during the war. After the
close of hostilities he was appointed profes-
sor of ecology and paleontology at the
Columbia College, school of mine?, which
p xttteflhe held at the lime of hii death.

GIBBS' FINE GIFT.

What He Says of the Need
for It.

The Seminary for the Education of
Young Episcopal Devines for

This Coast.

George W. Gibbs, who so generously gave
a sit« for an Episcopalian seminary re-
cently, as published in yesterday's Call.
was questioned by a Call reporter on the
sul'ject. He was loth to talk about the
matter, but finally said:"

Yes. Igave live acres in San Mateo to
J>iihop Michols tv b« used as a semiuary
site.

"A prominent member of the diocese,
whose name 1am nut at liberty to mention,
has offered to endow a chair to the amount
of $.?• i.OOO.

'•We have needed a seminary for the edu
cation of oar young men for the ministry.

"We have been send tie our candidates to
Eastern schools aud paying $230 a year for
each one, and the course is four years.

"The trouble is that when our young
men develop any particular ability they are
offered tempting charges in Eastern di-
oceses aid we are deprived of the benefits
of their education which we have paid for.

"We have an educational fund in the
diocese known as the Eastman fund. It
was started ten years ngo by a bequest left
to the diocese by a prominent and wealthy
member of the church in Stockton.

"'1 ha bequest amounted to $."\u25a0• ',(.00, which
tins been further Increased tiuco that time
to $40,000.

"The Interest resulting from that sum
has enabled the diocese to educate a num-
ber ofyoung men for the ministry.

"Tne advantage of having our seminary
willbe to educate our own candidates, and
they willnot be tempted to leave us but
willIsDor here for a wnile.

"Besides that we will undoubtedly be ina position to receive candidates from other
di'Te»e» in the West

"There are a number of wealthy Episco-
palians of this aioce«c who are deeply in-
terested in the project.

"With the commencement that has al-ready been made 1 believe 1 am not oversanguine in my statements when Isay we
willbeyond all doubt, and In a very shorttime, have one of the leading theological
seminaries in the West."

WORK BEFORE THE HOUSE.

ARE WE RUSHERS?

Business Men in Dignified
Haste.

WHAT AN ENGLISHMAN SAYS.

He Read Kipling,but Says the Frantic
riadmen Cannot Be Seen

Here.

It was Rudyard Kipling who remarked
during one of his spells that San Francisco
was a city of madmen, rushing blindly and
recklessly here and there like a decapitated
hen.

People, and particularly countrymen of
the gifted Kudyard. who had never been
here, would naturally believe us to be the
11 i>pinc Imbeciles Mr. Kri>!ingsail we were.

But now conies forward El. C. Kverel!, an
English military captain of wide experience
in various parts of the world, lie says that
honestly and truly we do uot rush ; that
tho biggest rushers he knows of belong to
Mr. Kipling's owa England— right in smoky
London.

The captain ought to know, for lie has
been there, and seen them In the act of
rnahing frantically in all directions.

Furthermore, the captain has stood around
on the street corners of San Francisco 1b
all kinds of weatt.er waiting for some of the
scenes of which Mr. Kiuley wrote to pass
before bis eyes, but tne rushes that he
longed for never came.

Bustling activity in a business way was
everywhere apparent, both in the actions of
men and women, but there were uo signs of
lunacy anywhere. Itwas simply dignified
haste. But here Is what the captain has to
say on th<» subject:

"For some days 1frequented the business
portions of California. Montgomery, San-
tome and Market streets in quest of the
excited man who has been depicted as rush-
ing about with frantic, feverish haste,
always asking to turn the nimble dollar
rapidly. But 1could not find him.
"imet lots of meu on the go, solid, sub-

stantial looking men. who walked steadily
along, some rooking cigar* or busily chow-
ing toothpick*. Their minds were evidently
deeply occupied with some new venture.
Busy looking Insurance broker?, agents of
aildescriptions, stockbroker?, wereall there,
but 1could not find anybody rushing about,
not even the messenger-boys.

"Merchants were standins in twos and
threes, discussing rates of exchange, the
sitver question and the McKlnley tariff, la
short, everybody was ou the go, but not on
tli«rush. If1 were asked to describe their
gait or nnnncr of progression, Ishould use
the words of the famous Mntuar Ilnbbard's
sermon parody and say they neither ran,
jumped, skipped, ambled, bopped, ealloped
or rushed, but simply went. Evidently
business called them somewhere and they
were going (straight there.

"Iwas particularly struck with the busi-
ness-like air of the women and girls you
meet tin the principal block*. They all
appeared to be coin^ somewhere an! evi-
dently meant to «<;t there without delay.
A stranger at once notice* the brbk manner
in which they walk with their feet well
picked up, dresses all made with ferrteabi*
skirts, no useless long train to stumble over
and the determined way they grip their
paper parcel or type-written manuscript.
The San Francisco -business rUIcannot be
accused of vis inertia.

"In some places ladles jail majestically
along the streets with long trains sweeping
behind, but 1 have not seen that in San
Fro ncisco.

'.'Everybody who has been in England
must have noticed the frantic rush which
most ladies in ike to take their tickets or
look after their baggage at a railway station,
but (here doe* not seem to b» any of that

\u2666 xciiable rush here. The women seem to
cross the streelf, hail a car and other ways
'gang their am gait' in a more methodical
but effectual manner.

"There i?, however, one description of
rush in *San Francisco that Iconfess Ido
not At all like,and that is tin* way wagon*,
carts and express vehicles rush across the
streets or turn sharp round the corner on
the wrong side at a hand gallop, charging or
rushing at fool passenger* as if they bad uo
busfnesa whatever to use the crossing*.

"Isis a clear case of
''Aye yerbought the

street, Bill?' and it should be the duty of
the municipal authorities to instruct the
police that Billhas n t bought the street;
li.at I)-.- uir,-t keep to the rule of the road,
and that foot-passengers have as much
right to use th» crossings a3 Bill.

•'ln most large, cities a notice, to walk
across the crossing is placed on a lamp-
post at each intersection of the street, and
offense* again-*; this rule of the road are
dealt severely with.

"Citizens »1 ban Francisco, though they
d. n't ru>h about the street!", seem to be.
well aware that they are joint proprietors
of public thoroughfares. A week or two
before the election Iwas very much amused
by an incident.

"An irrepressible doctor was addressing a
larcn crowd at the corner of,Ithink. Pine
aud Montgomery streets, thereby obstruct-
ing the thoroughfare to the great annoy-
ance of the neighboring business men.

"The police endeavored Jo move the patri-
otic doctor on, but he took a firm stand, de-
claring he was a citizen of the United States
and as such had a full right to address a
mooting of citizen* in any public place.
This declaration was received with great
applause br the crowd and accepted by the
police, who (straightaway commenced to
hustle a clearing through the cmwd with-
out disturbing the doctor, who improved the
occasion by slating that was the way he
maintained his in lividual rights, and when
he was elected Mayor he would resist all
attempts at invasion <Ithe rights of citizens
in the sam« manner. lie was not going to
be rushed by anybody.

"Iwandered about this city on election
day and whs much struck by the absence
of rush. In fact Ihave seen much more
rush on election day in a small country
town in England than there was in the
l""a city of s>.m Francisco on November 8.
ISO2.

-
"In London speculator* on 'Change,

stock-brokers and jobbers can always be
seen rushing about tne vicinity of the bank
or Stock Exchange, and the way they rush
about in toe Exchange is more suggestive
of Bedlam than of the so-called phlegmatic
Englishman.

'•People rush to secure good places at a
cricket match, on the racecourse, to see a
prize-fight or rush a bank that Is reported
unsound. People will rush in crowds to
see a fire, street accident or even a I'unch-
and-Judy show, but all these rushes tosouie
extent may be said to be blind.

"Atall events the object is far from cer-
tain and bears no resemblance to the way
the San Francisco business man goes along
Montgomery or Sansome streets. Instead
of making a blind rush he generally ap-
pears to be busily engaged in menial calcu-
lation when going from 'Chanza to office.

"There is essentially a want of calcula-
tion in rushing. A frenzied Malay will
rush about striking and slaying at random
when running amuck, but there is no calcu-
lation in bis rush.

"Some little time ago Isaw a leiter, I
think in 6ome Australian newspaper, de-
iictihing the rmh made by the passenger
agents of the rival railroad companies at
the unfortunate pasaenzer* arriving by sea
at the San Francisco wharf ;but on my ar-
rival here Idid not experience any. Cer-
tainly uobi dy tried to nun me.

"The typical American is a calculating
animal, and rushiug betrays a want of cal-
culation foreign to American character.

"The business men of London always
rush to catch their train when going to and
from their office-), timing themselves to tn«
half minute, although there is no earthly
reason why thry should not take haif a
minnta more arid nvoid the rush. But no,
your true city man will spend the l?st min-
ute with one eye on his paper and the other
on the clock, and '.hen ru«h to catch the 9.11
uptown or the 5:07 train down, as if it were
a mitter of i:fe aud death.

"Truly the morning and eveninz rushes to
and from every railway depot in the me-
tro iOils form one of tlu< sight* nf London
to the country visitor, who at first gazes
quite i'ewildered nt the stranee sight, gen-
erally thinking something serious is the
leaner.

"1 have seen nothing In San Francisco
like the rush »t the doors of a London thea-
ter on an ordinary evening, to sar nothing
of boxing night or a bank boiiday."
