The horsemen fell
into their places at once—twenty on a side,
five in front and five in. rear. Some of the
teamsters had carbines, while all had re-
volvers.

SOME EXORBITANT CHARGES.

Ex=Chief of Police Burke Appointed
Guardian of Henry Macdonald.
Bodfish and McKinne.

Judge Coffay held another seance yester-
day at the expense of attorneys who bad
incurred his displeasure because of their
methods in phlebotomizing elients in pro-
bate proceedings.

The courtroom was thronged daring the
day with lawyers and others drawn thither
In pursuit of relief, reproof or entertain-
ment. When the gas was lighted several
atlorneys, who had bided their time all day
to obtain a hearing, had to depart disap-
pointed because they had not been heard.

A new guardian was appointed for Henry
Macdonald in the person of Martin J. Burke
of Madison & Burke, and formerly Chief
of Police of this city. Judge Coffey re-
marked that thal kind of a man was needed
to take care of a buy like Henry. He was
83 years of age, and, besides having brought
up children of his own, had already acted
as a guardian for boys. When Mr. Burke
accepted the trust, he informed the Judge
that during the lifetime of C. E. S. Mac-
donald he had charge of his real estate and
affairs, Judge Coffey remarked: *I had
forgotten that. It is a felicitous coincidence
that you are now his son’s guardian.”

Before the boy had toild the Judge he
would be satisfied with auy action he shovld
take in his vehalf he was asked whether
anybody Lad talked to him about the case
since he left the stand on Thursday. Henry
replied that Lawyer W. H. Cousins bad
spoken to him, telling him that he knew the
court would not appoiut Billy Jordan &s his
guardian and had also asked him what had
occurred between Judge Coffey and him in
his chambers. *“Did he ask any other im-
pertinent questions?” inquired the Judge.
“No, sir,”” was the reply. ;

Mr. Corbett’s report as adm!nistrator,
with his bankbook and wvduchers, was
pasged up to the bench later in the aay.
Judge Coffey, upon looking at the bank-
book, found that on that day for the first
time was written in red ink on the cover,
the words, “Subject to the order of court.”
He became very indignaut, and asked why
it had not been written atthe time the order
was made. The circumstance that money
bad been drawn out on the very day that he
had forbidden Mr, Corbett paying money
out on sccount of the estale without an
order ¢f the court made him still angrier.
He directed all the parties to be in court to-
day, by which time Mr. Burke’s attorney
would have had an oppertunity to examine
Mr. Corbett’s acecounts.

Attorney W, H. Bodfish was severely re-
buked by Judge Coffey for tryving to collect
i?o large a fee from a widow named Mrs,

ane.

An order had been made granting her an
allowance from her husband’s estate of
§600 for her support, computed at the rate
of $40 a month. The poor woman informed
the court that Bodfish wanted her to pay
him $300, or half the amount,

“What does he want?” said the Judge.
**Half the estate or half the fee?"”

Mrs. Bane said he wanted balf her allow-
ance,

“Is be a member of your family ?” askea
Judge Coffev.

Bodfish said he had a contract with Mrs.
Bane and relied on her paying Lim without
com'og into court.

“What kind of a contract—daal or du-
plex ?”” asked the Judge.

“Sthe agreed to pay me one-half after de-
ducting the expenses of administration.”

“Well, the contract is off,” said Judge
Coffey, casting a blighting look at the as-
touished attorney, who was furiber told to
bring in bis bill and it would be allowed on
the basis of what his services were worth.

The next expose of legal talent was made
when the estate of John d’Arcy was ealled.
Attorney Charles S. Cushing objected to the
settlement of her account as administratrix
because it failed to show that $650 had been
paid to ber counse!, Horace W. Philbrook.

Mrs. d"Arcy said she had settled with her
attorney because she had been advised by
Majar McKinne that if the court had fixed
the fee an enormous compensation would be
allowed. The major, she said, had told her
of a case wherein lie had been allowed a fee
of §500 out of an estate worth only $3500,
which was more than he would bave
charged.

Judge Coffey drew a long breath and then
said, “Well, that’s the first time [ ever heard
of McKinne getting more than he thought
he was entitled to.” "

During recess Judge Coffey had the
records examined bearing upon every case
In which McKinne had been paid a fee for
services rendered in his court and McKinne
was on the stand the entire afternoon ex-
piaining that be had never made such a
statement to Mrs. D’Arey and that she had
misunderstood what he had told her.

When the account was finaliy passed up
Judge Coffey looked st the paper and then
at his wateh. From the paper he discovered
that the Philbrook fee wis not vue of the
items and from his wateh that three hours
had been consumed in the counsideration of
nothing that was before the court.
