Joe Cotton Proves Himself a Cham-
pion Sprinter and Estreila Upsets
the Talent—To-day’s Entries.

Dull weather, a cold wind and threatep-
ing clouds frightened away a goodly num-
ber of the usual erowd which regulariy fre-
quent the DBay District track on every
racing day.

Blondinette first
ruled the favorite, but toward the Jast Lodi
displaced Wilbur Smith’s mare in the bet-
ting and was first choice at the start. The
talent, however, entirely overlooked Es-
treila, who aithough speedy has hitherto
generailly proved a guitter when coilared.
This time, however, when the flag feil to a
splendid start Appleby’s filly rushed off in
the lead, and weli served Ly her light weight
stayed thers and won in a common canter
by a couple of open lengths,

Jennie Mintzer lay second at the head of
a bunched field until the drawgates were
reached, when little Webber, ridiog one of
his characteristie fnishes, brought Carter B
with a well-timed rush and beat Mintzer
out a peck for the place. The time of the
race was 1:0815,

Next in order was the five-eighths’ selling
dush, and eight sported silk and faced
Staiter Rowe. Joe Cotton, on his performe-
auce of last Tuesday, was played as a
*'eadpipe cinch” to beat his old antagonist,
(n'psy Girl, and the balance of the sprinters.

Ahere was one breakaway, and St. John
with little Coombs up took the bit between
his teeth and ran clean away with the goy
right around to the eighth pole, thereby
ruining whatever chance he might have had
of winning.

There was but a moderate send-off, the
f.avonte gelting off last but one.

FROM AUSTRALIA.

Outrages on Whites in the
South Seas.

Traders Attacked by Natives—Total
Wreck of a Cutter—Chinese
Restriction.

The steamer Alameda, which arrived
yesterday, brought advices from Aackland
and Sydney to Decemuper 1.

Several outrages committed by natives of
the South Seas have been reported at Syd-
ney.

The Kanaka crew of a Freneh vessel, the
Constantine, reeruiting in the New Heb-
rides, murdered the captain and mate and
threw their bodies overboard. They after-
ward looted the vessel and turned heradrift.
She went ashore and became a total wreck,
The owner of the Constantine, M, Pasnin.
was about to return the recruiis hie had on
board to their homes. Between the 34 and
5th of October suddenly a native attacked
him, and shot him with a Snider rifle. Sev-
eral others attacked the captain, J. Marie,
who resisted, but was overpowered. Then
four Kanakas came te the rescue, but were
killed. Pasnin’s corpse was cut in pieces
and thrown into the sea, Captain Marie’s
body was sent ashora to be cooked for a
feast. A French warship will make an in-
vestigation.

A vessel named the Three Cheers went to
Fead Island on Seplember 3, and while
there an attempt was wmade to arrest the
chief and his son, who were known to have
been implicated in the massacre of the
trader named Coe and six of his native
employes as far back as 1880. Captain
Stalio, who was in charge of the Three
Cheers, landed with some of the vessel’s
crew and demanded the chief (or king) toa
conferenee, Tne latter was in his house at
the time, and when Captain Stallo showed
himself in the open ground the presumable
heir apparent to tie Fead Island throne
un‘:l- du;.‘.la: murderer was subse-
quently on

'!'lonlmorm Clara Jackson anchered off

Admiraity Island to trade and the mate
put ashore, accompanied by three natives
(erew), to negotiate with the islanders. 'l'o
all appearances the natives were inclined to
do business, and the mate of the Clara
Jackson, William Pitt, landed. While en-
gaged in bartering Mr. Pitt was struck with
a tomahawk acruss the neck. He fell
stunned, and when rising was again struck
on the chin, Bleeding from both wounds,
he turned on his assailants and drew his
revolver, which he fired in their midst, and
ran toward his boat. The natives pursued,
but dashing into the tide he evaded further
injury, excepting a spear wound in the hip.
Tne native boatmen, seeing the occur-
rence, sprang out of the boat and
swam toward the schoonmer. Captain
Burchart, on board the Ciara Jackson,
had In the meantime put off from the
vessel to roscue the mate and the three na-
tives. Spears fell thickly upen them, and
two of the three natives were badly hit, one
of them receiving fatal injuries, The mas-
ter of the schooner then fired over the heads
of the excited savages, who, seeing they
had lost their prize of four heads, §pnnf
into the boat belonging to the mate and his
crew, and amid dreadful yells sent the last
of t,henr weapons among the Clara Jack-
son’s crew.

The "l'anais brings word to Sydney of the
total wreek of a catter named the Abeille
on the New Caledonia coast, The members
of the crew suffered dreadfully from thirst
and want of food, and were eventually in
n: exhausted state rescued by a beat from
shore.

The question of the federation of Austral-
asia has again been submitted to the Legis-
lative Assembly.

On September 21 of last year an order
was issued exempting from the pro-
visions of the Chinese restriction act of
1890 all Chiunese arriving in hiobsons Bay
in vessels from China with. the iateution of
being immediately conveyed to any of the
other colonies.

OWL CARS PAYING.

The Experiment Proves a
Decided Success.

A BOOM FOR HOUSE-OWNERS.

Wendell Easton Says the Metropolitan
Line Is Preparing for a
Further lMove.

The owl-car experiment which has been
made by the officials of the Metropolitan
line has been a decided success thus far,
and they are encouraged to believe that it
will prove so for all time. Although cars
have been running for but a few days
enough has been shown to demonstrate
that the idea has caught onm, and the late
cars, it may be said, are patronized fully as
well if not better than those which are run
through the day.

Their enterprise in taking up the cause of
the night-workers and giving them a means
of reaching the west end of the city ata
late hour is being greatly appreciated. Al-
ready a great number of applications for
homes along the line of the electric road are
being made, and if the service is continned
as it is likely to be there will be but very
few vacant houses along the line.

Thereis searcely a man, in fact, who is
compelled on account of his employment to
remain out till a late hour who dees not ap-
preciate the spirit of the men at the head of
the Metropolitan road and who is not will-
ing and ready todo wiat he can to foster
the idea. To speak the truth, the men who
work of nights prefer a pleasant,airy home
in the Western Addition to a few hot
cooped-up rooms downiown and they aie
among the first to take advantage of it.

Wendell Easton, the president of the
company, was seen at his office yesterday
afternoon, and in reply to a series uf ques-
tions corecerning the policy of his road said:
*“l ecan only say that we are not discour-
aged at all with the showing that has been
made by our late ecars. Oa the contrary, we
are inclined to think thatthe experiment
has been a decided success thus far. Our
first move was to take half an hour off our
startine time in the morpning and to add an
hoar to our leaving time from dewantown at
night,

“Our experience thus far has been that
the hour at night is worth more to us than
the half hour in the morning. So well are
we convinced of this fact that we have just
closed a contract with a firm of carbuilders
for an additional number of cars and we
are receivieg bids for additional engine-
power. Cur new carsand engines we hope
to have on the liue within ninety days and
that will enable us o ruyn cars all night.

“By keepiug six cars, say, in service from
1 0’clock at night nntil 6 o’cloek in the morn-
ing we will be able, I think, to start a car
from our downtown terminus every fifteen
minutes and thus accommodate all the late
travel.”

From olher sources it was learned that
the late-car movement, partial as it is, has
already resuited in a positive boom in tiats
and residences.

The Metropolitan line runs out into the
Western Addition and taps a section of the
cily plentifully abounding in pleasant,
healthful residences,

The night-workers are
opportunity.

When a man whose family has been
cooped up in small downtown rooms sees
that e can get out to a neat flat or cottage,
he is going to move out there right away.

A large number of lessees of private resi-
dences, too, have extra rooms in their
bouses which they would be gid to rent.

Hitherto along the line of Eddy and Scott
streets, ete., this bas been impossible.

Although these streets are in the direct
line of travel to the city by day, they are
completely cut off at night after midnight
and the many householders who would have
been giad to add to their income by shelter-
ing an extra iumate iu their homes have
been forced to see the vacant space wasted.

This is the case, too, of course, along
many other lines of streets, which would
be similarly beunefited by broad-minded rail-
road wanagement,

For now the outlying residences along the
liue of the Metropolitan road are throwing
open their doors to the night-worker and
are catehing him, too. They ean offer cheap
rents, vure air, and their last and most irre-
s(l‘smvh’s bait is: “Accessible by the Late

ars.”

The movement is also giving a boom to
the building of residences in the section
traversed by the line,

it takes very little nowadays In the closely
balanced condition of the house-renting
business to affect the building trade.

Capital is always waiting on the alert to
invest in houses and the popularity of a
neighborhood may be made or marred by
the projection or closing up of a line of cars.

It has been deliberately considered by
those most interested in residential prop-

grasping their

Jerty that the running of wight cars shows

more than mera enterprise on the part of
the Metropolitan line,

The dieectors, it is thought, have gauged
the potential results of the section in their
Jurisdiction, and are judiciously develeping
them.

It is plain, however that may be, that the
public has caught ou to the endeavor of the
Metropolitan line to accommodate it.

The people will remember that this line
was the first to pay attention to their delib-
erately expressed want, and they will also
remember that along this llne the night-
worker can attain his home at a later hour
than on any other line in the city.

This in itself is a big boom for the Metro-
politan road, and nobudy begrudges what
it bas won by liberal foresight exercised on
scund business principles.

SMELLS TOO HIGH.

Judge=Elect Campbell Does
Not Like His Room.

He Says the People Who Like the
Old Hall May Stay, but He
Will Move.

“These rooms are not fit for a decent
stable;” said Judge Campbell, one of the
newly elected Police Judges, as he sat on
the bLench n Police Court 2 yesterday.
Judge Campbell has not taken his seat as a
Police Judge vet, and is at present-actingas
a substitute for Judge Love, who is ill
When Campbell does take his seat, how-
ever, he proposes to make things lively for
somebody unless he is given a decent room
in the new City Ha!l in which to hold court.

Tne City Prison portion of the new City
Hall has been ready for ceccupaney for some
time, but there has been a determined re-
sistance on the part of the heads of the
vartous departments of the police force
against being moved from their dirty,
dingy, ill-smelling, badly ventilated, badly
lighted, eramped and crowded quarters in
the ramschackle old shell on Kearny and
Washington streets.

If the same number of persons were con-
fined under the same conditions that the
unfortunate men and women who are sent
to the City Prison now are the police would
be the first to rebel, and would make itmore
than uncomfortable for the people keeping
such a house.

“With the prison proper I have nothing
to do,” said Judge Campbeil, continuning his
talk, “but I do object most emphaticaily to
holding eccurt in a place like this. It is
dark, dirty, unhealthy, too small and every
way uusuited to the purposes of a Police
Court. Iam not quite clear whether I can
elect to hold my sessions of court in the
new City Hall without the consent of other
Judges and officers or not, but Iam con-
vinced that if we, the newly elected Police
Court Judges, signify our desire to occupy
clean, decent quarters in the new hall there
will be no opposition on the partof the
City Hall Commissioners.

“They will give us room [ am sure, and, in
fact, I understand that two of the courts
will be moved to the new hall during the
first week in Jauuary with out our asking it.

“If they are not so moved I shall cer-
tainly ask it and continue asking until we
are given decent quarters,

“This is no fit place, in my opinlon, for a
Police Court, and I simply cite you to the
fact that not a single P’olice Judge has
served avy length of time in these rooms
without becoming seriousiy ill. Dirt, dark-
ness, impure air, restricted space and gen-
eral inconveniences are the only attractions
these rooms have as courtrooms, and Idon’t
propese to stay in them unless 1 am com-
pelied to.”

There is no person or persons who know
s0 much about the bad sanitary condition of
the old City Hall prison as the trusties—
prisoners whose duty it is to keep it ciean;
that is, clean as they can. Said one of the
trusties yesterday:

*There are enough vermin in this place
to walk off with it, and zon can't gek rid of
them. When you scrub this place it gets
dumr and moldy. It never gets a.ray of
daylight, much less sunlight, and officers
and prisoners aiike have to live in an at-
mosphere satnrated with darkoess and

filth, Why, I’ve seen dogs come in har.
and go crazy to get out becausa of the
damp, dismal, gloomy, ill-smelling sur-
roundings,”

Certain it is that with the advent of the
new officiais a most determined effort is g»-
ing to be made to move tie whole City
Prison to the new City Hall, leaving only a
station at the present headquarters. If the
wliole prisen does not go it is almost cer
tain the Police eourts will, and their re-
moval will so hamper the business of the
Police Department that the removal ot it
all will soon become a necessity.

THE TROUBLE IN SAMOA.

Details of the Recent Outbreak on th:
Islands.

Details of the recent outbreak in S:mo.
were received by the steamer Australia
yesterday.

The tronble was begun in October by
three chiefs—Lejato, Mauga Faaneuei and
Alo. The former, who is in supreme com
mand of his party, is supported by the vi.
lages of Pago Pago, Fagasa and Fagaitua
He has about 500 men under arms. There
is no doub: whatever, from inquiries on th:
spot, that Malaafa instigated the disturb-
auces, that Leiato’si party is really Ma-
taafa’s party, and that had no warship ar-
rived so inopportunely a few weeks more
would have seen Mataafa in Tutuila at the
head cof the revolt, which he intended to
carry into Upelun. Leiato’s party being
ready, a pretext for the revolt was not dfli-
cuit to find. Two villages in Pa%o Paco
Bay, Fagatogo and Aua, had conferred the
title of Leiato upon a chief namea Tog -
ola, but upon being told that this course
would lead to fighting they expressed thei:
willingness to take back the tifie, whici.
they did to secure the peace.

But the Mataafa party, led by Leiate,
Mauga and Alo, werenot to be balked of
their revolt by a contretemps of this sor!, -
aud asserting that Togiola had flad to Aon,
they at night on Oectober 25 treacherously
surrounded the village, which had wain-
tained a neutral attitude, and killed and d.-
capitated four unoffending men and wonaded
cthers. Aoa was burned and utterly de-
stroyed. DBaut thelr thirst for murder wzs
not as yet at an end, for on October 28 the
Mataafa party asked the viliagers of Aun
and Fagatogo to come to Pago Pago, a vil-
lage at the far end of the long bay, and
make friends. Aua and Fagatogo accord-
ingly started up the bay in their boats, not
expecting treachery. but as they neared
Pagzo Pago a heavy fire was opened upon
them, two of their men being killed and
several wounded, two of whom have since
died. The Fagatogo and Aua people fled to
the little island of Aunuu, which is now for-
tified. Here they have been joined by the
Aunuu peavle and howmeless inhabitants ol
This, the King’s party, numbers
about 400 men, all well armed, no one hav- - :
ing less than tifty cartridges. This ammu-
nition came from Tamasese’s people, wliv
have still plenty to sell. i

At present everything is peaceful, quiet - -
having been restored through the efforts of
the white residents, ably aided by Captain
Bourke of the man-of-war Ringarooma. . _ "

Mataafa has issued an explauation of the -
cause of the outbreak, which he aseribes tu.
excessive taxation. He claims to be anxjous - =
to preserve peace. et

A SEVERE LOSS.

Main & Winchester’s Storc -
Burnt Out.

Firemen Have to Fight the Overhea'uf'
Wires—The Stock Badly Damaged
by Fire and Smoke.

When the workmen employed by Main & - :
Winchester, the well-known wholesale -
dealers in harness, saddlery, saddlers’ bard- . -
ware and fancy goods pertaining to their
trade, left their workreom in the fourth. :.
story of the building, at 216 Battery siree’,
at noon vesterday, they left a roaring, bix
fire purning in & crazy old stove in the cen-
tter of he room that bad pot been us-d ..
for menths before, and securely locked ti
doors behind them in order that no one
should enter the room in their absence and
steal their teols. ; %

While the workmen were busy with their .
cofiee and doughnuts pedestrians on Bat-
tery and Richmond streets had their atten-
tion arrested by cries of fire, and saw flame
and smoke bursting through the roof of the
building ocecupied by Main & Winchester: -
An alarm was sent in from box -2 .
and was sounded at 12:32 o’clock-P. ™M,
the department quickly responding. Thy: .
chemical engine was the first to arrive and, - -
as stated, the firemen found the doors of the- .
workroom locked and were unable to effect
an entrance until they could get axes and -
break the doors in. .

By this time the fire had gained suci; -
headway that the chemical engine ‘was
found inadequate to cope with it. The ..
blaze had evidently ecaught between the
roof and ceiling from the defective stave- - -
pipe attached to the stove so seldom used, . .
and had probably been burning for some %
tinie previous to the workmen’s leaving th
room for lunch. S

When the Fire Department got to work
Assistant Chief Sullivan founéd himself: in
the usual predicamant. The fire was in the
roof of a four-story building, and there
were enough telegraph, telephons and elee-
tric-light wires strung on poles in front of
the place to prevent the raising of a ladder
S0 as to enable the hosemen to get a stream
of water directly ou the blaze, A half-
dozen attempts were made to get the lau-
ders up to the windows, and finally, by
bracing and splicing, it was possible to run .-
a line of hose up to the front windows, but - -
the crowd held its breath as it watched the -
firemen ascending the treacherous ladder.

Once the flames wera reached it was
an easy matter to control the fire, which
was confined to the roof of the building: at
216 Battery street, and extinguished in'short .
order. The building itself was damaged -.
only by the fire in the top story, but the °
ocean of water it was found necessary to
put on the flames ran down through the "~
floors below aud made sad havoeof the stock. -

It is impossible to estimate the damage
done to the stock, butit is considerable.
On the ground floor the firm had their dis: °
play of fine saddles, bits, harness, ete. The -
second floor was stocked with fine saddlery,
harness, robes, and the third floor was
divided between a workroom and storeroom-
for stock, the upper flocr being entirely -
devoted to the workmen. The fire being en
the top floor, the water poured down ovef
the stock in torrents, and where the water
did not ruin things the smekedid. . -

The insuranece on the building and steck
amounts to 110,000 and the damage.is ap- :
proximated at about £30,000, divided into .
$5000 on building and tools and $25,000 on -
the stock, damaged solely by water.
