AGAIN CONTINUED.
Ray Paik Refused a Hearing for the

Sixth Time.
The case ol Ray Falk,' the Deputy Regis-

trar of Voters, who was jointly arrested
with Registrar Brown on the charge of
changing the semi official returns of tho
last election, was in l'olice Court No. 2 for
the sixth time yesterday, demanding that ho
be given a preliminary hearing. Judge
Ctun'.ibell was on the bench in the absence
of Judge Love, who has heretofore heard
the testimony in the cases, and he strenu-
ously objected to betes asked to try Falk.
In fact, after a long wrangle between Dr.
O'Dounell, the complaining witness, aud
the attorneys for. the defendant. Judge
Campbell flatly refused to undertake the
case, and again continued it until Wednes-
day next.

The defendants, while not censuring
Judge Cnuipbel!, were loud in their condem-
nation of Judge Love for absenting himself
from his courtroom and compe!!ii!g both
principals and witnesses to appear again
without giving them n chance for triai. It
seems to be the opinion of the attorneys
out.side tho case, that O'Donnell has given
up all bope<if being sble to convict either
Urown or-Falk of v crime, and is now trying
to delay matters until after the official count.

O'Donnell himself was present in court
yesterday without his attorneys', aud it kept
Judse Campbell more than busy suppress-
ins: the doctor, who wanted to be judge, at-
torney and witness all at the same time.

NEW GAS WORKS.

A Visit to the Plant at
North Beach.

Great Buildings That Have Been
Erected— The Model Works

of the West.

The new works of the San Francisco Gas-
light Company are so rapidly approaching
completion that an idea can now be ar-
rived at as to their magnitude and ultimate
scope. They are located just west of Fort
Mason on a tract acquired by tho company
seme years ago, when the necessity for a
removal in order to expand the facilities for
manufacture. g was decided upon by the
management. "When the policy of concen-
tratiog the plant was revived upon the
tract at North Beach was purchased a»
being in every way adapted for this pur-
pose. The plant on Howard street is
located on property that has become too
valuable, and the company, with a view of
accommodating the objections which ap-
peared among the residents of that thickly
settled district to the odors which are in-
separable from gas mauufai-tunn,;, deter-
mined once for ali that a si?e. should be
selected which woaM never be encroac ed
upiin, however much the city might grow,
aud that could all rd facilities of distribu-
tion for the product as well as the easy re-
ceipt of the raw material.

'1he site of the new works could not besurpassed in these respects. It borders the
Hue of the bay and affi>rda rouiu foi iu-
definite extension tuwai>l deep water. Iwo
or more blocks of land have been reclaimed
from the sea by using the sand for tilling
which was taken from the excavations of
the new buildings, and affordsau indestruct-
ible foundation for the massive structures
which are being erected within the iu-
closure.

The company determined to abandon all
of their old plant, retaining the works at
tbe Potrero and the holders at Fifth and
Howard street and segregating their build-
ings at North Beach. By this plan the gas
would be manufactured at the extreme
northern and southern sections of the city,
and leaves the holders at Fifthand Howard
streets to supply the central districts. The
Dew plant has been buiit for the future.
Every year increases the consumption of
the product, and it it in measurable dis-
tance when ban Francisco willtreble Its
po&ulation, ai.ii when that time does come
the new works or the company willhave do
difficulty in laDplyhm all demands.

Excavating for the foundation of the new
works was begun in May, 1591. Toe land
is sandy there aud necessitated laying deep
and broad the walls upon Which tbe great
new structures should rest. A bed of con-
crete of massive dimensions support all the
superstructures, and on these the generator
and purifying-house and the buildings to
be used for retort, etc. Tbeso structureswere completed on the 18th of January,
1893, and gas was first made at the new
wurEs ou that date. The generator build-
ing is the largest of the group, being IS2
feet in length and G4 feet wide. Two wings,
28 feet high, br«nch out fiom a central
tower G4 feet in height. It is constructed
of bricks with graceful ornamentation and
is further beautified by tasteful moldings of
terracotta, it is in the generator building
that the process of water-gas making
is canducteu, and it contains also the com-
plicated motive power which drives thework?, and coueists of two lleine water-
tube boilers ot 150 horse-power each, sup-
plying steam to the two 25 horse-power
Ideal engine?, the hydraulic accumulator
and the big YYorlhington duplex pumps.
Tha engine and boiler rooms are of spotless
neatness and fairlyglisten with highly pol-
ished brasses. The floor uf the engine-room
and all the woodwork in sight are of Oregon
pine, oiled and polished to the very acme of
its possibilities. Not a speck of dust or oil
soil the exquisite neatness of the surround-
ings. An instance of beauty with utility ig
visible here.

Itwillnot be expected that the process of
making water gas should be described in a
brief article like this. Itis a technical pro-
cess and highly scientific an<\ complicated.
Two generators, 12 feet in diameter and 33
feet high, connect with the condenser* by
24-incb steel pipes

—
a maze of tubes for

conveying the oil to the generator, into
which it is forced as a vapor, whence,
after a brief proces?, it is carried
through the condensers: and purifiers*
and in a brief space passes into
tbe tank-holder to be distributed through-
out the city for lighting and heating pur-
poses. To a person familiar with the old
process of manufacturing gas from oal, and
the filth and foul odors with which it Itin-
seperably connected, the nafinec of making
water gas willbe a surprise. Everything is
reduced to a mechanical ni<ety. Scaicely
an atom of dust is visible. There is do per-
ceptible odor, and the men who have
charge of the generators and. whose greatest
labor is to pull a crank once every lew
moments turn out about 2,000,000 fet-t of gas
per day. The condenser-room is 5G by GO
feet and contains the two condensers, 12
feet indiameter and 25 fent high, with tho
two scrubbers of the same size. Each of
these condensers contain about four and aquarter miles of tubing. Tne purifying-
house is 138x71 feet, with an annex 44x72
feet. A retort-house is now building and is
all but comuleted. It is 170 by 71 feet indimensions, will hi two stories in height
and will contain 20 benches of 9 retort*
each. It is not the intention of the gaa
company to give ud the manufacture ofgas from coal, but to have every facility for
using either material as may seem to be
most advantageous. '^fpSfq

The great gas tank, which willhold 2,000,-
--000 feet and is the largest in the country
west of Chicago, is a splendid instance of
engineering 6killand design. This immense
holder \iV>o feat in diameter, and its guide
frame, consisting of latticed-work columns
and girders, arises 108 feet above tha brick
foundation. Its base rests upon a pile of
concrete and is built to endure. Exposed
as it must be from its position on the
shores of the bay to violent gales, the no-*
cessity of strength was a prime factor in
the engineer.-,' calculations, itis estimated
that a gale even seventy-five miles per hour
would not have the slightest effect upon its
immense surface. As a part and parcel of
the new system the company are now lay--
ing 13,000 feet of 24-inch pipe from the
works to the junction of Market street and
Van Ness avenue. This Hue will be U9ed
as a base of supplies both east and west.
This work involves an immense- expendi-
ture and Is in advance of actual
needs, but in. view of future expansion
itwas resolved to undertake It. Itis also a
matter of particular satisfaction that withthe excfiDtlon of a few minor details every
dollar's woitliof work about the new plant
13 of California material and workmanship,
from the brick ot.whicn the structures arebuilt, the iron which form the roofs, the
lumber which Is used for the finUh to the
machinery which operates these great works.

? the mind of the writer after only a casual
view of the new works of the San Francisco
Gaslight Company at North lieach is that
San Fiancisco citizens have one more object
of legitimate pride to which they can point
with satisfaction to the strangers within
their gales. They are buiit lor the future,
and not a single detail been omitted or:
expense spared to,make them the equal of
any works;in the country, symmetrical as
architectural structures and equal incapa-
city for ail the demands which can be made
upon them for the next hundred years*:

NEW BRITISH CRUISERS.
Three Vessels Recently Delivered to

the Government.
Scientific American.

Mpsst*. pAlmnr's Shipbuilding nnd Iron
Company (limited), J irrow-on-Tyne, nave
delivered to the Admiralty the three cruis-
ers which they were intrusted to build
under the nnval defeu«e act. The vessels
are second-class cruisers of the following
leading dimensions and particulars: Length
between perpendiculars, 300 feot: breadth,
extreme, 43 feet 8 incites; d*»pth molded,
\u25a0-*\u25a0_' feet 0 inches; displacement on a mean
drausht of 17 feet 6 inches. 3GOO tons ; indi-
cated^ horse-power, yooo tou9; speed, 13%
knots.

Each vessel, a» willbe seen from onr en-
graving, from a photograph of the Ketribu-
tion, bas two funnels and two pole masts,
with a light fore and aft rig. The hull
throughout is built of stcet, and th* bottom
of the ship is sheathed with teak, 3% inches
in thickness to two feet above the water
line. Tbe stern, siernpost,

halt brackets am of phosphor bronzo,
manufactured by Messrs. Steven St Struth-
crs ofGlasgow. There Is a steel protective
deck which extends the whole length ot
the vessel. The transverse section of this
deck is in tno form of a i!at arch,
the crown of whifh rises ou« foot
Above the water line at the center of
fie vessel, and slopes down toward the
sides to a point four feet below the. load
line. The thickness is two inches on the
sloping part and one inch on the crown.

The cables of a suspension bridge are

subjected to great strains, And are therefore
firmly anchored at each siiore end to
heavy masses of masonry, generally by
means of long bars of irim or steel hav-
iiig holes &t each end by which they
are bolted or pinned together. In ex-
amining the anchorage of onn end of tbe
smaller suspension brtilga at Niagara re-
cently one of these bars was found to be
broken, and the problem of replacing it
was quita difficult, since the wires attached
to it had to have the same tension when
it was in place as they had tvhen the
old bar was intact. Tne new bar was
formed of a piece of s'.eel 20 feet long, G
inches wide and % of an Inch thick, witha
bole in ona end <tnd provided at the other
with si band bolted to it. The band was de-
signed to pas3around an iron bar in the abut-
ment and resist the pullof the wires. When
the band had been placed about this pin in
the masonry and bolted to its bar the latter
was carefully heated by a wooden fire in a
trough below Ituntil ithad expauded suffi-
ciently to allow the etid of the wire cable to
be connected with it. As itcooled down it
contracted more and more until at the
uormal temperature tin* wires attached to it

were strained to the same lamount as the
others, mid in this way a difficultproblem
was easily and cheaply solved.
