We are evidently a very litigious people,
when, in a city of 300,000 inhabitants, we
lave a dozen Superior Court Judges, be-
sides a number of other holders of the
judicial office with a lower jurisdiction.

for the appointment of three or four more

lay a heavy hand on the taxpayers' money,
and an agitation of this kind ought to be
resisted until itis proved that, the beech Is
deficient in strength. A rearrangement of
business, and rigorous insistence upon
cases being proceeded with, would probably
mend matters considerably. Atpresent the
Judges are too apt to listen to excuses. One
attorney is absent, and his brother
attorney mentions the fact, and the
proceedings are delayed. A lax sys-
tem has grown up, which encourages
adjournments of cases, and even of the
court itself, upon very slight ground*. ItIs
regrettable that there it so little finalityin
decisions. Appeals are carried from court
to court on very frivolous grounds, that
strong Judges would frown upon. Should
the system of taking a verdict by a two-
thirds vote of the jury obtain incriminal as
in civilcases litigation would be expedited
in a remarkable degree. Our present jury
system id on its trial. Before enlarging the
judiciary of a city already so well equipped
it would *be well to study the situation
thoroughly and find out how time is frittered
away. Itmay almost be questioned whether
the practice of the Judges relying so much
upon shorthand transcripts of evidence and
arguments is a good one. A sound Judge
who has had bis attention fixed earnestly
en a case from the beginning should be
able to eive judgment on the spot without
hesitation.

PACIFIC HAIL WINS.
Judge Ingraham of New York ha 3the

reputation of being a sound lawyer, but if
Ills decision in the Panama case is good law,
hyn.en know less of the ger.e.ial principles
of trade than they supposed. The facts are
very simple.

Twenty years ago the Panama Railroad
Company ran a line of steamers to and from
its terminals on the two oceans to adjacent
ports. Desiring to secure a monopoly of
that traffic, the Pacific Ifail Company bought

the.steamers owned by the railroad company,
and, with them, the good willof the latter in
the coastwise trade from and to Colon and
Panama. Under this arrangement the Pa-
cific Mailenjoyed a monopoly of that trade;
the railroad refused to make with other
steamship line? terms which would have
enabled them to compete. This arrangemet

lasted for twenty years, and under it the
grip which tho Pacific Mail Company
got on the isthmus traffic enabled it to cuter
the transcontinental pool and gain a sub-
sidy from the railroads which fell but little
short of a million a year. .Some months
ngo the members of the transcontinental
pool, in consequence ol the new competi-
tion created by the traffic association, con-
cluded that they would not continue to pay
the subsidy. Not long afterward the
Panama Railroad board of directors an-
nounced that they would run a line -of
steamers of their own in opposition to the
Pacific Mai', which had so lons diverted
trade from this city. They went further,
and notified the latter that they would not
recognize its through way bills after a cer-
tain date. To this challenge the Pacific
Mail retorted by applying to a New York
court fur an injunction forbiddins the
Panama company from departing from the
terms of the bargain it is alleged to have
made in1&72. Itis that injunction which
Judge Insrabam ha 3decided to sustain,
peedeate lite.

This appears to bo contrary to the funda-
mental principles of the common law, and
in flat contradiction of the spirit of the
interstate commerce act. Ifa railroad can
discriminate between two maritime car-
rier?, and transport coods for one at lower
rates than it charges the other, so that the
latter is driven out of business, a direct
attack is made upon the freedom of mari-
time trade.

Judge lugraham says that the Pacific
Mail Company bouzht "the good will"of
the Panama Company in coastwise traffic
from and to Colcn and Pan-. ma. But
had the railroad any good will to sell? It
certainly did not own the Atlantic or
Pacific oceans. It owned nothing but a
line of communication between the two
oceans. Had it a right to say that, incon-
sideration of a sum of money, itwould give
to one maritime carrier an exclusive right
of using II road to the exclusion of all
other maritime carriers? If It had, the
public are grossly ignorant of the general
principles which govern channels of com-
munication and transportation.

A hundred years ago tho law recognized
monopolies and exclusive rights. Great
Britain limited the foreign ports with which
the colonies eculd trade. Spain forbade
Mexico aud her other American colonies
from baying goods from any European
country, except Spain herself. But it has
been generally supposed that these laws
rested on doctrine! which have become
übaolete, and that no nation at the present
day can claim a monopoly of any general

avenue of commerce to the exclusion of

The text of Judge Ingraham's decision has
not come to hand. Itwill be interesting

to note the reasoning by which itis sus-
Cained. The public at large are clear that
no Interoceanic railroad or canal ought to
be conceded the actual ownership of its
works in such a sense that it can grant the
use of them to one carrier and deny it to
others. Ifunder tho present laws such
ownership is justified, itla the law.as well
as the Panama Company's contracts, which
requires revision.

AN AMERICAN LADY IN PARIS.
The Chicago Trßmn« draws attention to

the fact that the wifeoi the new French
Premier, M. Ilibol,is tne daughter of an
American lady upon wrum at one time all
Bje* w»-re centerej. .Some forty years ago
one of the finest houses in Michigan avenue
was occupied by a banker named Burch.
He was a member of the Presbyterian faitli
and cherished extreme views regarding tbe
proprieties In social life. A few years
before he had mnniea a nl«ce and ward of
Erastus Corning of Albany, a bright, merry
girl, who had been encouraged by her undo
to take all the fun out of life she could.
She was devoted to society; her husband
deemed dancing sinful. She was a fount of
bubbling laughter;!:" thought that smiles
were unbecoming levity. So ill-assorted a
cmple naturally got on badly, nnd no one
was surprised when it was cue day an-
nounced that Banker Burcb had instituted
proceedings against his pretty wile for a
divorce on the ground of alleged infidelity
te the marriage vow.

But those who knew Erastus Ccrnin?
were very much surprised that the disciple
of Calvin had dared to challenge him to
warfare. For Corning, though he was
small and lame, was a fighting man by in-
stinct, and when he fought, he fought for a
funeral. He adored kb niece, rind to ffci-
pugn her character was to rouse the con.-
bative instinct in the old man, tillbe roared
like a lion. He died a special car with
lawyers, shipped them to Chicago and sup-
plied them with unlimited funds to procure
evidence. Burch. found that his record
from Ills youth up was being ferreted our,
aid that every enemy he had ever made—
and there were a pood many of them— had
been taken into the Corning camp. Every
shipper who had dealings with tie New
York Centra], of which Corning was presi-
dent, was enlisted In the fight.

The co-respondent in the case was DavidStuart, a lawyer, who afterward led a

BAD POLITICS.
Concerning the selection of a THmmßny

leader for .Senator the New York li
says:

liis very bad politics, because, however strong
ami well Intrenched Tammany may think itself,
it can't oppose publicopinion withImpunity. A
day of reckoning comes "like a thief in the
night,"and Tammany Is just as dependent on
the coufldeuce and votes of our citizens as any

other political organization. It can't afford to
play the despot in a matter of this kind. IfIt
persists In Its present obstinate course Itdoes co
at Us ownperil.

The Jlcrald is giving Tammany good ad-
vice. No political organization is so strong
that It can command the support of the
public much longer than it deserves such
support. Murphy, the Tammany candidate
for Senator, is known mainly as one of
Senator lilil's able assistants. lie Is a past

master in modern politics. The Herald,
which by the way is friendly to Tammany,
has discovered a current of public opinion
against the selection of another Tammany

chief for Senator. Probably it would be
hard to find another 2C0.000 voters in the
United States so easily controlled as the fol-
lowers of Tammany. Most of them obey
orders somewhat as soldiers do. Still.
Tammany is not above the necessity of
shaping its course somewhat in deference
to public opinion..

The Christian world celebrated Christ-
mas yesterday, and the usual aspiration for
peace and eood will was uttered and listened
to in all the churches fervently and implor-
ingly. But the signs of contentment and
universal brotherhood are perhaps more
remote than ever they have been. Conflict
and convulsion may occur at any moment.
That is the situation in Europe, and a very
extreme situation it is. .Smith America is
also in » critical volcanic or bellicose condi-
tion. Alone among the great nation?, the
United States is ina position of tranquillity.
The breaking up of our repose does not ap-
pear to be in sight from any quarter lrom
wich the wiua bloweth. We are happily
free from the complications which perplex
Europe, and we do not require the United
States nation to be in mm inorder to main-
tain peace. Bat in Europe 12.000.000 men
ate prepared to settle disputes by an appeal
to arm*, and whole populations are ground

down by tuxes to maintain this fighting
multitude of idlers. Tho millennium has not
yet lived. Force is still the final arbitra-
ment.

Although not exhausting its strength in
the waste of bloated armaments the United
States does well to look after its navy,
Thus far we are nearly abreast of our re-
quirements, and may soon have all the ships
and coast fortifications we- want. A new
quick-firing «un of 7-inch caliber will, if
successful inits tests, prove a terror to the
invader. ItIs designed to deliver on rapid
lime like a repeating rifle shells weighing
"00 pounds, about one-third of the charge
consisting of dynamite or some other Inch
explosive. Sacs • shell striking a ship with
terrific Impact, added to the force of the
local explosion, would blow its side in and
sink itinall probability on short notice. A
rain of such shells could certainly not be
remitted. The advantage a ship has is in
shifting its position. Bat this is discounted
at the entrance to harbors by observation
station-, which can compute the petition
accurately, and give the requisite elevation
aud direction to a battery. The next naval
war willbe a frightfulcrash.

In the new Mannlicher rifle the Austrians
have a weapon perhaps superior to any In
Europe. It is well calculated to make an
impression on the line of an enemy ad-
vaucing. The sights are adjusted up to a
range ot a mile and a half, and the point
blauk discharge covers 500 yards. There If
no dispute about the hien penetrating
power of the toilets. Atan extreme range
they may perforate two or three men. The
rapidity el fire at discretion is something
appalling. Two bullets a second or over a
hundred bullets a minute give a deadly bail
that would empty every saddle ina charce
of cavalry, aud the mortality of infantry,
however widelyseparated, would be horri-
ble. As the match el improvement goes on,
itmay be found out that war is too deadly
to be possible. The Mannlicber rifleis also
available on ships of war to sweep the decks
or to repel torpedo attacks.

Itis held that the law is
explicit upon the subject, and if the people
of the State desire It to be otherwise they
must, by their votes, amend the law. Hut
it is a pity that the sanctity of ballots
should also give sanctity in rogues, of whom
there are many at every election.

A short tisno ago a case of witch-
craft disturbed a superstitious com-
munity of whites in North Carolina.
Lynching was in the air to settle
the trouble. Itis not very surprising that
a tribe of Indians in New Mexico has been
agitated over a similar superstition. The
Indians tortured two witches to death, and
their sufferings extended over three days.
Had they been genuine witches they would
probably have blown away somewhere on
a broomatlrk after the usual manner of the•uncanny old women during the middle age.-.

justice, but there is likely to be warm right-
ine over the matter, for the Indians are
brushing up their weapons in a determined
manner. Itis always dangerous to interfere
with a people* religious beliofs.

Aluminium Horseshoes.
St. I.onls Hrjjubllc.

Captain E. Liirnbart, in writing on the
subject of tbo recent experiments with
tliiminmm horseshoes in tho FinlandDratjo.-ns, says that at th« end of six w*ekß
it was found iiiat tlie aluminium shoes last-ed better Hnd preserved the foolmore thor-
oughly than the Iron ones. The former are

only one-third to one-fourth the weight of
the latter. Their cost is certainly greater,
but this is to some extent compensated for
by the facts that very little charcoal is re-
quired in shoeing, that there is no loss in
weight, nnd that the value, of the old ma-
terial is the ?anio as that of the new. In
niakiug the shoes -.oino skill is required, as
the forcing mnst be done at a low but ex-
actly regulated temperature. Taking into
consideration the importance of light shoes,
especially for horses doing fast work, and
the advantage of being able, to carry a
larger number of si are shoes on a cam-
paign without increasing the load of the
wagon, and, lastly, the probability of a fall
in the price of aluminium, Captain Lam-
bart thinks itsafe to predict the general in-
troduction of aluminium for the shoe* of
cavalry and artillery horses in the near
future.

NOTE SFROM NILES.
Importance of the Prune Industry.

Celebration of Forefathers' Day.
Correspondence of Tub Mocnino Call.

The fact that a fruit must be well known
to command a market is exemplified in the
dried prune. Twenty years ago there was
a steady demand for all imported prunes in
eastern markets, and even iv our own mar-
ket?, but as our crops have been harvested
they have driven all Imported prunes from
our own markets and are fast taking pre-
cedence over the imported fruit in eastern
cities. Not a single pound yet grown in
California has had to go a-begging. In1535
1.500,000 pounds were grown, in 189014,500,-
--000 pounds. That means a quarter of a
pounds a year for the C0.000,000 people we
have. Itis safe to say that in another five
years the product willbe doubled, and yet
in all probability the demand will remain
as great. It is easily transported and is
most palatable as well as nutritious and
medicinal aud is almost a staple winter
conserve on the tables of the middle class
in certain sections. Itis to California what
the dried applo la to Easterners— a staple
fruit for market

As fur the grower, he finds the prune one
one of the easiest fruits to grow and ban-
dle and one yielding the largest returns per
acre.

An acre of prunes four years old will
yield never less than lives tons of fresh fruit,
and often the crop is twice that. Five
tons will produce one and a half tons of
dried, which at 9 cents (last teason's price)
would make £270, ouo acre's returns. Tho
cost of harvesting and cultivating is $;.">,
which leaves a profitof t236 an acre.

A Bier With tea acres if prunes has
the beat paying crop it is possible to have
in \u25a0 fruit line. No pfSte have as yet at-
tacked tin* prune. It needs very little
pruning after the tirtt year or so. Itbegins
to beat at three yean and at four has a
full crop, and the crops are a good average
year in and year out.

These rrp'Ut*are from actual figures, not
for an exceptional season, but are the
lowest figures for a term of years from an
orcliaid near Niles ;ami what can be done
here can be ''.c;ie in almost any fruit section
in California.

LADIES OF THE RETREAT.
They Have Established a Branch of

Their Order inNew York.
>ew Yolk Sun.

A feature of Roman Catholicism familiar
to Europeans, but a novelty here, has just
begun its establishment in New York.
Four of Lea Dames de la Retraite have
taken & houscat 233 West 123th street, and
begun the work of their order. Les Dames
de la Ilotraite—the Ladles of the Ketreat—
are an old and recognized order founded in
the early part of the century. "Retreat" is
the name of a Roman Catholic custom,
meaning retreat from tne world Into tem-porary religious retirement, aud is prin-
cipally practiced for the week or two beforeEaster, though it may be entered into at
any time. Tim houses maintained by the
order of the Ladies of the Retreat urn oc-
cupied by the persons wishing to "make aretre.it," ns it is called, during the period of
retirement.

Regular board Is pa!d according to the ar-
rangement main upon entering, and reli-
gious services are conducted under thesame roof.

In Europe the use of the houses of re-
treat is extended to the accommodation el
ladies who are traveling atone, who, if
sp*ndltiiz MMtime In a city, go to them asRarer, quieter and ple»santor than a hotel.
Under such circumstances some agreed
time for being within doors in the evening
is the only restriction.

The branch of the order just started inNew York is at present on a small scale.
The four ladies have rented a pretty resi-dence, named it St. Regis, as a plate on the
door informs the visitor, and adapted it to
their present requirements, reception room,
chapel and so forth.

Tie order of the Ladies of the Uetreat is
said to be recruited from the best born ofFrance, and the representatives at St. Kp^'is
are what Americans like to fancy all aris-tocracy -courteous, frank and kind. They
expect to instruct converts and children of
their own creed. They speak warmly of
the sympathy and interest shown them inXt'W York, as la pleasing contrast with
other eountrifts where they have r< presented
the order.

The Cost Always llxceeds the Con-

tract Price, With Rare Exceptions.
UarrlsUurg M»r Inilaiieudenl.

Philadelphia is having on experience In
building a city hal! such as New York went
through nearly twenty-five years ago. Now
Philadelphia discovers that a hall which
was estimated to cost not over SIO.OOO 000
willneed 000,000 before it can be com!
pleted, and that much of the work already
done Is to imperfect that ithas to be coneover for alteration and perfection that will
cost as much as was originally paid for It.
Why Is it that in tte erection of public
buildlnjrs for State*, counties, cities andboroughs tha cost always exceeds the con-
tract Dricc, and the material used la found
to be largely defective in quality or inad-
equate in quantity? VVa doubt Ifthere everwas a public building erected for any pur-
pose Inthe United States which came up toits specifications, its contract price auditsarchitectural require

Inall these particulars ail public building
erection fail* inIntegrity of compliance andperfection of performance because there arethose who profit in such matters illegally
disreputably and dishonestly, amounting to
criminality,but they are adroit men, boldnnd determined In their purposes andtherefore able to delude the people whom
they rob. Philadelphia seems to be In thegrasp of such a combination cl mm, whoare reaping rich incomes in managing the
erection of Its public buildings. The only
instance we know of In which a publicbuilding: was erected and finished withinthe appropriation made for itis that of thecity hall built several years ago in Balti-more, for which 5500.000 was appropriated
The buildingand ground only cost £480 000leaving 520.000 of a surplus, which' theCommissioners covered back into the cltvtreasury. - *

BIRD MOiMES.
The Nests of Kingfishers, Woodpeckers

and Other Varieties.
Maurice Thomson In Golden Rule.

Bird*'nests have attracted the attention
of inquisitive genius from the days of Aris-
totle down to the present time. This is not
wonderful, because the nests are invariably
curious aud often beautiful, besides offering
a cradle, as it were, for a host of romantic
speculations and poetical theories. Imagi-
nation has taken hold of birds and their
nest* with singular affection, drawing forth,
meantime, some beautiful legends to enrich
romance withal and to add to the sum of
what is most persistent in the sous of man-
kind.

The ancients told that the halcyon, a
beautiful aquatic bird, had its nest on the
sea's brenst, a little floating palace, around
which the water was always c&lio and
sweet. Ilnleyon, or alcyon, was the king-
fisher. It is supposed, tut we now kuow
every suecies cf this bird and none of them
buiids its nest to drift about on tbe sea.
Indeed, as if to make the contrast of fact
with fancy xs great ay possible, most of the
kingfishers dig deep holes in the ground for
their homes. Our American belted alcyon,
or common kingfisher, is an expert hole.
borer. There is scarcely a clayey bank
along tho streams of out Middle and South-
ern States but has its face cut by the doors
of one of these gloomy-looking houses.

The hole is usually quite round aud eoes
directly into the bank, with a slight up-
ward slaut, to a distance of from 2to 4
feet, where itturns nearly at right angles
to one side or the other, ending in a large
jug-slmped pockei, where the eges are laid.
Tne kiugliaher is my most cheerful com-
panion when Ihiii tut ley. n. day's or a
week'i angling. It is an ever-fresh delight
to watch him .swooping down into the clear
bro 'k water with a melodious plunge and
coming forth sparkling like a flake from a
blue sea wave or a fragment of turquoise.
He rarely fails to catch the minnow he
s'.rike-s at, but his anpetite is unremitting
r>p(l insatiable. Ho eats from morning till
night.

The woodpecker's home is very like the
kingfisher's, but it is dug in rotteu wood in-
stead of b ing bond m a bank of earth.
Prom t!i« great ivory-billed species down to
the iittle downy fellow of our orchard*, the
woodpeckers build their r.ests, or, rather ex-
cavate them, on the same general plan. The
hnlo at first goes straight into the wood,
then turns downward, widening ai It ue-
srends, until it gives room for the home,

if you willgo into any bit of unshorn wn<i-
land durfaMtearly spring, and willkeep your
eyes open, you will se« a bright rn\ head
thrust out of a round window in some de-
caying trunk or bou^h, ant the woodpecker
willstag out, "Peer] peer!" which always
leeme temean that his or her home is a
most comfortable aud enjoyable place.

1ne bank swallow is another bird whose
ne»t Isahele exc.ivuted in the earth along
the blutTs of streams. 1 have seen a high
beak oi tl.e Ohio River itiaitu to look like a
huee honeycomb by thousands of these
belea. and the air was swarming with the
birds that lived In them. Itwas, indeed, a
city of sand swallows, a metropolis where
perfect equality prevailed in the architec-
ture, the internal finish and the furniture uf
lhe horn— The houses were as much alike
aa the birds themselves.

A considerable uuml>er of birds may be
classed as "<ave dweller*.

ENDING LETTERS.
Curiosities in the Correspondence of

Notable Hen.
Yankee iilade.

Any one In the habit of perusing old let-
ters is struck with the tone of great humil-
ity HP..I deference which pervades the corre-
spondence of our ancestors. A lew speci-
mens of the style of beginning end ending
letters may prove interesting as Id striking
contrast to the laconic "yours obediently,"
"faithfully" or "truly"of the present day.
Itwould certainly be difficult to match the
following subscription of a letter from the
Duke of Shrewsbury to. Sir Thomas Ham-
mer, dated September, 1713: "1 desire you
will believe that wherever 1am 1 shall
always earnestly endeavor to deserve, and
very much value, your friendship, being
witha sincere esteem, sir. your most faith-
fuland obedient servant— Shrewsbury."

Frequently one meets with bellicose sub-
scriptions, as in the ctse of the K»ri of
"untlv and Krrol, who, in ISM, threatened
Aberdeen, unless they released certain gen-
tlemen imprisoned in their city, and sub-scribed, "Yours as ye will,either present
peac or weir."-

The notorious Simon, Lord Lovat. wholost bis head on Tower lli.lfor treason wasthe most courtly of correspondents. Upon
April8, 1716, be concludes a letter to theJacobite Countess of Seaforth thus: "1
am, with true friendship and a great re-
spect, madam, your ladyship's obedi-
ent and most humble servant Lovat."

General Cadosan, the officer iv command
against the rebel* in 1710. writes to thesame countess, threatening her tenantswith military execution uuless they deliverup their arms, and concludes: "Ihave the
honor to be with the greatest respect andconsideration, madam, your ladyship's must
obedient and most obliged humble ser-
vant—William Cadofraa."Yet, notwithstanding his servility, he
does not hesitate when writing to the Sec-
retary of State up iithe same day, to char-
acterize the countess as a "veritable «hodevil, who would get the better of Satinhimself."

It is al»o very
ditlicult to inflict dcci) wound.*, for the
blade cannot cut a passage for itsrlf, but
must be forced through the tissues by main
strength. It Is not ton much to say that a
thrust delivered by any other kind of knife,
the force of the blows being equal, would
be more dangerous than n stiletto wound.
The Italians have at last recognized thisfact, ami a stiletto h a rare weapon among
them. Thoy use a knife that has n long,
thin blade, but is a dagger and not a stil-
etto. Ineffectiveness it is uot for an in-
stant to be compnred with the American
bowie. Its one advantage is that a great de-gree of penetration can be secured by a
weak blow, and as few of tlie Italian roughs
are athletes, this probably is the reason why
the long, narrow-hladed knife |a used."
