delegate generally goes a-begging, and quite

.often counties are représented by persons

who have bought proxies. The character
of the membership in State conventions
might be raised if they added to their otheg
duties that of -choosing a United States
Sepator, but-even then would they be as
substantial and responsible bodies as State
Legislatures ? -

Again, the effect of conferring upon State
conventions the power of choosing the Sen-
ator would be to cffer to the rank and file
of the party the alternative of supporting
the Senator whko was the choice of the con-
vention or to bolt the party ticket. Now,
it has frequently happeued that State con-
venfions, in this State at all events, have
been In closer touch with the wirepullers
and pelitical bosses of the party than with
the people at large. It is quite possible that
the last Republican convention at Sacra-
mento, if it had been required to nominate
a Seunator, woula have chosen the man of
all others whem the Republican voters
ioathed, simply because he was hand and
glove with the ringsters who ran the con-
vention. Similar instances may be quoted
from the histery of the Democratic party in
this State. If the famous Stockton conven-
tion bad been called upon to nominate a
Senator it certainly would not have chosen
the Democerat upon whom the party after-
ward conferred the honor.

The notion of the Iowa reformers is that
by nominating a candidate for Senator in
convention, the voters will have a chance of
passing upon his merits, and thus the. “Up-
per House” may be brought into eloser touch
with the people. DBut after the nomination
is made, voters can oniy signify their dis-
approval of it by defeating their party,
whnich may be, under given circumstances,
burning the house down to get rid of the
rats.

Tur CarvL dees not wish to be under-
slood as condemning the fowa plan un-
equivocally. It merely desites to pointout
practical inconveniences which would be
likely to present themselves if it were gen-
erally adopted. For the present system of
electing United States Senators no good ex-
cuse ¢an be offered. It was engrafted upen
our political framework in order to main-
tain the theory of State sovereignty and to
assert the equality of the Statés. The one
is now an obsolete tradition and the other is
patent absurdity. Noreason now exists for
electing Senators by State Legistatures, and
common-sense aud publie utility dictate
their election by the people. But radical
changesof this nature are not easily ef-
fected, nor can they be effected at all with-
out. careful consideration of the probable
consequences, - The popular election of
Senators would stifle aspirations of adven-
turers who aim to enter the Senate by the
back door of money and intrigue. But it
might involve drawbacks which are notnow
foreseen. 1t could not be embodied in an
amendment to the constitution without re-
viving the old controversy over the respect-
ive merits of bicameral and single legisla-
tive chambers.. Those who are so hot for
a change io this part of our political system
would do well to read Sieyes’ argument in
favor of a single chamber. His conclusions
were probably unsound, but it is not easy
to point out the flaw in his argnment,

A PARISIAN MYSTERY.

No element of mystery or horror seems
to be wacting in the drama that is now be-
ing enacted in Paris. Dark clouds of sus-
picion seitled on the death of Baron
Reinach at the time it occurred. They are
new clearing up, and as they roll away the
air is filled with whispers of murder.

The late Baron was a banker, a man of
the world and a diplomat. When the Pan-
ama Company got Into difficulties he was
one.-of the first- members of the *“high
finance” who was called into counsel. He
seéms to have proposed that the company
should buy its way out of the gquagmire in
which it stood. Experience had probably
convineed him that every one was venal, if
venality assumed proportions broad enough,
and the practice of using money had taught
him how to approach Lonest men with dis-
honest offers, It seems that this delicate
branch of the company’s business was
placed in his hands. At all events we find
the Panama Company handing him a check
for three and a half millions, as to which
he replied to Menchicourt, when he was
asked what he wanted with so much monevy,
“You must be very simple.” It is also
stated that on the day he received this large
check, or the suvsequent day, he drew
twenty-six checks of his own for sums
which, when added together, amounted to
precisely the snm of the Panama Company’s
check. Tue inference is- ocbvious that he
got the money to bribe pecple with and that
he did bribe them accordingly.

Then follows in swift sequence the story
of his agonized visitto Rouvier, Clemencesu
and Constans to induce these infiuential
men to get the newspaper attacks on him
stopped. Failing in this, he went home
despairing. And the next thing that is
heard of him is that he is dead. At first
blush, people came naturally to the conclu-
sion that he had committed suicide to avoid
exposure. Dut, on reflection, they realized
that others must have been as aunxious to
get him out of the way in order to prevent
his telling what he knew as he could have
been to disappear, and then the question
arose, Could he have Leen poisoned? His
remains were disinterred. The official re-
port of the autopsy has not yet been made
public. But it has been stated that poison
has been found in the stomach, and it is
added that it had been placed theie eight
hours before death. The poison used was
thus not an irritant, and not any of the
forms of hydrocyanic acid.

The theory on which the suspicions of
poisoning are based is that persons in high
station saw that the game was up, and
that their crimes would be divulged
by . Reinach on his examination by
the Judge of Inquiry. They desired
to put him out of the way to pre-
vent his giving his evidence. M. Andrieux,
ex-Prefect of Police, states that during his
term of office he becams cognizant of an at-
tempt at murder under the same circum-
stances. Science has made such progress of
late years that poison may be administered
in food without discovery by its victim.
Some poisons operate painlessly by sus-
pending the action of the heart. 1t s quite
possible that, in his wanderings on that
terrible day, when he went from door to
door in search of sympathy and heip, he
may have been induced to partake of a
hasty lunch with some seeming friend, and
the meal may have sealed his lips forever,

THE RAILROAD EXPERT.

It is reported that Attorney-General Hart
has advised the State Doard of Examiners
that the emplovment of Colonel Morgan by
the Board of State Railroad Commissioners
as an expert was legal. As Atturney-Gen-
eral Hart is a member of the Board of Ex.
aminers he will without doubt back his
opinion with his vote. To drive at once to
the head of the case it may be said thal the
Railroad Commissioners employed Colonel
Morgan to make an expert report showing
that the Commissioners had not failed in
their duty to the pubiie. Of course if rail-
road rates are as low as the uature of the
service permits, the Commissioners could
not reduce them without injustice to the
Soutbern Pacific Company. But the ex-
pert’s opinion does not prove anything but
the nature of his understanding with the
Commissiovers. His report was a lawyer’s
argument. It sought out the facts that
seemed Lo support his case and considered
no others. It scarcely made an attempt to
answer the showing Traffic Manager Leeds
had made in support of the proposition that
railroad rates were much too high.
