
THE STICKY DRUG.

Phelps Declares an Opium
Law Useless.

WANTS THE TAX REIMPOSED.

He Says There Is a Large Increase in
the Use of the MDope

"
Because

of the Stamp Law.

Two of the most important officers of the
Custom-house hare advised the President of
the United States through the Treasury
Department that the law relating to crude
opium, placed on the fieo list by the Mc-
Kinley bill, is Inoperative and dangerous.
The law went into effect on October 1. 1890.
Since that time the. Government has not
sold one cent of stamps, although $500,000

worth lie idle in the safe of the revenue
agent at the Appraisers' building.

Collector Pfaelps says the law is useless,
and he has Cone all be c v d to lave the tax

reinjposed. Revenue Agent Thomas says it
was a mistake to take the tax off.

Both say the result is to increase the
opium evil.

"Notwithstanding the exodus of Chinese—
and no one can deny that fact

—"
said

Collector cf the Tort Phelps yesterday,

"the importation of opium is on the in-
crease.

"There Is no doubt about it,"continued
the head of the Custom-bouse as he leaved
back in his chair and scanned a paper in
his band which contained a number of
figures.
"Ihave ju>t this minute," he said, "fin-

ished computing a number of figure! abnut
this opium business. You can seethe Hotter
has just been used on this paper. Now here
is the first knowledge that could lit!obtained
for the year 1893 ci tie quantity of smoking
opium imported. The Inures have j tat been
added for the different months, and we
nave a total of To.'J'.iT pounds for the year."

"What was the amount imported in1891?
was asKed.

"Our records show that G3.159 ptmuds
were brought to this port in that year,"
said the Collector, "which makes an increase
of over 10,000 pounds for 1892, and the
Chinese have not only left this city in num-
bers, but a great many have returned to
China. Why. during this last year, and I
have just computed the cumber, 2243
Chinese arrived and 6311 departed. The use
of opium is certainly on the increase. #

"V ask for toe figures for gome years
back? Well, her* they are, and you ran
c mpare them :1855.54.000 pounds ;15j!6.5fi,000
poun<is; 1887, 69.000 pounds; 1888, 94,000
pounds; 1889; 44,t»H pounds; 18-K), G7.773

pounds.

"Now, to understand these latter figures
and to see that the importation is on tl:e
increase one must have some knowledge of
the changes in the tariff laws. Bat before
we enter into this you must take r.oto of tlie
seizures during the year, which amounted
to 2910 pounds, valued at £55,132 90. The
duty on the prepared opium imported- brought the Government £870,204. Just
think of it, almost a million dollars of duty
on the drug! Itdid more than a million's
worth of evil, though," said the Hector
ad he fingered toe pape,r in his baud. "Un-
der the present law there is no duty on
crude opium that islanded at tlieuortof
entry. None ofthis comes from China and
It is prlticiually landed in New Orleans
and New York and shipped in bond here.
This crude opium comes from Persia and
Turkey. There is no tax ou the importation
ef the drug in a crude form, but there is an
internal revenue tax of £10 a pound on the
manufacture of the crude opium into smok-
ing opium. This is according to the tariff
law winch went into effect on October 1,
1890."

"Howmuch has been collected in Internal
revenue taxes on this manufactured
odium?" inquired the reporter.

"Nota dollar, sot one cent, although it
has been manufactured by the thousands of
pouuds," tad the Collector. "The reason is
because it [a manufactured surreptitiously
and you can't catch them at it.

"Before the law went into effect taking
off the duty about 100,000 pounds of crude
oriuiu were imported at this port. Now,
there bi-ing no duty on it, we have no
mean* cf knowing how many pounds are
brought Here, but from all indications it is
considerably more, so the Chinese are man-
ufacturing crude opium into smouiug opium

all over the State. This crude opium comes
here now from V «v York and New Orleans
ss the'ports of entry.

"This manufactured opium i* not as good
as the Hoag-KoDR prepared opium, but it
has a larg* sale. Itdoes not co^t more than
$3 to buy an outfit to boll it,and the imple-
ments of a factory can easily be secreted.

"When you consider," said the Collector,
"that most of this crude manufactured opi-
um is mixed with Hong-Kong dpiu'n, or
that which pays duty at this port, you can
see h w great the amount is that is placed
on the market. The fact of the Chinese
disappearit-g does not cut any figure in the
mater. The increase goes on just the
tame, so the consumption must be on the
increase among the whites."

"Do you think that the increased con-
•unsption is principally in California?"

"Yes, Ibelieve so. Some time ago a con-
siderable amount of opium was sez»d and
off-red for sale at O,;den. There was no
demand for itthere. The opium was brought
to tfcis cty and readily sold. Of course, up

» in Seattle, Portland and Tacoma opium is
generally sold at the same pace where it is
seized. But considerable finds its way to
ba iFrancisco, which seems to bo the mar-
ket and headquarters of the opium market.

"Who saiuftes ail these thousands of
pounds of opium Idon't know," said the
Collector, "but the vice ?eems to be on the
Increase. The taking oi the duty off crude
opium should have naturally decreased the
importation of prepared opium, but on the
contrary the importations have increased.

. Again, '.he decrease, which is a very large
on'- anoDg the Chinese, should have tended
todecrease the importation of the drug, but
ithas not done so, according to our record.

"Who then is responsible for the in-
crease and who is using all this opium?"
asked the Collector.

The reporter next paid a visit to Internal
Revenue Agent Thomas, who had charge of
tbe opium cases affected by the law which
went into effect on October 1, 1890.
"Ihave in that safe over there," said

Agent Thomas, "8500,000 or half a million
dollars, worth ofstamps to be used at the
rate of £10 a pound on opium manufactured
from the crude material. Thousands of

""—pounds of crude opium have come to this
city ;:d are continually coming. Itis being
manufactured by the crafty Chinese into
prepared smoking opium by boiling it and
mixingitwith the crude opium.

"But 1have not sold a single stamp dur-
ingmy term of office out of, the half million
in that large safe there," said Agent Thomas
drearily.

"Since the law went intoeffect there nave
not been any authorized legal opium fac-
tories run in this city. Surreptitiously 1must
admit there have been many of them. The
bond for tunning an opium factory where
crude opium is turned into md: king opium'
is $5000, which is increased inproportion to
the output of the manufactory.

"Why should the Chinese pay the Gov-
ernment $10 a pound internal revenue lax
on this manufactured opium when they are
constantly selling it in Chinatown for £8 \u25a0
pound? That is the price fixed foriti-nd
for which it can be bought at any time.
The Chinese keeping it are very cunning
for this reason. Allmanufactured onion
prior to the operation of the McKmlev tariff
could be marked for identification without
cost. There were about 50,000 ilw-t«H
boxes of this on hand, or about 20,000
pound*. Of course, the Chinese were will-
ing to have Government stamps placed on
thes" opium boxes because itcost nothing
and increased Ihefr value. But these are.
the only Government stamps which have
ever Leon used of the £500,000 worth sent
out by the Government.

"Now, the Chinese who sell manufac-
tured opium do not dispose of theso leg-illy
stamped boxes but keep them, and when a
search is made they have legally stamped
opium, which cannot be seized. The crude
manufactured opium is secreted »ud dealt
cut surreptitiously. You cannot catch
them at it. by, only to-day Isearched one
of these places, where 1 know 509 iive-tael
boxes of manufactured opium v-as delivered
on Thursday. Iexamined the entire prem-
ises ami broke ppen $00 box---, but could nut
find a trace of the opium, which 1 kuow is
in the place.

"During the year we have only seized
6000 fhv-uiel boxes of this ciade manufac-
tured opium. You know crude ci'ium must
coutain 9 per cent of morphia. Jf it con-
tains less it is subject to ftduty tax of $12 a
pound. So you can fee how much profit
there is in it, us crude Persian «nd Turkish
opium only costs $2 a pound. The:manu-
facture consists principally In boiling the
hard, crude opium and mixing it with
Hong-Kong opium. We have no idea how
many thousands of pounds have been man-
ufactured of which nothing is known.
"i know this, the Chinese have made

thousands of dollars cut of this law. Con-
cress made a mistake in its passage. It is
iuoperative niH valueless"

REALLY A COUNT.

ANobleman Who Turns to
Hard Work.

Ascanio Sinibaldi of Lucca^a High

Born Noble, Toils inan Under-
taking Establishment.

There is a real liveCount in San Francisco
who is at present industrious y seeking
work. He comes of a high and nob'e Italian
family, and the excuse he gives It t h;s pres-
ent condition is that he is the "black
sheep."

ll.s name is Count Ascanio Sinlbaldi,
and, more, vt-r, genuino.

Ten or twelve years au>i he left his an-
cestral home in Lucca, Italy, to see the
world. He traveled about considerably,
nnlii he unfortunately arrived at Buenos
Ayres, in the Argentine Republic While
there he invested all hia patrimony in the
unstable securities of that country. Within
a few months nothing was left to him but a
few hundred doliai9, with which be came
on to this city.

lie sij-'ufd his name with a great flourish
on the P«iace Hotel register, and for two
weeks lived in the style that Italy becomes
genuine nobility.

After that period his funds gave out, and,
being literally at lha end of his rope, his
lordship res lived to bear tne brunt of earn-
ins a livelihood by manual labor.

lie found work in making translations,
but that failed to prove remunerative and
was rather intermittent.

Then he did some odd j>>bs of collecting
for Italian firms and at last he found steady
employment at Kacizaltipi's undertaking
establishment on Broad war.

There the Count labored Industriously
ani carefully concealed the fact of bis
nobility.

During the meantime his family cent him
occasional remittances through .Fugaw's
agency, which served to relieve his tempor-
ary wants.

The Count is 32 years of aze and, st ranee
to say,- looks like any rther mortal of the
male stripe. He does not care to be culled
by his title us he has not the means to keep
up tho dignity.

Atpresent he Is eneaeed in making trans-
lations for an Italian c iniuii-sioii-house.

J. F. Fugazi, the steamship ascnt, who Is
wellacquainted with the Count, says that
his family is one of the oldest and most
prominent in Italy. "T c Sinibaldis ofLucca," he said, "are simon pore aristocrats.
'J heir nobility dates centuries back, and
ti,ev are wealthy.'*

However, tbe Count Ascanlo is very well
eati«£ed with this country, desuite the
many uds and downs he has ha I. and is
willingto forego the dignity of title for the
luxury of living here.

SCENES IN THE PAVILION.

Citrus Products of the State Coming
in by Carloads

—
A Practical

Joker's Heartless Act.

"Yes, we are getting along finely," said
Superintendent H. A. Graves to a Call
reporter at the Mechanics' Pavilion yester-
day.

The sound of busy hammers corroborated
the assertion that something like 'JOO car-
penters were nt work right there and then.

"Wo expect to be ready t>y opening day,"

eontinoed Mr. (Jrave>. "Things are going
up like mushrooms in tbo nighttime. Of

conrse you willunderstand'that an exhibi-
tion is never peifect on the opening day,
but Ithink you can say we will be pre-
pared to make a better show on the firstday
than we have done in a gieat many years.

"Ihe citrus exhibit will certainly be
ready. Three carloads of fruit came in this
morning, one each from

>rov:l!e, Newcastle

and Marysville. Four others will arrive to-
night and two others to-morrow n'ght.

"There will also be a carload or two from
the southern sectii n, where Jonathan
]>ec^s has been stirrm;- things up. These
will c mie in Sunday eight or Alouday
morning.

"Owing to the immense influx ofmaterial
here, the Southern Pacific Railroad people
litve volunteered to make deliveries »t any
time, day or ui^ht, and the California
Tsansnnrtation Company, wbiefa is d in.-
ihe banting, has issued Instructions to its
teamsters to bf on hand at 3.A m. to-mor-
r w and on Sunday, so as to commence de-
liver es in• daylight. Tlie delivery willbe
done on Sunday. have a strong force
mr.v at work sorting and grading the Citrus
products aud gettinj them Into shape for
deeoratiTe work.
"I would like The Cam. to draw atten-

tion to a very heartless practical joke which

was played here this morning In this con-
nection. Somebody Inserted an advertise-
ment in the daily papers of the city stating
that 100 women were wanted titthe Pavili* v
to sort and arrange exhibits, and that appli-
cation was to be made to Superintendent
Green. There is no person of that name
here and we have been worried all the
morning with applications from respectable,
hud working women In search of a job.
They have lost half a div over the trick,
and Iam using every effort to find out who
the joker is. Ifhe can be found he will not
care to repeat the experiment."

Many of th« women 6tavHl aron'nd the
Pavilion tillfar into tho afternoon, refusing
to believe that any one could have been
guilty of so heartless a trick sad boning
against hope that something would turn
up for them. Some of these women had
come from remote parts of the city and
country, and had had trouble enough to
6"r;ipa up evrn their car fare.

The framework of the citrus exhibits has

Tuba's stand, representing the World's
Fair building, It also ready.

Saciameuto County's locomotive
is a handsome piece of carpenter-work, and
when covered with the colden and odor-
iferous j-plifrss will probably prove the
most attractive exhibit of all. Itis uniaur,
and ralcbts the eye frcui all parts of the
Pavilion. The grand central piece from the
Citrus Association, the "Rock of Ages,"
has already been fully described, and is
only wait inc fur the fruit to be placed
on it.

W. W. G.eer was about the Pavilion .ill
day ms busy as a bee getting in the citrus
products and superintending the exhibits of
bis county. Mr. Herrick, who has charge
of the exhibits of Humboldt County, was
another very busy person, and from appear-
ances is goirm to make one of the most
credit ible displays in the entire Pavilion.

Among those who filed application yester-
day was Dr. C. A. Smith of this city, who
wants to show a model of an electric balloon
lor lighting cities.

Outside of the citrus exhibits and the art

gallery it is difficult for the visitor to be-
liev* that even thf^irniy-of workers toiling
within the Pavilion un to 10 o'clock at night
Can possibly get ihimra in shape by opening
day. The superintendent is confident, how-
ever, and so nre the men actually in charge
of the work. They claim that these exhibi-
tions are never really in shape or well
patrunized till the first Saturday night after
the opening. They are positive. Unit all will
be ready by that time, even though things
should look a little bit rocky on opening

a jr.
One good feature which has been intro-

duced this year is a comfortable room with
desks and ail conveniences, even to soda
water and cuspidors, for the representa-
tives of the press.

The visitor, itis repeated, will certainly
be skeptical about tho exhibition being
opened on Tuesday next, lor in many of
the divisions there is nothing in sight at all.
Sunday willcertainly not be a day of rest
ifthe transformation is to be accomplished.

The art exhibits are coming in rather
slowly, and the walls look bare at present,
but itis expected that the tilery will be
ready for inspection on Aloud iy night, if
not sooner.

POLICE DOCKETS.

How Justice's Whee!s Are
Retarded.

THE WORK ONE COURT CAN DO

An Attorney Gives Figures to Prove

That an Extra Court Is
Not Needed.

"San Francisco has about as much use for
another Police Court as she has for another
Mayor," said a prominent attorney yester-
day.

"Ifthe present Police Court officials were
half as energetic in the performance of their
duties as their friends are in trying to se-
cure an act of the Legislature providing for
another court there would be no necessity

for it,and the chances of any criminal not
getting Justice would be reduced to about one
in ten. Under the present condition of
affairs itis about 100 to 1 against justice.

"From the groaning representations of
those who are working lor a fourth Police
Court ono would suppose that criminal
cases were accumulating at an alarniirn?
rate. For instance, they cite the fact that
there are something like 700 tried ca-rs
on the calendars of the three courts, and
that they could not bo disposed of if the
court sat twenty-four hours a day lor 100
days. But those are not facts.

"itis Iroe that there are over 700 untried
cases on tho calendula, but then: hare sel-
dom bi!HU less at any time during the past

dozen years. About that number are con-
tinued and carried en the calendars for uno
c.iu-c or another all the time, and the num-
ber is not increasing materially.

"It has shown a slight increase in the
past few months, but that has been duo to
tbe elections and the negligence of official*
as their terms come to a close. The tempo-
rary energy and activity of the new officials
willbalnuce that, and for a few months
now the amoanIof unfinished business will
decrease as rapidly as it has increased in
tbe past.
"Ihave Itcen looking into this matter of

another Police Court and ran prove to you
in a very few moments that we have abso-
lutely no use lorIt if any way can be de-
vised to compel those we now have !o do
the same amount ol work their predecessors
did. Just gliincd at this table of arrests for
the last thirty years" and be produced the
foliowiug Xroai the reports of the Chief of
Police:

"Now, then. Dp to March 7, 18*1, wiicn
the net of the Legislature providing for
Police Court 2 went into effa t. these cas.ts
were all handled by one Police Court. Tits
jury casec were tried by the City Criminal
Court, but 1 will speak of them later, for
they really an.otinted to nothing.

'•In.m this t.iuie you willsee that up»to
the ii-cal yeac eommenelnf Joly I.1880, one
curt handled 18,000, 20,000, and even as
hiyh as BSLOOO a year, ev<'n nuie than the
two courts bandied from 1880 to 188& On
ai) average the two courts up to March,
1889, I.ad only about 3000 cases a year more
to dispose of than <m* court alone had
handled, but in tl;e nscal year ending June
;fl», 1891, the thiee courts had a less number
if eases than two hud handled in 18S3-f-4
and 1885 86.

"1he total number of arrests for the fiscal
year ending Jane SO, 1893, wns 29.258, only
3000 or 4000 more cases than two courts had
handled, and less than a third more than
one court bad disposed of in a single year.
The number of arrests for tlie past six
months was 14,<ijr>. which indicates that the
total miniTier at the end of this year willbe
greater than last.

"Now then, here is the way Ihave figured
this matter out : Ifone court can and has
disposed of '_'_',» cases in a year, two courts
can handle 44.000, and three courts 60,000 in
the same Irnsth of time. But now we have
three courts to hear but 29,000 eases. Now
the proposition is to have four Police court 3
to handle the business which one and a half
should be »ble to hear.

"Itwillbe a great many years befor" the
total number of arrests reac^i 44,0pQ, tlw
capacity of two court?, and In that time our
third Police Court could try all the jury
ca.-es nnd have time to attend to other busi-
ness besides.

"When these figures are shown to the
people who are working for a third Police
Court they say: 'Hut db to l^so the City
Criminal Court tried ali jury case*.' That
does not alter the situate n. One Police
Court has disposed of 22*000 cases a year,
less the misdemeanor jury trials. Then
two courts Should be ab!t« to hear 44,000
cases a year, lest tho jury trial*. Now,
then, we have three Polica Court*. Ln\
one of them try jury cases and the other
two courts willhave a gre.it dral le.->g than
30,000 cases a year to bear,orabott 15,000
below their full capacity, If the ofiiciuls do
their duty.

"It is true that jury trials are set for
almost every day up to the middle of next
April,and the courts appear 10 be pretty
well blocked. Itis all apparent, however,
rind there is a remedy which would clear
the calendars of jury cases in six months.

"The situation is about this: Every attor-
ney knows that if ho demands a jury trial
the case against his client willnot be heard
for three or four months. By that time the
witnesses willhave disappeared or willhave
become disgusted with frequent continu-
ances and long delay?, and when it conies
before the court no one will appear to
Mosecute. Knowing that a demand fora
jury means delay, and that delay helps the
case, Ihe attorneys have iearned to demand
it. not because they do not want the Judge
to try the c.ise, but simply for delay,

"Notone out of ten of these cases are
tried by a jury. When the time comes the
attorney has had nil the delay he wanted so
he simply waives a jury and the court hears
the case if any one appears to prosecute or
it hns not been fixed.

'•Now, the remedy is this: When an
attorney demands a jury the Jiulg'*, who
understands that itis purely to gain time,
should instruct him that if a jury convicts
the dniendant h« will be sentenced to the
lullpenalty allowed by law. If ho persists
in demanding a jury let the Judge set itfor
trial that same afternoon or evening and
see Ihat it Is tried then. The attorney finds
that his scheme to secure a postponement is
balked and he willvery soon conclude that
he doe.-* Dot want a jury,especially as itwill
increase the chances of his client getting
the fullpenalty and make more work for
him.

"Ifthat plan Is followed but one jury a
day will be demanded in each court, and
Instead of the work on the jury calendar
increasing it willrapidly decrease until the
courts can keep up with their business with
ease.

"These jury trials under the present sys-
tem materially interfere with the work of
the court. When it is convened in the
morning, at 10 o'clock, it has only until 12
in which to dispose of the whole calendar,
for a jury trial is set down for the after-
noon- Therefore all the cases on the calen-
dar are either tried or continued in tho
morning, and in the afternoon the jury trial
is waived. It occupies about ten minutes
and Is disposed of. Then there is nothing
else before the court and the remainder of
the day is wasted.

"The judicial day is from 10 to12 ;>ml 2 to
4 o'clock, four hours a day, but in the Po-
lice courts they do not average three.
Court is never held on Saturday afternoons
and holidays, deaths, waived juries, etc.,
leave almost nothing to do on the after-
noons of other day.-*.

"The frequent continuance of cases,
necessitating their bring carried on the
calendar for weeks at a time, is another
cause of delay. This is often done because
an attorney cannot he in court to attend to
the case, being busy elsewhere. Ihave seen
thirty 1Dili ess men and as innny witnesses
dragged away from their stores to act* as
jurors in the Police Court, and after being
kept waiting an hour or two, sent away to
come another da}', simply because an at-
torney's business called him elsewhere. I
am an attorney, but Ithink that is one of
the greatest outrages practiced upou the
public to-day. Why should the public suffer
to suit an attorney's convenience? If be
cannot attend to business he should not
take It,and a litigant should not employ an

attorney unless he is silirlii'd that his
business willbe attended to. Ifhe does not
appear when a ca-o is called it should not
be continued to accommodate him, but tho

client should be instructed to employ
another Immediately and proceed with bis
case.

'"No, sir, we do not want another Police
Court, but we do wr.nt Police Court officials
who will nttend to the public business
properly. When we havo ihein thrre will
be no more complaints tf crowded calen-
dars."
