II:s love fcr liquor and cards Increased,
and he went from bad to worse. lie was
trea«urer of Tuolumne Parlor Xo.144, N\ S.
G W., and from the treasury he to:k Slfil7.
This matter becoming known the Si.per-- requested his resignation, and in the
Ist day of last August ilwas offered and
accepted.

Since then bis course has been rapidly
downward, and at the time of his arrest last
Saturday in S;ockton he was a tramp and a
beggar. His bondsmen willmake good the
loss to the order, and it is upon their com-
plaint that he willhave to stand trial.

PLEDGED TO NONE.

The Republicans WillNot
Caucus.

EACH MAN FOR HIMSELF.

Burke and Carlson Hauled Over the
Coals -The Attitude of tho

Populists Discussed.

Facial to Thk MokninuCai i.

Saceamexto. Jan. 10.— The Republi-
cans of both houses met in joint conference
this evening. Itwas not called a caucus for
the reason that the latter term was objected
toby many, on the ground that they did not
want to bo tied down to any particular can-
didate. The meeting was held Mainly for
the purpose of discussing the Senatorial
question. Senates Voorhies presided.

The first matter discussed was the propo-
sition as to whether there was any chance
of winning over the Populists to vote for a
Republican for United States Senator.
Duckworth of Monterey moved that a com-
mittee of three bo appointed to wait on the
Populists ana ascertain what concessions
they desired made in order to secure their
support. This motion was lost. Then
Burke. Non- Partisan, and Carlson, Inde-
pendent, came up for discussion.

Dodge ol Alameda made a motion that a
committee of three be appointed to discover
how these men stood. Considerable talk
followed, and it wns none of it particularly
favorable to either one of these men, and it
was especially rough on Carlson. lie was
characterized* as a man who could not bo
trusted. lie had told too many »tories.

One member stud that Lootnls, Senator
Felton's brother-in-law, told liitit that Carl-
son had promised Felton that if he became
the caucus nominee ho would vote for him.
Burke had told Fulton the same tiling.

Oilier members said that they had heard
Carlson say that if a suitable Republican

secured the nomination ho would vote lor
him, but that under no consideration would
he vote for White.

Carlson was again roasted, and a number
of members declared that he had told forty

d ffettnt stories, and they d>d not believe
ally of them. '1he matter, so far as Carlson
was concerned, was then settled by Tag-
tiart of Ahimeda stating that Carlson had
told him this ereniDfl after the adjournment
of the Assembly lh.it he proposed to vote
fora Democrat for United States Senator.

Wade of Napa said that Burke might be
classed withCarlson. At first h« hnd said
he wffild vote lor a suitable Republican,
but he now believed he had been won over
to the Democrats.

1» i^e's motion w.T3 lost, and it tv the
sense of the meeting that it was useless to
CTunt upon either one of the men.

Senator Hart of Sacramento made a vig-

orous speech against making any conces-
sions to the Populists. They nai made a
determined fight against the Republicans,
and he believed la the party standing its
own ground firmly, and maintaining its
ownIndividuality.

Carpenter was of tlie same opinion.
\u25a0.tor Ford of Nevada believed that

White had bib Bgßt won. He was almost
certain t!mt tw > of the Populists were
pledged to White. They were Kerns and
Jacobson. He knew Kerns was, and vru
almost sure that Jacetaoa woull vote (hat

way if it became necessary.

Senator Carpenter opposed holding a
emeus and pledging themselves to a Sena-
torial nominee. Ha was in favor of every

man going Into j nit convention and nomi-
nating and voting for any Republican he
chose, ill?reason for favoring this action
was that some of the members may have
been pledged before election to vote for a
certain man. and a caucus might iledge
them to another man. BBS

GOULD AS A REFORMER.
His Practice Varies Considerably From

His Professions.
Sackamexto, Jan. 10.—Ever since Gould

blossomed cut as an otatoi in the Assembly
two years ago he has had Congressional
aspirations, which he hoped would be
realized in the near future. His elevation
to the Speakership this session has strength-
ened those hipes tenfold, but for a man
who is striving to make a record which will
make him popular with his people Mr.
Gould has adopted a strange emu

Itis generally believed that Dr. Mathews
is the power behind the throne, and that
his word goes with the Speaker. This, may
account for Gould standing in with the
whole-tale pilfering that is now going on.
Of course, 1h« Democratic camp-followers
are numerous and they canio here hungry.

but even under those distressing circum-
stances the conduct of Mathews and Gould,
who are really the party leader?, is not
justifiable.

Gould talked light immediately after his
election. He then declared that, instead of
incre sing the number of committees, lie
wa& in favor of consolidating a number of
tin*more unimportant ones. When Mathews
got around him, however, and he saw the
hungry crowd about, he abandoned his re-
trenching resolutions, and did all in Ml
loner to assist Dr. Mathews in giving
twelve men sinecure positions as committee
clerks at 35 a day.

If he had stopped at that it would have
been bad enough, but he went further and
smiled favorably upon the worst raid that
has been made upon the treasury since
Buckley and his infnmnus gang held sway.
As there whs no business of importance
before the H"iise to-day, aside from the
Introduction of a number of lulls", the Demo-
cratic members spent the greater portion of
their time in creating new places and filling
them. The Republicans protested from
time tn time, but the work went on and the
tarewtk shots from the other side made no
visible effect.

Two radical anti-railroad measures were
also introduced. One was a bill, l.y liurlow,
to nmke the valuation of railroads operated
in more than one county, ns fixed by the
Stair Hoard of EqnalisaStea, tho basis upon
whirh the Railroad Commissioners shall
fix rates of freights and fares. Italso pro-
vides that such rates shall not yield the
railroads more than 6 per cent oa such
valuation and that any surplusmust be paid

into the State treasury for public benefit.
Each railroad in the State must die a yearly
statement of its transactions in itemized
form with tho Controller.

The other was presented by Bledsoe in
the finm of a joint resolution. Itcalls upon
the CoDgre»s ef the United States to com-
pel the Southern Pacific Company to pay
its indebtedness to the Government. It
reads as follows:

\Vhkkk\B. The Pacific Railroads, generally
known as the Southern Pacific Company, are In
debt to the Government of ilie United States In
the -amount of $70,000,000; and, whereas, the
Government of ihc United State*, at a critical
moment Inthe affairs of the originators of itie
said rallioaiK came to then rescue and enabled
them not only to build the roads, but to become
enormously rich from the bounty of the nation;
and, whereas, the said Southern Pacific Rail-
road Company lias persistently.-' refused to pay
Its debt to the Governmeut, lias corrupted
legislators aud courts In Its own Interest, and
has Inet posed a powerful lobby ot corruption*
Ists against rvei.v attempt heretofore made to
compel it to pay said dtbt: ami, wlitieas every
consideration of riciit and justice demands that
the men who have growu rich from the nation's
liberality should bo permitted no longer to deiy
the willof the peop'e; therefore be it

Resolved, By ibe Assembly of the Stale of Cali-
fornia, the Senate concurring, that we Instruct
our Senators ami request our Representatives In
Congress from this State to support the billIn-
troduced by Congressman T. J. Geary to compel
the said railroad company to pay Its debts to tlie
Government or hnve the niortcace foreclosed.

Tue Governor liInstructed toiorwatda copy
of the resolution to each Senator aud Repre-
sentative.

There seems to be a strong anti-railroad
element in the House, and thore is a great
deal of talk about passing measures that
will make the big monnpoly'H flesh creep,
but this is not talk that is likely to disturb
the railroad company, for no hostile bills
are likely to go through the Senate. Sena-
tor Carpenter openly stated last evening
that none of the nnti-rondroad bills willget
thron-jh the Senate Ifhe can help It. Tim
members of the House dnn't half like the
grand ignoring that they are getting. Even
free railroud tickets are not offered them,
and those who go to the city have had to
pay hard coin for the trip.

In the Senate to-day, when the Gov-
ernor's appointment of Daniel L. Hayes as
Prison Director in the place of Stump came
ud for confirmation, Senator Ostrom ob-
jected. 11m said it was time that a f inner

was placed on the board. His object for
desiring the appointment of an agriculturist
was to have the jute grain bugs made at the
prison placed on the market to better ad-
vantage, lie argued that the farming com-
munity la California had nr-ver yet been
represented on the board. The appoint-
ment whs continued.

The committees began organizing to-day,
and hereafter much of the Legislature's
work will be mapped out in the committee-
rooms.

la the Senate there have already been
introduced livebills proposing amendments
to the State constitution. One by G^sford of
N ! t provides that the jury ivcivil actions
niav consist of twelve or of any less num-
ber inon which the parties may agree, but
In felony cases it must consist of twelve.
In civtl actions three-fourths of the jury
ni.d in criminal cases late than a felony

five-sixths may render a verdict. Anoiher,
of the same eeneral tenor, provides that
three-fourths of the jury may render a ver-
dict in either civil c.t criminal trials.

An amendment proposed by Mathews
provides for the taxation of all property. in
the State, not exempt by Federal law—too
word property to include moneys, bends,
stocks, franchises and all other things,
real or personal, save crowing crops,
mortgages, trust deeds and public property.

Also one providing that no new. county
shall be formed so as to reduce any county
to a population of less than 8000, or to
an area of les? than 400 square miles, nor
any new county to contain less than 5000.
Any county formed shall assume Its pro-
portion of the existing county debt.

The amendment proposed by Ragsrfale
embodies the educational qualification
voted favorably uuon at the la?: election.

Mttliews proposes an amendment that
the State Board of Equalization shall con-
sist of one member from eacii Cuugressioual
district In tha State.

The session of both Houses was very
brief to-day, owing to the fact that the
committees have not yet returned any bills
to be acted upon. Many of the principal
committees met this evening and organized.

THE SENATE.

Confirmation of Governor jMarkham's
Appointments.

Sacramexto, Jan. 10.—The Senate was
called to order at 10 a. m. by Lieutenant-
Governor Keddick. Nominations by the
Governor of J. M.Elliott and F. A. Gibson
ofLos Angeles for trustees of the Reform
School for Juvenile Offenders, were con-
firmed by the Senate, as were also those of
F. W. L.oagee of Sonoma and W. S. Wood
of San Francisco as trustees of the Califor-
nia Home for Feeble-minded Children.
William C Murray of San Francisco and
Hugh McNeil of Los Angeles were con-
firmed as Fish Commissioners. Archibald
McDonald of Santa Clara was confirmed as
director or the Stockton Insane Asylum,
and 11. D. Foote of Sin Francisco as regent
of the State University, to succeed Delmas,
resigned. M. W. Pollard, Fresno, was ap-
pointed brigadier-general of the Third
Brigade, N. G. ('.

Ostrom of VuDa opposed the nomination
of Daniel Hayes of San Francisco to suc-
ceed Stump 88 State Prison Director, claim-
ing that the great agricultural section should
have a representative on such an important,
board. The nomination, however, was
confirmed— ayes 29, noes 5.

A petition from Alameda County for the
appointment of two additional Superior

Court Judges was presented and referred.
Bills were then introduced. Among them

was one by Berry for the reassessment of
all railroad taxes invalid for any reason
prior to ISB2. BurkoV act for the creation
of a commission for the promotion of uni-
formity in marriape, divorce and property
legislation In the United States was intro-
duced, Hart bad a bill to pension public-
school teachers, allowing them half their
annual salary the rest of their life after
twenty-five years* service.

A number of minor appointments were
made in the Assembly, but the. matter of
appointing a typewriter to the Judiciary
Committee met with some opposition and a
rollcall showed 45 ayes arul 90 noes.

A resolution empowering every member
of the Assembly to employ a private secre-
tary at L5 a day was riled out of order.

Price of Butte had the concurrent resolu-
tion favoring Caminetti's mining nnd river
bill eenl to the Governor without enroll-
ment, and the expense ( f telegraphing it to
Washington was ordered paid out of the
contir.geut fui.d of the Assembly.

Bledsoe, who was absent yesterday, in-
troduced a number of bilU to-day, among
them one limiting the rate of interest to C
per cent, except when by special agreement
a rate up to 9 per cent is made.

Bills exempting fruit trees and vines from
taxation and providing for the destruction
of ground squirrels and crop pests were
also introduced.

Bledsoe's motion that the Committee on
Morals beem powered to make an investiga-
tion of the saloon in the basement of the
CnpUol was carried.

The Speaker announced that a meeting
would bo held to fix the time of committee
meetings.

On motion of toathews of Tehama the
Assembly adjmrned at 2:20 r.m.

REGISTRAR REMOVED.

Brown Decapitated by Governor
Markham.

His Successor Said to Have Been
Already Chosen— An Interview

With Dan Burns.

Erecl&l to The MOBVUK Call.

SACBAIOHTO, Jan. 10.—Itwas definitely
announced io-night that Governor Mark-
ham intends to remove Registrar W. A.
Brown of San Francisco from office at once.
In fuct, he has already chosen his suc-
cessor. This information has nut been given
out officiallyas yet, but willbe within the
next twenty-four hours. Brown evidently
heard the bad news, for he arrived on
the late train this evening. When seen by
your correspondent he could say but tittle
about the matter, for he had only heard the
rumor late this uftcrnoon that he was to be
removed. He felt pretty certain that it was
trne. The Governor's reasons' for making

the removal are supposed to be based upon
the recent charges that were preferred
against Brown.

Colonel I).M. Burns was seen at his resi-
d-v.ee late last night, and talked freeiy of
Rocistrar Krown's removal.

"The cause?" he repeated. "General de-
bility,Isuppose you may call if

"Brown,as youknow, held a peculiar posi-
tion in the first place, a* regards the Elec-
tion Commissioners. Still, itwas a position

that a strong man witha strongly marked-
out coarse could very well maintain.*

"There itno doubt that there was a great
deal of chicanery committed during tbe
election, ana the Citizens' Def-nse Associa-
tion derided to follow up the thieves of the
people's votes.

"Inprosecution of that motive Judge Slack
ordered Brown to produce certain ballots
in court and he refused.

"In other wotd.s he stood between tbe
Citiznn*' Defense Association aud the peo-
ple's enemies. Itmake* no difference that
the Supreme Court did not sustain Judge
Slack; Brown's action was highly impol-
itic, to say the least of it, and was done
willfullyIn the teeth ofcontrary advice.
"liis removal has been in consideration

fnr a week or ten days, but Iam not at
liberty to mention his probable successor.
Stitlieient to say he Is a good Republican,
has previously held offie*. though not at
present in oftice, aud is a strong man of my
own choice.

•Brown was uotirird of the impending
chauge, and, Ibeiieve, went op to Sacra-
mento by the eveniug train to-night. His
removal will, Iam assured, take place im-
mediately."

THE OREGON LEGISLATURE.

Governor Pennoyer Advocates the
Reduction of Railroad Fares.

Salem, Or., Jan. 10.—Governor Pen-
noyer's biennial nies«aee was read to the
Legislature to-day. He shows from the re-
ports of the State officers that the expendi-
ture of the Sta;e government for the years
MB and 1692 was 5i,242,227. The Governor
urges the repeal of the present assessment
and taxation law, and snys: 'Tho law as It
now stands is a penaltyjon honesty and a
reward for rascality. No deduction for in-
debtedness should be allowed." lie advo-
cates a maximum railroad freight law and a
reduction of the present passenger rate of
4cents per mile to 2% cunts, and the abso-
lute prohibition of all passes except to em-
ployes. He is opposed to all boards and
commissions, and declares that they are en-
tirely alien to tlio spirit as well as to the
letter of the constitution.

A large number of bills was introduced in
the Legislature to-day.

FREE COINAGE OF SILVER.

Idaho Petitions Congress to Provide
forIt.

Boise, Idaho, Jan. 10.—The silver ques-
tion and the Copur d'Alene riots ofla9t sum-
mer were both before the House to-day. A
joint memorial to Congress praying for the
lie-coinage of silver was under considera-
tion, when Mill*of P>inghani introduced nn
amendment limitingthe request to the free
coinage of tho American product. This
precipitated a livelydiscussion, after which
the amendment was defeated by a vote of 24
to 12.

A resolution was introduced providing for
the appoiutineut of three Representatives

nnd two Senators to investigate the cnuses
leading U* tho CcMU d'Alene troubles. After
considerable discussion the resolution was
referred to the Committee on Military
Affairs.

SHOW OF POULTRY

Splendid Exhibit Made at
Petaluma.

THE SONOMA ASSOCIATION.

Fifteen Hundred Specimens of Fancy
Fowl Entered-Plymouth Rocks,

B&niams and Pigeons.

Petai.uma, Jan. 10.— The third annual
exhibition of the bonoma County Poultry
Association was opened at the Agricultural
Park here this morniug. The weather con-
tinues cold. Poultry is still coming In and
being entered nnd arranged on the tables.
The pavilion is handsomely decorated.
There willbe in all about 1500 entries, the
brown Leghorns predominating. Next in
number are the white Leghorns. The light
and dark Bramahs. which have heretofore
predominated at the exhibitions of the as-
sociation, show very lipht.

Mr. Buflingtna of Fall River, Mass., has
on exhibition two new breeds of buff Plym-
outh Rocks and Wyandotte. They are con-
sidered by poultry fanciers of great merit.

There- is a lino display of Bantams and
the new breed of Cornish Indian game, of
the latter thera being thirty-five entries.

Besides the new breeds above mentioned
there is the white Indian game. The Pa-
cific Coast Pigeon Club has made seventy-
eight entries of pigeons, and besides these
there are a large number of entries by
other pigeon fanciers, comprising speci-
mens of all known breeds. The Petalurna
Taxidermy Club makes a very attractive
display. Arranged around the fountain in
the center of the pavilion are life-like
specimens of fowl and beast, over 400 in
number. In the basin of the fountain are
ducks floating about as natural as in life.

The exhibition will be open until next
Saturday night. Many of the leading
poultry fanciers of the State are here, and
most of them have specimens of tbeir owii
raiaiug on exhibition.

IMMFNSE LOGGING CONTRACT.
Two Hundred Million Feet of Fir to

Be Cut in Washington.
Tacoma, Wash., Jan. 10.— The largest

The
latter is to cut and the railroad is to haul
200.000,000 feet of fir timber oil the mill
compauy's timber lands in Mason County,
Washington. Tho logs will be sawed here
and a large part of the lumber shipped to
\u25a0San Francisco, whore Hie mill owns a large
yard. The steel was ordered to-dny to ex-
tend the railroad further into tbo timber
belt. It will require five years to execute
the contract. The freight on the contract
willamount to $'-'50,000.
