HIS LIFE ENDED.

Edgar Miils, the Pioneer
Banker, Is Dead.

The Demise of One of California’s
Qldest and Best-Known Business
Men and Capitaiists.,

One by ona the pioneers who built up
this State pass away.

The death of Edgar Mills, one of the men
fdentified with the pioneer days of Califor-
ni», was announced yesterday.

He died early in the morning in his resi-
dence, 1950 California streef, at the age of
64 yvears and 3 months.

Few men were better known than Edgar
Mills,

}Ie was a native of North Salem, Westches-
ter County,N.Y.,where he received his early
education, he adopted the profession of
civil engineer after graduating from the
academy of his birthplace.

He had the goed fortune of becoming well
known by securingthe apnointiient tomake
the first surveys of the Hudson River Rail-
road, whei task he accomnplished so sue-
cessfully that his reputation as a first-class
man in bis line became establisiied while he
sras still a young man.

Iu 1849 he came to California on the Har.

and made the original survey
of the Feather and Sacramento rivers {or
General Sutter and Sam Brannan.

His next move was to startin business
with Colonel Avey in Nevada City in 15850,

A FINAL PROTEST

Made by Playter With His
Dying Breath.

THE BOULEVARD CONTRACTS.

Something About a Deal in Which
Qakiand. is Interested--Guess=
work of Citizens.

All Oakland is talking about the sirange
taking «ff of E. W. Playter, the Commis-
sioner of Public Works, who died suddenly
on Monday evening while protesting against
the awarding of the Lake Merritt boule-
vard contracts.

The action of his colleagues in awarding
the contracts at the same meetizg soon
after the death of Commissioner Playter
has been commented on with much feeling.

Oakland is divided into several! factions
over the boulevard construction contracts
that were awarded to Messrs. Hackett and
A. B. Stone,

The consensus of public opinion tends to
show a general desire for a boulevard, as
being an improvement to the interesis of
the city, but with regard to the engineering
questions at issne opinions are strongly
divided and a murmur has arisen charging
indecent haste to the commissioners con-
cerned in awarding the contracts almost
vver the dead body of their opposiong fellow-
commissioner.

“I am distinctly in favor of a boulevard,”
said R, M. Fitzgerald, lately a member of
the Board of Works.

*At the same time 1 am distinetly opposed
to the manner in which it is going to be
constructed. The proposed line of the
roadway is practically inside the lake.
They are going to dump rocks into the mud
until they have sunk to a limit which no
one has an estimate of. Thisis toforma
breastwall,

*Then they are geing to dredge mud oot
of the Jake to fill 1n behind that wali and
level up the boulevard. That meaus they
remove the supporting base of the breast-
wall, which will collapse into the lake with
proportionate waste of public money. 1
have obtained engineers’ opinions on the
matter before taking this view of the situa-
tion.

*We voted down the present management
with a majority some fifteen months ago.
My view is the same as that which Mr.
Playter contended for all along. We want
the boulevard run round the outside edge
of the lake, on solid ground, so that there
can be uo doubt about the stability of the
work on which so much mouney will be laid
out.

“The city is practically committed to build
the bonlevard. Some two years ago certain
citizens went to a lot of trouble in arranging
a give-and-take principle with handholders
round the lake. By this arrangemeant prop-
erty-owners yielded up their rights to spurs
of fore shore which feil within the propesed
boulevard llpe in exchange for llttle estu-
aries of the lake whieh ran without the line,

“The City Council then passed an ordi-
nance accepting the spurs and deeding the
esiuaries, agreeing to commence the imn-
provement within one year and complete it
within six.”

Ex-Mayor J. R. Glascock gave his opinion
very amn»lv as follows:

“I can’t discuss the engineering questions
at all, but, from a general point of view, 1
consider not enly that the boulevard will be
of advantage to the city interests, but that
the city is in honor bound to continue the
construction.. With regard to West Oak-
land’s agitation over the claims of Sixteenth-
street swamp [ quite agree with the idea
that something should be done in the city in-
terests tuimpmve that neighborhood, but
H xt ll es not affect the question of keeping

r pledge to the L'lke Merrittimprovement
H"H-(.'t."

Thomas Prather of the Union National
Bank was very declded in his opinions,

“You can say that I have thoroughly
satisfied mysell that what is being done is
the Lest that conld be done, and the city’s
interests are being well atlended to in this
matter.”

Commissioners J. T. Carothersand R. A
Hughes were gravely satisfied with their
action,

“Thé records of the Board of Works are
open to any cne who chooses to cousult
them for tie engineering opinions and data
whieh have molded our action in this mat-
ter.” said Mr. Hughes.

With regard to the murmurs sagainst the
alleged unseemly Laste with which the con-
tracts were awarded immediately following
the tragic sequel to the late Commis-
sioner Playter’s opposition Commissioner
Carothers explained with grave digoity.

“We acted in accoraance with parlia-
mentary law., After we had paid every
attention to our unfortunate colleague we
hmn'l ourselves in this position:

o new developments had been made in
the m a"er of the opposition. The citizens
were urging the carrying cut of the boule-
vard, and Monday was the last day aliowed
us to settle the guestion. ‘The unfortunate
death of Mr. Piayter was, in parliamentary
language, ‘an interruption of business un-
der disenssion,’

“Accordingly, an hour after his removal
wa completed the business under discus-
sien and then adjourned in respect to his
memory. Looking at it from & public-duty
point of view, we are satisfied that we did
right for }mbllc interests and in private
good taste.”

Engineers expressed varying views.

From the official data in the City En-
gineet’s office it apprars that Mr. Hackett
has to Gl an area of 45,000 cubic vards with
mateiial to be dredged from Lake Merritt
al two given points, the dredging of which

will bonefit the city sewerage system acd
the bottom levels of the lake.

For this'he will be paid 30 cents a cubie
yard on material excavated, which is es-

imated at 60,000 cubie yards, mnkiug allow-
anee for shrinkage.

In the opioion of some the amount of
money thus provided will not eover the
expense of building the necessary dredger
required.

The stone will be measured by the wagon-
lvad on the ground, and, to meet the un-
sstiled question of how many yards will be
reguired, the contractor is paid at the rate
of 95 cents on 20,000, 90 cents «n 40,000 and
8414 cents on 60,000 cubic yards.
