A NEW JURY LAW.

Gesford of Napa has introduced a consti-
tutional amendment providing that in crim-
inal cases less than felonies a verdict may

lie found by ten out of twelve juror., and
another proposition has been introduced
providing that in all criminal cases the
assent of three-fourths of the jurors shall
be sufficient to convict or acquit. This latter
billis in conformity withpublic opinion; it
finds no opposition outside of the class
which is interested in jury fixing.

England and the United States are the
inly nations which cling to the old-fash-
ioned doctrine that juries sans* be unani-
mous to find a verdict. In Scotland a major-
ity may find a verdict, and that is the rule
in France and in other European countries
where tbe jury system has been adopted.
Over a century ago Jeremy Bentham
massed tiie arguments against nnr.nimous
juries in so convincing a shape that no one
has undertaken to refute, him. But the
Anglo-Saxon. race is stubborn and slow to
change its practices, even when they are
proven to be bad. Every one who has
served en juries knows that disagreements
among furors are overcome by weariness
rather than conviction, and that when a
jury 8 asked whether lt has agreed on its
verdict and itanswers that it has, some one
or two or more jurors state the thug which
i-not. When they are all conscientious a
disagreement is almost inevitable. Mr. Com-
missioner Adam, whose report on the sub-
ject is a textbook, said tbat in England he
had never in twenty years known of a case
of disagreement among a jury. He ought to
cyme to this country.

BIG RANCHES.

California has an unfortunate reputation

for big ranches, which are either idle in the
bauds of their owners or are only partially
uiilized for cattle and sheep raising, or for
the production on a large scale of wheat
and wine. The most is never made of im-
mense tracts in the hands of one man. lie

. cannot efficiently manage so much property
and he must be able Indeed if he can enlist
the services of others on his behalf anxious
to bring out such results as he himself

• .would strive to attain. Big ranches start*
oroduction and scare away Deputa-

tion^ A man of capacity, understand-
ing land and agriculture, ptefers to
work on his own farm. As soon as possible
he willleave the big ranches, where he only
earns wages and is subject to dismissal at
a moment's notice, and where his Induce-
ments to marry and bring up a family are
not alluring. But itis the working settler,
the man who will bring up a family and
cast in his lot with the country he select.,
that Ibis State needs. Fruit farmers who
are cultivating twenty or forty acres;
farmer, who are raising wheat or grazing
cattle and 6heep on a homestead of one
hundred and sixty acres, provided they
keep out of the clutches of the money-
lenders, are doing more proportionally to
build up California in stability than the

.-owner who waves hi3hand over a map
and says he owns over a hundred thousand
acres here and more than that there, a for-.
est in the mountains untouched by the ax
and a lake or stream unavailable for irri-
gation. "Bring in the population and
divide the land up" should be the watch-
word of rural progress.
Itis understood that the great ranch of

Hitter & Lux in Kern County is about to
pass into the hands of an Eastern and Eng-
lish syndicate at a cost of 82,500,000. The
syndicate proposes to divide the ranch up
into holdings of moderate size and to supply
water at a rental from take which willbe
sold with the ranch. If400 families aggre-
gating 2COO individuals can be brought into
Kern County by this change a good example
will have been set to other big ranch re-
gions. There i. no intention to make the
scheme philanthropic. Itis to be on a
business basis. The families will have
money or approved credit to carry them
along fora year. But it Is somewhat for-
bidding to have an estimate formed that in
ten years the syndicate will have realized
Inprofits $10,000,000, four limes the amount
of the purchase money, Such an announce-
ment willnot operate as an inducement to
settlers, for they willsay that the syndicate
is earning much too high a dividend. Per-
haps the syndicate is couutiug its chickens
before they are hatched, for a settler who
ha- money wiilgo elsewhere for his home-
ster, d and willsecure reasonable terms.

One of the most pressing wants of Cali-
fornia is to see the interior more thickly
populated. Compared with the farmers in
Ohio, Indiana, Pennsylvania, New York
Mid all over Mew England, the rancher in
California lias much in his favor in climate,
fertility of soil and sunshine enough for
almost every product except strictly tropi-
cal growth*. He ha?, over great areas of
the State, net to rough-hew hi- way by
cutting down timber. m in. the East and in
Oregon and Washington. . The disadvan-
tages of transportation 'and. in having a
sluggish heal market will be overcome
some day. ASti.tr.

BEi\ BUTLER.
Historians are likely to differ about Ben

Butler, according to their political bias.
His career a*so erratic that there was no
one whom at some period of his life ho had
not manipeed to offend.

Before the war he was an uncompromis-
ing pro-slavery Democrat of tlie Hunker
school. Ho had no sympathy with Aboli-
tionists or Free.- > ii. !•-, no toleration for
men like Phillips or Garrison, lie went to
Charleston and voted steadily lor Jefferson
Davis. But when the first powder was
burned at Fort Sumter, be realized the sit-
uation long before the Massachusetts Re-
publican' awoke to it,and tinned not half
way, but nil the way rtund. Indeed, lie
bad foretold the war several weeks before
it broke out, and itwas largely in conse-
quence of lis warnings that Governor An-
drew was so much better prepared than
other Northern Governors to send his men
into the field. Once in uniform, he Kara
proof of military genius. He raised the
•lege of Washington by lauding at An-
napolis, and quelled the brutal i -slavery

mob of Baltimore by the occupation of
Federal Hill. He took a long step toward
the solution of the slave problem bypro-
nouncing slaves contraband of war. His
occupation of New Orleans did much to
break down the truculent slave-driving
spirit of the Southern brigadiers. The
banging of Mumford, coupled with the
prevention of yellow fever, taught the- antans that in him they had met
their master. Many Northerners saw lo
him the hero of the war.

But fortune, which had stood so firmlyby
his side up to then, suddenly deserted him.
From the occupation of New Orleans to the
end .ithe war, his career was one succes-
sion of failures and disappointments. Every-
thing he tried came to grief, ropular favor,
fickle as always, deserted him, and Grant
made him ridiculous as ihe general who
had bottled himself up. At the time of the
surrender of Appomattox he bad retired
from the army and was playing Coriolanus

:at Essex.
But he was cot in an irrepressible mold,

and be loomed up in his civillife, as bright,
as original, as pugnacious as ever. He rose
to be the leader of Congress. It seemed
tbat the chief architect of reconstruction
might attain the pr/" Which had been de-
nied to the soldier. Here again he reached
the very verge of bis ambition. But lie
stopped there. Other men took the lead in
Congiess. and he lost bis standing at home.

At that moment Ins public life really

ended. lie had a mania for becoming Gov-
ernor of Massachusetts. He appealed to
the Republicans and they refused to nom-
inate him. He ran as a Greenlacker and
was defeated- Finally, seventeen years

after the war, he ran as a Democrat, aud
was elected. Two years afterward he ex-
hibited to the world the pitiable sight of a
man who had at one time been a poiular
idol tunning for the Presidency In a polit-
ical sideshow.

Butler was like a ship which curies an
enormous spread of canvas and ifamaz-
ingly swift, but contains no ballast. He
posses- ed absolute genius. He was quick,
clear-hesdtd, brave, masterful, self-reliant.
Hut he had no more principle than a grizzly.
He was ready to espouse any policy which
premised to lead to fortune. Thus he was
all things in turn, according to his opinion

of the prevailing wind of the hour. He
glided without a jar from pro-slavery Democ-
racy to Republican abolitionism. AtNew
Orleans he reuior.ely stripped the foreicu
sympathizers with the rebellion of the coin
they were secreting fir the Confederacy,
He led the impeachment of Andrew John-
son; but when he had become a Demo-
cratic Green hacker he fiercely arraigned
the party of reconstruction for its harsh-
ness to the South. Such a man was the
more dangerous by reason of bis extra-
ordinary ability.

Comparisons have been drawn between
him and Aaron Burr. There was really
nothing in common between the two except
that both were disappointed men, and both
stood ready to get even with the world at
any sacrifice. In one particular the men
were contrast.. With Apron Burr tbe con-
trolling influence through life was his love
for the fair sex. butler knew of tie ex-
istence of 1.0 woman but his wife, to whom
he was truly devoted. Before his marriage
Butler had been a suitor for the band of
another belle, who preferred a lawyer with
straight eyes to the gentleman with the
strabismus, and Butler never forgave him.
The successful suitor had no children, while
Butler's family was laree. When the two
lawyers met on opposite sides In a case But-
ler rarely refrained from referring to the
joys of paternity nnd from expressing his
deepest sympathy with those who had been
denied the bliss of seeing children clamber
up their knee.

DIFFERENT VALUATIONS.

A bill on the subject of railroad property,
by Barlow, willstrike the public as a neat
solution of a vexed question. Whenever
the railroad has been asked to reduce its
rates or to contribute a trifle more to tha
support of the State Government, the reply
has been that its line, have cost so much
that they are earning no money. Mr.
Huntington has repeatedly stated that his
company is making no money. He figures,
as the cost of his lines, the bonds which he
lias floated, plus the stock which he ami his
associates hold. Thus, lines which were
built for £15,000 a mile a»e charged in the
companv'.- books at 800,000 a mile, and the
books show that they are not earning C per
cent en the latter sum. Between the com-
pany aid liepeople the controversy is thin
i.arr'wed down to the question of what the
roads really ct st, and what is the real sum
on which they should be allowed to earn
income.

Barlow answers this question by fixing
'he sum at which the roads are assessed by
the Board of Equalization as the actual
value of the property, and proposes to allow
them to earn 6 per cent on that sum, besides
the cost of repairs and betterments. This
seems to be a fair proposition. Atthe pres-
ent time the railroads have two ways of at-
praisine their property. When the tax-
gatherer comes round they claim that the
road Is worth $8000 to SIO.OCO a mile. But
when shippers ask for lower rates, they in-
sist that itcost $80,000 a mile, and ought to
be allowed to charge enough to earn interest
on that amount.* This bookkeeping by the
method of double entry cannot be recon-
ciled witb reason. A properly cannot be
worth one sum for purposes of taxation and
another sum for purposes of business, lt
must be worth the same sum for all pur-
poses. Barlow's bill should pass.

HOW IT HAPPENED.
Ex-Senator Edmunds has been recount-

ing some of the causes of the Republican
defeat. He says that temperance* Repub-
licans, free silver Republicans, slnale-lanrt
tax Republicans, in short, all Republicans
who have pronounced views on other ques-
tions, will turn against their party at a
decisive moment, while Democrats of like
ways of thinking willstick to their regular
ticket There is doubtless something in this
comparison between the members of the
two national parties. It was generally ob-
served that a good many voters in this city
talked Non-Partisan up to the day of the
recent election, then voted the Democratic
ticket They were not, perhaps, insincere
in their talk, but when the hour of voting
arrived their former party ties asserted
themselves. The Populists, Mr.Edmunds
says, are largely recruits from the Re-
publican party, clamoring for free silver
and other so-called reforms. A Democrat
who wants free silver and other reforms
will, as a rule, expend his force in talking.
When he goes to the polls be carries a
Democratic ticket in his vest-pqeket.

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MUCH TO EXPECT.
Besides writing almost a library of tomes

and monocraphs on scientific subjects the
late Sir Richard Owen has left behind him
a mass of papers which have not seen the
light. These papers include sheafs of let-
ters from all the distinguished scientific
men ofEurope and America, and they also
Include his own correspondence, for be was
in the habit of keeping duplicates or asking
his correspondents to return his letters.
But the literary and scientific treasure left
by this eminent man will be found Inbis
diaries. How he found time to keep diaries
can only be guessed at. Surely a more
laborious man never lived, But itappears
he kept a diary, most assiduously entered

up, from 1898 to I.'JO. A diary kept
during these eventful sixty-four years must
contain much that the scientific and literary
mind will ponder gravely. When a thinker"
writes letters he is compelled to be diplo-
matic, but ina diary lie may set down his
innermost thoughts, unless he writes with
the self-consciousness that what he jots
down-will hereafter be published. It is in
this way that Pepys'Vdiary is valuable. He
wrote it in shorthand, and had evidently no
anticipation that anybody would decipher
it. Much ofitturns himself into ridicule,
and the common love of approbation in-
herent in most men would impel them to
avoid disagreeable confessions. Yet Jean
Jacques asseaa is an instance to the con-
trary. Owen's diaries and letters, when
they are given to the world, willbe perused
with the keenest interest in every land. He
is one of the monumental men of the cen-
tury. Arrangements are undeistood to
have been ide for competent editing.

AN EXPERIMENT.
The shipping offrozen salmon in a fresh

condition to New York and London is
being tried in th. i'nget .Sound region. A
few carloads hare been sent off, and there
is little reason to anticipate failure. The
success of the enterprise does not depend
upon refri_>ratiiiK compartment's in the
can or on shipboard, but upon packing the
salmon in cases which are exhausted of air,
and within which putrefactive decay canuot
'arise. The salmon is packed whole, and
when itarrives in New York, London or

Paris itmay be sold also much per pound
at the current rates of fresh fish. This en-
terprise opens «ip great possibilities of
trade for the Pacific Coast, from Alaska
down to San Francisco Bay. It is an im-
provement upon canning, because the prioes
for the canned product are very low, and
often barely remunerative, while for fresh
salmon arriving whole aud sound in a'
frozen condition there should belittle dif-
ference of price compared with salmon just
drawn out of the nets, ln fact dealers will
often pain the frozen salmon off as the
genuine Tay or Tweed catch, just as frozen
New Zealand mutton iioften sold as prime
Welsh.

WORK FOR A GREAT MAN.

The Albany (N.Y.) Argus has the follow-
ing:

As things now
are it aims to control national politics by
keeping its creatures In the Senate. The
commercial, industrial and politicalsuprem-
acy of New York gives to its Senators an
influence out of proportion to their rank as
Senators. No one can imagine Hill or
Murphy as a leader in anything hut the dis-
tribution rfpatronage. They are adroit ma-
chine politicians, but a3 little capable of
discussing great national politics as the
average ward politician. Their views on a
given question are important only as an in-
dication of the w ay their votes willbe cast.
The World has estimated Mr. Murphy
pretty fairlyin the following:

The Prince ts in
the direct descent of the royal family, and
si. critical is that descent that the whole
English nation watches bis movements with
anxiety. There are heirs enough to the
English throne, but tho English people de-
sire to keep them clear of conflict or asso-
ciation with subjects. Hence the value of
a prince's life.

The Mayor and the Street Superintendent
are apparently united Inan effort to secure
better sweeping of the streets. They may

not succeed in doing all that is desired, but
street sweeping can hardly be worse than it
is at present. Garbage of every kind is at
present emptied into the streets without re-
striction, and there is no regular provision
for removal. Tho filth of weeks accumu-
lates in the streets without protest. All
this tends to make our streets, especially in
the business districts, disreputable and un-
wholesome, and probably the neglect of
good sanitary sweeping assists in rendering
it -a,matter of no consequence whether
paving is well or badly performed. The
.Superintendent of Streets has a chance to
make his name in fame by doing his work
well. And so may the present Board of
Supervisors become famous by supporting
honest efforts at reform.
