
A PIRATE'S PLUNDER.
Georgia Negroes Still Searching the

Southern Swamps.
Savannah News. •_

There is a sensation among some of the
negroes of Way cross, Oa. Itha. developed
into nn interest'tig story. A News cor-
respondent questioned a number of them,
and this Is the story they tell: Some forty
years ago vessels sailing near the coast of
Georgia t.ere frequently seized by. a notori-
ous pirate named Blackbeard. He bicaiae
the terror not only of the seamen, but of
the people living near the Altahamn River
swamp. v It was known to many of the
settlers that Blackbeard accumulated avast
fortune. On his last pitatical raid he made
"a haul," and his crew accompanied him to
a spit in the Aliahama River swamp and
in an old cave they buried the gold. Then
Blackbeard sent his men into the cave
with orders to guard the gold. But be did
not permit them to execute his orders,
but shot and killed all of them except

one man, whim he mortally wounded.
The dying .man raised his gun and
fired, killingBlackbeard instantly. A few
hours afterward an old negro came along,
and, hearing groans in the cave, peeped
down and to his horror saw the dead bodies
of six men and .the dying form of the-
seventh, Blackboard having fallen into the
cave. .The dying pirate pointed to a chain
and told the old negro that at the end of the
chain was a chest filled with geld deep in
the cave. Then the pirate breathed a curse
on the gold and the cave, and, calling Open
the demi'iis of hell to haunt, the spat, died.
The negro seemed to be pinned to the spot
by fright. As soon as he recovered from
the shock he had received he went home.
Arriving there the full honor of his; situa-
tion dawned upon bis mind. To give any
one In formatien about.his horrible secret,
he argued, would be to give himsel to die
on the gallows ias/the murderer of the;
seven men. For years he kept his dreaded
secret. Just before he died -the old man
call'd his children to him and told them

In jr.ing the above .'.toiy from -the negroes,
set out to explore his -wonderful cave and
secure this hidden treasure. ;Arming them-
selves, with picks, shovels and ax*, they
journeyed to the Altamaha River swamp
and toiind the cave. The ground near the
cave was all turned up by otlmr parties who
had been there. They claim that they found
the chain and the skulls of several men. \u25a0

through fright. They attempted to dig In
the cave,. but the air became thick and they,
could hardly breathe, rlhe rocks overhang-
ing the envo would grate on each other and]
the air suddenly became filled with groans
ami curses el dying sailors.

THESEVENBEST BOOKS

What are the seven best boohs hi/ Califor-
nia writers, judged as production* of lite-
rary tins or as works of literary art? ~

Increasing interest is being taken in The
Call's inquiry into the comparative merit,
of the literary productions of California.

The many who have pricked up their ears
at hearing tbe timely and novel query, and
turned to look at the literary treasures of
the Golden State, may enjoy some compe-
tent discussion of it within two or three
days,'

One somewhat surprising fact the inquiry
lias already incidentally developed is that
comparatively few people of literary taste
and intelligence here know much about Cal-
ifornia literature aside from that of current
fame. They have but a slight idea of the
amount and nature of what has been pro-
duced by more than a half dozen or dozen
California writers ana of the merit that
characterizes much that has .remained com-
paratively obscure.

The principal exceptions area few men
and women who were wielding their pens
on this side of tho Sierras a generation, per-
haps ago, and who have had a contemporary
interest iv nil the literary work of the Slate
almost .since its life and its scenes first in-
spired efforts to portray them in prose or
rhyme. They are not surprised at the
statement that p. arly COO books may be
credited to California writers. They can
give a comprehensive glance at the mass
and perhaps give the most appreciative es-
timate of its value.

Few Califorriiati- can tell off-hand how
many billions in gold and silver the moun-
tains of the State have produced, but when
they hear it stated and connect it with
oilier elements of California's greatness it
makes them rather proud.

There is more gold in California litera-
ture than it is generally credited with.
Like the treasure-stored mountains and the
woudrously fertile valleys of the State, its
men and women of genius have produced
more and better things than any part of the
Union we-! of the Mississippi.

While we are cataloguing our products,
compiling startling statistics, boxing up
thousands of illustrations of the fruitfulness
ifCalifornia valleys and foothills, and gen-
erally spending a half million or more that
the State may be glorified before the world,
it is quite appropriate to see how proud we
may be of cur brains and genius, of the sort
that works withink.

"This is a grand idea," said one gentle-
man yesterday. "You will see how tastes
and opinions differ, and itmay bo that few
people competent to judge willagree very
well on what is really the best, but it will
bring up a literary panorama of which this
State may wellbe prouder than of its State
building at Chicago, its big trees or its an-
nual twenty thousand or so carloads of
fruit.

"The whole world knows Bret Harte,
Murk Twain and Joaquin Miller, and there
are a half dozen more whose names are
familiar from the Pacific to the Atlantic,
but there are others who narrowly missed
as wide a fame and yet who produced one
or two gems that flash more genius than the
bulk of the work done by more famous ones
who wrote a few things of unusual merit
and many a little above mediocrity.

"Iwould not off-hand give a list of the
seven best books by Ciliforniaus that I
would want my name appended to, but
when Imade one itwould probably include
some books that uot everybody is acquainted

with.
"Iwould name Joaquin Miller's 'Song of

the Sierras' or his 'Olive Leaves," Bret
Harte's poems, and Ina I).Coolbrith's *A
Perfect Day and Oth«r Poems.' Bret
Ilarte's stories and, Mark .wain's 'Prince
aud Pauper' would leave room for two. I
would want to study awhile over the rest.
Joaquin Miller's novel, 'One Fair Woman/
and J. Ross Browne's 'Yusef come to my
mind first. The stories by W. 11. Rhodes,
who wrote under the norn de nlnme of Cax-
ton, ore unique and almost equal to the
work of Bret Harle. That novel by John
F. Swift, 'Robert Great-toss^' that was so
thoroughly called in because it portrayed
living characters that a copy cannot be
found, wa%,a skillful think', because it was
so true a picture of the limes, and there are
several other work! so striking in some
quality or other Hist they press themselves
for consideration, at least when the seven
best are in view.

"Ifthere was to be a second test seven
oho. en it would include perhaps some I
have mentioned ami Charles Warren Stod-
dard's 'South Sea Idyl.' and Ridge's poems.
Some critics might place the poems of John
Vance Cheney and Edward R. Sill among
the first ..even. There is Gertrude Ather-
ton's'Los Cerrito. ,' which is not so well
known as others of her works, but which I
consider her best from a literary point of
view. Flora Hatites Loueh head's .'Gold
Dust Stories.' Anna M. Fitch's 'Bowed
Down.' and many more pop into mind, but
the list ot cood things by different authors
soon becomes a long one. There are many,
old things which are gems In their way that
will prove a treat to hundreds if The
Call's discussion will get them reread.
Yes, bring opt our good things and let us
see what we have to be proud of." .;-

While discussing California literature
generally a list of twelve poems select lby
Ella Sterling Cummin*, who Issuperintend-
ing the collection of the State" iiieraty ex-
hibit and preparing an historical sketch of it,
may be of interest and recall some favorites.
Itis a listof twelve poems, not the best or
greatest, but the most popular— those teach-
ing the ordinary intelligence and imagina-
tion. They are:

By the way Itappears that the job of get-
ting together a literary exhibit from Cali-
fornia Is a harder task than those who have
attempted it anticipated. After months of
persistent labor, the publication' of lists of
books wanted, appeals to many individuals,
the ransacking of many libraries, only 175
volumes have been got together besides
the files of periodicals and the scrap books.
This is only one quarter of what is needed
to make tho -showing complete. The fruit
exhibits get along vastly easier. The ladles
have littlemoney to buy books, the majority
are not for sale in bookstores anyway, and
individual contributions come very slowly.
Even 'authors' living here have In several
Instances declined to so to the trouble and
expense .'of supplying copies of their own
works.

Bat there is ono gooil-sizad book'caseful
standing in the pretty.booth of the Littles .
Auxiliaryto the World's Fair Commission
at the Mechanics' Pavilion, and there are a
few weeks left to increase the array.

There are volumes there that may be
nanied among the seven best, anil there ate

volumes only. Interesting V because they have
become and willremain antiquities.
Itis a pity that allthat literary California

has done for public -and printers cannot be
seen in one big.display,, including big
quartos and little duodecimos, some fresh
from the binder, and some dusty and faded
by, time, nooks black, brown, red and green,
volumes worn by use .and bindings that are
faded only on the backs.

A CHARITY FUND.
The Robinson Bequest Is Ready for

Distribution.
"With the beginning of the year came due

the earnings of the Robinson bequest in-
terest fund. Itamounts to 83400. and wiil
be ready for distribution by Friday next.

The fund proper is vested in forty Yuba
County bonds, and the care of the yearly
interest is intrusted to a special coma
consisting of the Mayor and the members
of tho Finance Committee of the Board of
Supervisors. The commission now consists
of Mayor Ellert and Supervisors Jtrt_r-_,
1. -iiman and Kennedy.

Itwas Mr.Robinson's distinct instruction
that the interest of this fund should be
divided among destitute women ami chil-
dren. _t

To minimize the difficulty of a" proper
distribution the money la equally assigned
to a number of charitable institutions and
by them disbursed.

Such institutions upon receipt of the
money must give receipt for same and later
on render a sworn statement giving an
account of the money deposited with taem,
the names of individuals assisted and the
character of tin. assistance rendered.

It is distinctly stated that the applicants
must be destitute women and children
without money or property and with no one
to look to for support. Blanks placed with
the members of the commission must be
signed by the petitioners And dulysworn to
by witnesses attesting to the circumstances
of the applicant. -

Two-thirds of the money is to be dis-
tributed to applicants indorsed by the
commission.

MUCHLY MARRIED.

A Dead Soldier's Three
Widows.

The Bigamous Sergeant of an Ohio
Regiment Founded Many

Homes.

Sergeant John A. Lang of an Oliio regi-
ment fought and bled for his country during
the late rebellion.

About eight years ago he died from the
injuries he had contracted while inthe army.

In the due course of time application was
made to the United States Pension Oft;

a pension by the widowof the late sergeant
The application was regular in firm ami

was accompanied by the necessary evidence
regarding the marriage, etc. vy.-

But while the pension tfScers were duly

considering the matter they were treated to
a genuine surprise.

Another widow of the late Sergeant Lang
appeared and presented her claim to the
pension.

She adduced testimony showing Unit
Lang and herself had been duly married.
Their relations had only been severed by

the call of duty which had caused her
patriotic husband to rush to his rottntry'a
defense in its hour of great peril.

ins second application put a new phase
on the affair nnd considerably complicated
matters for the Pension Office. ~yv

Alter considerable evidence had been pre-
sented by both widows the first applicant
was declared to be out of the race, as the
second widow showed that her marriage to
Lang had taken place first, consequently
the second one was null and void.
Itwas a good thing that there was a long

delay in deciding tho matter, for after tin-
case had been duly submitted another sur-
prise was in store for the sedate pension
officials. y V
It was a third widow, who claimed the

muchly lamented John A. Lang as her
spouse. This third widow lives in Sonoma
County, where she has again married. Sim
has one child by the late John A. Lang, and
on that ground demands a pension.

She made application through the pension
agency of Shepherd &Orion.

The further mystery which surrounds
Lang's marital relations is that the third
applicant ha« proofs of her marriage to the
defunct soldier, which took plane several
years prior to thoso contracted by the
other two widows. The offspring of this
marriage is now grown almost to woman-
hood. ,

Itis probable that the prior rights of the
California widow will be recognized and
she will carry off the pension prize. In
speaking about the matter yesterday.
Colonel Shepherd said itwas not an unu.su .!
occurrence for three or four women to claim
the same individual -* their husband.

"This is rendered very curious," he said,
"from the fact that all three claimants have
presented the evidence of marriage. It
occasionally happens that some first make
a shadowy claim. But in this case it is
evident that the three claimants were un-
doubtedly married to the bigamous Lang."

The strangest part of the affair is that two
of the widows claiming Lang as their hus-
bands both live in the vicinity of Columbus,
Ohio.

How Lang managed to successfully elude
detection in his varied establishments is
something that willsurprise most men.
