A river eannot be
kept open after its outlet in closed up.
The engineering process which the Cami-
netti bill proposes fo anply to the rivers
might serve if their outlet was the Pacific
Ocean. DBut the comparatively little water
space in the shallow bays would soon be
ocecupied with something heavier than
waler.

BUT FEW IN IT.

Mr. Greenblat, editor of the Gerinan Dem-
okrat, 1s quoted as saying: *“We havea
paraaise here [in Californial, with but few
resple in it.” Now, as a paradise is a place
whieh people would naturally erowd into
if possible, the question arises as to the
eause which keeps peopie out of Cali-
fornia. itis not the distance nor the cost
of getting herer, Steamship lines running
between New York and !'uropﬂn ports are
full of imwigrants with $200 or $300 in their
pockets with whieh to defray the expenses
of @ visit to thelr native country. Now, the
money which would take an immigrant to
Europe and back would transport Lim to
the paradise of California. But somehow
they do not come. Our increase of populs-
tion is but liltie ab»ve what is termed the
patural ivcrease. But a small part of it
comes from immigration. Very likely the
State will grow more healthy by patural
tnerease than by a lsrge European immi-
gration. There are public schools within
the reach of all California children, and
consequently a population of natives wounld
be more intelligent than a popalation com-
vosed largely of foreigners except as the
latter eame from the middle or higher
classes, But a State which relies for popu-
lation on the natural increase is not likely
to fill up rapidly.

LABOR AND ITS HOURS.

The raveled sleeve of care is worn giffer-
ently in different couniries, According to
a Polish statist'cian, whose figures are com-
-mented wupon wiih wonder by George
Angustus Sala, the Upited States las the
unenviable notoriety of being next to Hun-
gary in exacting more toil from the work-
ingman than any other country. Perhsaps
there is an error in the calculation. We
work harder, minute by minute, than peopie
do in other countries, but the hours of labor
are not longer and holidays occar frequently
enough., We bave Washington’s birthday,
Independence day, Thanksgiving day,
Christmas day and New Year's day. Deco-
ratlon day is also a holiday for many. Aec.
cording to the Polish statistician the Russian
workman toils 267 days per aunum, the
Englieh workican 278 days, the Scottish
workman 275 days, the Spanish 290, the
Italian 298, the Bavarian 300, the Irish 305,
the Uunited Siates 306 and the Hungarian

THE RAILROAD BILL.

WHAT 1S HYPNOTISM ?

An Attempt of Robert Hardin Jr. to
Define This Mysterious Force.

st Louls Globe-Demoerat.

Hypnotisid consists of two things: First,
the induction of a psychical condition, in
which the subject’s miud is made almost a
blank and is completely uunder the oper-
ator’s will; aod, second, the suggestions
which the subject receives. These sugges-
tions may be communicated to the subjeet
in different wayvs, the best of which are by
speech, as they are more conciss and
gui-kiy rendered than suggestions made by
motions and other methods,

The subject’s susceptidility to suzgestion
while in the hypnotic state is enormously
increased, and his ability to act upon those
suggpstmna i controlled entirely by the
operator.

It is 2 common bot erroneous idea that
there are scven  “‘degrees” or “‘stages” of
Lypnotism, subposed to tange from a mild,
peaceful slumber to a state where the sub-
ject is completely insensible. Chareot, the
eminent French theorist and expenmon&er,
claims that there are as many as nine dis-
tinct degrees, but if this is true, I have been
unable to distinguish the difference between
them. During the past week my subject
was a young lady, 18 years oid, and fgirly
intelligent; in three days I subjected her to
the process of hypnosis seven different
times, and from the most careful experi-
ments, in conjunction with Dr. Charles
Marell, we found the firat degree of hypno-
susm consisted simply ot a mild slumber

together with a loss of sight. Tne loss ot
the senze of taste soon followed, and quickly
aller that the sense of smell doparted then
the sense of touch, and last of all the sense
of hearing. .

The third stage of hypootism, according
to Binet and Fera, is that of catalepsy, in
which the subject becomes perfectly rigid,
and remains in thalcondition for any length
of time. 1 have found that the subjeet has
a tendency to assume the condition of caia-
lepsy, and that it can be induced bet ween
any of the stages before mentioned, viz,:
that the subject becomes, according to my

will, iethargic or rigid between the loss of.

nnly two senses,

have stated that the optic nerve is the
first to lose its power under hypnosis, but a
curious effect was noticeable before the sub-
jeet lost all controi of sight. While the
eyes were still half open a bright rea hand-
kerchief was Leld before them in the line
of vision, and at a distance of abont four-
teen inches, When asked its color the sub-
jeet pronounced it blue, the contrasting
color of red. Again a bine "kerehief was

declared to be orange, and a yellow one

biue, aud so on, each color being called by
its complementary eolor. During this trial it
was thought that perbaps the subject was
color blind, but this was lound to be incor-

sight a twenty-candle power incandescent
electrie lamp, with reflector, was set before
the subjeet at a distance of ten inches, This
bright lignt failed to coutract or expand the
pubils in the slightest degree,

After this I commanded the sabject ta be-
eome rigid, when this state was immediately
effected. After relea3ing her from this stage
she resumed the first degree. This was
proven by a bottle of the strongest ammonia
held directly to the nostrils and the subject
commanded to inhale it. This test failed,
but acandleand potato were consumed with-
out reluctance, illustrating that the sense of
tuste followed the loss of sight.

The third degree v;as then induced, The
amumonia was again introdueced, while it was
suggested that the *‘perfume’” was ex-
quisite, - As the subjeet inhaled the fumes
of the ammonia a smile of pleasure played
about Ler lips, the mere sugzestion of per-
fuime producing the result as before stated.

After a few more passes the girl lost the
sense of toueh and several needles were in-
serted in the cheek and through the lip.
The doctor also extracted & decayed tooth,
and the tests were over. I released Lhe
subject from her insensible state, appar-
ently none the worse for the severe tests.
I shall conduct from time_to time experi-
ments upon each degree of insensibility,
treating each separately and exhaustively.

THE MACKEREL MYSTERY.

No One Seems to Know Where They

Go in the Winter Season.
New York Tribune Y

Where mackerel go for the winter is one
of the fish mysteries. When the first snow
flies in the Bay of Fundy mackerel disap-
pear. They are abundant in the Gulif of St.
Lawrence anda off Newfoundland until that
time, plump ana juicy and very toothsome,
tho resuit of haviog fed well on their migra-
tien northward. ‘I'he next seen of them is
in Mareh, off Cape Hatteras. All their
nlumpne%s is then gone and they look as if
they hud eaten nothing all winter. There
1s a sealy growth over their eyes which
nearly blinds them. Nobody whose palate
has been tazught what good mackerel are
cares to eat sueh tish, Many cld fishermen
think the flesh tastes of mud in the spring.

One theory in regard to this is that the
mackerel go inte the mud in winter and re-
main there, and that this has the effect of
producing a cataract growth or scale for
the protection of the eye, and of lmparting
an earthy taste to the flesii. Mackerel havu
been speared in the Day of Fundy by men
who eut through the ice to leck for fish.
Oceasionally a mackerel has been tound in
mud, but cases of this kind are so rare that
they fail to establish any rule in regard to
thie habits of the fish. The only certainty
is that maekerel disappear from all waters
visited hy fishing vessels {rom late in the
fall untii early in the spring. The fish nat-
urally loves the shore and is te be found
close ¢ land in the regular season. Since
fishing vessels cover this ground ail the
year round, it is safe to suppose that if
mackerel were there they would be caught
at times out of season, 1f the fish go into
deep water for tha winter and move sea-
ward, they put aside entirely the habits
that have been observed io regard to them,
and in the winter tims acquire traits to
which thev seem to be innately adverse in
the warm weather months,

Mackerel do not like ccld water, and it is
not believed that they remain in the north-
ern bays through the winter. T'here is cer-
tainly no explanation, if it be assumed that
they make their winter home off Newiound-
land, for their appearance in a latitude
much farther south in the spring, Cana-
dian fishermien have several times tried to
make trouble over mackersal eatehes, elaim-
ing that mackerel remain in northern waters
as their uatural babiiat, and that the mack-
erel conting up from Hatteras are not at ail
the same fish found in the Bay of Fundy.
This theory has nnt been accepted, how-
ever, by Ameriean fishermen, and the elaims
of the Canadians de not seem plausible
enough to have justified any actlon by the
authorities of the Dominion.

DANGERS OF OFFICE-HOLDING.

Monctonous and Fatal to Energy.

To all ycung men who contemplate a
journey to Washivgton for the purpose of
seenring employment the best advice is,
don’t, The humblest situation in a mer-
cantile house, where the pecuniary reward
is small, where the nours are long and
where the labor 1s hard, is better in the end
than a Government clerkship. One way lie
oppoertunities for advancement, for the
utilization and final reward of every talent
and all the energy that the young man
possesses. The other-way lie bopelessness,
drudgery, stagnation. Many a poor youug
man seeks a Government elerkship
order that he may earn nis support
while he is studying his profession. He is
playing with fire, He is tak!ng up as a staff
that which is likely to become necessary to
bim as a cruteh. He is in danger of dis-
covering, when Lis profession is learned,
that he has not the moral courage to drop
his government stipend. It would have
been infinitely better—it might have been
his making—1if he had tolled for scantier
dollars ino a manlier way. The Government
clerk drags out a monotonous exisience,
dareary, unprowising of advancement, and
if he is not turned out In bis old age, to
linger on through his few remaining vears
in peverty, he is one of the most fortunate
of his kind. There is nn servieas that so de-
stroys the latent energies and kil's the hope
as that of a Government clerk. Young men
who think they have the elements of sue-
cess in them should avoid it as they would
the plague,
