FIRST PRINCIPLES.

These principles are not exactly new, but
as they have been lost sight of in this State
for the last quarter of a century it is proper

t should be restated. The funda-
mental prineiple is tha! as the common car-
rier is granted especial privileges by Gov-

t, the power that grapts these
e es has the right to limit profits thal
shall result from such grant. The commou
carrier has a right to interest on his capital
invested, but not to interest on the value he

may chiouse to place on the property he has
derived in part through action by the Gov-
ernment. Another prineiple ot scarcely
less importance is that of the power of
the Government to regulate railroad
charges cn routes for any cause not subjeet
to competition. Possessing rights which
for a time are held exclusively throngh ae-
tions by the Government, the raiiroad com-
pany can only use this possession for the
benefit of the people. It may fix its charges
at rates which will pay interest on the iu-
vestment, but not at rates which possession
of a road that cannot be paralleled might
enable the company to impose. In giving
a corporniion a franchise which in effect
secures it in the exclusive use of nature’s
highway, it 1s not intended to endow the
corporaticn with the gift nature provided
for the wheole people. "1t is the disregard of
these first principles by the Southern Pa-
cifie Company which has for so many years
kept California in the background. The
loans of money, gifts of lands and fran-
chises conferring exclusive rights over pub-
lic property have been considered by that

company as giving them as complete owner- .

ship of the roads it controls as people have
over property who havé received nothing
from the Governmen: The application
of the principles which Mr, Leeds simply
restated &8s & point for A new departure
will be resisted doubtless by the Southern
Pacific Company, bul the power to apply
them remains with the people, and in itsex-
ercise there can be no complaintof injustice.

A LAND OF PLENTY.

A curious illustration of the superabund-
ance of natural wealth of this coast presents
itse!f to the eye of him who, when he takes
his waiks abroad, perambulates the water
front. Alithrough the summer months he
sees cartloads of overripe fruit dumped into
the bdy, sometimes many tons in a week.
Atother times he observes a similar dons-
tion of fine vegetables to the use of the
fishes, - Cart after cart backs up to the
water’s edge and tips out caulifiowers, as-
paragus, lettuce, potatoes, carrots, egg-
plants and melons. At tbe present time he
can observa the waters of the bay near the
water front whitened with the corpses of
herrings, which are thrown over from the
boats of fishermen. These destructions of
human food are generally inspired by coun-
siderations of the public health. The fruit
and vegetables which are sacrificed are so
far aavanced in decay that they haveceased
to be marketable, A slmilar reason aec-
counts for the destruction of our overabun-
dant fish supply. But it is curious to note
that we inhabit a region which produces so
much food. that we are forced to destroy
part of it from ipnability to consume the
whole,

A surplus of fish supply occurs periodi-
cally in many places. On the coast of Long
Island and Massachusetts the menhaden
are used to manure the fields, and there are
times when the mackerel catch is so large
that a portion of it is thrown in with the
menhaden in order to mzintain the price of
the remainder. In the Bay of Biscay a sar-
dine fisherman who makes an unusually
large haul is sometimes disgusted to find,
when he runs his boat ashore, that his
brother fishermen have =il been equally
lueky, and that some of the catch must be
eacrificed in order not to glut the markat,
In some of the northern rivers on this eoast
the salmon sometimes run so thick that if
the fishermen teok all they could they
would keep the price down below the cost
of their labor. But it is not easy to recall a
place where a glut of fish is accompanied or
followed by an equally overpowsring giut
of delicious fruit and wholesome vegetables.

That the glut and the consequent destrue-
fion of tood is wiliful waste goes without
saying. There 18 no necessity for either,
The art of preserving animal and vegetable
foed bhas now been brought to such perfec-
tion that all really wholesome foods can be
kepl almost indefinitely. In proverly con-
strocted buildings, with a constaut tem-
peratare lowered artificially below the point
at which decay sets in, all kinds of food—
beef, mutton, fish, butter, vegetables, and
fruits—can be kept for months, and will be
found as fresh and as full of flavor when
they are taken out as well as when they
were put in. The meats will be improved
by kee:ing. And the cost of refrigerating
is not large. Natural ice is now selling in
this city at 85 and $6 a ton; artificial ice can
be supplied in large quantities for less

=

money. And a little ice goes a long way.
All the {ruit traths which went East to Chi-
cago last year, loaded with fresh fruit, only
consumed 25,000 tons of ice, which probably
cost less than £100,000.

Is it not a pitiful exhibition of human
fmbecility that people sheuld be starving
to death in Russia while simultaneously we
are throwing great quantities of wholesome
food into the bay to feed the fishes? It
would take but little ingenuity aud nota
very large expenaiture of money to transfer
our wasied surplus, in the ccurse of threa
weeks, to places in Russia where little chil-
dren dying of hunger. Bat no one
thinks of it. Only the other day the people
of Durango, in Mexico, owing to the failure
of their only food crop tasted the miseries
of famine, but we do not read that any ship-
menis of our surplus food were made across
the Rie Grande.

in the history of the early peoples whose
records constitute the most ancient annals
of the world the highest praise that was be-
stowed upon a favored region was to say
that it was a land of plenty, flowing with
milk and honey, The expression was that
of a pastoral pecple referring to a pasturage
land intersected with valleys through which
alluvial streams flowed. Imn our day the
real land of plenty is a land in which the
soil vields such a superabundance of varied
foed that no one need ever go hungry,
and the question i3 not how to sustain
life, but what to do with the surplus sus-
tenance for which no use can be found.
Sach lands are rare, but this is one of them.

THE NEW ART HOUSE.

The difficulty which stood in the way of
the devction of the Hopkins-Searles man-
sion te the uses of the Art Association has
been solved by the agreement of the donor
to supplement his gift by an annual endow-
ment of £5000 for the next five years to pay
taxes and other expenses on the building.
Other objections have been removed by
makiog the transfer to the Regents of the
university in trust for the Art Association,
8o that the fate of the new institution will
not devend uron the vicissitudes which may
overtake a voluntary organization without
fixed income. The Regents will move into
the building, one room in which will be
aliotted to them to hold their meetipgs in.
But after their instailation the control of
the business of the association will rest with
its members.

Upon them will devolve the duty of de-
termining whether the Searles gift shall
really inure to the interests of art on this
coast, or shall merely be ocrnamental. As a
mere pleture gallery, the editice would add
a charm to the many attractions of our city,
but would not necessarily be a thing of
utility. What the leading members of the
as ation want, and what the public ex-
pects, is that the Art Association shall turn
its new fortuns to good account by housing
serious work under its rosf. There is on
this coast a remarkable wild erop of artistic
taste, Considering the opportunities they
have had, our native artists have displayed
remarkable ability. Every one who attends
school or academy commencements is struck
by the promise which the pupils frequently
show., What they have wanted is a school
of art on a larger scale than that which now
exists, where they can study and copy the
works which the world agrees to be master-
pieces,

t is already suzgested that gentlemen
who have purehased works of art should
donate them to the Searles gallery in order
that they sball form the nucleus 6f a collec-
tion. Dut that is perhaps too mueh to ex-
peet. People who have spent money for
pictures are apt to want to keep them in
their own houses to decorate their parlors.
Perhaps they might be willing to lena their
paintings and their statues for a couaple of
montihs to the city collection; the other ten
months they would keep them at home to
feast the eves of their guests, The ¢bjee-
tion to lending valuable works of art is
that they may be injured i1n transportation,
but that objection could be overcome by en-
trusting their transfer to a responsible con-
cern like Wells, Fargo & Co., which is
used to mwoving valuable and perishable
property.

In the East, as in England, owners of
works of art rarely allow them to leave
their own rocf. In New York the old As-
pinwall and the Belmont eollections and the
Vanderbilt, the Huntington and other col-
leetions of te-day are open to public inspec-
tion on a few days in each vear, and almost
at any time visitors are adinittea on special
application; but an artist Is not satis-

fied to see a great work of art once;
he wants to see it frequently and
for hours at a time. Sensitive people

ohject to write begging letters for tickets of
admission. In Esgland, noblemen’s gal-
leries are thrown open with the other
baronial apartments on given days and on
payment of a fee. The consequenes is that
they are seen more [requently by traveling
Americans than by resident Englishmen.
Some of the finest paintings in the world
have been realiy lost to art by passing into
the possession of rich Englishmen. In
France, the Louvre and the Luxembourg
compete netively with private collections
for paintings or sculptures of repute which
come into the marker. Since the Napoleonic
era of extravagance some fine collections
have been made in Paris, but none car com-
pare with those of the iwo palaces, whereas
in England several noblemen would not ex-
change their collections for that of the
National Gallery.

Our political system would forbid an an-
nual appropriation by the Legislature for
the purchase of works of art. Meanwhile
it ought to become a point of honor with
rich men to bestow on the Searles gallery a
few gems of art from time to time, 8o as to
form the nucleus of an art show oo the
Pacific.

A TRANS-PACIFIC CABLE.

It is a singular fact that no telegraphie
cable has yet been laid across the Pacific
Ocean in any direction, From this part of
the American continent we can communi-
cate with Yokohame, Hong-Kong, Cal-
cutta, Sydney, Melbourne and New Zea-
land, but only by sending the message to
Europe. A merchant who telegraphs an
order to Australia or Chioa has to pay
three or four times as much as e should do
were there cables laid across the Pacifie,
Somehow, American capitalists have fought
shy of submarice cable enterprises. The
Bennett-Mackay cable is almost the only
long-distance one of 1mportance. On land
we are very enterprising both with tele-
graphs and railroads, but ocean telegraphy
seems to be wanting in commereial attract-
iveness, Perhaps we expect unreasonabie
profits,

It is announced that Queensland, Aus-
traiia, has entered into a cable project with
the Society des Telegraphes Sous-Marine,
the Intention Dbeing to form telegraphic

connection with Fiji, Samoa and the
Sandwich Islands. But suech a line
will not be successful if it Is mnot

extended either to the United States or
to British Columbia, Between the groups
of islands named and Australia there is
not enough business to warrant more than a
few messages a day, and under the code
system and a telegraphic tariff at so much
per word, it Is possible to say mneh with
very slender use of language. If such a
cable is once started, it must be continued
to the shores of America. It won!d be more
satisfactory to see American capitalists tak-
ing a share in the enterprise; but if they
will not venture, then we should not stand
in the way of others undertaking the work,
When a trans . Pacific cable Is laid there will
be a considerable reduction in the cost of
messages to Australia. A eable will doubt-
less soon follow to Japan and Ch'na. The
Importance of this communication to the
Pacific Coast can hardly be overestimated.
We way look forward to the time wheh
Australia wiil have a population of twenty
or thirty millions, and this coast will have
quadrupled its population. The relations
of trade will then be on a grand seale.

THE COTTON SPINNERS’ STRIKE.

The Manchester cotton spinners are on a
strike to prevent a five-per-cent reduction
of wages. The proposed reduction of wages
is not to cempensate manufacturers for a
tax on raw material nor to counteract any
other object of a protective policy. 1tis to
enable England to retain her hold on the
markets of the world. Employers contend
tiat a reduction in the cost of goods is neces-
sary to enable them to compete with the
manufacturers of other nations, American
factory operatives who voted against a pro-
tective policy at the last election can see in
this strike the kind of an entertainment
they are invited to. Here are England,
Germany, France, Belgium and other
cheap-labor countries engaged in a strife to

reduce laber to the jowest pessible point at
which the efficiency of the worker can be
maintained. The five-per-cent reduction
proposed in Manchester is to meet some re-
daction that has been made in some other
manufacturing country. The manufacturer
who screws labor down to the lowest point
gets the work., It is not worth while to
waste words in condemning the hard-
heartedness of these employers, They are
the vietims rather of a system than of indi-
vidual indifference to the condition of their
employes. To get work they have to do it
at as low cost a3 any competitor. Under
free traae their own home market may be
invaded by the manufacturers of any na-
tion which can reduce the labor cost lower
than their standard. American working-
men are now in a way to taste the sweets
of this competition. Under a purely revenue
iariff protection will be pretty nearly done
away with. Eugland has a revenue tariff
which affords none of her working people
any protection. It taxes tea, coffee, to-
bacco and other articles that must be im-
ported, and admits free of duty articles
which compete with British industries, The
tariff for revenue peiicy worked very well
in England as lopg as superior machinery
enabled her to manufacture at less cost
than other nations, but the tug of war comes
now when competing npations have put
themselves in condition to produce as
cheaply as the English.

THE WOOL MANUFACTURERS.

The annnal meeting of the National As-
sociation of Wool Manufacturers began in
New York on Thursday. More than ordi-
nary interest is attached to this meeting as
the wool manufacturers have been repre-
sented as willing to do bnsiness on a free-
trade basis. Their proposition has been to
aceept a reduction of duty on manufactured
goods, providing tnat raw wool should be
admitted free, But the wool-growers have
declared with considerable energy that if
one industry was exposed to foreign com-
petition the other sheuld be. In other words,
that free wool and free woolen goods should
go hand in hand or not atall. The wool
manufacturers are reported as having de-
cided to let well enough alone. They are
doing well now, and do not know how it
miglit be under a radical change of tariff.
Many of them have invested largely in new
machinery in the expectation that under
the present tariff they would be able to
compete in the finer grades of cloth, which
up to the present time have been imported.
Should the duties on the manufactures of
wool be materially. reduced these invest-
ments might be lost. The cost of labor on
the finer grades of goods is so large an ftem
that the foreign wmanufacturers will hold
the market against the American unless the
American has the aid of duties on the
foreign article.

ANOTHER SHIP CANAL.

A couference is now in session which has
for its object the construction of a ship
canal on American soil connecting the At-
lantic seaboard with the great lakes. Gov-
ernment aid is to ba invoked, but if that is
to be graunted there ought to be adequate
Government control of tolis and general op-
era'ion. The projectis one that engineers
will undertake cheerfully. Phnysical diffi-
culties can hardly be said to exist when alil
the modern applicances for excavating and
blasting are brought into requisition. Nor
should the cost of construction be forbid-
ding when compared with the traffic. The
advantages to the country at large of such a
canal are obvious, but without doubt the
railroads east of Chicago will oppese the
scheme to the utmost of their ability. The
opposition will be broken in the end. The
utilization of a thousand miles ot waterway
into the interior of a continent eannot be
neglected forever. With a deep-water
canal into the heart of the United States,
available for the largest vessels yet con-
structed, many problems of transportation
wiil be solved. There certainly is no reason
to consider the railroads in any tender
spirit.

The eleetrie railroad is evidently only on
its trial toward success. It would be a pity
if nothing better were discoverable than
the troliey system, because it adds to the
annoyances of noise so worrying to the
nervous system. In New York it is an-
nounced that a storage-battery electric ear
has been Invented capable of traveling
twenty miles an hour at a cost of 9 cents
per mile. Apparently this leaves an abun-
dant margin between working expenses and
earnings. 1f the storage method of propul-
sion permits journeys to be made with 2
minimum of noise then the public are to be
congratulated upon the reduction of vne of
life’s miseries, The noises of the streets
are to-day a terror to every persou endowed
with sensitive nerves.

A good deal of ill-feeling has arisen in
North Carolina because four men, or rather
bnys, have had their sentences to death for
murder commuted to imprisonment, But
four other men implicated in the same
crime have been hanged, and considering
the ages of the prisoners whose lives have
been spared there does not seem to be any
reason to regret the exercise of clemeney.
The ages of these prisoners varied from 13
to 16. There is sonie hope that they may
reform their ways and forget the vices that
drew them into crime., It is unfortunate,
however, that the course of justice should
be ko spasmodic in the United States. To
hang four men for thedeath of one is Dra-
conian.

A British vessel yesterday arrived in port
after a voyage of over 200 days from Liver-
pool. The Templemore had been given up
as lost, and on the fresh issues of insurauce
the nuderwriters have galned a good haul.
It was off the Iorn that the Templemore
bad her chief battle with head winds and
heavy seas., Otherwise the voyage was quite
placid. When the Nicarazua canal is com-
pleted there wiil be no more of the tempes-
tuous voyages aronnd the storm-beaten
cape. Towage between the Atlantic and
Pacific oceans will be the rule for salling
vessels, and steamers will perform their
own mileage, ' Inmany senses the Nicaragua
eanal will proveof inestimable benefit to the
commerce of all countries.

SCENERY AND COLDS.

A Feature of the Glaciers at Grindel=
wald That the Guidebooks Omit.

Europe is full of all sorts of devices for
endangering and undermining the health of
travelers. The big bulldings, churches,
palaces and tne like, where the huge imele-
sure keeps the temperature of the air at
the same cool level all the year rouud, have
caused sickness and deaths without num-
ber. For travelers coming into them from
the heat of the summer day withoutdo not
think that this agreeable coolness means a
sudden and unhealthful reduction of the
temperature of the body until achill or a
succession of sneezes tells them that the
mischief i3 done.

But there is one place which is respon-
sible for more sickness than any score of
large buildings., The glaciers at Grinde!-
wald, espeeially the Iarge upper glacier, is
this dangerous spot. Nearly every one who
goes to Switzerland, and that means nearly
every one who travels in Europe, goes to see
the glaciers at Grindelwald, although few,
indeed, do not regret having gone, because
the difliculties and dangers are but slightly
revaid by the rather disavpointing scenie
effects. And nearly all who go carry away
with them a eold which may pass away,
and again may wake them linger in bed at
Interlaken to curse the day they ventured
to Grindelwald.

The glacier is an hour’s walk or horse-
back ride up a steep and winding mountain
road, narrow]y shut in because of the en-
eroaching mountain farms on either side.
1f you have gone horseback they set you
down at a mountain inn with a little
pavilion overlooking the valley of the
glacier, with its vistas of perfect Swiss
scenery. Then one goes through a gate
and walks down a winding road, arched
with trees, crosses a stony valley, through
the midst of which rushes a eclear, pure,
ice-cold stream, fresh from the base of the
glacier which the summer sun is melting.
The glacier is before you, chilling the air
which was of summer heat a few yards
away,

You must have walked downjto it be-
cause there is no other way, and you are
therefore heated. You stand near the
glacier and instantly you are cool. Perhaps
vou go iunto the ice cavern, for the wonder-
ful colors of the hewn ice are tempting.
Ice water is dripving upon you and your
feet are scon soaked from the wet boards
underneath. You go out and start away,
and bafore you have again reached the lit-
tle gate near the inn you find that you have
the worst cold you ever had in your life,
If vou are over susceptible you will have
chills and fever.

Butitis not necessary to go down to the
glacier. You may have heard of these perils.
So you decida to view it from afar. You sit
in the little pavilion with the superb pano-
rama before, above and beneath you, with
the long stirated back of the serpent-like
glacier and the stream gushing from its icy

aws as the central point of your landscape.
“ou order something to eat and a bottle of
wine, and lifeserms to be anextraordinarily
good thing. For all around you is sum-
mer, hot, intense, luxuriant, while above
you and down in the valley there is win-
ter, eternal winter of snow apd ice. But
as you B8it enjoying, reveling even,
blissfully unconscious of danger, you begin
to feel an icy chill, gentle and pleasing at
first, but gradually increasing until you look
about for furs, and then take to flight with
a bad cold pushing surfaceward within you,
as & wemento of the glaciers, - Off that huge
river of ice blows a wind thatis always
wintry, that is feit in its full intensity a mile
away through the heat of the holtest sum-
mer day. You may escape the wiles of a
score of eurio venders urging you to take
away a carving or something of that kind
as a memento of Grindelwald’s glaciers, but
the chances are that you will not escape
that unpleasant or perhaps dangerous liltle
memento in the shape of a cold, which the
glacier will force upon you.
