The Dew
Emperor sub«caueotly joined the coalition
against 'Napoleon, and his hostility pro-
voked the latter to undertake the invasion
ot Russia,' which resulted in the ruin of the
splendid army which had conquered at
Austerlltz and Wagram. \u25a0

The retreat from Moscow was the begin-
ing of Napoleon's downfall. Had the Czar
Paul continued to guide the policy of Rus-
sin. it is probable that tho alliance with
France would have continued without a
break, and Napoleon, instead of

'wasting
his strength against Russia, would! have
been free to lend his magnificent artuy in
person against Wellington in Portugal, and
the course of modern history might have
been widely different.
..Britain, by means of her navy, would
probably have preserved her independence,
but had Russia remained friendly to Bonn-
pnrte, ami the ißritish, been expelled from

RECOUNTS BEGUN.

Mayoralty Contest Before
Judge Murphy.

SIX PRECINCTS COUNTED.

Judge Slack Presides Over the Con-
test for Sheriff and Superior

Judge.

InDepartment 3 of the Superior Court the
recount in the election contest of Dr.
O'Donnell for the mayoralty was com-
menced yesterday morning before Judge
Mnmhy.

The courtroom was crowded with politi-
cians of all shadps. Among others present
were Attorney Ruef, Registrar Brown aud
Attorney M. A. D>>rn.

Dr. O'Dounell was present with his at-
torney, Carroll Cook, and Attorney It.B.
Mitchell appeared in tue iuterests of Mayor
Elicrf.

Several persons were present who kept a
snap tally for defeated candidates.

Judge Morptoy ascended the bench
shortly after 10 o'clock and made a few re-
njnrks regarding the recount.

Carroll Cook called attention to the fact
that Mayor E!!eit bad filed uo answer to
the comilaint.

Attorney Mitchell said that the Mayor
had some old-fashioned but commendable
view* in retinrd to the contest. No disre-
spect was Intended in not filingan answer.
Mr.Ellen's iilea being that if Dr. O'Don-
uell was really elected, he w^s certainly en-
titled to the office. Mr. Ellert would offer
no technical objection, but would aid the
doctor in every way possible in his re-
count.

"There Is one tlilDg,however," continued
Attorney Mitchell, "thatIwish to take ex-
ception. Dr. O'Donnell says that in certain
precincts he was defrauded out of votes,
ami he wants those precincts counted fir»t.
Ithink trio only fair way of conducting the
recount i.-» to have the whole vote of the city
canvassed, beginning from the very first
precinct, and going right through them
systematically."

Judge Murphy replied that he did not
think that was necessary. The contestant
claimed that there had been fraud in the
Forty-fifth Assembly District, and he could
not see any harm in beginning with that
district.

The court appointed George W. Smith,
official stenographer, as tally clerk, Eugene
E. Shaen as caller, and S. C. Comin&Ly as
stringer.

Kules were then laid down by the court
for conducting the recount. He wanted it
understood that the count would not be de-
layed forsnap tallies. He would proceed in
a certain wav all through. The caller
would call off the votes, ana the tally clerks
would tally them. Then, if desired, the
ballots would be handed to counsel for in-
spection, alter which they would be strung.

The sessions of the court would be, with
theexception of Saturdays, from 9:30 A.m.
to 12:30 P. m. aud from 1:30 p. M. to 4:30
P. M. '1here would be no night sessions.

Tlie contestant would have to deposit
every morning before the court cnmm«ficed
$25 tor the cxpeuses of the day. Dr. O'Don-
nell promptly paid down $50.

Kegislrar Brown was instructed to pro-
duce tliH ballot* for the last five precincts
of the Forty-fifth District.

Judge Murphy said it would only be
necessary to count the votes for'Ellert and
O'Dounell, but. afterward agreed with At-
torney Mitchell after consultation with
Judge Levy, who joined htm on the bench
during the discussion.

The calling was then commenced with
tho Seventeenth Precinct, Forty-fifth Dis-
trict, and when court adjourned at 4:30 p.m.

The result of the day's count is a loss of
four votes to Ellert and a n< t gain of five
votes for O'Duuueil, who gained seven aud
lost two.

All disputed votes in the Seventeenth
Precinct were settled, but in ihe other pre-
cincts there are one or two votes in c ich
held over, the question in dispute being
chiefly as to distinctness of mark.

THEIR ISSUES POOLED.
The Scott and liayne Contests Going

on Together.
The recounts in the contested elections of

Henry H. Scott for Sheriff and Duncan
ilayne for a superior judgeship are being
made simultaneously before Judge Slack.

When the Judge ascended the bench yes-
terday morning the courtroom was filled
with spectators.

Crittenden Thornton appeared, for the
contestant, MattI.Sullivan for Sheriff Mc-
D:ide and Robert Y. Hayne for his brother,
Duncan Havne. .

Judge Slack staled that he did not think
heshi'Qld preside over the recount in Mr.
Uaynt'd case, because it might affect his
own election.

Counsel assured the court that his elec-
tion vas not involved in the contest. It
was merely a: question as to the number of
votes casr. Judges Tr-uut and Seaweil had"
both agreed to Judge Slack presiding in the
case. . . .

•"Well, Iwillhear the contest," said JndsoSlack, "but should it become necessary to
decide a question as to whether certain pre-
cincts should bA thrown out you will have
to call Id another Judge."

A discussion then arose as to the ap-
pointment of officials on the ground of econ-
omy, when \t was decided that the attorneys
should take turn about in calling off the
names on the ballots, and the following
tally clerks were appointed: E. J. C-offey
/or McDade, George W. Grier for Scott and
Frank G. Drury for.Hlattner. Stenographer
J^anfar was au»>ointed,#fliri:\l tally clerk.

Registrar Brown came Iinto court with
several packages of ballot?, and, as in-
structed, produred the ballots of the First
Precinct. Twenty-eighth Assembly District.

The- recount was then commenced. At-
torney Thornton calling off. After the noon
nvess the court appointed Fred Lees as
caller and John Green -as stringer. .

.'r* Up to 4:30 p. m., whan the court adjourned
till7:30 p. hi. six precincts had been counted.
Several ballols were rejected, among them
being thirteen in tho Second Precinct, eiebt
of which wer-2 blanks and five did not bear
the initials of Hie nlticpis or numbers on the
book as required by the Political Code.

FISH WITH LUNGS.
But They Cannot Live Out of Water

Unless Kept Damp.

There are few more interesting inhabit-
ants of the earth in the eyes of the scient-
ists than the ceratodus, a rare fish, now
found only in two rivers in Australia,
although in long times past, as its komlbs
ip the rocks sn^w, it inhabited Europe and
other countries.

There are two other rar« fishes related to
the ceratodus, one of which, the lepidosiren,
has been overed only in the Amazon,
while the other, the ,protopt«rus, is not
known outside outside of tropical Africa.

The ppm-ial Interest in these fishes arises
from Hit) fact that they possess lungsjn«.|weil
as gills, and consequently apt ear 10 repre-
sent an intermediate condition of life be-
tween the fish and amphibian.

They are sometimes described a3 one of
th* "missing links" in zoological history.

The ceratodus enjoy 3 the distinction of
having received a name ihronsh the discov-
ery of the fossil remains of its ancestors be-
fore itwas known that any representatives
of its race were still livingupon the earth.

This strange animal is saul to deposit its
eggs upon weeds crowing In the Burnett
and Mary rivers in Queensland, and re-
cently Professor W. Baldwin Spencer of
Victoria made a long journey in Queens-
land in search of some of those egg".

Though he did not find them he did learn
some interesting farts about the animal.
Itis a big fish, he says, sometimes attain-

inga length of ten feet or more, and is not
good for food, as has been reported.

Although itis furnished with a lung for
breathing it does not voluntarily leave th-
water, and ifit gets out of the water it h
practically helples?. Ina few hours after
being removed from the river itperishes
unless itIs kept damp.

The great use of its lungs seems to be to
enable the ceratodu* to live by breathing air
without quitting the water entirely.
